sion. The .style of the church is neat and in good

taste, and is quite an ornament to that par

sanded.'"'l'lie windows are of stained glass and the

front is surmounted by a gilded cross 9 feet high?

The interior is finished plainly in the
sy!e. The main audience room is approached by
granite steps, 8 feet wide, leading from the street
to a vestibule, the floor of which is on a level with

the floor of the basement, then bv two flights of
stairs, one at each end of the vestibule, which leads
to an upper vestibule, which is the entrance to the
audience room. The choir gallery is over the up-
per vestibule, and is reached by a continuation of
the stairs from the lower vestibule.

The audience room is 07 feet wide, 76 feet long
and 27 feet high, and contains 132 pews with four
aisles, and will seat about 700 persons. The entire
floor is covered with a handsome three-ply
carpet, which has been furnished and made by the
ladies of the Society at a cost of about SSOO. The
pews are neatly upholstered with figured drab
damask, and hair cushions and backs. The ends of
the pews are mapled. and the caps and arms are
made of black walnut. The ceiling and wails of
the audience room and vestibules are handsomely
frescoed, while the pulpit is in imitation of marble.

The basement floor is 4 feet above the level of
the street and is divided into four rooms. One, 57
feet square, is for lecture and Sunday school room,
one smaller room for Society meetings, and one for
the library. The rear room under the pulpit i 3 fit-
ted up as a study for the Pastor, and has access to
the pulpit by stairs.

The church has been built in a substantial man-
ner under the immediate superintendence of the
chairman of the building committee, Edward W.
Robinson, Esq., assisted by Rev. J. R. Johnson and
Messrs. J. S. George. E. Burgess, G. I. Kennard,
Jesse Marden and J. D. Mason,and cost, including
the ground, (which is in fee simple,) about 525,000.

The following artists and mechanics have been
employed in the erection of the church, viz:

BALTIMORE COUNTY ALMSHOUSE.? .The commis-
sioners of Baltimore county have made their an-
nual report of the condition of the Almshouse. It
is understood that the county and city authorities
are now in conference, in relation to the subject of
making some provision for the support of the poor
of the county by the city. The county commis-
sioners have proposed to pay the sum of six cents
a head per day, which has not been accepted by the
city. The following is an abstract of the report of
the county commissioners:

There willbe wanted from the county for the quarter
ending April Ist, $2,481.44, in addition to $6,801.79 now
due from the county to the Almshouse.

44 1t affords us pleasure to be able to report that the ex-
penses of the institution are one thousand and forty-six
dollars and four cents less than that of 1859.

44The entire indebtedness of the institution at the close
of the year was ninety four hundred and fifty dollars and
thirty-eight cents, which is caused in part by the county
commissioners not paying promptly the amount due for

the year in full,they are now in arrears between six and

seven thousand dollars; that, with the balance due from

the city on taxes not yet collected, willentirely clear us
ofdebt. We have also sustained a loss of about twelve
hundred dollars from fire, by the consumption of two
barracks of hay, fodder-house and contents

4 'The farm has been as productive as usual. The insti-

tution is in as good condition as it could be kept in the
present dilapidated condition of the building.

44 The large number of insane persons render the rooms
appropriated to ordinary paupers limited; indeed, we
think the Almshouse is not a fit place for insane persons,
as we have no means of treating them, but roust content
ourselves with making their condition as comfortable as
circumstances willadmit.

"We beg leaveto say that the appropriations for the
coming .year should be increased, as the division of the
property takes place on the first day of April next, after
which the city willhave entire control of the Institution,
when we shall have a large increase of paupers over that
of last year, owing to the fact that all that portion
classed as "elsewhere paupers" will then have to be sup-
ported by us, which willincrease the expenses from six
to seven thousand dollars?the rent of the house and land
willalso have to he provided for, and also the purchase
of furniture for the house, stock for the farm, and farming
implements. We feel, therefore, safe insaying that ales 3
sum than fifty thousand dollars will not enable the Board
to get through the coming year without'embarrassment."'

THE ACCIDENT ON THE NORTHERN CENTRAL RAIL
ROAD. ?The jury in the case of the inquest upon
the bodies oi' William 11. Whiteley and William H.Ilerschberger, who were killed by the accident on
the Northern Central Railroad, on Wednesday
morning, met, agreeably to adjournment, at the
office of Coroner Greentree, yesterday afternoon,
at 4 o'clock, and after examining the following wit-
nesses, adjourned until 7j£ o'clock: Albert P.
Woodruff, foreman of repairs on the division of the
road upon which the accident occurred; C. M.
Lewis, master ofmachinery; William Currv, brakes-
man, and a young man named Irving. The points
of the evidence of these witnesses did not materially
dili'er from the statements already published.

At half-past seven o'clock, the juryre-assembled,"
and about eleven o'clock agreed upon the following
verdicts: In the case of Wm. H. Whiteley:?"The
jury believe from the evidence that the deceased
came to his death from an accident to locomotive
No. 14; whether said accident was caused by the
displacement of a rail, or by the speed of the en-gine being suddenly checked, is not clearly estab-
lished by the testimony." In the case of Wm. H.
Herschberger:?"The jury believe that the deceas-
ed caine to his death while on engine No. 14, which
left the track; said deceased not being in the em-
ploy of the Company, thereby exonerating the
Company from all blame in his caSe."

ANOTHER RAILROAD ACCIDENT.? Mr. John Bar-
rail, an engineer engaged on the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad, was accidently killed at an early
hour on Thursday morning, whilst in charge of an
engine attached to a train which was passing near
31oundsville. lt appears that he had left his posi-
tion and proceeded forth for the purpose of oiling
the forward parts of the engine, when he made a
mis-step, and, falling upon tire track, was immedi-ately crushed to death. The head was severed
from the body, and other parts were mangled.?
The train was stopped as soon as the other parties
in charge of the train discovered the accident, but
life was extinct. The remains of the unfortunate
man were taken to Cumberland, where he resided.
He leaves a wife and children. Long service with
the company had rendered him one of the best en-
gineers on the rood.

TERMINATED FATALLY. -An account was published
in the Exchange of the 14th instant of an attempt
by a man named J. W. Corfuld, livingon Caro-
line street near Pratt, to commit suicide by cut-
ting his throat. He was in a very low condition at
the time suffering from consumption, and the fearthat his family would come to want prompted the
act. His wife discovered him bleeding a few mo-
ments after he inflicted the gash on his throat, and
medical aid was immediately summoned, and his
life saved at the time. On Thursday afternoon,
however, he died of his injuries.

TRIAL OF A YOUNG WIFE FOR POISONING

AN OLD HUSBAND.
A STRONG DEFENCE AND PROMPT ACQUITTAL.

Last week, Sarah Herrington was on trial in the
Delaware Oyer and Terminer, before Justice Bal-
com, for the murder of her husband by the means
of arsenic. The trial lasted four days, and was
concluded last Friday week.

Mrs. Herrington is quite good looking. She was
married at or near White Haven, Luzerne county,
Pa., on the 10th day of July, 1859: when only fif-
teen years and ten months old, to James Harring-
ton, who was then thirty-six years of age. They
did not live together in Pennsylvania. Herrington
was very sick at White Haven, three weeks, inFebruary and March, 18G0. His wife was thenliving only one-fourth of a mile from bim, but
went to see him only once during the time. She
then stayed one night with him, and went back to
the place where she was living. In the forepart of April, 1860, they went to a place called
Clovesville, in Middletown, Delaware county,
where HerriDgton commenced working for some
tanners. He worked there until about the 4th ofMay following, when he was taken sick. He died
on the 23d of that month. The symptoms exhibitedin his last illness were such as are ordinarily pro-
duced when death is caused by taking arsenic.Two witnesses testified that' Mrs. Herrington pur-
chased a table-spoonful of arsenic a few 'davs be-
tore her husband was taken sick; and Professor
Charles 11. Porter, of Albany, testified that he ex-
amined and analyzed the stomach, contents thereof,
intestines and liver of Herrington, and found over
live grains of arsenic in them, and that two grains
were sufficient to cause death. Mrs. Herrington
told several women before and during the sickness
of her husband that she did not like bim, that he
had deceived her by pretending that lie had pro-
perty, when he was poor, and that she intended to
leave him. She was, during the sickness of herhusband, in correspondence with an unmarried man
at White Haven, whose name was Ilall. She wrote
to him as a "dear friend," and asked him to send
her money to enable her to go from Middletown toWhite Haven. He answered her letter, promising
the money; but excused himself for not sending if,
by say ing he had just paid out all his money. She
was seen to have three letters from Hall, which sheburned.

Mrs. Herrington was sworn as a witness before
the Coroner's jury. She thereadmitted purchasing
the table-spoonful of arsenic; but said she bought it
to poisou rats with?that when she got home withit she was afraid to use it, because there were seve-

ral families livingin the same house, and therefore
threw it into the stove and burned it.

One witness testified on the trial, that a few davs
before Herrington was taken sick, be (Herrington)
said to him that his wife wanted him to get some
arsenic to poison rats with; but that he would not,
lest the rats should carry the arsenic into other
pantries than his own in the same building, and
thereby cause mischief.

The evidence was conflicting as to the manner
Mrs. Herrington treated her husband during hislast sickness.

There were several defences set up. One was
that the post-mortem examination of Herrington

was insufficient; that the brains were not examined-that the organs taken from his body were tampered
with before they were examined and analyzed bvProf. Porter, of Albany.

There was no evidence of the alleged tampering
but it was proved there were abundant opportune
ties for it.

Another defence was that the frank and artlessmanner Mrs. Herrington talked of her correspond-ence with Hall; her troubles withher husband; and
her dislike of him, during his sickness, and heryouth, repelled the idea that she poisoned hiih.

Another defence was, that Herrington had poor
health; had been alllicted with the asthma and ahad cough, and had been in the habit of using ar-senic as a medicine for horses, AND OF EATING IT
HIMSELF FOB SEVERAL YEABS ! Witnesses testified to
buying arsenic for him, and seeing him have it and
taste of it, and to his admissions that he had eaten
or taken it, from time to time, during a period offrom eight years to two years before his death. No
witness knew of his having, or eating any aasenic
within one year prior to the time he died.

Mrs. Herrington's counsel insisted that Herring-
ton might have died from a disease of the lungs,
heart or brains, for aught that appeared by tbe
post-mortem examination; also, that ifhe died from
the effects of arsenic, he accidentally took an over-
dose, or took it with a view of committing suicide.
He contended that a man can so accustom himself
to eating arsenic that he can take several grains a
day without experiencing any ill effects from it;
aid he attempted in this way to account for the
arsenic found found by Prof. Porter in the organs
examined and analyzed by him if they had not been
tampered with and the arsenic put into, or upon
them before they came to his hands, after they were
taken from tbe body.

It is impossible to say, with certainty, from the
evidence, whether Mrs. Herrington was guilty or
innocent. The case is singular. It has very pecu-
liarfeatures init.

The Delaware Eepubliean says, (he Judge's
charge to the jury was clear and impartial; Rnd
that the verdict of the jury was not guilty.

in tni urning during her trial?that the expression
of ber lace did not change from the lime tbe jury
was empannelled until they rendered their verdictexcept that she shed a few tears when her counsel
was opening her defence to tbe jury?again, during
the Judge's charge, and when the verdiot of notguilty was pronounced.

Public opinion or sympathy tor her was so strong,
that the immense crowd of spectators present,when
the verd,ct was rendered, applauded and cheered
in the wildest and most excited manner.
