between the North and the South, we would at
once decide to cast our lot with that portion of
the country which furnishes us with our largest
markets. It might suggest to them that Virginia
and Maryland would find it to their interest to
supply the South with cottong, and weolens, and
hats, and shoes, and castings, and agricultural
implements, and the thousand products of Ameri-
can industry, many of them peculiar to our own
country, for which the South is now chiefly de-
pendent upon the North. Tt might teach them to
reflect that Virginia and Maryland would find it
to their interest to become the manufacturing
States of a slave confederacy, rather than to re-
main agricultural States in a free one, and that
they would prefer-to become members of a confed-
eracy which, when augmented by their acc ssion,
would contain all those elements, the development
of which gave power and strength and grandeur
to our former Union, rather than to continue their
conneclion with a government which, by its
weakness and imbecility, has permitted itself to be
shorn of the richest portion of its territory, and
has proved itself utterly incapable of protecting,
or entirely indifferent to, their interests in the
present political crisis.

To the Citizens af San Antonio:

GenriemeNn—There is no doubt that the Indians
are upon our frontier in suflicient force to devas
it, if not checked immediately. Many persons have
been killed on the streams west of us, and the re-
mainder are returning upon us with their women
and children in a defenceless condition. We are
satisfied that they intend a descent upon us, and as
we are entirely unprepared to meet them, the con-
sequences may be fearful. They have defeated the
only orgamized company in our county. It is
useless for less than one hundred men to attack
them. We are without horses, arms and ammuni-
tion. Give us them, if you cannot come to our
assistance, we ask in the name of humanity, and
without delay, for our women and children are at
the mercy of the savages. We are willing to go to
their camp, which is between the Frio and the
Nueces rivers, but have not suflicient force to do
s0. vCumc to the rescue of your people of the fron-
tier !

Mr. Dyer
Williams, of the New York Central Railroad shops
in use, noticing the articlein (uestion, related
to the Syracuse Journal a similar incident in his
own experience.

took hold of the parts. ~ The phenomenon excited
much attention and speculation. After running
the machine a few wecks, be thought he would
scarch out the cause of the freak; and after a pa-
tient search he was successful. e found that a
hole cut through the roof over the machine, for
the admission of a pipe, had been closed with a
sheet of zine.  One corner of the zinc had aceident-
ally been torn up and displaced, so that it came in
contact with the steam-pipe and escaping steam,
and at this point the electricity seemed to be gene-
rated.  He nailed the zinc to its place, and af-

ter that the clectrical phenomenon did not ap-
pear.

1 have
reasons to believe that the mail s searched by Post-
masters for letters and documents concerning seces-
sion, 1 am truly sorry the times are as bad as they
are—but I had no hand in bringing about disunion,
for I am opposed to secession. I would write to
you to send me a Nashville paper—one that is op-
posed to disunion—but I do not believe it would
get bere to me.  Every effort is made here to Leep the
people in ignorance, but'if you will send me such a
paper, I will pay for it, whether I get it or not.

Many such letters are manufactured by Republi-
¢an newspapers to operate upon business men.
Some of them are really written, but by Abolition
emissaries resident in the slave States. ~The state-
ments contained in them are false. We know them
to be false; for every day we get letters containing
money from all parts of ‘the South. The transmis.
sion of money through Southern post offices is as
safe now as ever it was. It is needless to say that
the above letter shows its abolition origin on its
face.—Phil, Pennsylvanian.

Horace GREELEY—WRY HEIS Not A SAFE Couser-
Lo 1N Times Like ToE PrEsent.—Mr, McElrath, so
long the partner of Greeley in the New York 7ri-
bune, but now at the head of another journal—7"he
Century—thus sums up the latter’s characteristics
as a party leader and adviser, and his aualifica-
tions for statesmanship:

The truth is, Mr. Greeley’s fixed, steady contem-
plation of a single point only, instead of embracing
the whole range of any subject, disqualifies him al-
together for the duties of a great statesman, and
renders him an unsafe counsellor. With him Re-
publicanism is only one thing at a time—now it
may be temperance, now tariff, now anti-slavery—
each in its turn paramount; but any grand system
of politics or political economy, with checks, bal-
ances and compensations, he has not yet grasped.
Hence it is that he has never been influential either
at Washington or a} Albany, except when he has
been acting with his party in the minority. His
natural inclinations seem always to run in 0pposi-
tion to the ruling powers, and his own force is
usually exhausted at the very moment when those
with whom he is acting witness the t; iumph of their
principles.

Corrox Sen CoxvextioN.—This body met at
Atlanta, Georgia, on the 19th inst. Four States and
eight manufacturing establishments were represent-
ed, and the body was composed of a number of men
who are prominently known all over the South as
experienced manufacturers and economists, and
some as statesmen.

The Convention elected Hon. Wm. Gre.
Granteville, S. C., as President;
Alabama, and Isaac Scott, of Ge
Vice Presidents, and W, J
Sccretary.

Three committees were appointed—one to form
a Constitution for the Association, one to send a
cargo of Southern manufactured goodsto Ger-
many, and one togo to Montgomery to solicit
from Congress permission to import cotton ma-
chinery into the Confederate States for two years
free of duty.

The Association then adjourned to weet again on
the second day of May next.

Tue Peacu Cror.—It is now thought that the
peach crop will prove almost an entire failure in
our State. The trees looked well through the
winter, and hopes were entertained of a very
heavy yield. The growers in the neighborhood of
Odessa had already begun to estimate the number
of baskets; wagons, }lnnds, &c., 'thlt would be ne-
cessary in their picking, and bright heap: of gold
loomed up in their minds as the result. The cold
weather of the past week, however, has done much
to dispel the anticipation, as buds appear black and
lifeless and ready to fall off. The young trees on a
heavy soil may ‘not be very seriously injured, but
those which were more advanced cannot possibly
yield an eighth of a crop. We regret this, as many
of our farmers have set out trees, and a fair yield

would cause good times among them,— Delaware
Republican.
