CITY INTELLIGENCE.
THE CATONSVXLLE RAILWAY.?Those of our citizens

who are interested in this work will be gratified to
learn that the road from Gilmor street to a point
three quarters of a mile beyond Catonsville, has
been pnt under contract and will be immediately
commenced. There were ten bids for the contract,
several of which wcrelconsiderably below the esti-
mate of Mr. R. H. Middleton, the Engineer of the
company. The contract has been awarded to Messrs.
Murray & Clark, who have had considerable expe-
rience in such work, Mr. Clark having built the
Kingwood Tunnel on Baltimore & Ohio Railroad.?
The price agreed upon is 554,720, of which the con-
tractors take $16,000 in stock. The new bridge re-
quired over Gwinn's Falls, which is to be built upon
another site, a little South'of the [present bridge,
which Is to be removed, will require an additional
outlay of s2,9oo?the cost not being included in the
sum mentioned above. The new bridge will be
thirty feet wide, and the floor will be elevated seven
feet above that of the present one. The crest of the
hillnear the toll-irate will be cut down seven feet at
its highest point and three feet at the gate, thus
making a very great difference in the grade. The
road willbe straightened from the location of the
bridge to the top of the next hill, thus avoiding all
contemplated difficulties with property holders.?
All the culverts will be increased from 35 to the
width of 40 feet. The track will be laid on the
South side of the Frederick Turnpike to a point
near the boundry line between the farms of Mr.
Hewlett and Mr. Taylor. Here it will cross to the
North side of the road and so continue to its termi-
nus. The work will commence on Wednesday next.
It is hoped that the track will be completed to
Loudoun Bark by July next. As most of the stock
has been subscribed for, no delay in the completion
of the work is anticipated.

AccinENT FROM CAMI>HENE OIL.? A German ser-
vant girl in the employ of a family residing at
Brownsville, Canton, was severely burnt on Satur-
day night while attempting to fill a lamp with
camphene oil. It appears that she upset the lamp,
which fell against her and set her clothing on fire.
The flames instantly enveloped ber and burned her
so seriously that on Sunday morning, about four
o'clock, she died from the effects. The lady of the
house had her hands badly burned in the attempt
to save the girl.

Lizzie Summers, a little German girl, 11 years of
age, residing at No. 4, Burk street near Canton
Bridge, arose between 4and 5 o'clock on Sunday
morring, and after lighting an etherial oil lamp
attempted to fill it, when her clothes were set on
fire and she was badly burned. She lingered un-
til about 7 o'clock on Sunday evening, when death
ended her sufferings.

Among the Israelites of ancient times, and, gene-
rally, among those of the present day, the usu of
unleavened bread only is allowed. This will be one
of the most solemn of"the fasts of tbe season, and
for several days there will be an entire susDension
ofbusiness, for the purpose of worship in the syn-

agogues.

CRIMINAL COURT?JUDGE BOND.

Archibald Stirling, Esq., prosecuting for the
State. The cases of John E. Itidgeway, magis-
trate, and constables Dorman and Bierce, indicted
upon the charge of obtaining money under false
pretences from Col. Tillotson, Agent lor the I'ano-
rama of The Holy Land, were called for trial, when
Mr. Stirling announced that the action was
brought owing to the fact that the accused had ar-
rested and fined the prosecutor for exhibiting with-
out a license, and he (Tillotson) had since left the
city, being a non-resident. There was no available
testimony to be gotten, it being of a very contra-
dictory nature, and he would therefore suggest an
entry of "not guilty confessed by the State." The
entry was made as suggested and the cases quashed.

State vs. Wm. H. Smith alias Win. 11. Sorrell,
negro, indicjed upon the charge of the larceny of
thirty yards of mixed grey cassimerc, valued at
S3O, the property of Messrs. Drydeu & Gibbons,
merchants, on Baltimore street, near Holliday
street. Leakin and Morrison, counsel lor defenco.
It was shown in this case that the goods were ta-
ken from the door of Mr. Dryden's store by ODC of
the negro men, who was seen to put it into a bag
by a lad named Bhillips. A negro named Anderson,
who was tried several days since upon this charge,
was convicted and sentenced to the penitentiary,
being recognized as one ol the three by the lad
l'hilips, who to-day testified that Smith, the ac-
cused,was another of theparties. The testimony,
however, was of a very contradictory character,
and the jury, after an absence of half an hour,
rendered a verdict of not guilty.
State vs. Casper Muller, a youth 16 years of age,
indicted upon the charge of assaulting with intent
to kill George Greer by stabbing him with a knife.
It was shown by the prosecutor that he was in the
Melodeon, (Washington Hall,) where a young man
known as "Brince of Wales" quarrelled with him.
After the performance was concluded, the parties
went out for the purpose of fighting itout, and
during the scrimmage Greer was stabbed by some
one unknown to him. One witness, a young man
named Coleman, deposed that the accused commit-
ted the assault by stabbing Greer, but his testimony
was of a very conflicting nature, and the State
accordingly abandoned the first count of the indict-
ment, charging assault with intent to kill, and
the jury, after argument by counsel, ren-
dered a verdict of notguilty generally, upon which
the accused was discharged from custody. Mar-
garet Houston was found by a jury de lunatico in-
quirendo to be a lunatic and a pauper, and was
ordered to be confined at the expense of the Stale.
? The cases of Herman Miller, indicted for lar
ceny, and A. Att'old, charged with ill-treating a
slave, were postponed until Friday next. Mary
Finnegan, indicted for larceny, was admitted to
bail in th"sum of S500; Wiiliam Long, bondsman.

ANCIENT RECORDS IN OHIO.?The Ethnologies
Society of New York, on Thursday night, com-
menced the investigation of a stone box and tablet
from a mound forty-five feet high, at Newark,
Ohio. It was the second inscribed stone that was
under discussion. A Hebrew pronounced it genu-
ine and ancieDt. "When found the stone was en-
closed in a smooth, spheroidal stone box, abouteight inches long, cemented by a whitish substance
not yet analyzed, singularly placed in grooves, but

V °Pu a rUDIng longitudinally
through the middle. Ihe enclosed stone is of apeculiar form, but trs tightly in the bottom of thebox, which is carved so as to receive it exactly.
On the upper side of the former is the figure of a
man, in relief, with a beard and large gown with
the very square Hebrew letters 41. Bb. H. over thebead, and with an elevated rim, containing charac-
ters likewise engraved; and all other parts of the
stone except a kind of a handle, are covered in like
manner. This stone was deciphered by the Rev.
John W. McCatty, pastor of the Episcopal Church
in Newark, and proved to contain an abstract of
the Ten Commandments. The alphabet employed
is npt found in Genesis; but most of the letters are
easily recognized by their resemblance to the
square, or common Hebrew print.

Itwill be seen from the above circular that no
part of the Confederate States' fifteen million loan
has yet been presented to the people for their con-
tributions. The first call upon them is named for
the 17th of April,and five millions of the fifteen
will be offered on that day, when "books of sub-
scription will be opened in the principal cities and
towns of the Confederate States."

WAR TERMS. ?The Columbiad or Paixban (pro-
nounced payzan) is a large gun, designed princi-
pally for firing shells ?it being far more accurate
than the ordinary short mortar. A mortar is a
very short cannon, with a large bore, some of
them thirteen inches in diameter, for firing shells.
Those in use in our army are set at an angle of 46
deg., and the range of the shell is varied by alter-
ing the charge of powder. The shell is caused to
explode at just about the time that it strikes, by
means of a fuse, the length of which is adjusted to

the time of flight to be occupied by the ball, which,
of course, corresponds with the range. The ac-
curacy with which the time of the burning of a
fuse can be adjusted by varying its length is sur-
prising, good artillerists generally succeeding in
having their shells explode almost at the exact in-
stant of striking. In loading a mortar, the shell is
carefully placed with the fuse directly forward, and
when the piece is discharged, the shell is so com-
pletely enveloped with flame that the fuse is nearly
always fired. The fuse is made by fillinga wooden
cylinder with fuse powder, the cylinder being of a
sufficient length for the longest range, to* be cut
down shorter for shorter ranges, as required. AIlahlgren gun is an ordinary cannon, except that
it is made very thick at the breech for some three I
or four feet, when it tapers down sharply to less
than the usual size. This form was adopted in con-
sequence of the experiments of Captain Dahlgren,
of the U. S. Navy, having shown that when a gun
bursts, it usually gives way at the breech. The Nia-
gara is armed "with these guns, and at the Brook-
lyn Navy Yard there are sixty, weighing about
9,000 pounds each, and six of 12,000 pounds weight
each, the former of which are capable of carrying
nine inch, and the latter a ten inch shell a distance
of two or three miles; and there is one gun of this
pattern which weighs 25,916 pounds, and is war-
ranted to send an eleven inch shell four miles. A
casemate is a stone roof to a fort, made sufficiently
thick to resist the force of cannon balls, and a case
mate gun is one which is placed under a casemate.
A Barbette is one which is placed on the top of the
fortification. An embrasure is the hole or opening
through which guns are fired from fortifications.
Loop holes are openings in walls to fire musketry
through.? Scientific American.

IRON RAILROAD CARS.? The car, with twenty
passengers, which plunged through the draw of
the Hackensack bridge last week, on the New York
and Erie Railroad, was built of iron; and when it
was taken out, it was found to be a little bent, but
not otherwise materially injured. The safety of the
passengers is probably owing to the fact that the
material of the car was not wood. Hitherto, when
accidents of this kind have occurred, the cars have
been crushed to pieces, and the passengers been
either killed or wounded in the general wreck, or
impaled by the splinters. With iron there are no
splinters; and iD this case it seems to have been
strong enough to resist the shock of the fall, and to
sustain its own weight when precipitated endwise
into the water, without suffering much injury. If
this is the result, iron railroad cars will hereafter
be considered the safest for travel, and their use
become general. The plunging of a train of cars
through the drawbridge of a railroad, seems an
inexcusable and criminal act of carelessness; butas carelessness leads to that, and collisions upon
roads, every other precaution which can possibly
guard the lives of passengers ought to be adopted.
