THE NEWS,

By the arrival of the steamer Africa, at New
York, we have two days later intelligence from
Europe, but the despatches received by us contain
no items of special interest. It appears that the
surrender of Messina was unconditional. Some
five thousand priscners were taken. The Duchess
of Kent, Queen Victoria’s mother, is dead. Cot-
ton closed dull at last advices.

The steamer Danis! Webster, at New York, from
Texas, reports landing two companies of the troops
lately in as at Fort Jefferson, Tortugas, and
two at Fort Taylor, Key West. The Indian ont-
on the frontier of Texas continue to increase.
reported that Cortinas was only waiting the
departure of the troops to commence bis opera-
tions on a more extensive scale than heretofore.

In the Virginia Convention, on Saturday, a res-
olution was adopted to terminate debate in Com-
mittee of the Whole on Thursday next, when votes
will be taken on the various propositions. It is be-
lieved that the Convention will adjourn in about

two weeks.

The Legislature continued in session all Satur-
day night engaged in the discussion of the resolu-
tions relative to the movements of troops and arms
in the Commonwealth by the Federal Government.
The resolutions as passed authorize the Governor
to call out the military to resist the removal of
arme from Bellona arsenal.

The Texas Convention has ratified the Constitu-
tion of the Confederate States, there being only
two dissenting votes. The Convention adjourned
on the 25th. It isstated that all Gov. Houston’s
efforts in opposition to secession have failed.

A telegram states that the Chicago banks will
to-day throw out the notes of thirty-two of the
State Banks who have a circulation of $35,000,000,
based on the State stocks of Missouri, Tennessee,
and Louisiana.

THE EXCIT
Tae Guy QuestioN ROMPT ACTION OF THE VIR-
aiNia Sexate.—The Senate of Virginia, at its ses-

sion of Friday evening, passed some important re-
solutions in relation to the contemplated removal
of the cannon from Bellona Arsenal to Old Point
Comfort.

At seven o’clock the Committee reported a pre-
amble and two resolutiong, the first of which au-
thorizes and directs the Governor to seize and de-
tain said guns for the use of the Commonwealth,
and to that end to order out the Public Guard, and
such portion of the militia force as he may deem
necessary to arrest the contemplated removal of the
guns bevond the reach and control of the Govern-
ment of this State.

The second resolution authorizes and requires
the Governor to pay to Dr. Junius L. Archer the
amount due bim, viz : seven thousand eight hun-
dred and seventy-two dollars on his contract with
the Government at Washington ard to the said
Government at Washington, the sum of thirteen
thousand and twenty-four dollars, paid by it to the
said Archer, on account of the contract; the Gov-
ernor to require the superintendent of the Armory.
at Richmond, to take possession of said guns and
deposit them therein for safe keeping.

The first resolution was passed by a vote of 27 to
8. The second resolution passed—yeas 32, nays 1.

Excirenent 1§ Pererspurc, VA,.—The Petersburg
Intelligencer of Saturday says:

Owing to the exciting rumor that Lincoin had
ordered the removal of the arms from the Bellona
Arsenal to Fortress Monroe, and that they were
expected to be brought this way via the South-Side
Railroad, caused the popuiar interest to be wrought
up to duty yesterday, and almost immediately sev-
eral petitions were in circulation, and in less than
two hours three hundred names were enrolled,
pledging that the arms should never pass through
this city, at the sacrifice of their lives.

YIRGINIA LEGISLATURE—EXCITING DEBATE.

Ricamoxp, March 31.—The House of Represent-
atives was in session all last night considering the
joint resolutions relative to the movement of troops
and arms within the Commonwealth by the Federal
Government, growing out of the proposed transfer
of guns from the Bellona foundry. Various amend-
ments were proposed, but rejected after an exciting
debate. The Senate amendments were finally
passed, after being- modified by authorizing the
Gorvernor to call out the public Guard to arrest the
contemplated removal, and directing him to em-
ploy needful force to resist any attempt to remove
the same beyond the reach ofthe General and State
Government.

SAM HOUSTON’S PROTEST.

Gen. Samuel Houston in his address to the people
of Texas, after reviewing the national troubles,
s

You have withdrawn Texas from her connection
with the United States. Your act changes the
character of the obligation I assumed at the time
of my inauguration. As your Chiet Executive, I
am no longer bound to support the Copstitution
of the United States. If your act did not
relieve that obligation, it "was nothing. If
this is not the result of the action of the peo-
ple, the position of the officers of the State
Government, and especially that portion who are
members of this Convention, has indeed been an
anomolous one. Have they still been acting under
their oath to support the Constitution of the Uni-
ted States? As your Executive, no matter what
my views may have been, I am bound to reflect
vour expressed will. I have endeavored to do so.
Were 1 asked to swear to support your Constitu-
tion I might waive my objections to the source
from which the oath came. 1 am called upon to
swear to support the Constitution and laws of the
Confederate States, which 1 have never seen, as
your Chief Executive, to render my allegiance to
that Government, when you have neverin any
manner or form declared your desire to become
apnexed to the same.

Fellow citizens, in the name of your rights and
liberties, which I believe have been trampled upon,
1 refuse to take this oath. In the name of the na-
tionality of Texas, which bas been betrayed by this
Convention, I refuse to take this oath. In the
name of the Constitution of Texas, which has been
trampled upon, I refuse to take this oatb. In the
name of my own conscience and my manhood,
which this Convention would degrade by dragging
before it, to pander to the malice of my enemies,
when by the Constitution the privilege is accorded
we, which belongs to the humblesc officer, to take
my ozth of office before any competent authority,
I refuse to take this cath.

I am ready to be ostracised sooner than submit
to usurpation. Office has no charms for me, that
it must be purchased at the sacrifice of my con-
science and the loss of self-respect.

I love Texas too well to bring civil strife and
bloodshed upon ber. To avert this calamity, 1 shall
make no endeavor to maintain my authority as
Chief Executive of this State, except by the peace-
ful exercise of my functions. When I can no long-
er do this I shall’ calmly withdraw from the scene,
leaving the Government in the hands of those who
have usurped its authority; and still claiming that
I am its Chief Executive.

I expect the consequences of my refusal to take
this oath. My office will be declared vacated. If
those who ostracise me will be but as true to the
interests of Texas as1 have endeavored to be, my
pravers will attend them,

Fellow-citizens, think not that I complain at the
lot which Frovidence has now assigned me. It is

erhaps but meet that my career should close thus.
fb"e seen the patriots and statesmen of my youth,
ore by one, gathered to their fathers, and the Gov.
ernment which they hadreared, rent in twain, and
none like them are left to unite it once again. I
stand the last almost of arace, who learned from
their lips the lessons of buman freedom. 1 am
stricken down now because I will not yield those
principles, which I bave fought for and struggled
to maintain. The severest pang is that the blow
comes in the name of the State of Texas. I deny
the power of this Convention to speak for Texas. I
have received blows for her sake and am willing
to do so again.

I protest in the name of the people of Texas
against all the acts and doings of this Convention,
and declare them null and void! I solemnly pro-
test against the acts of its members who are bound
by no oath themselves, in declaring my office va-
cant, because I refuse to appear before it and take
the oath prescribed.

_ It bas accomplished its mission, and its chief ob-
ject bas been fulfilled. If to drive me from office
and defeat the will of the people, is an honor, it
may wear it. To prevent my having an opportu-
nity to send a message to the Legislature, which
meete on Monday, March 18th, I am required to
appear atits bar to-day, and take the test oath.
Even Shylock granted the full three days ere he
claimed his pound of flesh. The Convention pre-
scribed that time as the limit, but its President has
been less gracious than Shylock, and clamors for
the bond ere two'days are gone.  If 1 am thus de-
prived of the poor privilege of putting upon record
my sentiments, through arefusal on the part of
the Legislature to receive my message, I will lay
the same before the pecple, and appeal to them,
as [ declared I would do in my inaugural.

These banks have a circulation of
about $35,000,000, based upon Missouri, Tennegsee
and Louisiana stocks, at the present market rate of
the ‘securities, the notes of these banks are worth
85@95 cts.on the dollar.

Transportation of Federal Troops from

New OrpLeans, March 30.—Thbe steamer Coatzal-
coalcos arrived off Matagorda Bay on the 25th to
take away the Federal troops. It is reliably
stated that the troops will be landed at New
York. A large number of troops were awaiting
transportation at Indianola. There were also sev-
eral companies from San Antonia.

Marine Disasters.

Bosron, March 30.—The British ship William
Hammond, from New Orleans for Cork, was aban-
doned at sea on the 16th instant. The crew has
arrived here in the Dutch brig Serene, from Rot-
terdam. ]

Norrorg, March 30.—The schooner Sarah Hib-
bard is ashore, eighty miles south of Cape Henry,
with a cargo of red cedar, which will probably be
saved. Assistance has gone to her.

Difficulty in the Chicago Post Office.

Cuicaco, March 30.—-Mr. Shalleross, Special
Agent of the Post Office Department, took chnrﬁe
of the Chicago Post Office to-day, by order of the
FPresident, for cause of alleged arrears and faulty
accounts rumsning through even a longer period
than the present quarter. The city is rife with
rumors in regard to the matter, and mauy of the
reports are, doubtless, highly exaggerated.

Shooting Affair at Rich d

IntenPERANCE, WRETCHEDNESS AND DeEaTH.—Yes- |
terday afternoon a most revolting and distressing |

scene was presented at No. 2 Centre street. The
house is occupied by two families. The first floor
! by one named Curran and the second by onenamed
| Campbell. About two o’clock in the afternoon
| officer Darling was attracted to the house by cries
| of distress, and on entering found lying on a mat
| on the floor a dead man. Near the body were
| tbree women, one of whom was mourning and la
) menting the death of the busband. All the women
were more or less drunk. The wife stated that she
had just discovered that her husband was dead, but
could give no account of the manner or cause of
| bis death. The officer sent for Coroner Hall, who
came to the scene with his usual foreman, and soon
summoned a jury of inquest. The only witnesses
| were those who were in the house, and several
| neighbors who were called in to testify as to the
! manner of life of the Curran family. Those in the
| house were too drunk to testify intelligently, and
| their evidence amounted to nothing, except to por-
| tray a scene of the utmost dissipation. On the
| Saturday night previous all the parties were on a
| spree, which continued on Sunday morning.—
Curran was a noted drunkard, and a worth-
less indolent man. He had pawned most of
the articles of furniture for whiskey, and was fre-
quently known to steal the bread which his wife
| procured for the sustenance of their children, and
| trade it away for whiskey. On Saturday night he
was the drunkest of the whole party, and his first
demand yesterday morning was for whiskey, which
bis wife gave him. He then laid down on the
wretched mat on the floor, from which be rose once
afterwards to demand whiskey, on getjing which,
he again laid down in wretchedness and filth, and
died. How long he was dead before the discovery
was made by his wife is not known, as she was un-
der the impression that he was asleep, and did not
go near him for several hours. The feeling exhib-
ited by the wife before the jury was that of surprise
more than sorrow and grief. Just before the la-
bors of the inquest closed, a policeman visited the
garret where he found a man lying in a drunken
sleep. He awoke him and requested that he should
go down stairs, which the party refused to do, and
a struggle ensued between him and the policeman.
He was finally brought down, cursing and blas-
pheming, naked and filthy, when the coroner or-
dered him to be taken to the station-house, The
jury rendered a verdict of ‘““death from intemper-
ance.”

A1p ror TRE Poor.—Upon the assembling of the
mewbers of the Corn and Flour Exchange, about
10 o’clock on Saturday morning, at the Exchange
Building, on South street, pursnant to previous an-
nouncement, John C. Brune, Esq., i’resident of the
Association for the Improvement of the Condition
of the Poor, was introduced by Henry M.Warfield,
Esq., President of the Exchange, for the purpose of
making a personal appeal for aid for the great num-
ber of suffering poor in this city. Mr. Brune stated
the objects had in view by the Association of which
he had the honor to be President, and which was
formed some years since, for the purpose of promo-
ting an improvement in the moral and pecuniary
condition of the poor. In the exercise of their re-
sponsible duties, he said they made no discrimina-
tion whatever on account of nationality, religion
or color; and to show that the operations of the As-
sociation were not sectarian, he read the following
statement:—From October, 1859, to October, 1860,
assistance was rendered to 3,158 families, em-
bracing 10,579 persons; of whom 1,380 were
industrious, worthy widows, supporting 2,534
children. Of these 10,579 persons, 186 were Bap-
tists, 177 Lutherans, 124 Presbyterians, 385 Epis-
copalians, 1,348 Methodists, 2,680 Catholics, and
5,679 belonging to no church at all. He also
stated that the expenditures of the Association,
since ine 1st of October, 1860, to the meeting in
February, 1861, amounted to $12,719,27, leaving in
the Treasury $3,535.62. The appropriations for
March amount to $3,600. The number of persons
relieved in January, 1860, was 7,978, while the
number relieved in January, 1861, was 8,887—an
increase of 909; in February, 1860, the number was
8,222; in February, 1861, it was 10,568 —an increase
of 2,346; the number in March, 1860, was 4,266,
while in 16 days of March, 1861, the number is
5,000—showing an increase of 734 persons over the
entire corresponding month of 1860, or an increase
of over $5,000 for the entire month. He made
other statements, the tendency of which was to
show the great amount of suflering among the
poor of the city, and concluded by earnestly pres-
sing the matter upon the attention of all present.
At the conciusion of the address, Mr. Warfield in-
vited the members to subscribe to the fund, and in
a short time, the sum of $450 was realized. The
attendance was not large, and it is expected that
the amount subscribed will be greatly increased
upon being presented to all the members of the
Exchange, as they have heretofore, been distin-
guished for their liberality upon such occasions.

Osbourn & Co., the contractors for the erection of
the new United States Court House, had mwen em-
ployed in tearing down the old parsonage, (which
adjoins the house of Mr. Dickinson,) and the old
bricks were piled against a brick wall which divides
Mr. Dickinson’s property from that of the United
States. The pile had reached a heighth of twenty
feet, when the brick division wall gave way, and
the whole mass fell against Mr. Dickinson’s back
building, crushing it to the ground. Mrs. Dickin-
son and a servant woman had left the building but
a few mcments before the accident occurred, and
were just in the act of returning to it, when the
brick pile foll. Messrs. Osbourn & Co., set men at
work to remove the ruins. and the building will be
immediately re-built.

Farr oF A WaLL.—Some excitement was created
in the vicinity of North and Fayette streets on

Saturday, caused by the falling of & pile of bricks
which bad been placed on the back part of the lot
in which the excavation for the foundation of the
new United States Court House are being made.
The pile of brick had been undermined in conse-
quence of which it tumbled over and falling against
the back fbuilding of a house fronting on North st.,
occupied by Mr. Daniel Dickinson, completely de-
molished it, besides injuring some valuable furni-
ture. The family made a narrow escape, having
left the dining-room but a moment before the acci-
dent cccurred. Mr. Dickinson’s loss will probably
reach several hundred dollars. The workmen em-
ployed in making the excavation immediately set
to work to remove the rubbish and render every
assistance. -

AFFAIRS IN CHARLESTON
CONVENTION POCEEDINGS. I
The debate on the Montgomery Constitution, 1o
the South Carolina Convention, on Wednesday,
was animated and significant.  Mr. Rhett moved
that the instrument should be discussed in secret

session, in compliance with a resolution of the Coo- |

gress of the Confederate States, which removed the

injunction of secreey from their proceedings only H
so far as to allow each member to communicate the

same, in writing, in secret session, to any State
Convention.

The motion was opposed by Mr. Adams, who con- |
tended that in so grave a matter the people had a |

right to know the considerations which affected

the action of their representatives; and by General

Maxcy Gregg, who was entirely opposed to secret

sessions. The latter also asserted that the first acd

the greatest error which their ancestors committed
was in consenting to that compromise mlh‘ the

Northern States by which two-fifths of the siaves

in the Southern States were excluded in the nu-

merical basis ot representation. That, in his opin-
ion, has been the great source of all the mischief
that has taken place. Mr. Gregg was proceeding
to state fully his objections to the Constitution
when he was called to order, and a decision of the

Chair that bis remarks were relevant to the pend-

ing qu-stion was overruled.

Mr. McCrady stated that it was a very remarka-
ble fact that all Constitutions in America had been
discussed in secret session. He contended that rea-
son establighed this as the best mode of legls!anqg
on a subject of so much importance. Therefore, in
the formation of a Constitution they did not wish
for popular information. The people had done
their part in calling the Convention together, and
it was for the Convention to form the Govern-
ment.

The motion to consider the Constitution in secret
session was finally agreed to—yeas 130, nays 29.

Mr. Rhbett offered the following ordinance, mov-
ing also that it be laid on the table and prioted,
which was agreed to. Whether or not he should
call it up again would depend, he said, upon the
action of the Convention upon the new Constitu-
tion.

An Ordinance Ordering a Convention of the People of
the State of South Carolina in a Certain Contingency.
Whereas, Experience has proved that slaveholding and

non-slaveholding States cannot live in peace under the

same government— ”

We, the People of the State of South Carolina,in Con-
vention assembled, do declare and ordain,and itis hereby
declared and ordained, That should any State hereafter
be admitted into the Confederacy of the Confederated
States of America, which, by its Constitution, does not
tolerate the institution of slavery within its limits, and
provide for its protection by suitable legislation, the
Governor of the State of South Carolina is hereby order-
ed forthwith to summon, by proclamation, the people of
the State of South Carolina to assemble in Convention,
and issue Writs of Election, and determine the time and
places of holding the same, and the time and place of
assembling said Convention, in conformity, as far as
practicable, to the provisions of the Act of the Legisla-
ture convening this Convention.

A committee was instructed to inquire and re-
port if any aiteration in the Constitution of the
State was necessary azd proper.

On Friday a message was received from Gover-
nor Pickens, reviewing the progress of eventssince
the adjournment of the Convention, and also giv-
ing a statement of the finances of the State. On
this head he says:

It will be seen by the report from the Treasury Depart
ment, that our expenditures have been $640,317 (six hun-
dred and forty thousand three hundred and seventeen dol-
lars); of this amount $195,600 was expended by the Ord-
nance Board. This includes what has been expended for
ordnance and munitions of all kinds. As to all expenses
incurred since the 20th of December last, the day on
which South Carolina seceded from the old Confederacy,
I take it for granted the Government of the Confederate
States will become responsible to us for the amount, as it
was incurred in defence of a common cause, and particu-
larly as the Confederate Government expressly assumed
jurisdiction of all questions between us and any other
governments, relating to defences and military cpera-
tions.

The message concludes as follows:

As far as the Executive is concerned, I always consid-
ered that the peculiar mission of this State was, by a firm
and temperate course, to lay the foundation of a new Con-
federacy of States, homogeneous in feeling and in interest,
with such institutions and domestic civilization as would
unite them in one common destiny, with a government
devoted to their peace and safety, and with no interest
to produce the slightest aggression upon other people:
but deeply interested to develop those productions that
are €0 largly demanded in the peaceful pursuits of man-
kind, and entering so largely into the comfortsand pro
gressive civilization of the world.

When this State first withdrew from the Federal Union,
I felt that we bore, on one side, critical relations to the
Confederacy we had left, and also very delicate and pecu-
liar relations to those slave States who constituted the
border of the Southern States, and we had still higher
and more sacred duties and relations towards our sister
States of the South, who were expected nobly to come to
our side in the formation of a new Confederacy.

All these relations made our course quite complicated,
and full of deep obligations, In administering the duties
of the Executive office, I can truly say, that I never, for
one moment, lost sight of the relations our State bore to
all, and it has ever been my endeavor, while sustaining
her separate rights and independence, never to do any-
thing that might show indifference to any of the great
complicated interests and relations with which she was
surrounded.

When your illustrious body adjourned, you saw the
State standing alone, surrounded with peril, and clouds
resting upon the future. Under the kind dispensations
of a superintending Providence, T am now able to present
her to you under a brighter day, surrounded by sister
Staté rich in their resources, with their brave and
patriotic sons standing as a guard in the portals of a new
Temple, reared by our common councils, and dedieated
to the separate sovereignty of free and independent Stqtes.

After the message was read, the business being
the amendments to the Constitution, Mr. Mani-
gault desired to offer the following resolutions, as
covering his objections to the Constitution :

Resolved, That in the Constitution adopted by the Con-
gress of the Confederate States at Montgomery, many but
not all of the material defects of the Constitution of 1787,
pointed out by the experience of seventy years, have been
amended, but not removed.

Resoived, That before the Convention ratifies the Con-
stitution adopted at Montgomery, we feel bound to ex-
press our conviction that it is imperfect and objectionable
and ought to be amended in the following points: 1st.
In leaving open the door for the admission of the non-
slaveholding States into this Confederacy. 2d. In adopt-
ing the basis of only three fifths of the slaves entitled to
federal representation. 3d. In granting to the Govern-
ment of the Confederacy an unlimited power of indirect
taxation. 4th. In making the prohibition to import Af-
ricans a constitutional prohibition and not simply giving
to the Federal Governuient the power to prohibit itasa
matter of expediency, and in not putting the Coolie trade
on the same footing. 5th. In putting the postoffice mo-
nepoly in the hands of the Confederate Government.

The President having commenced the reading of
the resolution, was interrupted by—

Mr. D. L. Wardlaw, who remarked thatthe Con-
vention had determined to consider the Constitu-
tion in secret session—as this related to the Consti-
tution, he would move that the Convention proceed
to sit with closed doors, when the resolution could
be considered.

Pending the question on the motion, a discussion
ensued between Messrs. Middleton, D. L. Wardlaw,
Manigault, Inglis and Furman, when, finally, the
motion was withdrawn; and, on motion of Mr.
Rhbett, the resolutions were read and placed on the
calendar of the secret session,

OTHER AMENDMENTS TO THE CONSTITUTION.

Mr. Hutson asked leave to offer the foljowing
resolution :

Resolved, That the Permanent Constitution for the Con-
federate States of America, if it be ratified, be accompa-
nied with the earnest request that it be modified in the
following particulars, which we deem to be fundamental:

In Act1,section 1, clause 1—Instead of the electors be-
ing citizens of the Confederate States, the clause should
read “‘shall be citizens of the Confederate State from
which they are elected.” So, also, no person shall be an
elec tor unless he isa citizen of the Confederate State
whose vote he casts.

Clause 2—Representatives should be citizens of the
Confederate State they represent.

Clause 3—The whole number of glaves should enterinto
the basis of representation.

Section 4, clause 1—Congress ought not to control the
time, place and manner of electing representatives

Section 8, clause 1—Dnties on imports should be uni
form on all goods, and there should be no free list, so that
though protection may be the accident and commerce the
incident of a tarifl.

Clause 4-This clause should be restricted thus: *‘Pro-
vided that every foreigner naturalized shall, by such
laws, be required to swear allegiance to the Confederate
State in which he is naturalized, and obedience to the
Constitution of that State and of the Confederate States.”

Clause 17—Exclusive jurisdiction is not necessary for
the purpose for which Congress will need these sites; and
if so, the people, and not their Legislatures, possess and
can part with the eminent domain.

To the 18th clause should be added: “But each State
shall be the judge of the constitutionality of such laws.

Section 9, clause 1, should be wholly stricken out.

Section 10, clause 3—The States should not be forbid-
den to keep troops.

Article 2, section 1, clause 2, should read : “In such
manner as the people thereof may direct,” instead of
“‘Legislature.”

_Clause 6—The people of the States, and not Congress,
the mode, manner and time of voting for President and
Vice-President.

Section 2, clause 2—The President should have the
power to appoint his cabinet, foreign Ambassadors, con-
suls and agents; and the officers of the army and navy,
and all clerks in the several departments; but all officers
whose functions are exercised in particular States should
be appointed by the Governors thereof, with the advice of
State Senates.

Article 3—The necessity of any Confederate Judiciary
is doubtful; but if one is created, it should consist of two
Judges, appointed in each State by the Governor, or elect-
ed by its Legislature, and they together should consti-
tute the Appeal Court.

Article 4, section 2, ciause 1—**Except the right to vote,
which shall be subject to the exclusive coutrol of each
State.”

Section 3, clause 1—Add: “Provided such State shall,
by law, sanction negro slavery.”

Clause 4—After government add : *‘And the security of
the institution of negro slavery.”

Article 5—Add: “Nor shall any State be hindered in
p bl ing from this Confederacy.’’

Article 6, clause 6—Especially the right to judge of any
infraction of this Constitution by any department of the
Confederate Government, and of the mode and measures
of redress.

Mr. D. L. Wardlaw raised the point of order,
that the resolutions were not in order except in
secret session; upon which considerable discussion
ensued between Messrs. Pope, Rhett, Hutson,
Chestnut, Middleton, Simmons, Read, Mazyck,
Quattlebaum, Spratt and Richardeon. Finally, on
motion of Mr. Dunkin, the question was put:—
“Will the Convention receive the resolution?”
and it was decided in the negative-—yeas 60,
nays 94.

Mr. Pope then asked leave to introduce the fol-
lowing resolution:

lved, That all d ts in the shape of resolu-

tions and ordinances, proposed to the Constitution sub-
mitted to this Convention by the Congress of the Confed-
erate States of America, shall be offered in secret session
only.

Mr. Maxcy Gregg—I object to the immediate
consideration of that resolution.

Ten members objecting, the resolution was or-
dered for consideration to-morrow.

Notwithstanding the unauthorized contradiction
inregard to the landing of the 400 soldiers on
board the Brooklyn at Fort Pickens, tbe fact is
nevertheless true, and the order left here by a mes-
senger two weeks ago.

THE SLAVERY QUESTION IN THE METHO-
DIST CHURCH.
ACTION OF THE PHILADELPHIA CONFERENCE.
_In the Philadelphia Annual Conference of the M.
E. Church, in session at Philadelphie, on Friday,
the following proceedings took place:

Rev. T. J. Thompson, from the Committee on the |

State of the Church, then arose and said: The
Committee appointed by the Conference on the
State of the Church, to “review the memorial and
resolutions which have been sent them by the
General Conference, have carefully and prayerfully
considered the subject submitted to them.” While
there has not been in every point entire agreement
on the questions considered, each has felt the im-
portance of coming to the right conclusion upon
the whole, and each has felt a disposition to con-
czde some little point, on which they might differ,
ft.)r the purpose of reaching an unanimous conclu-
sion. They have felt the importance of the ques-

tions committed to them, and have agreed upon a !

report, which they have zll signed, without a sin-
gle exception. The Committee would most ear-
nestly hope that the conclusion they have reached
may meet the approval of their brethren of the
Conference; and if their comcurrence in it may be
taken without any extended or excited debate, the
Committee would feel themselves much gratitied.
That, of course, we leave to the Conference.

The following report was then read.

Your Committee appointed to consider the state of the
Church within our bounds, having examined the papers
referred to them, and availed themselves of all other
means of information within their reach, concluded to
present the result of their deliberations as follows :

1. On the subject of the New Chapter of Slavery.

Whereas, It is indispensably necessary, for allaying
the excitement and restoring peace and harmony in the
Southern borders of our Conference, that the new Chap-
ter on Slavery inserted in our Discipline by the last Gen-
eral Conference, be repealed, and that the Annual Confer-
ences be left to make their own regulations on this sub-
ject; therefore,

Resolved, That we concur in the resolutions of the
East Baltimore Conference, requesting the General Con-
ference, at its next session, to repeal the Chapter on
Slavery; and instead thereof, empower each Annual
Conference, within whose bounds the institution exists,
to make such regulations upon this subject as in their
judgment may best subserve the interests of the Re-
deemer’s Kingdom among them.

IT. In the judgment of this body concerning the
New Chapter This they weuld embody in the fol
lowing

ADDRESS,

To the Members of the Methodist Episcopal Church, in the
State of Delaware, and on the Eastern Shore of Mary-
land and Virginia.

Dearly Beloved Brethren:—The memorials, petitions
and communications Jaid before this body have notonly
disclosed the dissatisfaction, agitation and embarrass-
ment so fatal to the interests of religion among you,
which have grown out of the action of the late General
Conference on the subject of slavery, but s0 called
for an expres of our opinion on the na of that
action, with w call we deem it but just and right to

ure you that you have our profoundest sympa
thiesin your present disquietude and agitated condition;
and having the fullest confidence in your fidelity and
loyalty to the interests of Methodism, no exertions shall
be wanting on our part to secure redress for your griev
ances, and to maintain all your ecclesiastical rights, in
and under the Constitution of the Church.

hough it is our deliberate judgment—a judgment
which must control all our actions on this subject, that
the new ¢ ter does not embody in any form a new con
dition of membership; though it is our conviction that it
possesses in no degree the character of legislation or law;
affords no basis whatever for administrative or disciplina
ry enaction on the subject of slavery. And, th
there can be po such action under it. Ne
change in the discipline was entirely unca
ly offensive to our brethren on the border,

bleinjuricus to the welfare of the church, among them;

and therefore, in justice to those who suffer so much
from its effects, it ought to be repealed. To this end we
have concurred with the resolution of the East Baltimore
Conference,requesting the General Conference, atits next
session, to repeal the chapter onslavery, and instead
thereof empower each Annual Conference, within whose
bounds the institution exists, to make such regulation
upon the subject as may best subserve the interests of
the Redeemer's Kingdom among them.

In the meantime, dear brethren, let us possess our souls
in patience, and carry our grievances to the throne of
heavenly grace, confidently relying on Him who is ableto
deliver us out of all our troubles; who promises to work
all things together for the good of those who love Him;
and who will not suffer us to be wounded in the house of
our friends, nor to be scattered by our enemies.

THE DIVISION OF THE CONFERENCE.

On this subject there were before your Committee from
the various charges on Peninsula, memorials, petitions
and resolutions from some Quarterly Conferences and
Church meetings, asking for the formation of a Peninsula
Conference, by dividing the Philadelphia Conference by
the State line between Pennsylvania, Delaware and Ma-
ryland, while other charges and church mectings declared
against such a division at the present time as inexpedient.
After due deliberation your Committee agree on the fol-
lowing resolution:

Resolved, In view of our present national difficulties
and embarrassments, and the consequent disturbed con
dition of the public mind on the one hand, and the con-
filcting opinion of our churches in Delaware and Mary-
land on this subject, we deem it inexpedient to divide
the Philadelphia Conference by State lines at this time.
But we recommend all the Quarterly Conferences of the
Peninsula, during the coming year, to consider this mat
ter, and give such expression of their working as may
aid in determining the action of this body at its next an
nual session.

Rev. Wm. Cooper was the firstone heard to speak
in the excitement of the moment. He said that
there was nothing new in the report that every
member of the Conference was not acquainted with,
a%d therefore to save time, he would move that the
question on toe adoption of the whole report be ta-
ken without debate.

Rev. Mr. Colclazer asked whether the previous
question was moved on the whole report, or on a
specific question?

The Bishop replied that he understood that when
the question upon the whole report was called, the
Chair called for the reading of the first resolution,
that then a motion was made to adopt the first ree-
olution, which was then seconded; then the previ-
ous question was moved. I doubtwhether the pre-
vious question moved on a question to adopt—
whether the previous question does not preclude
the adoption of the resolution.

Rev. Mr. Cooper said that there was no motion
made until he made one.

Rev. Mr. Ayres said that he was about to make a
motion, but gave way to Mr. Cooper.

Dr. Durbin said that the report was presented in
three parts, and therefore it was impracticable to
vote upon it as a whole.

Rev. Mr. Cooper then said, that out of honor to
Dr. Durbin——

Dr. Durbin—Out of a sense of right, Brother
Cooper.

Rev. Mr. Cooper—No, I prefer to put it on the
other ground. I move to take the vote upon the
first part of the report without debate.

Bishop—Brother Cooper moves, and Brother
Ayres and others second the motion, to adopt the
first part of the report, and that without debate.
[This refers to the article on slavery.]

The vote resulted as follows: Yeas 99, nays 72,

Rev. Mr. Flannery then called for a division of
the first resolution, which was agreed to.

The vote was then taken on the resolution, which
relates to the action of the East Baltimore Con-
ference on the subject of slavery, and resulted as
follows: Yeas 174; nays135.

The vote on the second part of the resolution re-
sulted, yeas 153, nays 43. Mr. Colclazer calling
for the names, which was not agreed to.

The vote on the preamble was adopted by a vote
of yeas 15[, nays 32.

Rev. Mr. Cooper then moved the vote on the
second item of the report, and that the same be
taken without debate. Agreed to, yeas 134, nays 54,

Rev. J. M. McCarter called for the yeas and
nays, seconded by Rev. Mr. Colclazer. The vote
being taken on this motion, resulted, yeas 28,

nays 138,

This portion of the report being read by the Se-
cretary, Dr. Hodgson said that he should like to
have it so divided as to leave for a separate vote
that portion which affirms that the new chapter is
not according to law.

The Bishop, after deliberation, said that the item
could not be divided without destroying the sense.
Therefore he would be obliged to ask them to adopt
it as a whole.

On motion ihe time was extended.

The vote was then taken and resulted—yeas 148,
nays 29.

Rev. Wm. Cooper then moved that the vote on
the third part be taken without debate. The por-
tion relative to the division of the Conference was
then read by the Secretary. The vote was then
taken on motion of Mr. Cooper, resulting—yeas
143, nays 31.

The vote was then taken on the previous ques-
tion, with the following result—yveas 181, nays 5.

The result of this vote produced great laughter.

Rev. Wm. Cooper then said—1 move that we
adopt the report as a whole without debate.—
[Laughter.] Agreed to.

Rev. James Neill—I move that a vote of thanks
be tendered to Brother Cooper for hisperseverance.
[Laughter.]

A resolution tendering tha sympathy and condo-
lence of the Conference to the family of Rev. B.
Waugh, deceased, was adopted.

The Bishop then said that he would make the
statement to the Conference and others, that they
would be unable to anncunce the appointments un-
til to-morrow. If the Conference would call an
evening session, he then might be able to inform
them at what time to-morrow morning they would
be prepared to read them.

On motion, an evening session was called for
half-past seven o’clock.

Adjourned with the benediction by Bishop Scot'.

During the discussion of the report of the Com-
mittee on the State of the Church, the scene was
a most exciting one. The floor of the bouse and
the galleries were crowded to their utmost limits,
while around the Bar of the Conference and in the
aisles appropriated to them knots of members were
gathered bere and there, earnestly arguing upon
the different items of the report. Notwithstanding
the exciting character of the debate, the members
exhibited the greatest coolness and self-possession,
£0 that no actual contact took place between any
of the oppesing factions of which the Counfererce
is composed.

CuiNA.—Late advices from China intimate that,
as the Taeping or rebel forces in China are now, in
all probability, the dominant power in the Empire
—since the defeat of the Imperialists at Pekin—
policy might dictate a recognition by foreign pow-
ers of a new dynasty. What view England might
take of this proposition, became, therefore, a sub-
ject of some interest. An opportunity occurred in
the British Parliament, a few days ago, for an ex-
pression of views, when one of the members said
England could not afford to engage in a war with a
party that held six of the finest provinces in China,
and had three armies of 100,000 men each. Lord
John Russell said, in reply: “With regard to our
policy, the only course we can take is that of per-
fect neutrality, at the same time not allowing the
towns where our merchants are congregated to be
destroyed, simply because some persons in this
country have a false notion that they are a national
party and that we ought to support them.” He

ronounced the “Taeping party no better than
idolators; their doctrine was really a blasphemous
parody on Christianity.”

The genial, hearty joy wbich at Chri < iime
lightens the eye and makes mellow the voice, |
has a quality quite different from the exulta- |
tion which marks the ;.eriod of Easter. Ia the one
case there is hope; for a Child is born, and by Him |
man sball be saved. Before Him lies a life among |
whose probable events reproach, privation, disas-
ter, shameful death do not in anticipation intrude;
‘the bright possibilities of the future are certainties
to the sanguine world; therefore this Birth, with |
itsaccompaniment of celestial midnight song, calls |
forth a satisfaction, tranquil, deep, without alloy. |
In the other case a sad life has ended in a painfal
death, inagony of mind, in the darkness of despair;
the Saviour of the world bas given up his breath;
the ransom has been stolen by the great destrover,
and the hopes of all who looked to Him for their
help are exchanged for a dreary, wretched grief.
Then, in the midst of this universal sorrow, the |
grave gives up its dead,and again the Lord appears
triumphant, having conquered the enemy, and man-
kind bursts forth into the jubilant shout, Where is
thy sting, O Death, and where, O Grave, thy vic-
tory! Man, convalescent from a heavy illness, or
escaping an appaling danger, or receiving good tid-
ings of unexpected fortune, naturally and involun-
tarily bounds with an exuberant joy. And this ex- |
pression is the characte ic of the seazon we call

Easter,

There being among us but a limited observance
of this great feast of the church, it passes almost
unnoticed by the multitude. But iu countriis
where the Roman Catholic religion maintains its
supremacy, the case is widely different. We are
in Catania, the beautiful Sicilian city at the foot
of Etna, whose lava has once and again overrun
it, destroying the old and laying a firm foundation
for the pew. 1t is Passion” Week. The unusual
quiet of tbe streets broken by no sound of car-
riages, only disturbed by the footfall of the people, |
attracts our attention, and we ask the reason of the
stillness. Don Placido, the waiter at the Corona
Inn, says with solemnity—the good Lord is dead !— |
and crosses himself as he speaks. Stepping upon
the balcony, we look down into the street; it is
nearly filled with ladies and peasant women, the
former wrapped in the long black silk mantle which
forms'their picturesque out-door attire. Whither
are they going ? Don Placido says they they are
visiting the churches. We accordingly juin the
throng, and soon enter a church.

Here, in front of the altar, surrounded by ccunt-
less tapers, lies an effigy of the Saviour, yet
unburied; about the railing stand the visitors, |
silently gazing; scattered over the stone floor, |
others kneel at their devotions; looking behind |
us, we see that Don Placido, also, seizing a moment i
when his services as guide are not required, inclines
himself and repeats a prayer. The crowd, per- |
petually changing, moves on to another chureb, |
there to see and do the same. The only variety |
throughout the city isin the costliness of the eflig
and its surroundings. In some churches there is |
added a waxen figure of the Virgin, bending in |
sorrow over her dead Son; in those attached to the |
Benedictine monasteries and convents, the display |
is magnificent and costly; in those of the mendi-
cant orders it is poor and tawdry, but yet showing
an effort to fitly honor the occasion which has in it
much of the pathetic. For hours the people throng |
these churches, the numbers increasing as the twi
light deepens into night, and upon all a sadness
unfeigned presses heavily. |

Another day comes. Inthe splendid church of |
the Benedictine Convent a full service is held, with |
all the impesing ceremonies of the system, and the |
rich paraphernalia of this weaithy brotherhood. The
same service, less brilliant, is going on throughout
the city. The tone of sadness before noticed has
increased; the wonderfully transparent atmosphere,
the glittering sunshine, old Etna, smoking among
its vineyards and olives, the sea in the distance, so
tranquilly slumbering, all wear by association a
brooding melancholy. At evening, from the chief |
cathedral, the “Duomo,” a long and splendid pro- |
cession goes out, with lighted tapers and mournful
music, winding through the lava-paved streets. In
the church of a Franciscan Convent, the nuns, con-
cealed from the eyes of the world they have re-
nounced, chant the Miserere, and the impressible
listemers break forth in sobs as the indescribable
wail of the music utters its monotone of sorrow. |
Still another day, dazzling, but mournful, is here, |
The stillness now is most oppressive. No bells [
sound, no music is heard. The crucifixes are |
shrouded in black. The altars are dark and veiled. |
Mental gloom covers, as with a pall, the city. And |
so0 the time passes somberly. |

On the next morning the churches are early filled
with an expectant and eager crowd, though hushed |
and reverent. At a moment when the repressed |
excitement seems almost too strong for restraint, |
the vail falls, the altar, again lighted, shines re-
splendent with its gold and gems, the bells from
every tower ring mad peals, the people burst forth |
into murmurs, ejaculations, shouts of joyful con- |
gratulation—the Lord isrisen! Asif by magic, |
the streets, a minute ago so deserted, are filled with
rushing throngs; where the carriages come from |
80 suddenly no one can tell; but they go tearing up
and down with the recklessness peculiar to the |
country, each driver trusting to bis power of lungs
to keep the way open.
