of the Board of Managers of this Society lias just

house was opened. Great good is represented to
have been done,] and the managers describe the 'change effected in the persons admitted to be verv
gratifying. A number of them have been restored
to the bosoms of their families, entirely reclaimed
from their former evil habits. The means used by
the matron to effect reformation are gentleness and
patient and persevering care, exercised with a ju-
dicious firmness, an affectionate maintainance of
authority. Her efforts have been crowned with
abundant success. The Board, iu conclusion, ex-
press the desire that additional exertions may be
made to reclaim other unfortunate females, to
which end any donations will be thankfullyre-
ceived.

SUPPOSED SUICIDE.?About nine o'clock yester-
day morning, whilst a gentleman was engaged near
Carroll Point, Spring Gardens, in overhauling a
sail boat, he discovered a dead bodv lying near the
shore, in water about three leet deep. Upon bring-
ingit ashore it was ascertained to be the body of a
German girl, named Antoinetti schillingham, about
14 years of age, who had been missing since Sun-
day from the residence of Mr. Wolfgang Folk, No.
145 Hamburg street, where she had been employed
as a domestic. When found she had an apron
string around her neck, and but little clothing
upon her body. It is stated that she has been but
poorly clad during the past winter, and by some
she was supposed to be deranged. Dr. Battee,
coroner, was notified and held an inquest, the jury
rendering a verdict in accordance with the above
facts.

A NEW CENSUS OF THE CITY.?The following res-
olution, authorizing the Hoard of Police to take a
census of the city, was introduced yesterday in theFirst Branch of the City Council by -Mr. Bandel:

Whereas, It is generally believed that the late censusof this State was very imperfectly and inaccurately ta-ken, and that in particular it affords no reliable return of
the number of inhabitants of the city of Baltimore, whilst
itis of the greatest importance, on many accounts, should
be carefully ascertained; therefore.Resolved , That the Board ofPolice Commissioners be,and they are hereby, requested to have an accurate cen-sus taken of all the persons residing in the city ofBalti-more, on some one day in the month of May next, dis-
tinguishing between the sexes, and between the white
population, free persons of color and slaves; that it shall

be the duty of the Comptroller to furnish the said Board of
Police Commissioners with such books and stationery asmay be required for the purpose aforesaid, and that thesum of one hundred dollars, or so much thereof as is ne-cessary, be, and the same is hereby, appropriated for thesame. Read and laid on the table.

FXBE.? On Sunday morning about one o'clock, po-
licemen Carroll and Knox in passing around their
beat, observed a very bright light suddenly stream
from a window in No. 152 Eager street. Con-
vinced that it was not produced by gas or lamp,
they aroused the inmates of the house, and on going
to the room, found the wood work around the win-
dow in a blaze. A Mrs. Kelly with two children
were sleeping in the apartment, unconscious of the
danger. A candle bad been placed on a stand near
the window, from which the curtain took fire and
the flames had communicated to the frame work.
The damage done amounts to about Sls. The house
is owned by Col. F. H. B. Boyd, Eire Inspector, and
is occupied by policeman Kelly.

Our wholesale merchants are layiDg in large
stocks of goods, in anticipation of 'a good spring
and summer trade, in which'we think they willnot
be disappointed. Indeed, our jobbers are already
tillingorders that are unusually large so early in
the season?and our retail merchants have beendoing a very good business for a week or two past,
and feel in good spirits, and but for the existing
apprehensions in regard to our political troubles,
all our business men would be full of encourage-
ment for the future.

The farmers, as well as the commercial classes of
the West, are recovering from their discourage-
ments of 1857 and 1858, and are preparing to give
us another great harvest. The wheat that is al-ready in the ground is reported as having with-
stood the severity of the winter, and an unusual
quantity of it was sown last fall, and much more
willbe sown this spring. In some portions of south-
ern and central Illinois, plowing has already been
commenced, and in all the corn-growing districts,preparations are making for extensive planting.

With a good foreign demand for our products atgood prices, which will be money in the pockets of
our farmers and commercial men, and another good
harvest, and the settlement in the meantime of the
disturbing political causes which now tend to des-
troy confidence in our currency and general finan-ces, the West may reasonably expect to enjoy an
era of unexampled prosperity for several years to
