IHE DUTY ON ENGLISH BOOKS. ?There seems littlehope of an International Copyright with America,
if we map judge by the Tariff bill lyingbefore Con-
gress when the last mails left, and which is possibly
by this time law. The present duty on books is
eight per cent, ad valorem, with certain exceptions.
The new bill proposes, a specific duty of sevenpence-
halfpenny (15 cents) per pound weight on all books
in the English language printed since 1830, but
only fourpence (8 cents) on those printed in any
other language; the object of the framers of this
bill apparently being to protect the American
pirutee in reprinting our new English books. No
hooks in foreign languages are reprinted in Ameri-
ca. The imposition of this duty of sevenpence-
halfpenny per pound is, we do not hesitate to say,
scandalous and unjust on the part of a nation
which is forever boasting of its cheap liter-
ature, its general intelligence and univer-
sal education. For the last year, nearly all the
productions of the American press have been
pirated reprints of English books, without
compensation to the English writers, or with a
very small remuneration forearlv sheets. The re-
printers of these and all other English books, the
American Legislature -proposes to protect by an
act virtually prohibiting the importation of new
English bonks. We say prohibiting, because a cost
duty of sevenpence-balfpenuy per pound would, on
all cheap books?like Mr. Bohn's Libraries, for
example?amount to from 30 to 50 per cent, on the
nett export value. < n costly books like Mr.
Grote's Greece, the duty would be enormous. The
twelve volumes in cloth weigh 27 lbs., and the trade
price for export is under X7.; the duty would be
about 175., or more than 12 per cent. Take Rich-
ardson's Dictionary, 2 vols., 4t0., the last edition,
iu cloth, weighing 17 lbs., would pay a duty of above
half a guinea on each copy, or nearly 15 per cent,

on the export price. Why in the name of common
sense (and in the face of the "mostfavouredna-
tion" clause in all our Commercial Treaties),
should we English pay the Americans a tax on our
books nearly double that paid by the French ?

English Paper.

THE PRINCESS ANNE HOMICIDE.?The Norfolk Dag
Book of Monday evening gives the following par-
ticulars of the homicide in Princess Anne county,
Va., mentioned in our telegraphic news yesterday :

On Saturday afternoon after a parade of the Sea-
board Rifle Company and the Wise Dragoons at
London Bridge, Messrs. Jas. M. Land and William
Grimstead got into an altercation, when the for-
mer cut Grimstead, who killed Land with his gun.
He died almost immediately. The unfortunate
affair caused much excitement.

Land was a member of the Dragoon company,
and Grimstead of the Rifle company.

The deceased was about 35 years of age, was a
widower, and leaves several children.

Since the above was in type we have learned
that the parties got into a quarrel, and their friends
separated them, carrying Land oil'in a buggy to
some considerable distance, but by some means
they got together again and renewed their quarrel.
Itis said that Land then drew his sword and cut
Grimstead a severe gash across the breast, where-
upon Grimstead ran his bayonet through his ad-
versary, inflicting the wound through his heart.
Land died almost instantly. It was found necessa-
ary to call a doctor in to dress Gi imstead's wound.

TBE RHODE ISLAND BOUNDARY QUESTION. ?The

choked him until he was insensible, when one
seizing his head, and the other bis body, they
twisted it until his neck was dislocated. The ne-
groes then fled to tbe woods, and were traced to
the spot where they bad taken a skiff and crossed
to the Arkansas river. Dogs were procured, and a
large number are in pursuit of tbe murderers.

MONTGOMERY, April 2.?William H. Ward, editor
of the "Keg of the Gulf," has arrived here from
I'ensacola, and states that on the 25th ult. the
steamer General Rusk arrived at Key West with
two hundred U. S. troops for Key West and one
hundred for Tortugas. The steamer Crusader
reached Key West with sealed orders, under charge
of Captain Craven, with the U. S. Marines on
board. The sloop-of-war Brooklyn was going into
Key West on the 26th, and no doubt she left her
troops at Fort Pickens.

The Texas Commissioners stipulated that the
troops from that State, on board the steamer Rusk,
should be landed at New York. The commander s

of the three companies on board the steamer signed
a document exonerating Captain Smith, of the
steamer Rusk, of all blame for the deception.

Mr. Ward further states that by an arrival at
Key West on the 26th it was reported that the
Spanish flag had been hoisted at St. Domingo by
the French and Spanish residents.

The Spanish residents had previously written to
Havana, stating that if Spanish forces were not
sent thither, the Spaniards would hoist the Spanish
flag, whereupon five Spanish war vessels, with one

thousand men, sailed from Havana, and took for-
mal possession of St. Domingo, aided by a French
corvette.

Ex-President 41iramon was at Havana endeavor-
ing to raise a force for the purpose of invading
Mexico. The Spanish and French authorities seem
to sympathize in the movement. It was believed
at Havana on the 28th that those Governments
would, by squadrons, aid the landing at Vera Cruz
of such an expedition.

It was affirmed at Havana that the English and

French ileet had sailed for Vera Cruz. Object un-
known.

"Happy greeting to all." C. Sidney Norris Esq.,
Chairman of the Ruilding Committee, then arose,
and with a few remarks presented the keys of the
building. Mayor Brown, on the part of the lady
managers, received the keys, and after doing so,
read a statement of the administration of the Insti-
tution, which bad been prepared by the ladies,

from which it appears that ISO children have been
within its walls, and 40 yet remain. The Mayor
followed in a few extempore remarks, and in conclu-
sion read the following resolution:

Resolved by the Board of Managers of the. Home of the
Friendless, That the wannest thanks of the Board are due
and are hereby tendered to the Building Committee for
their wise and thorough discharge of the several duties
devolving upon them.

The following gentlemen compose the Building
Committee: C. Sidney Norris, John Brannan, Chas.
J. Baker, Dr. J. J. Graves, Thomas M. Johnson
and Francis T. King.

Dr. John J. Graves, on the part of the Commit-
tee, in some appropriate remarks, responded to the
resolution.

The children then sang a beautiful chant, com-
mencing "The Lord is my Shepherd," after which
Kev. Thomas B. Sargent read a portion of the 7Slh
Psalm, and a portion of the 17th chapter of Mat-
thew. The exercises were then closed with the
benediction by Kev. Cyrus Dickson.

Tho building,which has been heretofore described,
presents a handsome appearance, being four sto-
ries in height, and built of pressed brick. It has a
front of 50 feet on Ross street, with a depth of 60
feet. Verandahs are attached to each of the sto-
ries on the north side; a fine large yard surrounds
the building, giving ample room for any extensions
that may hereafter be deemed necessary. The in-
terior arrangements are well planned; and taken
a3 a whole, the new "Home" is admirably adapted
to alt the purposes for which it was designed, and
reflects great credit upon all concerned in its con-
struction. Its cost was 516,576.76, of which sum
there yet remains about 51,300 to be subscribed in
order to relieve the Institution from debt.

RETURN OF LlCENCES. ?Yesterday afternoon the
City Counsellor, in response to a resolution adopt-
ed by the First Branch of the City Council, sent in
his opinion in regard to the legality of the city re-
turning license money said to have been paid in
error, by persons keeping restaurants. A number
of the proprietors of eating-houses have peti-
tioned the City Council for a return of $13.33, in
each case, paid in excess of the legal license. The
City Couisellor is of opinion that no excess has
been paid, and that the amount demanded bv the
city is correct. Dut conceding that there has been
an excess paid, he contends that it has been done
voluntarily, and says:

"The parties who claim from the city the return of the
license money which they say was illegal, cannot recover
unless they can show, not merely that the charge was
illegal, but that they paid it protesting against its ille-
gality, and in order to obtain a license and avoid the
penalties to which they might have been subject if they
sold without a license. The parties seem to have paid,
according to all the concessions in these cases, under the
belief that they were performing a duty, but under a
misapprehension of their legal responsibility. In such
cases no actiou can be maintained against the city. All
parties acted under the belief that the payments were
made according to law. To permit parties to eorne n and
correct mistakes for years back would do injustice to the
people of Baltimore, and if a recovery cannot be had
when made to an individual under a mistake, such re-
covery cannot be had from a municipal corporation.

MORE AID FOR THE UNEMPLOYED. ?In the Second
llrauch of the City Council, last evening, Mr.
Swindell presented the following resolution, with
a view of creating more work for the unemployed.
Should this resolution pass the First Branch of the
Council, it willsum up $26,000 appropriated by
the Council for the express purpose of relieving
the vast amount of suffering among our laboring
classes:

by the Mayor and City Council of Baltimore
That the Register of the city be, and he is hereby author-
ized and directed to nay to the CityCommissioners, upon
the requisition of said Commissioners, from time to time ,
the sum of six thousand dollars, to be expended by said
Commissioners in the employment of mechanics and

workingmen, residents of this city, in the grading of
Webster street, from Fort avenue to the terminus of said
street; aDd the Register of the city is hereby authorized
and empowered to borrow the sum of six thousand dol-
lars on the best terms practicable, and to pledge therefor
the credit of the city by note or notes, to be signed by
himself and the Mavor of the city.

Resolved further. That it shall be tiie duty of the I.abor
Commissioners, provided for in the ordinance entitled
"An ordinance tofurnish work to a portion of the desti
tute mechanics and laboring men of the city of Balti-
moe," to recommend to the City Commissioners suitable
persons to be employed under this resolution, and the
City Commissioners shall employ such persons as may be

recommended by the Board of Labor Commissioners.
HOLLIDAYSTREET. ?Yesterday evening the ordi-

nance repealing the ordinance directing the open-
ing and widening of Uolliday street, from Fayette
street to Exchange Place, was passed,and now only
needs the signature of the Mayor to become a law.
The following are the last two sections of the bill
and the only ones of interest:

SEC. 2. And be it enacted and ordained, That the per
diem and expenses of the Commissioners and their Clerk,
and the proper fees of the Surveyor, and the Court costs
of the appeal taken to the Criminal Court as the same ap-
pear by the certificate of said Court to the Register, shall
be paid by the Register. And property holders applying
for the closing of the said street, shall reimburse the city
inproportion to their respective assessments.

SEC. 3. And be it further enacted and ordained. That
the City Collector is hereby directed to suspend all pro-
ceedings for the collection of the assessments for bene-
fits for opening and widening said street, and to receive
no more money for benefits, and to return to the parties
entitled thereto any sums of money that may have been

j paid to him for assessments for benefits as aforesaid, and
to return any assignments of damages which may have

| been made to him by persons assessed for benefits for
i opening and wideniDg of said street.

A SWINDLING HOARDER.-? On Monday evening
last, a young man calling himself ''Lieut. Porter,
of the Topographical Corps, United States Army,
at West Point," presented himself at the boarding
house of Mrs. .'ones, corner of Green and Lexington
streets, and stated that he desired board for a few
days. As the "Lieutenant" presented quite a re-
spectable appearance his story was credited and
he was furnished with very good accommodations.
He arose at an early hour yesterday morning, and
after partaking of breakfast, inquired for writing
materials, which were furnished him, when he
proceeded to his room ostensibly for the purpose
of writing a letter; but it appears that he availed
himself of a favorable opportunity to enter the
room of a fellow-boarder, and appropriating a suit
of tine clothes, which were hanging there, he de-
camped, since which time nothing has been heard
of him. It is said that he has played similar pranks
in other boarding houses in the city, and it would
be well for persons to keep watch for this military
gentleman.

THE BACK BASIN AND JONES' FALLS. ?Tho City
Commissioners yesterday sent to the First Branch
of the City Council a communication giving the
probable cost of eleaning out the Back Basiu and
Jones' Falls. To give eight feet of water in the
basin it will be necessary to remove 46,346 cubic
yards of sediment, at a cost of $1.1,500. To give
four feet of water in Jones' Falls, from its mouth
to Fleet street bridge, 3.7G6 cubic yards must be
removed, at a cost of $1,500. The Commissioners
recommend that the bed of the Falls between Fleet
street bridge and the mouth of the Falls should be
dug out to a depth of twelve feet, and thus create
an area where the sediment coming down the Falls
might lodge. To gain a proper depth in the Falls,
from Centre street bridge to Fleet street bridge, it
will be necessary to remove 38,000 cubic yards, at

an expense of $9,000. The communication states
that the wall of the Falls is in a good condition,
with the exception of a portion near FroDt Street
Theatre, which willrequire $2lB to repair.

NECESSITY FOR ACTION ON THE FART OF

,
. , ENGLAND. :

It is absolutely necessary that the English Gtjv-
ernment should speedily decide on the policy it iir-
tends to follow with reference to the Southern
Confederation of American States. Owing to the
contradictory legislation which the two parts of the
dissevered I, nion have adopted on the subject ofimport duties, the English exporter finds himself in
the greatest perplexity, and the Government is
exclusively able to remove his difficulty. The
Southern States, which ultimately pay for British
commodities in their cotton, are ready to admit
them at a low and reasonable duty; but in theNorth, a tariff has, in all probability, already beenlegalized which all but closes against them theNorthern and Western markets. So far as this
the question for the English Ministers seems to be
the simple one, whether, in spite of grave objec-
tions, they will accept its liberal commercial poli-cy as a reason for recognizing the Southern Union.But the circumstances of the case are no: yet com-pletely stated. The Southern Confederacy has
announced that it intends to treat the whole Uni-
ted States as a foreign community, and that goods
coming into the South from the North and North-
west will be considered by it as equally dutiable
with shipments received through New Orleans.?
This consideration adds greatly to the distress of
the English mercantile interest. Even supposing
it could bear up against the heavy fiscal burdens im-
posed by the new Northern tariff, it is quite impos-
sible that it can pay the double duty levied partly
at the New York Custom-house, and partly on all
cargoes conveyed to the seceding States by the route
of the Mississippi and its tributaries. Nay, itwould
appear as ifgoods shipped to New Orleans would,
under present circumstances, pay duty first to the
floating custom house established bv the govern-
ernment of the old States at the mouth of the Mis-
sissippi, and next to the officers of the Southern
Confederacy the moment the cargo is landed on the
wharf. No doubt such a Btate of thing 3as this, in-
jurious as it is, ought to be patiently borne by theEnglish importer, ifit be not unreasonably pro-
longed. It seems, however, as if the Washington
government intended that it should endure indefi-
nitely. Up to the present moment, no mode of co-
ercion has been mentioned by the persons most in
Mr. Lincoln's favor, except the retention of federalproperty in Southern defences, and the compulsory
levy ofttuties nt federal ports. This policy mavobviously last for one year, two years, or a dozen;
and it is a grave question whether foreign powers
are under any obligation to submit to it. Ifno
point of time can be named at which it will come
to an end, it is not easy to see why England or
France could not demand that the United States
should cither put down the rebellion bv effectual
measures, or else allow foreigners to deal with the
new Confederacy as an independent State. The
difficulties growing out of conflicting claims ofju-

risdiction form always one of the most familiar
knots which Publicists are called upon to unite; but
a new case arises when two governments, without
coming to blows or using any hostile measure
against one another, actually exercise jurisdiction
at one and the same point of territory. The old
States cannot reasonably expect that they will be
allowed to establish what willbe, in effect, a block-
ade of the Southern ports without applying that ac-
tive, coercive and unremitting force of which in-
ternational law rigorously requires the employment
from a blockading power.

These questions press the more urgently, in pro-portion as hopes of a compromise become fainter
and fainter. The body of mediators assembled by
the Government of Virginia, under the name of
the Peace Congress, has only succeeded in making
a report through the accidental absence of one of
the Republican delegates, and the report thus ob-tained merely suggests arrangements which havealready been mooted and laid aside in the Congress
of the United States. In truth, there are but twoor three resting-places between the extreme claims
of the North and the extreme claims of the South,
and as each of these has come in turn before the
Senate aud the House of Representatives, it has be-
come clear that one party or the other considered
it too great a concession. It certainly seems as ifthe dispute had passed beyond the region of com-
promise and adjustment. The Southern Confedera-
cy has secured so many unexpected advantages
through the apathy of Mr. Buchanan, and so
many more through the suicidal fiscal legisla-
tion of the North, that it is not the least likely to
stoop down from the commanding attitude at which
it placed itself in the beginning of the rupture.
On the other hand, the population of the Northern
States seems to be more and more disinclined to
give way without blows. It was long thought that
the Republican party would be deserted by num-
bers of its adherents at the first election after the
secession, but some local struggles which have just
terminated actually show an increase of Republi-
can votes. Mr. Lincoln will undoubtedly be fol-
lowed by large numbers of his party, whatever
course be takes, but tbere are already'signs that a
considerable minority is determined to insist on
measures which, though not admitted to deserve
the name of coercion, will necessarily be the first
step in a civil war.

If the politics of the Northern States become per-
manently separated from those of the South, it is
not easy to say into what divisions the present
Northern parties willbreak up. That there will
ultimately be a disruption of the Republicans it is
impossible to doubt, for no faction so large and so
nearly universal has ever prevailed in America
without ultimately separating into fragments from
its own weight. Even thus early?even before
Mr. Lincoln's policy was formally declared in
America?there have been symptoms of serious
disagreement. Some very powerful members of
the Republican party, seconded by no inconsidera-
ble following, are known to have tried their utmost
to prevent Mr. Lincolmfrom placing Mr. Seward at
the bead of his Cabinet. This distaste for Mr.
Seward is not simply personal; it proceeds from a
deep dislike of that policy of conciliating the
South, and of endeavoring to stop short of ex-
tremities, which Mr. Seward, ever since Mr. Lin-
coln s success, has urgently recommended in bispublic addresses. I'he malcontents are therefore awar party, and they do not hesitate to declare thatthey do not greatly care what issuo the war may

e 'eat 'he South in fair field, it is
clear that the doom of slavery, even in the present
slave States, is sealed, if, on the other hand, theseceding States succeed in making good their inde-
pendence, the ultra faction in the North insiststhat it is mlinitelypreferable to continue national
existence as a Confederacy of entirely free commu-
nities than to chafe under an unequal yoke with
societies whose institutions are abhorrent to thefreemen of a Democracy based on the equality of
rights. The existence of this dissident section ispointed out by the more moderate Republican
newspapers as a lamentable proof of the progress
made by Abolitionism, pure and simple, in the Re-
publican ranks since Mr. Lincoln's election.

It is, indeed, most natural that the extreme form
of anti-Slavery opinion should gather strength
through the force of recent occurrences. Every
taunt and bogst of the seceders, each disdainful
rejection of the overtures of peace which proceed
from the more timid Northerners, must add plau-
sibility to the arguments of those who have always
contended that there could be no peace with the
slave-owner. There are men of much eloquence,
and consequently of much influence, in the North-
ern States, who, though Americans born, have
steadily refused to take the oath of allegiance to
the Federal Constitution, lest they should seem to
pledge themselves against undertaking a root and
branch extirpation of slavery ifthey should ever
have it in their power. A year ago such persons,
though to a certain extent admired and listened to,
were regarded by the Republicans as dangerous
allies, and by the mass of the people as half mad
incendiaries; but now that events are apparently
tending to bring about the state of things which
they always declared to be inevitable, it is not
wenderful that increasing numbers of Americans
sbnuld be tempted to look upon them as prophets.
Tie longer the present provisional relation of
North and South is continued, the more probable
will be the consolidation of a great Northern party,
svorn to re-admit the seceding States to the Union
on no terms except entire submission, or else to
separate from them forever.

THE MORRILL TARIFF.

There can, we fear, be no doubt that the Morrill
Tarill' has by this time become law in the United
States ?or at least in what remains of them. The
Northern and Southern Federations seem to be
running a race of selfish greed and short-sighted
folly. They are vieing with each other to try
waich can most speedily and most completely ali-
enate the sympathies and incur the condemnation
of their best friends in the old world. They are
rousing in us many uncomfortable feelings, but it
caannt be denied that they are at the same time
teaching us many valuable lessons. Assuredly if
wt are not politically wise, aud wise at a very
cheap rate, it will be our o*n fault; for we are-
having all our political experiments tried for U3 at
other people's expense?across the channel and
across the ocean. Those among us who, in moments
of impatient weakness or of reckless dreaming,
have sighed for the facilities of despotism or as-
pired after the'-unchartered freedom" of univer-
sal suffrage, need only to look at America and
France, to recoil in mingled alarm, gratitude and
shame.

Certainly the most uncontrolled Democracy, it
is obvious, offers no security whatever to any na-
tios, either for the sagacious perception or for the
stady pursuit of its own interests, any more than
for respect for the rights and interests of others, or
for the simplest principles of morality or justice.
The narrowest oligarchy, the most arbitrary auto-
crits, could scarcely have acted with harder or
mtre unblushing class-selfishness; could scarcely
have committed ashallower blunder, could scarcely
have displayed greater ignorance and disregard of
al.economic laws than have been manifested, in
thi matter of the new Protective Tariff, by the ed-
ucited, commercial, democratic Republic which
ha; been accustomed to hold itself up to the world
a3 an object of supreme envy, admiration, and
alrost worship. That much temporary evil will
resilt from such a scheme of commercial policy,
wecannot doubt; but grievous as such effective
folf is, we confess that astonishment is our pre-
doainant sentiment on the occasion. Let us give

\u2666 gance at only a few of the considerations which
oujht to have withheld any class of politicians,
cvrt American rowdies and electioneerers, from so
amiZing and suicidal a mistake.

'ie Tariffis avowedly and exclusively framed for
thtpurposes of protection. The North, or rather
tinNortheastern States, goaded into action appa-
reitly by the threatened loss of the Southern mar-
ked and taking advantage of the retirement of the
Sottbern Senators, employed their accidental ma-
jorty to enact a law with the object of securing to
ther own manufactures the monopoly at least of
wb* remained?that is, of the Atlantic and the
Nothwestern States. They resolved to shutout
all competing British produce?British cutlery,
Brtish cottons, British woollens. Tea and coffee,
with they do not grow, they, on mature consider-
atip, exempted from the high customs duties
wbth they levy on nearly every other foreign arti-
cle but whatever they could make at home they
wee determined should not be interfered withfrom
aboad.

'ow, in the first place; in attempting this, they
hae committed themselves to a conflict with na-
tu and to the achievement of the impossible. The
maihfacturing States, which are chiefly the New
En'land ones, are no doubt in a somewhat unsatis-
facOry position. Their soil is for the most part
pot, though their population is industrious, intel-
ligttt, and comparatively dense. They grow scarce-
ly fcy exportable agricultural produce. The ice
offaine is almost the only spontaneous and natu-
ralproduct of their own which they send abroad.
Tb cotton, rice, tobacco and corn which constitute
th principal portion of the enormouß exports of
Aierica, is not originallyfrom the Atlantic States:
?He cotton is from the Gulf States, the rice from
Coolina, the tobacco from Virginia, and the wheat
frfti Ohio and Michigan. Tbe Atlantic or Nortb-
eaiern States are, therefore, almost of necessity
inßufacturing and commercial, and itis natural and

I rifat that they should endeavor to foster and pro-
> mte their manufacturing industry, but not toforce
itproductioM upon others, This last, which, how-

ever, is the course they are pursuing, is unwise-
first, because is a hopel-ss attempt, and secondly,
because, if successful, it must starve and dwarf
their commerce.

That the attempt was hopeless, a glance at the
map, one would fancy, was enough to show. A
custom house cordon, round a frontier like theirs,
is a sheer impossibility. To effect their object they
must guard the whole Canadian frontier, formed
by the St. Lawrence and the Lakes?that is, by
Nature's very highway of commerce?and extend-
ing a thousand miles. Next, they must guard the
whole Southern frontier, from the Chesapeake to
St. Louis, over twelve degrees of longitude. Last-
ly, tbey must guard the Western boundary, where
in many parts they have neither officers nor popu-
lation; and, more than all, they must exercise the
most ceaseless severity of vigilance over the Ohio,
the Missouri and the Mississippi, and in doing so
they must interfere with navigation, and with that
unchecked individual liberty which has become the
ingrained habit of every American. In short, no
stafl of Douaniera could do the work, and no Anglo-

race would tolerate the restrictions by means
of which only it could be done.

In the second place, even if it could be done, it
would have to be done at the cost of the entire
customs revenue?which has hitherto defraved
nearly the whole expenses of the Federal Govern-
ment. For not only would the duties fall off just
in pro portion as tbe scheme succeeded, till the
sixty-four miilions of dollars dwindled away to lessthan twenty, but the whole of this would be ab-sorbed bykeeping up the vast army of coast-guard
officials which would be needed to enforce so un-
natural and unpopular an enactment. The inevit-
able consequence of the attempt will certainly bethat nearly the same amount of British protections
will, after a while, find its way into America, butit will not pass through the custom houses of the
Northern Lnion. Instead of paying a - moderateduty at Boston and New York, it willfilter in by the
St. Lawrence, the lakes, the Mississippi, the Ohio,
paying no duty at all, and the baffled and foolish
democratic economists will have to raise their ne

| cessary revenue by direct taxation.
In the third place?supposing the scheme to besuccessful, what would become of the commerce

and shipping of New York and Boston? When
the twenty-three millions of European imports
were reduced three or to three times three?where
would the thousand vessels now employed in bring-
ing these goods, and in carrying back the produce
now exchanged for them, find occupation ? For we
must remember that if the Protectionists succeed in
keeping out twenty millions offoreign articles, tbey
willalso keep in nearly as large a value of Ameri-
can produce. llow can tbey expect us to go onbuying their corn, if they will not not let us pay
them in hosiery, and calico, and hard ware? If
they killtheir imports, they willkill their exports
likewise; and killat the same time the vast mer-cantile marine now occupied in exchanging the one
against the other. A more notable contrivancefor impoverishing at once the revenue and thecitizen, could not have been devised by the witof man.

But, in the fourth place, how inthe name of won-der do these sagacious democratic politicians con-
ceive that what remains of the Union can be heldtogether, ifsuch a tariff as this is to be enforced ?

The separation of the South has brought home to
every mind, as we showed last week, that the bond
between the several States is nurely voluntary, and
therefore precarious. Is it likely that the North-
western States, Ohio, Michigan, Wisconsin. Indi-
ana, and Illinois, with all their splended soil and
their rapidly increasing power, willremain in the
Union one year ifthey are to bo sacriticed to the
manufacturers of Massachusetts and Pennsylva-
nia ? Will they be content to have their enormous
and profitable grain trade with Europe interfered
with, merely in order that they may be clothed
with dear New England woollens, and inav cleartheir forests with bad Pennsylvania axes?* Will
they bear to see the Canadians cut them out of the
British market, simply because the Canadians have
a liberal, and they are trampled on by a protectiye,
tarifT? J F

If this law continues we may look for a third, or
Northwestern Federation, within a year, or it
may be a junction with British North America.?
But speculation may go cycn further than this, and
yet in no way trench on the improbable. Will
New \ ork remain in a Federation whose lirst act isto strike a fatal blow at ber prosperity! And if New-
York Stale would submit to this, what will New
iork City do? How long will her merchants be wil-
ling to hare their profits curtailed, choir expensesincreased, their taxes doubled, and their commer-
cial enterprises hampered, dwarfed, distanced in
the race, without one 6ingle equivalent advantage
being offered them in compensation? Finally, what
will the Border States sav or do?those States
whom it is so peculiarly desirable for the North to
retain in the Union, and whose allegiance at the
present moment is so precarious? The decision of
Kentucky and Virginia is just trembling iu the bal-ance : are they likely to be conciliated by a propo-
sal that the cost of clothing their slaves shall be in-
creased and impediments thrown in the way of the
entrance of the articles by which they are to be
paid for their tobacco?

It is impossible tobelieve that so absurd and mis-
chievous a measure, even if it has not been vetoed
by the outgoing President, can remain long on the
statute book or be suffered to come into general
operation. When the new President and the now
Cabinet are made aware that this mad tariff cannot
really ever be enforced; that the mere endeavor to
enforce it willempty their exchequer, will disgust
and drive away the grain States and Border States,
and will divert Commerce from New York toCana
da; and that if it could by any possibility be en
forced and maintained, it would cramp their trade,
impoverish their customers, and reduce their ship-
ping to indetion and decay?it will surely be
repealed by common acclamation.

MR. LINCOLN'S SPEECHES.
[ From the London Times, 16th ]

'\u25a0\u25a0\u25a0 * * Strange to say, the President lias as
yet given no signs of his future policy. In this
country we are not accustomed to such reticence.?
An English Prime Minister is obliged to declare his
intentions, like any other man. On the hustings of
some little borough before an audience of rough
country fellows, or at a meeting ol his supportersin his own dining room, he declares openly what
are his opinions, and how ho willapply them in the
government of the country. The institutions of
the United States, though Democratic, do not de-
mand this publicity. In many things the President
is an elected despot for four years. When once
chosen he may at least leave undone what ho pleases,

and no one can force him to move. In legisla-
tion only can he be controlled; the executive is
left entirely in his hands. So now, though Mr.
Lincoln was just about to enter the White House
and assume the charge of the truncated Union, no
one could really penetrate his counsels. Men could
only judge of his luture acts by the Ministers whom
he had appointed; aDd even the construction of his
Cabinet was more suited to raise than to satisfy
curiosity.

In Mr. Seward, the President has chosen a man
whom the convulsions of the country have terrified
into moderation, lie has been overcome by the
complete fulfilment of his own prophecy. He spoke
of the irrepressible conflict between North and
South which was to take place, and it has come,
not in his children's time, not in his own old age,
but within a few months of the prediction being
uttered. Hence Mr. Seward is now supposed to
represent the party of concession. He has made
speeches so conciliatory, so cringing towards the
South, that the ultra-Republican party have de-
nounced him as a political coward and a time-
server. To oppose him there is, however, more
than one member of Mr. Lincoln's Cabinet, and it
cannot be doubted that the opinions of the Aboli-
tionists will be fully represented in the new Gov-
ernment.

Which party is to prevail must depend on the
personal judgment of the politician who has been
raised to the highest position in the Republic.?
Mr. Lincoln of Illinois is now President Lincoln of
the United States. Although responsibility sobers
men, it cannot change them. Still less can it im-
part to them knowledge and experience. Mr.
Lincoln is still the local politician, the honest man
of a farming Western State, with all the simplicity
which belongs to the pioneers of civilization. That
such a man should enter on ofiice at the crisis of a
nation's destiny is no small matter. One false step
may plunge the two Unions into civil war, if it
may be called so when one of the combatant States
ostentatiously speaks of the citizens of the other as
foreigners. At such a time it is interesting to ex-
amine the speeches of the President and his subor-
dinate, the Vice-President, with a view to discov-
er any indications of the policy that willfind favor
with the Republican party.

Mr. Lincoln was in Wasiiington on the 28th of
February, only lour days before his inauguration,
and delivered what was probably hi 3 last speech as
a private citizen. At such a time it would seem
that further concealment of intentions must be
useless. A week would disclose any secrets which
might be locked up in the Presidential bosom. The
shock would come immediately after his assump-
tion of power, and with the batteries of Charleston
harbor ready shotted to open fire on Fort Sumter
it would be folly to dissemble as to the future.?
Y'et Mr. Lincoln has nothing but generalities for
his audience. The ill-feeling which exists between
North and South arises, according to Mr. Lincoln,
merely from a "misunderstanding." He wishes to
convince the Southerners that "we regard you as
in all things our equals; inall things entitled to the
same respect and the same treatment that we claim
for ourselves;" and "are determined to give you,
so far as lies in our hands, all your rights under the
Constitution, not grudgingly, but fully and fairly."

These are, no doubt, very estimable remarks,
but they are certainly somewhat vague when com-
ingfrom a magistrate who has the credit of firm-
ness and energy. Mr. Hamlin, the new Vice Presi-
dent, in a high flown speech, says: "I do believe
that it is only necessary for us to understand each
other better to remove all the clouds that lower in
the political horizon." This may be shrewdness,
it may indicate deep-laid schemes of policy which
are in due t'.mo to be made known. But we are
unable to see the usefulness of further reserve.?
The people of the United States are listening every
moment for the beginning of a civil war; the first
shot fired against Fort Sumter may possibly be the
commencement of a bloody contest. At such a
juncture smooth words can avail nothing, and will
only serve to convince tho South that its opponents
doubt the justice of their cause or despair of its
success.

FROM JAPAN. ?A letter from Kanagawa, on the
4th of January, states that great excitement pre-
vailed at that place, and many of the public build-
ings bristled with baovnets. The trouble appears
to have arisen from Prince Mito's friends, thirty-
six ot whom had sworn to javenge his death. The
government notified the foreign representatives of
the impending trouble, and advised them to seek
shelter at the citadel. The foreign population
declined to do so, believing that the alarm had been
unduly magnified. The authorities increased the
force of soldiers aud police at their disposal,which,
with four English steamers, one French, one Rus-
sian steamer, one frigate, and one Dutch brig-of-
war, probably prevented the outbreak.

SLAVE RENDERED UP. ?The Plainville (Ohio)
Advertiser reports that a slaveholder from Nash-
ville, Tennessee, who had been stopping in that
place for some time, made known the object of his
visit one day last week, by instituting proceedings
for the rendition of a negro woman whom he
claimed as a fugitive slave. The necessaiy papers
were made out and the parties left on the cars
without meeting with any resistance or even
awakening any display of excitement.

The company could, therefore, after
paying interest on the funded debt of seven per
cent., declare a dividend of twenty-four percent.

The deaths
are 320,000 per year, one and a half percent, of the
population. In England the ratio is nearly two
per cent. Virginia and North Carolina are the
healthiest of the States, and have 638 inhabitants
over 100 years of age.

DEATH OF TUB DUCHESS OF KENT.
; The Africa brings as intelligence of the death,
| on the lGth of March, of the Duchess of Kent, the
| mother of the Queen of England. For a long time

the late Duchess had been afflicted with a cancer,
which was the immediate cause of her death.?
Since the accession of her daughter to the proudest
throne of Europe she had remained a resident
either at Windsor Castle with the Queen or at
Frogmore, a mansion of her own, a mile or two
distant from the Castle, whither the Queen went
almost daily to visit her.

The late Duchess had attained a venerable age.

She wa3 a princess of the house of Saxe-Saall'eld
Coburg, was born on the 17th of August, 1786, and
was baptized under the name of Marie Louise Vic-

toria. She was at an early age married to Prince
Ilenrv of Leiningen, who, dying, left her a bloom-
ing young widow in 1814. Ayear or so later she
attracted the attention of Edward, Duke of Kent,
the fourth son of George 111., and was married to
him in London on the 11th of July, 1818.

Put the married life of the new Duchess was but
short: for in less than two years the Duke ofKent
died, and she was again a widow with one child?-
the Princess (now Queen) Victoria. At that timethe accession of tbis little child to the British
throne seemed but a remote contingency. George
111. outlived his son, the Prince of Wales, while
George IV. and William IV., his other sons, who
reigned after him both died without issue; thus,
the issue of the next brother, the deceased Dukeof Kent, became heir to the British throne. Assoon as this contingency gradually resolved itself
into a probability and then a certainty, the Duch-ess of Kent devoted her time to fitting her daugh-
ter for the high station she was called upon to occu-
py. A firm and consistent Protestant, she taught
the young Princess a veneration for that religion
as expressed in the Church of England. Mental
and personal accomplishments were carefully at-
tended, as well as physical requirements.* Thedaughter throve under such judicious treatment,
and the mother had the satisfaction of attending
the coronation and the marriage of her child, ol
seeing her the mother of a large family, and of
knowing that her throne was built upon the hearts
of loving subjects.

The life of the Duchess ofKent, quiet and unosten-
tatious, was so identified with that of the present
Queen that there is little to say of her otherwise.
Her death willplace inmourning most of the reign-
ing families of Europe, while at the English court
there can be little doubt but that the official trap-
pings of woe will this time represent?what they
seldom do in court circles?the honest and unaffect-
ed grief of the wearers. It may be added that this is
the first serious bereavement Queen Victoria has
ever experienced. Her father died before she was
old enough to know him, and she has never lost a
child. An only child herself, she had never a
brother or sister to lose or mourn for, and thus the
present bereavement must be peculiarly afflicting

Fa-
therland I Liberty ! this was the heroic cry which
preceded the revolution of 1544; and the same cry
precedes the revolution of 18G1, the cry of a na-
tion, which now suppresses forever the cries of j
mere factions.

Dominicans! to arms! let each citizen be a sol-
dier of liberty, and to the cry of "IT'en la Nation," \
the tyrant will be forever annihilated. Let the
fire of patriotism burn in our hearts as the tropi- [
cal sun vivifies our existence.

"Out GARNERS ARE POLL."? The great size and
number of the grain warehouses in Chicago are the
wonder of ail visitors. And yet vast as they are

two of them affording room for 700,000 bushels
?there is not room in the city for another week's
receipts. Vessels and propellers are in request
for loading in order to receive and make room for
what is arriving. As we are receiving from sixty
to a hundred thousand bushels daily, itis plain thatunless navigation opens within two or three weeks
our railway msnagers will be obliged to send per-
emptory orders to the country to stop shipments.

Our tables published a week ago show that we
have now in the cityat least 4,300,000 bushels of
grain. The amount is probably greater by the re-
ceipts of last week. Of this we have 1,050,000 bush-
els of wheat and 1,000,000 bushels of corn. Taking
the amount in store, by "ciphering" a few mo-
ments some very curious results willbe reached.Allowing00 bushels to the load, nearly double what
the farmer's team hauls, and it would take 71,000teams to draw it; and if each team occupy twenty
feet, it would take 365 miles of road to give them
standing room. This is exactly the distance be-
tween Chicago and Cairo. And, again, it will re-
quire 287 vessels and propellers to clear out our
warehouses if each one take a load of 15,000 bush-
els. And yet all we have in store is not a tithe of
what our farmers will send forward during the
season, ifsatisfactory prices are realized.? Chicago
Tribune.

A YOUNG HERO. ?As Lieutenant Mowry and a
companion were approaching Gila Bend, they met
with a surprise of a novel character. At some
hundreds of feet from the station, quite near the
road, was suspended from a tree the corpse of an
Indian. It appears that one month since Gila
Bend was inhabited only by a single family?an
aged American, and his two sons, of whom the
eldest was hardly fifteen years old, and a servant.
On a certain night the inhabitants of the station
were awakened by the well-known war cry of the
Apaches, and soon discovered that the house Was
surrounded. The establishment being simply con-
structed of the branches and leaves of trees, like
Gila City itself and the majority of the other sta-
tions, the dangers environed the inhabitants, now-
attacked by some five hundred yelling and frantic
savages, may be imagined. Not hoping to escape,
the men and boys armed themselves and awaited
the attack. They were saved in the moment of ex-
termination by a dead shot from the rifle 'of the
eldest boy, which cue short the life of the chief?-
upon which the whole turned and took to flight.?
The corpse was suspended to an adjacent tree, and
the spoils of war, the arrows, bead-dress, and other
personal property of the deceased warrior, were
preserved by the brave little fellow as memorials
of the fight.

"How stands the case ? The Federal Govern-
ment has only 2.000 troops at the utmost to send to
one point, and Gen. Scott ivould have the pleasure
of knowing that those 2,000 were commanded by
officers whose fidelity to Black Republican behests
is at least questionable.
