War is declared against our brethren of the South.
Shall we join in shedding their blood? Shall Ma-
ryland and her sister slave States of the border,
permit it to be shed, if they can prevent it?
These are the practical inquiries which start up to
be answered by the heart of every man around us.
Let them he evaded aud disguised as they mav be
?let them be covered up with phrases, by all the
diabolical ingenuity which is at work to overspread

this laud with sorrow and desolation?still they
are, in fact, the only questions with which as
men and citizens, we have to deal in this crisis
of civilization and free institutious. It is
not whether secession i 3 constitutional or
unconstitutional, but whether we shall write Mr.
LINCOLN'S constitutional interpretations, or our
own, in blood. It is not whether we shall main-
tain the UNION, conditionally or unconditionally,
but whether we shall bury all hopes, not only of
Union, but of reconciliation and human fellow-
ship, beneath the sod of the battle-field forever.
It is not whether the honor of our flag shall be
vindicated; for, between brethren, it is the strife
which brings shame, and not-its issue. It is not
to maintain republican institutions; for the men
and brethren against whom the trumpet of war is
sounded, are ;i3 republican ,13 we?sons of the
same fathers; born to the same heritage; sheltered
by the arm of the same merciful God. No! no I
no lit is none of these things?and to set them

South, is to impose unon men's prejudices; to

"?muglit, ever, ot civil war? Has he seen it?-
fc!t it? read of it? Does he know what it is? All
the devils of hate and crime let loose upon the
earth, could not blacken it more. Like ATTILA, it
is the Scourge of God. And it is to this that wearc called. It is this that we are exhorted to wel-
come. Itis lor this, that Governors are rivalling
each other to tender regiments, and legislatures
to appropriate millions. It is to this, that the
I'UESIDENT and Ministers of a Republic are com-
manding its citizens to rush, from their children
and firesides. And whither are the gathered
hosts to be led? To the homes which three mil-
lions o! our kiudred stand ready to defend. They
are not invading our soil, or molesting our people.
J hey are asking only to be let alone. They are

? eking but the privilege of governing themselves,
t hey have asked for peace and have been treated
with contumely. They have proffered negotia-
tions and their proffers have been scorned. They
must yield or be subjugated. Will they yield?
Never! They may be exterminated, but tbey
will not be subdued. It will be a war without
truce or mercy, and the blood shed in it will cry
up to Heaven, while there is a Heaven to which it
may appeal.

In the name, then, of humanity ami peace in
the IlOiy Xante of Him who brought the tidings
of the one unto the other?let tis pause hnfnralt
be too late. The maintenance of all the Govern-
ments that ever corrupted the hearts and seduced
the ambition of men, would not cleanse 7 before
His tribunal, the iniquity of such a strife, between
the brelhren who are arming to begin it. Alas!
for its ending, if once begun ! For us, men of Ma-
ryland, if we cannot prevent the wrong, let us, at
least, have no part or lot in it. Let us be content
never to learn whether "we have a Government,"

rather than learn, at the same time, that there is
nothing left to govern, but a divided, a broken
and a blood-stained people !

For some months past, the public has been evi-
dently perplexed by the strange and shifting
phases which political affairs have, during that
period, assumed. So startling and unprecedented
has been the character of recent events, and so
rapidly have these succeeded one another, that the
great mass of the people have been swept far
away from the old familiar landmarks to which
they onee looked for guidance in any unforeseen
emergency. Instead, therefore, of being divided
upon some one distinct and all-important issue,the citizens of this section of the country havebeen disputing about a hundred minor points, uponwjiicii they have respectively supposed the present
controversy hinged. Thus they have not only
done nothing, but they have frittered away their
influence and their opportunities for good, whileengaged in this vain eflbrt to discover what the
real question was which they were expected to de-
cide. Now, however, a change in this respect is
apparent. Public sentiment and opinion havebegun to concentrate upon one leading issue, inregard to which the inhabitants of this, if not ofother Border States, will soon be divided into two
well defined, though, perhaps, unequal parties.
On the one side will stand those who are in favorof supporting, unconditionally, the Administra-
tion of Mr. LINCOLN- on the other will be arrayed
those who demand from the Federal Governmentsome guarantees for the protection of the South
and who, failing to obtain these, are ready toshare the fortunes of the seceded States The
former avers that the South has no just c'ause ofquarrel with the North, and that it needs no fur-ther securities for the preservation of its rights?-
white the latter insists that the South has alreadybeen over-pat, e,, t 0f insult and aggression, and

"r° UUd3 for Sieving thateedj and certain ruin await it unless itstands now upon the defensive. These are thequestions which we are now called upon to deter-

mine. The struggle is now narrowed down to
this. Shall the people of the Border States, inview of the act 3 of the party of which Mr. LIN-
COLN is the head, and of the spirit which he and it
have always manifested, relinquish their demandsfor any further concessions or compromises, and
sustain the Administration while it strives to
quench iu blood the revolution in the South; or
shall they plainly declare the cause of the slave
States to he a just one, and manfully abide the
consequences? We need scarcely say where our
position is in this contest, nor where, in our judg-
ment, should he that of the State of Maryland.
We do conscientiously believe that the anti-sla-
very fanaticism which elected Mr. LINCOLN is bent
upon assailing and subverting, sooner or later
our domestic institutions, and that it selected him
for the Presidency solely because of his ardent
sympathy with its hopes and purposes; and
we feel well assured that the Republican
party would accord us but a brief respite
from aggression after it found itself relieved
from all further difficulty with the Confed-
erate States. We have heretofore endeavored
frequently and at length, to satisfy our readers of
the vulidityof the reasons which have led us to
these conclusions. We have referred them to the
language of nearly all the prominent members of
the Republican party, nd to the unconstitutional
doctrines pnd lu>vh-M acts which they have, from
time to time, encouraged or applauded; and the
instances thus cited shouid have sufficed, we
think, to prove to any people not smitten with
judicial blindness, the extreme and uncompro-
mising character of ihose who now wield the in-
fluence and power ol the Federal Government.

isfy him upon this point, the course of this Admin-
istration has surely furnished it.

Against the election of Mr. LINCOLN the South
united in an earnest protest. Its people were not,
as has been falsely alleged, hostile to him because
he was a Northern man, but they remonstrated
against and resisted his election to the Presidency
solely on account of the principles which he had
avowed, and which were destructive of their fun-
damental rights. After his election the represen-
tatives of the slave States frankly expressed in
Congress the fears and apprehensions which were

felt by ninety-nine hundredths of their constltu-
jents, and they earnestly besought the North to
make some concessions which were calculated to

J reassure the people of .their section, or at least to
manifest a spirit of conciliation and friendliness.

Every
proposition of the South was, however, rejected

y Congress, and every appeal contemptuously
slighted; and one by one, angry and disappointed,
the remoter Southern States withdrew from the
Confederacy and established a separate and inde-
pendent Government. Just at this juncture Mr.
LINCOLN assumed his high office. Seven States he
found claiming recognition as a new nation and
he knew that five or six more, although they had
hesitated to leave the UNION, were as urgent as
those which had seceded, in their demands for
some sufficient guarantees for their protection in
future. He saw that he had to deal with a wholepeople which was on the verge of a revolution
and which was possessed of an immense territorv
and magnificent resources. 'lt might have beensupposed that, under such circumstances, the new

PRESIDENT would have resorted to some concilia-tory measures to bring about a pacifica.ion-that
he would have endeavored to disarm the anger of
the Southern people, to allay their fears, and to
win their confidence. He might at least have ac-
corded to them a patient hearing; and he might
have, in some degree, quieted their suspi-
cions by calling into his counsels some of theable and moderate statesmen of the South. Butnone of these courses does he appear to have foran instant contemplated. As if to herald the ad-vent of the irrepressible conflict, lie at once repu-
diated the claim of the South to a bearing. He
denied that there was any reasonable ground for
its complaints; he reiterated his determination to
disregard the decision of the Supreme Court by
which its rights had been explicitly defined; he
announced his purpose <o maintain his authorityover it by force; he appointed to almost every
office of trust and honor in the Federal Govern-ment, men who had avowed the bitterest hostility
to the institutions of the South, and who had ex-
pressed their willingness to subvert these, in defi-ance of the guarantees thrown around them bythe Constitution; he refused to enter upon any ne-gotiation with the Commissioners sent to him by
the Confederate States; he declined to satisfy thepeople of Virginia otherwise than by referring
them to the address in which he had affirmed that
the Chicago platform was a law to him and to hisparty; and after having misled the country by de-ceptive assurances of a peaceful solution of our
troubles, he suddenly and secretly despatched apowerful armament to inaugurate the contest inSouth Carolina. Never before has the civilized
world beheld a ruler who really desired to avertan impending war, pursue a similar line of policy.Seldom has it seen in any age, a government thatwas mad enough to treat a disaffected nation as a
riotous mob, unless indeed that government
wished to destroy utterly its opponents. PHILIP
THE SECOND, the most vindictive monarch of mod-ern times, even when his sway was acknowledged
over half the globe, offered to treat and to com-promise with his rebellions subjects of the Nether-
lands. CHARLES THE FIEST, the most impractica-
ble king England has ever known, received the
agents of his insurgent people, and sent his own
Commissioners to negotiate with them for peace.
GEORGE THE THIRD, the most obstinate of all the
British sovereigns, made overtures to his revolu-
tionary colonies, even after the blood of his sol-
diers had been shed in defending his prerogative.
And at this moment the CZAR of Russia darts not
turn a deaf ear to the murmurs of Poland; aud
the EstrEßOuof Austria is compelled, at least to lis-
ten to the complaints of Hungary and the Italian
Provinces. Only Mr. LINCOLN can refuse to con-
sider the grievances for which millions of united
freemen are demanding redress. Only the PRESI-
DENT OF THE UNITED STATES can venture in these
days, to tell one-half of the nation that he has no
concessions to make, because he thinks none ought
to be required.

Wc repeat, then, that the border slave States
have the amplest cause to fear the designs of an
Administration so uncompromising and extreme,
and that the course of the latter since it has been
in power would justify them, before the world,
for assuming the position which the Confederate
States have already taken. The Federal Govern-
ment will not hear the South, because it is com-
mitted to principles which are subversive of the
existence of Southern instilutions, and these prin-
ciples it neither wishes nor iutends to compromise
away. It prefers to run the risk of losinw if it
must, ti"\u25a0>?.. otait-s wiiicii have seceded; but it
will console itself with the reflection that it can then
deal more easily with the slave Stales which may
remain. It looks forward to the day when, hav-
ing thoroughly consolidated the border States
with the North, it will be able, if it so pleases, to
assai! tbe Gulf States with an overwhelming force.
Let us look forward to the future also; and let us
determine whether it will comport with our sense
of right or with oar interests, to suffer ourselves
to be used as the instruments by which the pur-

poses of a fanatical faction are to be one day ac-
complished.

THE HERALD OFFICE.

'1 hroughout the afternoon and evening, yester-
day, considerable numbers of men were gathered
in the immediate vicinity of the office of The Ne w
York Herald, and manifested their sentiments in
regard to its course upon the secession question bv
unmistakeable marks of disapprobation. The crowd
frequently gave vent to their feelings by loud
groans and yells, and even stronger expressions.?
It was feared that some ill-advised attempt might
be made to commit violence; but fortunately,
though many did not scruple to declare that the
office ought to be sacked, wiser counsels prevailed.
Some thought the work of "pitching it to blazes"
should be commenced forthwith; others that it
would be done if only a dozen men of one mind
would undertake to lead the assault, while the
cooler spirits advised that, as the country would he
called upon to pay for the damage, it would bemore prudent and economical to save the funds,
and use the money for arms in defence of the Gov-ernment.

At 3 o'clock, Mr. James Gordon Bennett, the
proprietor of the establishment, emerged from thedoor of the office on the Fulton street side, and was
immediately followed by a crowd up Fulton street,
groaning and hooting at him as he went, until
reaching Broadway, the object of their indignation
was lost sight of in the great vortex of stages,
wagons, and people.

About 6K o'clock the Stars and Stripes were
thrown to the breeze from several or the windows of
the Herald's composing room; in the uppermost
story of the building, bnt this failed to appease the
feelings of the crowd, who hooted and groaned at
what they looked upon as a desecration of the
American flag.

About the same time a flag was thrown from tho
Sun office windows, which was greeted with inbst
tremendous cheering. Meantime a message was
sent from the Herald office to the Police Headquar-
ters, in Broome street, soliciting protection for the
building, as it was threatened with assault.The weather having become somewhat rainv and
uncomfortable, the crowd gradually dispersed, andup to a late hour in the evening did not assume anvlarger proportions It was stated that the propri-etor of the Herald had provided his emplovceswith arms, and that besides a number of personsnot attached to the office were employed for theoccasion ,n and about the office to protect the prop-erty. PLANTING AND CULTIVATIONOF THE SEA.[Correspondence of the tf. r. Evening Post.]

PARIS, March 20?What the French call "the
planting and cultivation of the Eea," and the Eng-
lish, less ambitious in speech, would be content tocall "the artificial raising of fish," is carried on in
rranee with a perseverance and success whichpromise to yield very valuable results, and at nodistant date. The various operations of modernpisciculture, due to the inventive genius of thehumble fisherman Kenny, and zealously promotedby the labors of the indefatigable M. Jacques
Coste, under the joint auspices of the Imperial
government and of the Society of Acclimation, arerapidly reduced to a system at once <^t
apparently, to render the raising offish as commonas that ot kine, sheep, wheat and potatoes.

Hirers, lakes and ponds exhausted by the im-provident greed of fishermen and the destructionof the young fry, are stocked from the great rais-ing establishments founded in various departments
and the coast of the Channel, the Atlantic and the
Mediterranean are converted into oyster grounds,
which threaten, if their tenants continue to multi-p.y as rapidly as they are now doing, to ensure asurfeit ot that dainty for the entire population of
France.

THE FIRST ARTIFICIAL OYSTER-BED.
The first of the great artificial oyster-beds was

undertaken by M. Coste, in 1857, in the bav of St.
Brienne, on the northern coast of Britanuy. Thewater is there exceedingly deep, and the violenceof winds and weather added greatly to the difficul-ties of this novel attempt. But ail these obstacleswere successfully overcome. The entire surface of
the bottom ot the bay forming the piscicultural
farm, is covered with fascines, composed of branches
of trees strongly lashed together and held down byheavy stones. Between these fascines the bed ofthe sea is paved with oysters aud muscle shells,
pieces of rock, tiles, fragments of pottery, destined
to attract the spawn and afford to the youngest
oysters a surface suitable to their development.

FISH-FARMS.
The success of the experiment at St. Brienne hasled to the formation of similar "fish-farms" at

Arcachon, the He de Re, and in the roadstead of
Toulon, all of which are now cultivated with unre-
mitting care, and promise, according to the reportsot the periodic inspections to which they are sub-jected by the agents of the government and by
those of the Society of Acclimation, to inaugurate
a new era in the annals offish-markets, and to cre-
ate a new and inexhaustible source of national
wealth.

The last investigations into the state of the oys-
ter-beds of St. Brienne, carried on by members of
the Council General of the department of the Cotes
du Nord, under the direction of the captains of the
Chamois, Fluvier and Eveil of the French navy,
placed by the government at the disposition of the
commissioners charged to carry on the work of in-
spection, have given results that have far surpassed
the most sanguine expectations of the advocates of
the new system. Every time the drag was applied
it brought up over two thousand oysters; and eachof three fascines of row No. 10, sunk in 1859, and
justbrought up for examination, was found to con-
tain twenty thousand young oysters, from three tofive centimetres in diameter. These fascines, ex-
hibited in various towns of Britanny, created uni-
versal amazement, and willprobably lead to the
establishment of many new beds. They were sub-sequently brought to Paris for the Emperor's in-
spection, and lastly were submitted to the Acade-
my of Sciences, creating there the same feeling of
admiration and astonishment which they bad exci-
ted among the simple Breton peasants.

PROCLAMATION BY THE MAYOR OF NEW

To the People of the City ofHew York-
As chief magistrate, representing the whole peo-

ple, I feel compelled at this crisis to call upon them
to avoid excitement and turbulence. Whatever
may be or may have been individual positions or
opinions on questions of public polity, let us remem-
ber that our country now trembles "upon the brink
of a precipice, and "that it requires a patriotic and
honest effort to prevent its final destruction. Let
us ignore the past, rising superior to partisan con-
siderations and rally to the restoration of the Con-
stitution and the Union as they existed in the days
and in the spirit of our fathers. Whether this is to
be accomplished by fratricidal warfare or by con-
cession, conciliation and sacrifice, men may differ,
but all will admit that here at least harmony and
peace should prevail. Thus may we, under the
guidance of Divine Providence, set an example of
peace and good will throughout our extended coun-
try. In this spirit and with this view, I call upon
the people of New York, irrespective of all other
considerations or prejudices, to unite in obedience
to the laws, in support of the public peace, in the
preservation of order and in the protection of prop-
erty.
