ACCIDENT TO A SOLDIER.

At New York the steamers Monticello, Marion,
James Adger, Roanoke, Parkersburg, Florida, Al-
abama and Augusta had been chartered by the Gov-
ernment to transport troops. The Chesapeake is to
take 250 seamen, and the Monticello 100 marines,
to Norfolk, The Baltic conveys the twelfth regi-
ment. The Harriet Lane was to accompany some
of these steamers. The Chesapeake sailed on Sat-
urday, but returned.

By the steamer Georgiana, Captain Pearson,
which arrived from Norfolk yesterday morning,
we have full particulars of the destruction of Goy-
ernment vessels and their property at Norfolk and
Portsmouth, Va., by the United States officers,
and of which we have already given brief ac-
counts.

{From the Norfolk Herald of Monday.]
GREAT EXCITEMENT IN THE CITY.

On Saturday and Sunday the greatest excite-
ment prevailed in the city. ~Troops were hurrying
to and fro, and every one anxious to know what
was to be done, but unable to obtain the desired
information. The rumor was that the Cumber-
land was about to sail from the Navy Yard, and
preparations were made to prevent her.

At 12 o’clock, an officer came from the Yard,
bearing a flag of truce, and was conducted to Gen.
Taliaferro’s head-quarters, at the Atlantic Hotel,
where a consultation was held which resulted in a
promise from the commandant of the Yard, Commo-
dore Macauley, that none of the vessels should be
removed nor a shot fired, except in self-defence.
This quieted the excitement; but it was renewed
at a later hour, when it was ascertained that the
Germantown and Merrimac had been scuttled, and
that the heavy shears on the wharf at which the
G. was lying had been cut away and allowed to fall
midships across her decks, carrying away the main
topmastsand yards.

It was also perceived that the men were busily
engaged in destroying and throwing overboard
side and small-arms, &c., and other property, and
boats were constantly passing between the Penn-
sylvania, Cumberland and other vessels. The as-
surance of the commodore, given by his officer at
the truce interview, however, tended to allay the
apprehension of an immediate collision. But the
continued stirring movements at the yard soon ren-
dered it certain that it was the intention of Ma-
cauley to destroy all the buildings and other pro-
perty there—and it was therefore with not much
surprise that, about midnight, after two or three
slight explosions, the light of a serious conflagra-
tion was observed at the yard. This continued to
increase, and before daylight the demon-work of
destruction was extended to the immense ship-
houses known as A and B, (the former containing
the entire frame of the New York, 74, which had
been on the stocks unfinished for some thirty-eight
years,) and also to the long ranges of two-story offi-
ces aud stores on each side of the main gate of the
yard. The flames aad heat from this tremendous
mass of burning material was set by a southwest
wind directly towards the line of veéssels moored on
the edge of the channel opposite the yard, and
nearly all of these, too, were speedily enveloped in
flames.

The scene at this time was grand and terrific be-
yond description. The roar-of the conflagration
was loud enough to be heard at three or four miles
distance—and to this were added occasional dis-
charges from the heavy guns of the Pennsylvania,
ship-of-the-line, as they became successively heated.
These guns, it is asserted, were double-shotted and
directed at different parts of the yard for the pur-
pose of ensuring its complete demolishment. This,
however, is certain—that if all ber guns had been
thus prepared and directed, the “ burnt distriet”
could not have been more completely cleared of ap-
purtenances.

THE CUMBERLAND AND PAWNEE,

As soon as the torch had been successfully ap-
plicd to the ship-houses, the Pawnee, which had
been kept under steam from the moment of her
arrival about nightfall on Saturday,was put in mo-
tion, and taking the Cumberland in tow, retreat-
ing down the harbor nut of "the reach of danger—
freighted with a great portion of valuable muni-
tions, etc., from the yard, and the commodore and
otber officers who had won for themselves the in-
glorious distinction of destroying devils in accom-
plishing such a vandal work. The ships proceed-
ed as far down as the barricades at the Narrows,
where the Cumberland was left at anchor, and the
Pawnee continued on to Fort Monroe.

THE PROPERTY DESTROYED.

As far as we could judge from a cursory obser-
vation, the property destroyed embraced, besides
the ship-houses and contents, the range of build-
ings on the north line of the yard, (except the
commodore’s and commander’s ” residences, which
were unhurt,) the old marine barracks and one or
two workshops, the immense lifting shears, the
ships Pennsylvania, Merrimac, Raritan, Columbia,
and brig Dolphin—burnt to the water’s edge; the
sloop Germantown, broken and sunk; the Ply-
mouth, scuttled and sunk even with her deck; and
a vast amount of small-arms, chronometers, and
valuable engines and machinery in the ordnance
and other shops, broken up and rendered utterly
useless.

THE DRY DOCK.

Appearances indicated that it was intended to
cripple this admirable and useful work by blowing
up the gates, but from some cause this was not
done, and the dock was found to be altogether
unhurt.

We cannot bring ourselves to believe that any
oflicer of a navy, distinguished hitherto by a high
sense of honor and chivalrous courage, could will-
ingly condescend to such an inglorious mode of
warfare as this. We rather regard it as an emana-
tion from the wretched cabal at Washington, and a
practical carrying out of the tactics laid down by
the villainous Sumner and other orators of the
Black Republican party. Burn, siok, and destroy
is the word with them,

OTHER MATTERS.

One thousand troops from Boston were landed
yesterday morning in addition to those landed on
Saturday. A large steamer is on the Horse-Shoe

ADDITIONAL PARTICULARS,

The officers of the steamer Georgiana furnish
very little additional information from that place
beyond what the papers give, from which we give
full extracts above.

We learn, however, that tha destruction of the
government works at the Navy Yard was not so
great as at first suppesed. A large quantity of
stores yet remained uninjured, and in possession of
the State authorities. Workmen were busi y en-
gaged on Monday repairing damages, and putting
the works in order for efficient service. There
were a large number of cannon in the yard,
amounting to several hundred, which were not in
the least damaged, and people were employed in
removing them to Fort Norfolk, on Craney Island,
where batteries were being thrown up. The ex-
citement had calmed down considerably, and com-
parative quiet was restored.

A gentleman who came up in the boat furnishes
us with some interesting particulars, He says he
came through from Wilmington (N. C.) in com-
pany with Hon. Alex. H. Stephens, Vice President
of the Southern Confederacy, who took the boat
for Richmond, where, it is also reported, General
Beauregard, who commanded the Carolina forces
at Fort Sumter, had arrived.

Our informant also states thata body of two
thousand South Carolinians, under command of
Gen. W. H. Harlee, Lieut. Gov. of South Carolina,
and four hundred Georgians, under command of
Capt. T. H. Hardeman, ex-member of Congress,
were on their way to Portsmouth, where they ex-
pected to arrive yesterday. They were suppesed
to be intended to hold that place.

A large black steamer with at least a thousand
men on board, was lying off Old Point on Monday
evening. These troops were not, it is supposed,
intended for Fortress Monroe, but were on their
way up to Washington, as part of the forces re-
quired for the defence of the capital.

Another passenger informed us that there was
a report that Fort Pickens had been attacked by
the Confederate forces, and, after an obstinate
resistance, was captured with great loss of life.—
This intelligence is not confirmed by othersources.
It was the subject of conversation among the pas-
sengers by the Georgiana, however, that an
attack was to be made upon Fort Pickens yes-
terday.

We learn further from Capt. Pearson that the
Virginians had taken possession®of Fort Norfolk,
where they secured a large quaatity of powder,
shot and shell. These were shipped to Richmond.
The naval hospital had been given up by the
government officials,

The U. 8. steamer Pawnee landed about 500 men
at the Navy Yard to assist in the destruction of
the government property. All the spirit stores
were destroyed, but the citizens secured immense
quantities of provisions, guns, powder and ball.

All the guns at the Navy Yard were spiked by
the government offic

als, but in such a bungling
manner thatall but eight or ten have already been
made good for service by the citizens, and many of
them mounted at prominent points for defence.
The Pawnee has sailed for Washington, and on
Monday evening the Cumberland was lying oppo-
site Old Point.
A steamer, supposed to be the Baltic, arrived off
Old Point on Monday evening with about 1,000
Northern troops on board. Capt. Pearson passed
another steamer, this morning, with troops, off
Annapolis.

NEWS FROM PENSACOLA BAY.

We condense the following from the Mobile
Mercury of the 15th, from which some interesting
facts may be obtained :

We have reliable confirmation of the tele-
graphic reports received of the reinforcement of
the fort.

On Friday evening, a little after dark, Signal
guns were heard out at sea—six distinct reports—

seemingly to be some dozen or fifteen miles away.
It was surmized at first that they were signals of |
distress, but soon it was concluded to have some |
connection with areinforcement of Pickens. About |
9 o’clock there was discovered to be an unusual stir
about Fort Pickens, and unusual lights displayed.
From various indications and circumstances, it was
apparent that reinforcements were being landed
and iutroduced into the fort.  The reinforcement
was still going on on Saturday morning when our
informant left. The guns heard at sea were sur-
mised, after that discovery, to be signals from the
ships supposed to be on their way to Southern
ports; but if any came in during the night, they
were not observable, and no signs were seen of
them Saturday morning.

There is another supposition of the reason of the
reinforcements at that particular time. They
have obtained at Pickens some hintsof an in-
tended visit of 500 men at about the hour of mid-
night.

There can be no doubt that an assault on Fort
Pickens was ordered for that night at about the
hour of midnight. The assaulting party was com-
posed of five hundred picked men, two hundred
and fifty of whom were picked men from the Mis-
sissippi Ninth, to be led by C. H. Harris, of the
Home Guards; fifty from the Tenth Mississippi, and
the others from other trooos at Pensacola. All ne-
ceseary preparations were made for moving'at about
11 o’clock. The storming party were led down to
the Navy Yard, from whence it would probably
have embarked in boats. There are some other
particulars about the preparations, as given to us,
which we think had as well not yet have the pub-
licity of a newspaper circulation.

It'is surmised that Forney was to have been the
leader. There was no doubt entertained of its suc-
cess, and if all be true as stated tous, we think
Fort Pickens would have fallen that night.

Before the hour arrived, it was evident the fort
had been reinforced, and all thought of the medita-
ted assault was abandoned. The men picked for
this special service lay on their arms all night at
the Navy Yard without any protection from the
chill air of the night, some of them not having so
much as a blanket. They made no complaint.
Col. Forvey complimented them by saying they
would do for anything. Nota cap was distributea
to them—the business wasto be done with cold
steel.

There is no truth in the report that Gen. Bragg
bad a position on Santa Rosa Island with 1,500
men.

NEWS FROM PENSACOLA.

Mr. A. G. Nicholson, a delegate from the county
of Escambia to the Florida State Convention, ar-
rived in this city yesterday evening, direct from
Pensacola, and reports that General Bragg had
laid an embargo upon all the vessels in that hm:-
bor, including the mail steamship Galveston, W.
Hutchins, master.  There were perhaps twenty
vessels in the harbor at the time they were placed
under embargo.

We copy the above from the Savannah Republi-
can, of Saturday last. The editor of that journal
adds his own comment as follows:

PICKENS,
We regard it, upon the whole, a fortunate
thing that the contemplated attack on Fort

Pickens was frustrated by the indiscretion of a
newspaper correspondent. The plan, it seems, was
to scale the walls with a body of five hundred
picked men, an experiment which, if successful at
all, must have necessarily been accompanied with
an immense sacrifice of human life. The Confed-
erate army has learned a useful lesson from the
recent engagement at Charleston. It was there
proved that no fortress surrounded by others well
armed, can long withstand a vigorous bombard-
ment. The geography of Pickens and its vicinity,
is peculiarly favorable for this kind of in7estment.
Any number of batteries may be erected within
range of the Federal firtress, and to play upon it
almost from every point of the compass, = Several
iron batteries, like that on Morris’ Island, would
do most effective work in a bombardment both in
protecting our own troops and battering down the
enemy. We hope such arrangements will be made,
and even though it should require a month, or
three months, the time will have been well spent if
at the end of it we can accomplish every pur-
pose and save the lives of our troops besides.

Descrrerion oF A Roxany Farsm.—The Philadel

phia Press gives the subjoined account of a Roman
farm, which, in many resvects, will be of interest
to our readers :

The farm of Campo Marto, near the Campagna,
consists of seventeen thousand acres, one thousand
of which is arable land, eleven hundred permanent
pastures or meadows, and twenty-two hundred for-
est. The arable land is divided into four lots, which
are gubject each to a rotation of crops and fallows
according to the nature of the soil. One wheat

the wheat crop is succeeded by oats and beans ; or,
lastly, after the oat harvest in the second year, the
ground is sown with Indian corn or beans, after
which it is left fallow for one year and then sown
with wheat again. The wheat crop, in general, re-
turns about nine for one, the other, grains and
beans, about fifteen.

The cultivation of the farm requires sixty-five
plows and two hundred and twenty oxen. Two
bundred and fifty bullocks are kept fattening for
the market, besides about eight hundred cows and
calves, and about one_hundred buffaloes. One
hundred ho are required for the cattle drivers
and servants of the farm, who are alwavs mounted,
well as for the carts, &e., and two hundred and

fi

thousand sheep graze on the farm. The agents and
servants, permanently employed, amount to two
hundred. About four hundred
gaged from October to June, and about eight hun-
dred in barvest time. The former are paid from
one penny-and-aghalf to two pence per day—from
thirty to forty cents. The latter, in general, about
two franes, or forty cents. They come chiefly from
the mountains of Abruzzi and Sabine.

The rent paid the Chapter of St. Peter’s,who are
the proprietors, is 130,000 francs, or about $6,000.
The whole product of the farm is valued at, or a
little over, $17,000. But the expenses attending
this great establishment, swallow up so much of
this sum, that the real profits of the farmer consist
in his commercial and banking speculations, which
he carries on by means of the farm produce,
