There has been ver'vlittle business doing for some days past, and the orderissued yesterday by the city authorities prohibiting thesending of provisions and breadstuff,, which are amongour leading staples, out of the city, has still further re-stricted it. Communication is still cut off with all the

Eastern cities, and it is impossible in consequence tonegotiate lullsof Exchange, or to provide for the obliga
tionsofour merchants maturing there.

The meetings of the Stock Board are still suspended,
ut we heard to day of a sale on the street of SI,OOOBaltimore City 1890 6's at 85, and for 1886's, 84 was bid

and declined. Baltimore and OlWo Railroad shares could
be sold at S4O and possibly at a still higher figure, but
there are no offers making for Northern Central Rail-way, nor do we hear or any bids for any Railroad bonds.
There is very little currency for paper, and nothing but
strictlyfirst class names can be parsed at any rate. Some
strictly first class endorsed paper was, however, negoti
ated to day at 7 per cent.

A private telegram was received here to day from New
York via Pittsburg and Wheeling, which stated that
stocks were all up there to-day, qu ting Virginia G's at
48, and Missouri 6's at 46@47. Virginia G's sold on Sat-
urday at 36, and .Missouri 6's at 40. The despatch was
from a reliable source in New York, and to a most
respectable party here, bat we nevertheless do not vouch
for its accuracy.

The banks, probably, continue to gain specie from theMint at Philadelphia, and, notwithstanding the rate of
exchange, small amounts continue to arrive from Eng-land. Last Monday they showed a specie average of
$41,764,748 ?an increase of $59,190 from the previousweek ; at this date last year the average was only $23,626,-
942. There seems to be no present prospect of any de-
crease of the reserve ; and as the Sub-Treasury disburses
the money ii'.w held in that institution, the banks will
naturally gain specie. The loans stood last Monday at
$123.108,885 ?an increase of $995,389 from the week pre-
vious : at the corresponding date last year, they stood at
$129,919,015 But for the recent government loans the

| bank discounts would have fallen by this time considera-
bly below $120,000,000; and from present appearances
this willbe the principal resource of the banks for sme
time to come. Times like these test the management ofbanks. A bank which can continue to earn dividendswithout encroaching upon its surplus this summer mavbe set down as very well managed.
