Bonrers—Parcues.—The best material
patches is old loam or old cambric;
use it should be lightly greased all over on oxe
side with spermaceti stuff, spread over it with a
prlate knife, and folded until it forms a square
rather larger than the intended patch. In this
state it should be pressed under a heavy weight
between two boards for some hours; then by means
of -a sharp punch and mallet, filteen or twen'y
patches may be cut by a blow at once. In using
them it is only necessary to lay one, greased side
downwards, upon the muzzle, to place the base of
the bullet upon its centre, and then to punch the
two gently into the barrel. One endof the loading
rod, baving a cavf¥ exactly fitting the upper part
of the bullet, should now be applied, and the bullet
pushed bome at one thsust without any blow or
violence. There is no difliculty in thisif the bullet
fit properly and the bore be clean; but no violence
should be used, as besides notching and indenting
the bullet, it is almost certain to caunse a defection
of its axis, and besides that, to cake the powder in
the ciamber. The instant the bullet is felt to have
reached the powder, the rod should be withdrawn;
no second stroke, however light, should be given.
Nothing is more common, both in the use of shot
guns and rifles, than to see the shooter ramming

for

pressing it into the smallest compass. Thisisa
great mistake; the force exerted by the powder
will always be greater if the grains be left uncrush-
ed than if they be mealed and caked together. Of

the wad of the shot gun and the powder; they
should rest evenly upon its surface.

New Kixp or Lawnp. new construction of
lamp is described in the Meehanics’ Magazine.—
The cass of the lamp is a tube—which may resem-
ble a candle—closed at botb ends, and this con-
tains the oil, &c., with which the lamp is fed. Im-
mediately under the bottom of it is & shallow egg-
shaped vessel, the lower end of which is made uAf
platina. At its upper end this vessel communi-
cates by two fine apertures with the reservoir
above, and through these apertures the oil de-
scends, and, falling on the platina bottom, which
is heated, is converted into vapor. This passes
away by a pipe proceeding up from the top of the
lower vessel or generator into the reservoir, and
the vapor escapes and bubbles up through the li-
quid in the reservoir; at the top of the latter a jet
is placed, and from this the vapor cscapes and is
burnt like ordinary coal gas. From the top of the
Teservoir a emall Lipe proceeds, and termiuates in
a jet under the platina bottom of the generator,
and at this jet asmail quantity of the vapor is
burnt, and generates a constant supply for the
main burner.

Large numbers of volunteers from
the country villages surronuding York are flocking
into the camp of Major Wynkoop aud enrolling
themselves.

It is stated by one of the officers connected with
the force stationed at York, that it is intended to
concentrate about 15,000 volunteers at that place,
when the entire body will take a circuitous route
through the northern counties of the State and
force their way to Washington city, upon receipt
of orders to that effect from Gen.Scott. The
troop: itis said have already purchased all the
provisions of every description which could be col-
lected, together with horses and wagons for trans-
portation. In fact, their preparations are such as
to leave but little doubt of their intentions to make
a long march to some distaut place.

The feeling among the Pennsylvanians, and par-
ticularly the residents of York county, towards
Baltimoreans, is said to be very bitter, and a num-
ber of the residents of our city have been notified
to leave or suffer the consequences. As an evi-
dence of the correctness of this information, we
would state that five Baltimoreans, employees of

ALMOST AN EXODUS,

Our people would, no doubt, be surprised to wit-
ness the “emigration” going on from this city to
Pennsylvania, and also into the counties in Mary-
land. The York tarnpike, which is the principal
thoroughfare to the North, is literally lined with
vehicles of every description, conveying whole fa-
milies out of the city, fears being entertained by
many that a bloody war willsoon be waging in our
midst. On Tuesday, some twentv hack loads from
the ecity proceeded to Ashland for the purpose of
embarking upon the train, but were doomed to
disappointment, as upon their arrival thage no
train was to be found, the bridges having belly des-
troyed beyond that point. A family council was
held by. each party and many of them
proceeded on to York in the hacks by paving
an  enormous rate of. fare.  Maoy others,
however, were less fortunate, and were
left upon the road at some of the country inns, to
make, their way as best they could, the owners
of the vehicles refusing to go'so far from home.—
Scarcely a wagon of any descriplion ean be seen
en route for Baltimore, the country people evident-
ly Dbeing afraid to leave their homes. The
proprietors of the inns upon the line of the turn-
pike are reaping quite a harvest from the travel-
lers, numbers of whom travel by easy stages and
stop over night upon the road.

THE ELECTION YE DAY.

The
vote was quite large, as was expected under the
circumstances, and gratifying to all concerned.

AFFAIRS AT PERRYVILLE.

From accounts received, it appears that a large
force of Northern troops are concentrating at this
point, preparatory to being conveyed to Washing-
ton. They have established a camp, and strict dis-
cipline is maintained.

On Monday night, while one of the officers was
going the rounds of the camp, he was accosted by
a sentinel, who demanded the password, which the
oflicer gave. The sentinel, who either misunder-
stood him or had forgotten the password, presented
his bayonet at the officer. The officer ordered his
guard to fire, which they did, killing the sentinel
on the spot, nine balls entering his body. The
sentinel wasa man of family, and is a resident of
Philadelphia.

CONDITION OF LIEUT. COL. STEUART.

We regret to say that the accident which befel

SEIZURE OF A RAILROAD TRAIN,

On Tuesday night last jnformation was given to
the authorities to the vt{ccv that a train of freight
cars was lying at Stemmer’s Run, upon the Phila-
delphia Railroad, loaded with army acc-utrements
and provisions. On yesterday morning Lieutenant
Eiliot, of the Middle District station, proceeded
with a posse of police officers to the Philadelphia
depot, and, procuring the aid of an engineer, pro-
ceeded to Stemmer’s Run, where the engine was
fired up and the train drawn to the Back River
bridge, which had been partially destroved.

The assistance of some workmen was obtained,
and the bridge repaired sufficiently to admit of the
passage of the train, which was brought to the
Canton bridge and piaced under guard. Upon ex-
amination it was found that ten of the cars were
loaded with clothing, picks, shovels, army accou-
trements, and several hundred bushels of feed and
grain. The remaining three were loaded with 183
barrels, containing about 16,000 pounds of pork.—
The train will be carefully guarded by the police
until further orders are given by the city authori-
ties. These goods are supposed to have belonged
to the troops who arrived here on Friday last.

Annapolis is entirely in the possession of ahorde
of Northern soldiery, and the people are complete-
ly tied band ahd foot. We are being overrun
with military, and whose pumber is rapidly in-
creasing. Several regiments of volunteers, all
uniformed, eq®tipped and weil armed, numbering
3,000 men, took their departure from the town at
an early hour this morning by railroad, having
seized the Washington train and appropriated it to
their own use.

As you have already been informed, the coun-
try people made an attempt to check their progress
by tearing up the railroad track between Anna-
polisand the Junction,but all this was of no avail.
The engine belongling to the company was also
partially torn to pieces, sections of machinery be-
ing taken apart and hidden; but all these difficul-
ties were easily overcome by the troops. A num-
ber of mechanics, one of whom had been engaged
in the construction of the engine when it was built,
were among the military aid. The machinery
was soon put together, and the engine put in run-
ning order. Providing themseives with iron and
cross-ti es, they ran the train to the point to where
the road was taken up, when they alighted and
laid down the track temporarily to adwit ot their
passage over the road. In addition to those who
have already taken their departure, there are about
7,000 troops encamped within the Naval School
enclosure.

The people here are
exceedingly indignant at the action of the Execu-
tive, and many are of opinion that he is acting a
treacherous part towards the people. Strong
threats are freely expressed, and were it not for
the friendly troops who surround bhim, he-would in
all probability be very respectfally invited to leave.

Lately a latitudinous construe-
tion had been mede by the North, while we of the
South sought to interpret it as it was—advocating
strict construction, State rights, the rights of the
people to rule, etc.  He spoke of all the fifteen
Southern States as advocating this construction.
To violate the principies of the Constitution was to
initiate revolution—and the Northern States had
done this.

The Constitution framed at Montgomery dis-
carded the obsolete ideas of the old Constitution,
but had preserved its better portion, with some |
modifications, suggested by the experience of the
past, and it bad been adopted by the Confederated |
States, who would stand toit. The old Constitu-
tion had been made an engine of power to crush
out liberty; that of the Confederated es to pre-
serve it. The old Constitution was improved in
our hands, and those living under it had, like the
Phoenix, risen from the ashes. The revolution
lately begun did not affect alone property, but lib-
erty. He alluded to Lincoln’s call for 75,000 vol-
unteers, and said he could find no authority in the
old Constitution for such a flagrant abuse of power. '
His second proclamation had stigmatized as pirates |
all who sailed in letters of marque; this was also in |
violation of the Constitution,which alone gave Con- |
gress that power. |

What had the friends of liberty to hope for? Be-
ginning in usurpation, where would he end? You
were, however, s2id he, o longer under the rule |
of this tyrant. With strong arms and stout hearts
you have now resolved to stand in defence of lib-
erty. The Confederate States had bat asserted
their rights. They believed that their rulers de-
rived their just powers from the consent of the
governed. No one had a right to aeny the’exist-
ence of the sovereign right of secession. Our peo-
ple did not want to meddle with the Northern
States—only wanted the latter to let them alone.
When did Virginia ever ask the assistance of the
Geuneral Government?

If there is sin in our institutions, we bear the
blame—and will sfand acquitted by natural law,
and the higher law of the Creator. We stand upon
the law of God and Nature. The Southern States
did not wish a resort to arms after secession. Mr,
Stephens alluded to the negngigﬂinns between Ma-
jor Anderson and the authorities of the Confeder-
ate States, to demonstrate the proposition. His-
tory, he said, if rightly written, would acquit us of
a desire to shed our brother’s blood.

The law of necessity and of right compelled us
to act as we did. He bad reason to believe that
the Creator smiled onit. The Federal flag was
taken down without the loss of a single life. He
believed that Providence would be with us and
bless us to the end. We had appealed to the God
of Battles for the justness of our cause.
