Tare McDoxosu Esrate.—In the First Branch of
the City Council last evening a report was pre-
seated by the President from William S. Peterkin
and Thomas L. Emory, agents of the McDonogh
estate. The report, which is lengthy, gives in de-
tail tne result of the labors of the agents since the
matter has been placed instheir hands. Allthe
property belonging to’the estate to which this city
has been declared entitled, has been disposed of
with the exception of about 13,000 acres in Iber-
ville, St. James, and Liviogstone parishes, which
are valued at $75,000. Allusion is made to a suit
which was entered by New Orleans against this
city for the recovery of $50,000, or one-half of the
amount of $100,000 paid to counsel engaged in the
different suits. This suit was decided against this
city to the amount of $37,000. The total valuation
of the share of the city of Baltimore in the estate
was at first estimated at $732,840, but by the
agents’ report itis shown that the handsome sum
ot $780,639.96 has aiready been realized out of the
sales heretofore made, which, added to the land
yet unsold and valued at $75.000, makes a total of
$855,639,36, or an increase of nearly $125,000 over
the original estimate clear of all commissions.—
The report shows that the sum of $495,727.64 has
already been transmitted to the trustees of the
McDonogh school tund of this city. The expenses
have been from Ist June, 1854, to date, $57,302.88,
and the balance now in bank is $14,099.76

Corroratioxn Nores.<In view of the stringency
of the times and the consequent embarrassment ex-
isting in the money market, Mr. Bolgiano offered
the following preamble and resolutions in the First
Branch of the City Council last evening, autho-
rizing the issuing of corporation notes:
