ALL FLAUA ORDERED Dow.r.? llesisicince by the

played in various parts of the city. It soon be-
came evident that difficulty would ensue between
the contending parties, and it was deemed proper
by tbe city authorities to issue the following order,
to apply to all flags:

Jlag of any description shall be raised in any place, or
carried through the streets during the session of the Le-
gislature.

This order will be strictly enforced, without respect toperson, and I feel convinced that all good citizens willcoacur in its propriety. GEORUE P. KANE,

In obedience to the commands of the authorities

all the flags in the central section of the city were
lowered, and in a short time no flag of any kindcould be seen. During the atternoon" however, a
party of men, composed principally of ex-pol'ice
officers and members of tbe old Know-Nothing
clubs, raised a pole, about twenty five feet in
height, upon Federal Hill, near the Marine Observ-atory, and placed a large American flag upon it,
denying the right of tbe authorities to order itdown, and proclaiming their intention to keep itup at all hazards.

A crowd of about 200 persons had collected
around the pole, when Captain Boyd, of the Southern district, arrived upon the ground, accompanied
by a posse of about forty officers, with orders to
insist upon the fl*jrboin# lowered. Shouts for the
Union and groans for the police were heard, when
Captain Boyd ordered the men to advance to the
P'de and lower down the bunting. To his surprise,
however, Sergeant Crangle, together with some
six officer*, refused to ob*y the commands of their
superior officer, and stood quietly by. They were
again ordered to do their duty, when, it is alleged,
one of the officers named Daniker, drew his revol-
ver and made a demonstration toward Gapt. Boyd.
The captain turned quickly upon him and would
have shot him down had not some of the officersseized him and carried him off.

The police, or at least those who were ready to
do their duty, then advanced to the poll, and tind-ing no rope or halyards attached to the flag, pro-
ceeded to break it down, which they succeeded in
doing, when the whole party of roughs rushed
upon tiie officers, and a smart fight ensued. Theling was recovered by the crowd, and was partially
hoisted three consecutive times, and each time was
taken down, and iinally in the struggle was torn
almost to alirefl?. A reinforcement of police olli-cers finally arrived on the ground, and after a hardstruggle the crowd was overcome, and the follow-ing parties arrested: John Murphy,Levi Vickers,
\\ illiam Downey, J. T. Hodges, Robert Parkhitl,
John Dickel, George Kutberdale, James Buck and
James 'l. Caulk, ex-police officer, Thomas Shanks,ex-police officer, and Frederick Hammond, ex-po-
lice officer, Richard Morrison, William Edgar, Rob-
ert Chambers, ex-police officer, Wash. Dunlap. A
number of the others belonged to the old Tiger
and Euboit clubs. The entire party were carried
to the Marshal's office, and subsequently to tbe
Middle district police station, where tbav were
locked up for the night.

A list ot the names of the officers wiio refused todo duty has been furnished to the Board of Com-
missioners, and they willbe immediately dismissed
from the service.

Two American flags were also raised in the lower
section ot the city during the afternoon, one at
Lower Canton, and the other immediately opposite
the receiving ship Alleghany, but both were low-ered by the police, without any difficulty.

FROM NORFOLK.?The news from Norfolk yester-
day was not of a very exciting or interesting char-
acter. The steamer Louisiana, Captain Russell,
however, arrived at an early hour in the morning,
with a number of passengers and the United States
mail. Those on board report that the fortifications
in course of erection bv the Virginia troops, Guard-ing the approaches to "Portsmouth and Norfolk, are
advancing very rapidly, and it was estimated thatabout 500 men were engaged at work upon the
fortifications. Ihese men are engaged principally
at Fort Norfolk, Craney Island, and the NavalHospital. The obstructions near the entrance to
the ports remained, though vessels drawing eight
or ten feet of water passed freely in and out. Atthe wharf of Fortress Monroe was the propeller
Chesapeake, of the Parker Vein or Cromwell Line.Efforts were making to raise the steam frigate iler-rimac, the sloop-01-w ar Plymouth, and another warvessel, which it was supposed would be successful.
The Mrrrimac is well, worthy every effort whichmay have been made, as she originally cost about
one million dollars. Passing the steamer Oeorae-
auna in the bay, Captain Russell learned that ttiesteamer had passed three steamers coming up thebay from the Capes. It is possible they were ladenwith United States troops.

FIRE.? The alarm of fire which was soundedJrom box No. 19, about three o'clock yesterday
morniug, was occasioned by the burning of a one-story brick stable on Portland street, near GreenThe stable was owned by Andrew Gregg, and oc-cupied by Christian Yellertnan, who had kentwithin it a small quantity of feed,a set of harness anda horse. Everything was destroyed, with the excep-
tion of the horse, which was slightly injured ingetting him out. The building was insured in theHaitimore Fire Insurance Company's office, as wasalso the other property destroyed. The fire wasundoubtedly the work ofan incendiary. A carpen-
ter shop, owned by Joshua Stinchcomb and occu-pied by Samuel Stinchcomb, adjoining the stable,was slightly injured by the burning of the roof bysparks from the stable. The Fire Department waspromptly in service, and prevented the furtherspread ot the flames.

The alarm of lire about nine o'clock last night
was occasioned bv the burning of a pile ofshavings which had been placed in the rear of acarpenter's shop on Cross street, between Charlesanc Hanover. The damage done was very slight.

THE CITY YESTERDAY.?AS has been the case fora dav or two past, there was nothing of a stirring
or exciting character occurring yesterday, and wemight almost say universal quiet and security isrestored. Ihe military preparations continue asactive as ever, but they have ceased to attract at-tention from the paisers-by, and seem now to be
considered a part ot the daily business of our peo-ple. A number of persons who, more timid thanthe large majority of our populace, had been mak-
ing hasty preparations for departure, have nowaltogether abandoned the idea, and come to tbe
conclusion that the strong arms and stout heartsof Baltimore, under the good discipline of the prop-er authorities, are as capable of protecting them
in the hour of danger as those of any other portion
ot the country. In fact, some persons imagine
that they "see through a glass darkly" the dawn of
uninterrupted peace.

OUTRAGE ON A MARVLANDER.

On Wednesday evening last. Capt. W. H. Jeni-fer, of the Second Regiment of Cavalry, U. SArtnv, arrived in this place by the Franklin rail-
road, en route for Baltimore. He remained over
with his friends in Hagerstown until yesterday
morning, when lie took the stage for Frederick.?
The circumstances under which Captain Jenifer
retired from Pennsylvania invests his movements
with peculiar interest.

Capt. Jenifer a few days since arrived at Car-lisle barracks, in command of his company fromlexas. A few days after he obtained leave of ab-sence (torn his commanding officer, Maj. Thomasfor the purpose of visiting his friends arid relativesin this State and Virginia. On reaching Haitimore on the day of the fight, and perceiving thatas an officer of the United States Army, heV.ulrisoon be called upon to take part against his na-tive state, like Colonel Eee, Colonel Magruder
Colonel May and others, he tendered his resigna-tion, to take effect on the 30th of April instant?-the only reason why his resignation was not tohave immediate effect, was that he might havetime to settle his acconnts with GovernmentHaving concluded to make this change in his plans
he started back the same evening to Carlisle Bar'racks, for the purpose of informing his command
ing officer of what he had done, forwarding nisbaggage and taking his horse to BaltimoreOn reaching Carlisle, he learned that tbe bridgeon the Northern Central Railroad had been destroyed,and was consequently compelled to take his horseby turnpike. On Sunday night last be bid theofficers of his regiment good bye-tlmy bavin,r l0start for Washington at 11 o'clock 'that nfi'ht?-telling them that within four or five days he wouldmeet them in Washington, and remain with themuntil his resignation was accepted, or he had ceasedto be an officer of the army. At seven o'clock thenext (Monday) morniDg, Captain Jenifer mountedhis horse and left the barracks by tbe turnpike
leading to Baltimore. He was between nine andten hours reaching Hanover, a distance of thirty
miles, have ridden the whole way in a walk.lo satisfy the Mayor, Capt. Jenifer proposed thatbe should be seached, which was done. No dis-patches or papers of any other information weretound than a private letter from a friend in Vir-ginia, urging him to resign bis commission in theArmy. This letter was retained and a copy for-warded to the Governor. The Mayor then pro-posed that as as it might be impossible to restrainthe mob from personal violence. Captain Jeniferhad better proceed to York. While the convey-ance was being prepared, his legs were bound withchains, and handcuffs were sent for, but before thevcould be procured, a gentleman of Hanover?Capt
A.W.Eiclielberger?on hearing his name,said itwasan indignity to an officer of the Army and agentlel
man, which could not be permitted, whereupon tbeMayor, alter a short conversation with Captain
It.,and a pledge from Jenifer that he would not at-
tempt to escape, had the chains removed. Thiswas done, however, against the remonstrances ofmany of the crowd. Alter the chains were takenoff, the crowd became still more excited, and onewho ha 4 a niusket in big hands remarked that hewould like to put three hundred balls through theprisoner. B

On arriving at Hanover, about five o'clock hefound about two hundred armed men assembled infront of the hotel. As soon as he dismounted thevcrowded around him for the purpose, as he sun-posed, of ascertaining if he had any news. liegave what news he had.when'the Mayor of Hanoverasked him to step into the parlor, where he waarrested by the Mayor, by order of the Governor,
the Mayor then informed him that the arrest wasmade in consequence of information received by
telegraph that he was the bearer of despatches orimportant informa ion, designed for the SouthAt this time the crowd became very much excited"when Capt. Jenifer proposed to address the popu-lace, which, with the approval of the Mayor, hedid from the window of the hotel, telling tbem thetrue object of his presence. This seemed to satisfy
the crowd but soon after a report was receivedthat a mob from Baltimore was approaching Uanoyer and was but a short distance off, intcSt upon
the destruetion of the town. The report was ofcourse, wholly groundless, but served to infuriatethe populace again: the latter believing that Capt
Jenifer s appearance there at that time was a part'
of the scheme against the town.

Capt. Jenifer, who had no arms upon his person,was then taken to York in a close carriage, guard-
ed by the Mayor and two others armed, arrivino-
there at eleven o'clock the same night. The pris
oner was first taken to a hotel, but, again fearfulof a mob, he was placed in the common jail by hiscustodians, and locked up for the night as a pris-oner of war. Between ten and eleven o'clock thenext (Tuesday) morning, be was removed to an-other cell, which was considered more secure, andheavily ironed. In this condition he remained forseveral hours, when Judge Fisher, at the request
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eLnT; sondown Judge Fisher entered thecell to state to Capt. Jenifer that he was releasedCapt. Jenifer reached Harrisburg at 3 o'clock onthe morning of Wednesday, and waited upon theGovernor at nine o'clock, in company with Col.forter and Lieut. Jones, recently in command atHarper s Ferry, who acted as Jenifer's friendsupon the occasion. After hearing the statement ofthe accused, Gov. Curtin's reply was: "These areexciting times, and we have to be on our guard."or something to that effect. Capt. Jenifer thenCOOK leave, the Governor expressing his regret atwhat had occurred. He then took the cars and ar-
rived here, as already stated, in the evening train.

This notification produced a terri-
ble consternation in Wall street?a commotion too
violent for the District Attorney to withstand;
and, later in the day, a letter was accordingly
