If the UNION, as we have known and loved it,
is to cease henceforth to exist, and tv.o Confeder-
acies are to be established between which the Ohio
will he the dividing line, we hold that the people
of Maryland L ve the indisputable right to deter-
mine which of tlie two new Governments shall
rule over them. By the withdrawal of the States
South of the Potomac, and the organization of a
permanent and independent Government, which
wiil exercise sovereign sway over the whole re-
gion between that river and the Gulf, the UNION
to which Maryland plighted her allegiance will
have utterly perished, and she will be then enti-
tled to enter into such new political association as
may best promote lu-r own views and interests.
But it is said that we are not to be suffered to
decide our own destinies. The North has distinctly
and repeatedly avowed its purpose to take and hold
Maryland, because it lies between that section
and Washington. Although it is admitted, that
in case of a dissolution of the Confederacy the
Federal Capital must speedily be removed from
the banks of the Potomac, the Northern people

intend to gratify their pride by keeping the seat

of government for a little while longer at the
point where it is now located, and for this selfish
object tbey will not scruple to sacrifice forever the
interests of Maryland, and to disregard the wishes
of her people. Fortunately, however, we are not
to be managed quite as easily as the North so
presumptuously supposes. We are not absolutely
at its mercy for ail time to come, and the sooner

it recognizes the fact the hotter for all parties. A

brave and determined people, of whom one hun-
dred thousand are capable of bearing arms, are
not to be slighted with impunity, nor lo he hand-
ed over without their consent lo tiie domination
of any government or sec ion whatsoever. If
we are hut true to ourselves, we can still he the
masters of our own fortunes. Tf wc shall deter-
mine that it is to our advantage, as well a3 to our

inclination, to join ourselves to the Southern
Confederacy, nothing can long prevent us from
doing so but our own snpinenessor timidity. As
the ailies of tiie South, the Southern people would
be bound to consider our cause as ilicir cause, and
they would make no peace with their antagonists
unless our lights were recognized and our will
was respected. Until the impossible task of sub-
jugating the South was performed, the North
could not permanently hold Maryland in
subjection. But it is said that Die people
of the free States are in a position to com-
pel us to accept whatever terms they may choose
to dictate?that they can send powerful fleets into
cur waters, aud immense bodies of troops into
our territory, and that tiie South is in no condi-
tion to afford us immediate aid. Admit this,
and what then ? Are we, therefore, to yield'to
absolute despair, to abandon our rights, and fling
ourselves in abject submission at the feet of our
conquerors? Suppose that a largo army is con-
centrated in Washington, and an overwhelming
force pours down acres? our northern border, and
that we have neither the arms nor the organiza-
tion to re.-ist them. Suppose that large garrisons
of strange soldiers are stationed within short dis-
tances of each other throughout Die State. Not
even in suefi case will the people of Maryland, if
we judge them aright, relinquish their claim to

time. We can afford to wait longer than the
hostile squadrons who may surround us. No
nation can hold Maryland as Austria holds
Venice. We need make no unavailing struggle.
We ought not to enter upon any contest should
the od is be palpably and heavily against us.
But, although forced to remain inactive, we could
no*, be compelled to surrender the dearest privilege
of freemen. Patiently, calmly and resolutely, we
would continue to assert our right, and the hour
would inevitably come when they would be con-
ceded lo us, or it would bring us the opportunity
to win them back.

Heaven forbid that we should be reduced to the
sad necessity of taking up arms even in defence of
our liberties. We want no deadly controversy
with any people, and least of all with those of
kindred blood. But we do insist that, ifthis Con-
federacy is lo be dissolved, and that through no
fault or wish of ours, and if tiie States on the one
side of the Potomac are to separate from those oa
the other, tiie right of Maryland, iu that event, to
say where she will cast licr lot cannot fairly be
gainsaid. And we do earnestly trust that her
sons will maintain that right with a zeal aud
courage worthy of their old renown.

We take it for granted that no man in our
midst, who possesses a spark of principle, desires
that the people of Maryland should do aught that
would uegrade them in their own estimation. On
all occasions upon which Maryland has called
upon her sons to act, they have responded to that
call like men who were conscious of the duties that
were incumbent upon them, and who were -intent
only upon proving that they were resolutely de-
termined to fulfill those duties worthily. Impar-
tial history will attest that, during' the stormy
period of the Revolution, no star shone with
steadier brilliancy than that of Maryland; no
braver soldiers ever met the enemy on the battle
field than those of the old Maryland line; no body
of citizens ever made more sacrifices in defence of
their just rights. A\e do not believe that the
people of this State, upon whom are now devolved
the destinies of the Commonwealth, have, in any
respect, degenerated from the race from whence
they sprang. It is upon this love for their native
State, this devotion to her true interests, this hon-
est zeal for her welfare, that we rely with un-

?

shaken confidence in the terrible crisis that all
must feel is immediately impending. No ques-
tion of equal importance has ever before been sub-
mitted to the exercise of their best judgment;
no question half so vital to the prosperity
of the industrial classes throughout the State hasever appealed to them for decision. Disguise thetact as men may, the reconstruction of the oldU "ion is a matter of sheer impossibility, for itimplies the conquest of the South. The war
abont to commence is not a war which lias itspartisans and opponents in all the States, but is
sectional in its origin; sectional in its develop-
ment; sectional in the issue upon which the battleis to he fought, and must continue to be sectional
through all its varying phases of victory and de-
feat. Such a war can by no means be regarded
as a war in defence of the UNION, for if those who
make the UNION their rallying cry, were victorious
in the contest, the UNION would he no longer that
glorious UNION which was based upon the equal-
ityof the States, but would be comprised of a
dominant section and of a number of conquered
provinces held in subjection by the strong hand,
and having no rights that the victors wouldgard as entitled to respect. The North tells us,

that in resolving to resort to the arbitrament of
the sword it acts as an unit. The South asserts
that there, also, every dissentient voice is hushed.
If both sections speak the truth, what conclusion
can be reached but that the battle is between the
North and the South, and that the idea put forthby the Northern people that they are about to
fight in behalf of the UNION, is a delusion and a
SMr.. tis the North arrayed against the South,n a 1 the sophistry in the world cannot divestus quarrel of its exclusively sectional aspect.e po 'nt, therefore, which we of Maryland willeca e upon to decide, is whether we will form
an alliance, offensive or defensive, with the North
or with the South?i n other words, whether it is
our duty to join a Northern or a Southern Con-
federacy. Neutral we cannot be; for our geo-
graphical position is such, that lying as we do
directly across what must be the pathway of the
contending armies, we should, in the lariguage of
the New York Tribune, "be ploughed withcannon
"balls and sowed with powder." Wc have yet to
find the first man, if he be honest in expressing
bis opinions, who will not frankly acknowledge
that Maryland is, to all intents and purposes, a

i outhem State; that her people are Southern in

their habits; Southern iu their feelings; South-
ern in their sympathies and associations; and
that the material prosperity of our merchant
and manufacturers, and. urtizans of every class,
is almost wholly dependent upon the preser-
vation of their business connections with the
South. If it be true that we have, in
common with the South, grievances to redress,
and rights to vindicate, if the North is believed to

be animated by hostile feelings towards the South,
and has resolved so to shape the policy of the
Government as not only to monopolize the trade
and commerce of the South, and build up North-

j ern manufactories by n high protective tariff, 1 nt

If it were possible for our citizens to fullycom-
prehend the magnitude of the crisis which is now
upon us, there would he more unanimiiy of senti-
ment among us with respect to the proper course

lo lie pursued to meet the emergency. There are,
however, many honest and well-meaning men

who either will not, or cannot see that the country

is in imminent peril, and who fondly imagine timt
Hie lurid war clouds that are now reddening the
whole horizon will speedily disappear, ar.d leave
nothing behind but pure sunshine atul clear
blue skies. They me painfully conscious that
every branch ofbusiness is paralyzed; that com-
merce is stagnant; that debts that cannot he col-
lected; that gaunt hunger stares our laboring pop-
ulation in the fiiee; but they, nevertheless, appear
unatile to grasp the fact that all these evils arqjho

natural and inevitable consequences of the great
convulsion which has broken up the framework
of our Government, and which is destined to
end in a permanent disruption of the Union. That
man must be mad who supposes that this gathering
of armies in the North and in the South is noth-
ing more than a brilliant holiday pageant; or that
the taking of Fort Sumter, the seige of Pickens,
tiie scuttling, of war vessels, the burning of the
nary yard at Norfolk, the concentration of troops
at the Capital, and the blood that was shed in our
streets, are but the incidents of a national com-
edy which is to terminate happily to all the par-

ties concerned, amid strains of choral music and
a general joining of hands. Not so do we read
the history of the sad events that have already
occurred, or the horoscope of the ftiture. YV'e are
painfully impressed with the conviction that war

between brothers?civil war?of all wars the most

desperate, brutal, bloody and barbarous, is inevi-
table, and that the people of this city aud State,
in common with the people of all the Southern
.States, must he prepared to meet the issue. Puri-
tan fanaticism, lust of power, lust of dominion,
lust of commercial supremacy?these are the ele"
ments which the North has brought to hear against
the South. Northern journalists, with the mal-
ice of incarnate fiends, have worked upon tke
passions of the populace by every species of ap-
peal and every form of exhortation. Rravoes and
bullies, ruffians guiltyof every crime in the deca-
logue, the scum and off-seourings of every vile
haunt that is known to the police of great cities,
have been organized into battalions, to be
launched against the homes and firesides of South-
ern people. Humanity shudders at the diabolical
suggestions which are daily published in the co-
lumns of the lierahl, the Times, the Courier , the
Tribune, and tire I'ost. Upon this devoted city
all the vials of Northern wrath have been poured
without stint. Itis to be "shelled," "chained,"
"laid inashes," and left insuch utter ruin that only
the marble shaft erected to WASHINGTON is to be left
entire, to overlook the scene of desolation; whilst
the Westchester Democrat reminds the Pennsylva-
nia volunteers that Baltimore "lias always been
"celebrated for tiie beauty of its women;" that "the
"fair were ever the reward of the brave;" and, that
"Reauty and Booty was the watchword at New
"Orleans." The people of the other Southern
States are "to be starved out," "drowned out,"
"slaughtered without mercy," or "hung as
"traitors;" their slaves are incited to rise
against their masters, and sparing neither age nor
sex, to emulate the awful atrocities which signal-
ized the insurrection of the blacks in San Do-
mingo. Such is the benign and humane spirit in
which the North enters into this war. Is it any
marvel that the people of the eight Southern States
which have seceded are united, almost to a man. iu
defence ofail that they hold dear; that the border
slave States deeply sympathize with them, and
that a war, if once commenced under such circum-
stances, would speedily crush out all neu-
trality, and become of necessity a war of sec-
tions? Can we of Maryland hope to escape its
ravages? We may open our railways and recon-
struct our bridges; but where is the trade to come
from if the railways are seized upon by the Qqy-
are blockaded? Cut off, as we would be, from
our only nvenue3 of trade, both coasting and in-
land, the anxieties which now oppress our people
would no longer cloud their judgment as respects
the side which it became them to support the
duty which was devolved upon them, or the stake
which they have in the result.

Yesterday the steamers Baltic ana Kedar arrived

off the harbor, having on board artillery from
Rhode Island, and the fifth regiment from New
York, also Cel. Ellsworth's Zouave regiment of
New Y'ork. The latter is said to be composed of
1,000 men, well drilled. To-day all were landed in
the naval yard, the artillery occupying the greater
part of the time. The horses are tine looking ani-mals, but in bad condition, being cramped on
board ship while on tiie voyage from New York,

Yesterday two additional regiments marched for
Washington, and another left this morning

Notwithstanding the troops have purchased alarge number of horses and wagons, tbey findgreat difficulty in conveying their baggage andstores Irom the wharf to the raiiroad dep'cit, tortransportation to Washington. However, to obvi-ate this difficulty, they have commenced to build araiiroad irom the depot to the wharf in the NavalAcademy, over the bed of Main 3treet to St. Ann's
Church, where it runs through a portion of thechurch-yard, and from thence to the Academy.?
The congregation attached to the church greatlycomplain ot the destruction of their property butthere is no remedy except that the troops wiil pav
all damages sustained.

Additional quarters have been erected for theaccommodation of the troops, but as yet all are notsupplied, (.'amp-fires can now be seen at variousplaces on the drill-ground, which a fortnight a<'owas adunred by all strangers as a lovely lawn

Among the camp-followers are one or two minis-ters, who are distributing the Bible and New Tes-tament among the troops, and endeavoring to pur-
suade them to give those books a dailv perusal.

I observe in to-day's isun, a communication fromCol. George W. Hughes,stating that bis negro man
had not run away, and consequently could riot havebeen arrested by Gov. Sprague's regiment, of
Rhode Island, and returned, as stated in my letterof the 20th ult. To this I would merely say that1 obtained iny information from a Northern Re-publican, and who is a minister of the gospel tra-velling with the troops, who requested me to pub-lish it. The report was also currently circulated
in this city, perhaps from a like source, and inanvslaveholders being led to believe it, complimented
Gov. Sprague for his conduct.

press.Probably he would answer correctlv in
tiie main, for he would know more of the matter
than I do; but if lie visited New York for a fewdays, what would he his amazement to see his best
friends shake their heads at the very mention of
these grand shibboleths 1 How would'his faith be
disturbed when he learnt from some merchant
prince that universal suffrage, in its practical work-ing in that city, had handed over the municipal
government to the most ignorant?if not the most
unprincipled men?that it flooded and submerged
the landmarks of respectability and station by a
tide of barbarous immigrant foreigners that the
press had substituted licentiousness for liberty,ar.d
that the evils done in New York by these ag'encirs
alllicted the whole State! ingenious theoristsmight attempt to convince him that the effect of
these mischievous elements had been felt at the
very centre of the social system, and had led to the
separation which, be it temporary or permanent,
all Northern Americans deplore.

Few, however, would admit that the failure ofRepublican institutions is by any means involved
in the disasters which have fallen on .the Common-
wealth, even when they freely confess that they
desire to modify the Constitution, while they ilament the impossibility of doing so in consequence '
of the very condition of things it has created. It
is my firm conviction, forced on my mind by Re-

abstract principles of the equality of mankind can

It is difficult for one who has arrived so recently
