THE BOURBONS AND THE BONAI'ARTES.
A SPAIILLIYOMATCH AMftxa TITE FRENCH ROYALTY.

When Prince Napoleon made his speech in the

Krencb Senate during the debate on the Address to
th ? Emperor, it was generally remarked that there
were certain passages in it attacking the former
reigning families, and particularly the House of
Or! ans, which it would have evinced better taste I
and more prudence not to have spoken. The allu- I
gions to the Princes of Orleans were likely to evoke \
reminiscences and to suggest comparisons which, !
at all times odious, might not add to the influence
of the speaker, besides giving rise to reprisals from i
those who were directly attacked, or from their j
friends. Such has been the case. The Duke
d'Aitrnale has come forth as the defender of his
family, in a pamphlet of about thirty pages. It is
entitled, Lct've s ,; r I'llistoirc de Trance, nnd was
puh.isbed "n the 14? li of April; and though its
aojiearance in the shop windows of several Paris
h k- o'ers was not destined to last longer than a
1.-w li u:'s, it attracted considerable attention. It
was seized bv the police authorities, hut beforethe
seizure was effect-d tbousandsor copies had already
b \u25a0 nin circu ati u. We make a few extracts from
this production. The Duke opens thus:

IIit turn against me, and if, in contempt
of the most simple notions of justice and honor,you stifle my voice iu France in so legitimate a
caue, it will at least find an echo in Europe, and itwill reach in every country the hearts of all honestmen. You have spoken of the scandalous intestine

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THE BLOCKADE OF SOUTHERN PORTS.
On application just made by some of the

Diplomatic Corps at the State ' Department, the
following points were ascertained :

First, vessels in blockaded ports when the block-ade took effect willbe allowed a reasonable time to
depart. Second, vessels bringing emigrants, though
they had no notice of the blockade at tbe time of
their departure, will not be allowed to enter the
blockaded ports. The class of persons come to the
United States chiefly to settle in the upper States
of the Mississippi, and it will be better for them to
enter open port, and make their way thence totheir destination, than to encounter "the dangers
and casualties incident to the insurrectionary con-
dition of the Gulf States.

A despatch from Raleigh says the Legislature
met yesterday. The Assembly "speedily organized.

A bill calling a Convention was passed unani-
mously, to assemble on the 20th. There was no re-

ference of its action to the people. The SouthernConfederacy flag is flying over the Capitol.
North Carolina is virtually out of the Union.?

The Governor has organized a camp of instruction
at Raleigh. He recommends the raising and or-
ganizing of ten regiments to serve during the war.

The events of the last ten day have proved thatthe programme of the military operations of the
government, telegraphed to the Herald by this cor-
respondent some two weeks ago, is being strictly
carried out. An army of fnt-tv thousand men will
be concentrated at, and about this point, to check
the aggressive demonstrations of the secession
forces upon the capital, and secure the control ofthe Potomac river and Chesapeake Bay. A corps
ot Irom ten to fifteen thousand will be stationed at
Cairo, and aunther of equal strength at St. Louis,
to protect the Mississippi l iver and repel attacksthat may be possibly made upon exposed points in
Southern Illinois, and suppress secession move-
ments in Missouri and Arkansas. A body of twen-
ty thousand wiil be embarked upon steam trans-
ports, under the convoy of men-of-war, at the ear-
liest possible moment, to harass the rebels of the
Gulf States, exhaust their energies by compelling
them to hurry their forces from poiut to point, and
effect landings for the recapture of military posts.
The relief of Fort Pickens will doubtless be the first
demonstration ot the floating army.

Tiie precipitation of Virginia, North Carolina
anil Tennessee into tbe secession movement was the
immediate occasion of the second call for an addi-tional force of sixty-five thousand volunteers.General Scott was confident of being able to put
down the rebellion in the cotton and sugar Stateswith the seventy-five thousand first called out
Should the rebellion sj.-ead still further in the
border slave States, a third call will unquestiona-l>ly be made. As it is, the placing of larjje reserves
upon a war footing in all the free States will ena-ble the Government to use the whole of .the one
hundred sixty thousand men summoned into
service for offensive operations, the reserve forcesbeing more tnan sufficient for home defence.

The Navy Department expects to have at least
fifteen men-of-war put to sea for the blockade of
the principal Southern ports in a few days. Some
forty odd more vessels will be got in readiness inthe course of the next four weeks, and in less than
sixty days every inlet on the Southern coast, from
the mouth of James river to that of the Rio Grande,
will be effectually closed.

The evening, if
spent at home, is passed in sullen silence, inter-

upted occasionally by some directions for the mor-row, interspersed with cutting reflections upon
some piece of household extravagauce. What agod-send to the mother and daughters is a call, es-
pecially if the visitor be a person whose good opin-
ion it is important the mean churl should retain.?Instantly the out door face is put on, the manner
is changed, the voice becomes pleasant, and amore genial and delightful companion we would notdesire to meet.

It is as much the duty of parents to provide
suitable and wholesome amusement for their chil-dren as it is to give them food and raiment. Andtheir entertainment is not the ulterior object that
should be aimed at infurnishing these divertise-inents. For there is a moral influence in a cheer-ful home, that is only iesa salutary than directspiiitual agencies. Pastimes have as much to do
with the development of a child's character asthe inculcation of correct principles and the per-
formanc\u25a0 of allotted tasks. They should be select-ed by the parents, and without annoying surveil-lance, enjoyed, in their presence, "so much the
better if they join in their sports, and mingle theirlaughter with the ringing peals that burst fromthe merry young hearts.

COMPOST FOR CORN.?Tbe Kev. 11. H. Thompson,
of Crawford county, Pa., writes the Geneses Farm-
er, as follows:

In renewing my subscription for the GeneseeFarmer, permit iue to j;ive you the result of an
experiment made the past summer, showing theadvantage ot compost as applied to corn.

Last spring I made a compost of the followingingredients: the contents of my ben-house (which
was tlie product of twentv-five hens lor one year),
17 bushels; ashes. 17 bushels, and 700 lbs. ol plas-
ter, This sufficed for nine acres. About a large
spooDtul was applied to each bill and covered with
tbe corn. In planting, I lelt twelve rows across
tbe field to which no compost was applied. Alterthe corn was up. plaster was applied to the part
that had been composted, and also to six of therows that were left uncuniposted at the time of
planting.

The beneficial effects of the compost and also of
the plaster were very noticeable all through the
sututner, and when we harvested the corn the result
was very decided. The six rows that had no stim-
ulant applied yielded 17 bushels; the six with
plasters only, 18 bushels, and six with compost and
plaster both yielded 22 bushels. The rows were
28 rods long, and there were 247 rows in the field.
Taking these figures as our data, it would make
the product of the c rapo3t and piaster, 206 bush-els over what the field would have produced with-
out them. Corn is worth twenty-five cents a
bushels here this fall; hence, we have 551.50 for
an outlay of S3 for the plaster and about fourdays additional labor. The other materials wereproduced on the farm and cost us nothing.

The nine acres produced 975 bushels'? which is
| considered a very good crop in our country.
