The extracts which we quote to-day from the
English journals ought to suffice to open the eyes

of the Northern people in regard to the future
course of the European Government in connection
with American affairs. During the earlier stages

of the Southern revolution, the adherents of the

Administration confidently predicted that the
South would receive neither countenance nor re-
cognition of any sort from foreign powers. Thev
referred to the known hostilityof England to the
institution of slavery, and blindly supposed that
the people and rulers of that country would, in
obedience to this feeling, witness with great com-
placency the blockade of the Southern ports, the
ruin of the materia! interests of tho South, and the
subversion of its political system. They fondly
imagined that, for the advancement of what the
North terms the "cause of civilization and liu-
"manity," England and France were perfectly
ready to sacrifice their own trade and to disre-
gard the plainest principles of international law.
That this notion was hut one of the manifold de-
lusions under which the North has labored ever
since the commencement of our troubles, wc were
always we 1 assured; for we could not see how, in
the face of all the precedents to the contrary, Eng-
land could refuse to recognize a <h facto Govern-
ment such as lias been established in the Confed-
erate States; and we were thoroughly satisfied
that she would not allow one of her most import-
ant markets to be closed against her, if she could,
by any means 'whatsoever, obtain direct or indi-
rect access lo it. The correctness of these views
is becoming day by day more apparent. The in-
dications which tlie proceedings in Parliament give
of the intentions of the English Government, are
too clear to be misunderstood. The announce-
ment of Lord JOHN RUSSELL, that privateers of
the Confederate fchates will be considered as
the lawfully commissioned vessels of a belli-
gerent nation, is pretty conclusive evidence that
the European Powers do not intend to take Mr.
LINCOLN'S view of the "artificial crisis" in this
country. The mere fact that the privateers of the
South are to be suffered to refit and to sell their
prizes in the English ports, important as it is, is
significant of still more momentous things. The
declaration of Lord JOHN RUSSELL is the first
step towards the recognition of the Confederate
States. J hey have only to show now that
they are able to carry on this war for some
time to come in a manner that gives the world
any reasonable assurance of tbeir determination
hhd power to maintain their position, and their
accredited agents abroad will very soon he re-
ceived as the ambassadors of an independent na-
tion. It was not to be expected that England
would break with this government by precipitate-
ly acknowledging the Southern Confederacy.
Siie was hound to wait until she could determine
whether there was in reality a revolution in the
South, or only a widely extended insurrection
which could he speedily suppressed by the cus-
tomary machinery of this government. Rut it is
now manifest that she comprehends how the case
stands, and Lord JOHN RUSSELL, in taking his

?present ground, knows perfectly well that the re-
cognition of the new Confederacy must sooner or
later follow.

What shall he done with Kentucky and Mis-
souri? Treat them, exclaim the Northern journal-
ists, as we have already treated Maryland. In-
vade them at all points. Seize all the arms that
have been collected together for jmrposes of local
defence. Take possession of private properly,
whether the owners like it or not. Enter private
houses at midnight, in quest of concealed weapons,
or of suspected persons. Arrest, without any-
other warrant than the order of a militia officer,
every man who is charged with entertaining opin-
ions obnoxious to the policy of the Federal Gov-
crnmenl; and, if an effort be made to obtain his
release by habeas corpus, spurn with an oath
the Sheriff who serves the writ, and treat the
writ itself with contempt and derision. That
is Hie way Maryland has been served, and
such are the measures that should be
taken against every other border Slate which
refuses to sustain the policy of a sectional Presi-
dent and a sectional party. Murk how quiet and
submissive Maryland lias become under the inspi-
ration of Northern bayonets. Even that pestilent
city, Baltimore, which we of the North once
counselled should be shelled from Fort McHenrv,
and delivered up to rapine and slaughter, since
our legions have been encamped around it, lias
be.ome so quiet, EO orderly, and so bumble, that
insult and contumely may be heaped upon its
people with impunity. BUTLER and his Massachu-
setts men liave accomplished wonders in the way
ot reinvigoraling the weakened sentiment of loy-
a.ty in Maryland, and CADWALLADER and bis
Pennsylvftnians are rapidly perfecting the work
which their predecessors left unfinished. Turn in
upon Kentucky and Missouri the Republican
hordes from the North West. Emulate in the
streets of Louisville the slaughter of citizens
women and children included?which recently
took place in St. Louis, and. in the blessed name
or UNION, trample upon every "inalienable right '
which makes the UNION worth preserving, and theconsequence will be that the peonle of those States
like the people of Maryland, will be thankful to
heir protectors nnd-masters ; will acknowledge

in terms expressive of the profoundest gratitudethat they have been justly dealt with ; that theidea of their being entitled to the privileges of
freemen was preposterous, and that it is their
bounden duty to think as the North thinks, tospeak as the North speaks, and to become mere
hewers of wood and drawers of water in the
service of the North, if the North so, wills it.

Arrogant as all this may sound, it reflects faith-
fully, in substance, and not unfrequently iu the
exact words, the language of the Northern press.
That there nre credulous fools, who believe
iu the overshadowing power of the North,
and in Hie possibility of coercing the Southern
States back iuto the UNION, WO do not for A
moment question. We take it, therefore, for
granted, that ail such are perfectly convinced that
the subjugation of Maryland is complete : that
the UNION sentiment is predominant in the State,
and that it needs but a continuation of the samestringent measures lor a little while longer to
ripen it into a passion. It would be scarcely
worth while to attempt to disabuse of their errors
the particular class which cherishes these delu-
sions; but to the men at the North who think for
themselves, and who really court enlightenment,
a frank statement of the effect produced upon the
popular mind, by the presence on Marviand soil
of an army of invasion, may be possibly bo of
value. At all events it will serve as a forewarn-
ing, which, if we are not greatly mistaken, time
and the progress of events will justify and eon
firm. We assert then, without fear of contradic-
tion by anyone who has honestly studied the tem-
per ol our people, the principles involved iu the
contest, and the commercial and induslrial inter-
ests of t ie S ate, that strongly devoted as Mary-
land once was to the UNION, and willing, as shewould still be, to continue steadfast to her obliga-
tions under the Federal compact, so long as her
constitutional rights were secured to her and HieUNION remained unbroken-her sympathies aremore s'rongly than ever with the South ine sectional contest which is about to plunge
the country iuto a fratricidal war; and when-ever her voice finds free expression, she willhok her fortunes with those of the SouthernConfederacy. The Government at Washington

from down-trodden and insu ? ed Mary!and a
lesson tlmt may dissipate alike its confidence in
the saving virtue of the policy which it has in-
augurated and the hopes of its Northern support-
ers.. Maryland can never be held by the North-
never will be held by the North. She is a
sovereign State, and the time is not far
distant when she will assert?aye! and
vindicate?her sovereignty. By force and treach-
ery combined she has been rendered tem-
porarily powerless?but it is only temporarily.

HUNDRED AND SEVENTY-FIVE THOU-
SAND MEN UNDER ARMS.
A gentleman just returned from Newr Orleans viaMontgomery, called on us yesterday, and commu-

nicated many important and interesting items ol"in-
telligence as to the operations, etc., of the South-ernerg.

He informs us that it is generally understood in
Montgomery that immediately upon the passage of
the secession ordinance by Virginia, the seat of theConfederate Government will he-changed to Rich-
mond, and it has been proposed that the Confede-
rate Congress shall convene there on the fourth of
next July.

All through the South they are abundantly
supplied with firearms of the Minie and Enfield
patterns.

Since September last there have been large andsteady importations of English and Belgium armsinto Xeiv Orleans, Mobile, and other Southern
ports.

They have ample supplies of powder, and, infact, of all the munitions of war. The cannon
seized at Norfolk have been conveyed to all impor-
tant points in the sectded State's that would belikely to suffer from an invasion.

As innnv guns as could be spared have been re-moved from Charleston harbor and sent to J'enen-
cola, where they have been mounted in the bat-teries.

General Bragg has sixty mortars hearing point
haul- upon fort Pickens. The railroad from Mont-gomery to Pensacola was completed two week.ago
yesterday. *

Large numbers of cavalry are now concentration-at trie latter point, and the infantry are witlTdrawn and sent North. "

The object of concentrating the cavalry at Pen-
sacola is probably to more effectually resist thelanding ol the United States troops. For a similarpurpose sand-bag batteries have been erected fora number of miles along the shore.

For a number of months past the women andchildren have been busily occupied in sewing andtilling these sand-hags. Nevertheless, Gen. Braedoes not deem it advisable to attempt the captureot Tort Pickens at this time, and the protect bnbeen deferred indefinitely.
