Deplorable Condition of th Pennsylvania
Troops at Lancaster.

La~easr ’A., May 23.—For some time past
our citizens have been distressed with the com-
plaints made of the condition of the troops at Camp
Johnson—the fourternth and fitteenth Pennsylivania
regiments; and the Erpress of this evening contains
a tull exposure of the state of affairs th

So streng have been the grievances of the troops
that the press declares they will sooun become
utterly demoralized, notwithstanding the excellent
character of the men of which the regiments are
composed.

Already two or three companies have unanimous-
ly protested against appearing in dress parade,
and, bat for the arrival of a quantity of iresh beef
on Sunday, and a care for the honor of their cap-
tain, one of the companies would have carried this
protest into effect.

All this discontent is occasioned simply by the
shocking condition of the commissariat, which
serves to the volunteers rancid, and oftentimes
pork in a state of putrescence, and an entirely in-
sufficient supply of bread.

The following instance will illustrate the condi-
tion of this department: With all economy, one
compa’ y of seventy-four men supped last evening
on less than fourteen pounds of bread alone, the
pork being thrown away as totally unfit to be
touched, even by hungry men.

The Habeas Corpus Case.
St. Lovis, May 22.—The babeas corpus case of
Japt. MeDonald was resumed to-day before Judge
Treat, United States District Court.

The case was ably argued by District Attorney

w ASHINGTON, May 24, 8 o’clock, A. M.—Within
the past twenty-four hours there have been stirring
events in this vicinity, accomparnied by most im-
portant military movements,

It was suspected yesterday that orders had been
given for the advance of troops into Virginia, but
these being neces arily of a secret character, the
exact truth could not therefore at that time be re-
liably ascertained.

2th, Tth and 21st regiments, the New
Jersey and Michigan brigade and the Ellsworth
Zouaves, go far as it is at present ascertained, con-
stituted the forces which advanced upon Virginia
during the night,
