Ihe rates of insurance on treasure eastward

hav - been increased to 10 per cent.
_ I here has been but. little of incident in Califor-

nia this week. except the Union meetings which
continue to he held almost nightly in the principal
towns and cities. The speeches and resolutions in-
variably favor a vigorous war policy on the part
ol tii ? Administration until every foot of the Union
acknowledges the "'Stars and Stripes."

I lie speck of war in Santa Clara countv, to
which the only question involred was the title to
six h-agU' sot 1 mil, has disappeared through a com-
promise, in which the settlers agree to submit theircause t , the Suprem ? Court, and abide the result.
Several lawyers have agreed to plead their cause
w itbout charge.

An effort is being made in San Francisco to or-
ganize a companv of volunteers to tender their ser-
vices to the Federal Government, on the supposi-
tion that the Pacific Mail Steamship Companv wil Igive th in a free passage to the East. A similar
organization has b en commenced in Sacramento,
the members holding themselves in readiness to
obey the first call of the President.Ihe Republican Stat' 4 Central Committee have
issued aCo 11f.r h Convention, composed of dele-
gates of f nion inen irrespective of party, to meet
at Sacramento on the 18 h # >f June.

Ihe Republicans d not design giving up theirorganization, but adopted the Union test simply
and purely without ref rer.ee to other issues. A
resolution has been offered in the Assembly in-
structing our Senators, and cur representatives to
cdler California as a mediator in the present diffi-
culties, and in favor of a Convention to revise the
Constitution of the United States.

An exciting canvass for local officers inSan Fran-
cisco is progressing. The municipal lection takes
place on the 22d in.-t. The only tickets in the field
are known as the People's Union ticket and the
Republican Union ticket. The latt-r comprises
partisan Republicans, while the former is irrespec-
tive ol national politics, embracing men of all po-
litical parties who are sound on the Union ques
tion. Ihe peoples ticket will probably triumph.

CI TY INTELLIGEXCE.
THE HABEAS CORPUS CASE.

Hen. Cadwalader Refuses to Eeeogni/.e the
Attachment.

The attachment issued on Monday last, bv Chief
Justice Tanpy, against Gen. George Cadwalader,
for refusing to obey the writ, of habeas rnvjius tn

the case of John Merryman, Esq , was made re.
turnable yesterday, at twelve o'clock. At an early
hour of the day, the United States Circuit Court
building was besieged by an immense crowd.

Immediately upon the Court room being opened,
about half-past eleven o'clock, the crowd rushed
in. and in a short time the room was completely
filled.

About twelve o'clock the venerable Chief Justice
made bis appearance. Upon taking bis seat, the
Chis'l Justice stated that lie desired to make an ex-
planation before the hearing of the case, to the
effect that Judge Giles, who was present yesterday,
was absent to-day, owing to the fact that he was
attending a meeting ol his church, which he
considered of interest to himself and perhaps
important tn the community. He (the Justice)
Lad invited Judge Giles to be present, because be
had desired bis counsel and advice in so important
a case, but he did not sit in the case as an oliieer of
the court, and desired this explanation to be made.

The Chief Justice then ask, d the Marshal it he
had tlie return. The Marshal handed to him ttie
fi.Mowing paptrs, which the clerk was directed to
read aloud:

THE UNITED STATES or AMERICA. )
UI-TutcTor MAKYLASH. TO WIT: (

To the Marshal of the Maryland District, Greeting:
IVs tcnimaittl you that you attach the body of Genera!

George Cadwalader and him have before the Hon Roger
H. Taney. Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of the Uni-
ted Mates, on Tuesday, the 2-th May. 1861, at 12 o'clock
M.. at the Circuit Court Rooms of the United States, in
the city of Baltimore, to answer for his contempt by him
committed, in refusing to produce the body of John Mer
rynian.of Baltimore county, according to the command
of the writ of hnbeus cmpus returnable, and returned he-
fore the said Chi'f Justice. this 27th day of May. IBM.
Hereof you are not lo fail, and have you then and there
this writ.

Witness, the Honorable Roger B. Taney, Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court, the first Monday in December, in
tbis year ofour Lord. 1861.

Chief Justice of the Supreme Court of the United States,
that by virtue of the within writ of attachment to ine di
rrcted on the 27th of May, 1861.

the messenger return-d with the reply "that there was
no answer to my card." I there'ore could not serve the
writ as I was commanded.

Un.ted States Marshal for the District ofMaryland.

Chief Justice Taney then turned to Deputy Mar-
shal Vance audsaid: "Then the writ is not an-
swered?"

Deputy Marsha! Vance?There was no answer,

sir, except that "there was no reply tn my card."
1 nils not permitted to enter the outer gate.

Chief Justice Taney?Well, you should state that.
The lart does not appear io your return.

Mr. Vance amended the return in compliance
*with the suggestion by adding the words at the

end of the return printed in italics, and handing
the paper to the Chief Justice, the latter proceeded
to read Irom a mauusc:ipt the suhj.fined remarks,
previously saying : Gentlemen, I shall feel it my
duty to enfn cc the process of the Court.

I ordered the attachment yesterday, because
upon the lace of tlie return the detention of
the prisoner was unlawful upon two grounds.

1. The President, under the Constitution and
laws of the United States, cannot suspend the
privilege of the writ ol habeas corpus, nor author-
ize any military officer to do so.

2. A military officer has no right to arrest and
detain a person, not subject to the rules and ar-
ticles of war, lor an offence against the laws of
the United States, except in ami of Ilie judicial
authority and subject to its control?and if the
party is arrested by he military, it is the duty
ot tlie officer to deliver him over immediately to

the civil authority, to he dealt nith according to
1 aw.

I forebore yesterday to state orally the provi-
sions of the Constitution of the United States,
which make these principles the fundamental law
of the Union, because an oral statement might be
misunderstood in some portions of it, and I shall
there'ore put mv opinion in writing and file it in
the office of the Clerk of the Circuit Court, in the
course of this week.

After reading the above, the Chief Justice orally
remarked :

In relation to the present return, itis proper to say
tliat of course the Marshal has legally the power to
summon out the posse comitates to seize and bring
into court the party named in the attachment; but
it is apparent be willbe resisted in the discharge of
that duty by a force notoriously superior to the
posse, arid this being tbe case, euch a proceeding
can result in no good, and is useless. I willDot,
therefore, rtquirc the Marshal to perform thasdutv.
If, however, General Cadwaiader were before me,
I should impose on him the punishment which it is
within my province to inflict, that of fine and im-
prisonment. I shall merely say to-day, that I shall
reduce to writing the reasons under which I have
acted, and which have led me to the conclusions
expressed in rny opinion, and shall report them
with these proceedings to the I'resident, and call
upon him to perform his Constitutional duty?to
enforce the laws, by compelling obedience to tbe
civil process.

In a short time, the large crowd which had
assembled dispersed. The greatest indignation
was universally expressed at the action of Gen.
Cadwalader.

A Drunkfn Foloikr.? Yesterday afternoon
about six o'clock a soldier, named James O'Neal,
belonging to the Patterson Park camp, was on
Kast Falls avenue, very drunk and acting very dis-
orderly. Policemen Fool and Uouldin went to
him and told him that he must cease bis disorder,
when O'Neal drew hie bayonet end attempted to
atab the police otiicei. With some trouble be was
secured and taken to the Central Police station.

Justice Hiss commuted hiin to jailin d fault of lioe
and costs tor being drunk and disorderly.

ANNIVERSARY OF THE MAKYLVND STATE BIBLE
SOCUIY. ?The twenty-seventh anniversary of Qie
Maryland State Bib e Society, was held last even
ing in the Associated Reformed Church, Fayette
si net. The meeting was opened with singingfand
prayer, when the annual report was read by Kv-
eidy Johnson. Jr., Esq. The report opens with a
reference to the condition of our national affairs,
aid the depressing effect u:on the operation l* of
this society in common with every enterprise.
About one-half ot the year has been passed under
these adverse circumstances. Statistic* were read,
showing the financial condition of the Society,
which, taking everything in consideration, is not
at all discouraging.

The d nth of Judge J. I>. Eccleston, of K'*nt
county, one of the directors of the society, was
feelingly alluded to in the report.

Rev. Isaac I*. C.ok stated that it had been an-
nounced that the annual address would be deliveredby Rv. Dr. McOron. but as that gentleman was
iI, R -v. Dr. Ilenkle, of Tennessee, would supply
his place. Rev. Joseph I'. Smith, I). D, of Dan-
ville, Kentucky, formerly of this city, also made
some remarks. The attendance was small, and
after the address of the sbove named gentlemen,
the meeting was closed with religious exercises.

A CHILD ACCIDENTALLY KILLED.?Ab >ut twelve
o clock on Mor.dav night, a case of accidental
shooting took p ace at the house of Mr. Win. If.
Drown, So. 42 Eager street, which resulted in the
d'*ath of his daughter, a girl eight years of age.
Mr. Brown, during the day, had heard that his
house was going to be attacked during the night,
and his brother, George Brown, procured a horse
pistol, which he loaded heavily, and at the hour
named laid down on the floor, with the determina-
tion to sleep there during the night. Bv some ac-
cident the pistol was discharged, and the contents
entered trie abdomen of the girl, who was lying un-
der the table asleep. Death followed in a few min-
utes. Coroner flail held an inquest on the body,
when aver dict of accidental shooting was ren-
dered.

AKHIVALOF TROOPS. ?About balf-pat 1 o'clock
I yesterday afternoon, there arrived, by the Fhiladel-
phia Railroad, eu route for Washington, two regi-
ments of infantry. They were the Bth and 9th
New York Regiments, the first of which was com-
posed entirely of Germans. The Bth was com-
manded by Col. Blanker, and the 9th by Col. J. W.
Stiles. In the Bth there were but three hundredanus, about halt of which were Sharp's Rifles.
The O'.h was entirely American, and was the be'
body of New York troops which has passed ttirough
our city. They marched from the President street
depot round bv Lombard street, to Camden street
station, where thev took the cars for Washington.

SHOULD HE RESPECTED. ?The l'resident and Di-
rectors ol the City Fassenger Railway Association
have directed a card to be placed in each of the
cars, politely requesting geritieinen not to smoke
on any part of the cars. 'I his is a very necessary
order, and should be strictly enforced. Frequent-
ly thefront platforms of the cars are crowded with
men smoking cigars. The summer months the
frontdoors of the cars, as a necessity, are kept
open, and when they are in motion a pleasant cur-
rent of air passes through them When the plat-
form is tilled with smokers, volumes of smoke takethe place of the fresh air, to the great. inconveni-
ence of the lady passengers. The company should
strictly enforce this order.

A FIGHT AMONG DRUNKEN SOLDIERS. ?About
midnight on Monday night the noted part of the
city known as the Causeway was much excited by
the occurrence or a fight in one of the houses ofthat locality. It appears that a number of soldiers
who were in the city from one of the camps had
gathered in the house, and were drinking and
dancing, when a fight took place between them-
selves. The front door of the house being closed,
the police could not enter, and the fight was kept
up for some minutes. Shortly after several of the
soldiers came out with bloody faces and proceeded
to camp.

A DESPERATE FELLOW. ?Yesterday a man named
Henry Reybolt was arrested on toe charge of at-
tacking the house ot Frederick Ferioger, No. 77
lliil street, breaking in the door and assaulting her
in a violent manner. When arrested, be acted in a
very disorderly manner, and threatened the life o"
a number of persons. Justice Duncan committed
him to j*ilfor court.

Special Correspondence of Doily Exchange.
AI.EXASBRIA, Va., May 28, lStil.

The "occupation" of this city by the troops of
the Federal Government on the morning of the 24 th
inst., has totally changed the aspect of the place. I
think I state hut the simple truth when 1 write
that there might have been in Alexandria previou#
to the entrance of the troops, three hundred per-
sons all told, who desired a continuance of the
union of Virginia with the Federal Government. I
am confident that there are not now fifty.

Nor can it be alleged that the troops came hither
to enforce the laws. The United States laws had
never been interfered with in Alexandria. The
Collector was discharging bis functions uti ier the
laws of the United States without let or bin drance.
The post-office was receiving and sending the mails
and accounting for the revenues to the Post-Ollice
Department at Washington. No writ of a Court
authorized by the Federal Constitution had been
resisted, and so far as any active and usual exercise
i.f the United States authority is concerned, it was
as complete and thorough as it was the first day
of Mr. liuchar.an's Administration. Whatever was
the ca-c at other points in the South, at the point
first invaded, the custom and postal laws of the
United States was as fully operative, and the pro-
perly ot the United State's as fully in possession of
the officers of the Federal Government, as in Bos-
ton or Kastport.

The circumstances which attended the seizure of
the town I have seen nowhere fullystated. I gather
from sources entirely reliable that about 3 o'clock
on the morning of the seizure, a flag of truce was
sent from the steamer Pawnee, lying off the port,
to Col. Tereett, in command of tlie military forces
of Alexandria and its neighborhood, with a mes-
sage demanding the surrender of the town at 9
o'cl ck. Belore the flag of trtice had returned the
sentinels posted at the wharves gave the alarm
that the federal troops were advancing, and the

few companies, some five hundred men in all, were
ordered to retire up the turnpike leading to Fairfax
Court-House. All retired except the Fairfax Cav-
alry, which, not expecting so early an entrance,
were surrtfunded ami compelled to surrender.

The seizure of the telegraph nflice; the death of
Col. Ellsworth and Capt. Jackson?for the latter
held a c immissiou as Captain of an Artillerytroop
recently organized in Fairfax?and the otherwisepeaceable occupation of the town have been toldtoo otten in the newspam rs to need repetition.

No sooner bad the military obtained full posses-
storii of the town than guards were posted on all the
roads leading from the city; ingress allow, d'only
after an exam, nut,on and no egress without, apass from the colonel in command. Quite anumber of persons left the city with the "passes."Applications for them are exceedingly numer-ous; they are granted or not,at discretion" hv p.?,

ch sel and even now.no m re than one-half are ope n-ed?and these, except in rare instances, were more
frotn habit than an expectation of business. Nor-

gloomier than Alexandria now, except when the
movements of a squad of soldiers about to search a
bouse for arms, or arrest some sick soldier left be-
hind by his comrades,or to look lor a secession flag,
attract a crowd of silent gazers, or the parade of the
troops, with military evolutions and music,gathered
groups of lookers on, the town is as silent as on the
Sal bath.

The Alexandria Gazette, which has never ceased
its morning call upon our citizens since the year
1800, except for a short while during the war of
1814?when the British held possession of the town?-
suspended its issue, and closed its establi.-hment on
Saturday morning last. On Sunday afternoon, a
squad of soldiers entered the establishment and
have since held it, doing there the printing of or-
ders, proclamations, Ac., which appear with the
imprint of "the printers ot the Michigan Regi-
ment." The military also hold possession ol the
office of the Virginia Sentinel, most of whose type
had been transferred to Warrenton before the occu-
pation.

The only "life" at the wharves, is the unloading
ol provisions and camp equippage from steamers,
which gives some employment to the carte and
drays. All else is a waste; trade and animation
have succumbed to the "occupation," which 1 see
some papers report as giving great satisfaction to
the people of this city, A photograph of the town

Messrs. Ashley ol Ohio, and Dana of Indiana, ar-
rived here to. lay Irom Fort ress Monroe, on the
government transport City of Richmond. AM was
quiet Ht the Fortress, but some important military
movements were in prgrc ;s.

Yesterday five transport vessels, with 2,509troops, convoyed by lie steamer Harriet Line,
went up Hampton Koaus toward the moii'h of
James river anil took possession of Newport-
Newspoint, and there entrenched themselves. The
position is one of importance, as itcommands the
mouth of the James river. It is located about six
miles from Hampton. The last transport was fired
at bv the Sewell'a point rill d cannon, but the
range was too groat, to be effective.

'1 he steamer \ ankoe brought to Washington to-
day three prizes, at least one of them being loaded
wih tobacco.

Inform .nion has been received here that over two
thousand Ohio troops from Camp Derinison yester-
day took possession of the Northwestern Virginia
Railroad, which runs from Farkersburg to Graf-
ton, for a distance of SO miles, and proceeded in
the latter direction. A large number of troops
also crossed the Ohio at Bel-Air, three miles from
Wheeling, for the same destination. This is indi-cative of events at Harper's Ferry.

Passengers from Alexandria to night state that
nothing of especial importance has occurred there
to-day. The outpost's, however, were being ex-
tended further into Virginia.

I'rederick II 'cki-r's Illinois Regiment will, it is
thought, be accepted b* the government. The
probability is, that the' Brigade of Carl Shurz,
Minister t-> Spain, who is now here, will be Kent to
Fortress Monroe.

Conversations in diplomatic circles, recently re-
porte 1, to the tJT ret that the Confederate Commis-
sioners had an interview with Lord John Russelland M. Thouvene! and had been told that they
could not he recognized, are manifestly overrated.
There has been no arrival here lat-r than the one
which brought advices that the Commissioners of
the Confederate Slates had not yet been received

Whercnx. we are happily at peace with all the
sovereign Powers and States, ami nthereat, hostili-
ties have unhappily commenced between the gov-
ernment of the United States and certain States
styling themselves the Confederate States f Amer-
ica; and whereat, we bring at peace with the gov-
ernment id the United Stales, have declared ourroyal detcroiinati in to maintain a strict and tin-
paitial neutrality between the said contending par-
ties; Ave therefore have thought fit, by and with the
advice of our Privy Council, to issue ottr royal
proclamation, and we hereby warn all our loving
subjects and all persons whatever entitled to ourprotection, that, if any of them shall presume, iu

to procure, within Her .Majesty's dominions, at
home or abroad, others to do so, or bv fitting out
arming or equipping any ship or vessel to be em-ployed as a ship of war or privateer or transport
by either of the contending parties, or br breaking

or endeavoring to break any blockade been fully

The London Timet of the 14th instant, closes along at tide on American affairs with the follow-
ing view of the prospects of the campaign :

Where events are influenced by eve"r-chan<zin<rcircumstances, acting on wavering politicians amiimpetuous mobs, it is more than ever flitlicult tocalculate future, and it remains to be seen whether
the Government will carry on the war against
1 irgitiia as against the Confederates, or whetherMr. Lincoln, having redeemed some of his pledges

and secured the Capital, will be inclined to mode-
rate counsels. He, m doubt, has the chance ofwinning victories, and of acquiring a character for
energy aud firmness. He mav, not content with
assuring thejpossessiou of the" two little Northern
slave States, inflict grievous injuries on the Con-
federates by blockading their parts, interrupting
cultivation, and even tampering with their slavepopulation.

Rut, on the other hand, it is more and more evi-
dent that a war for the subjugation of the Southis an enterprise of which the Washington poli-
ticians have not as yet conceived the magnitude.In this case superiority of strength on the one sidewould be balanced by desperation on the other.
The young lawyers and clerks and farmers who
have hurried to Washington must be drilled anddisciplined for a long war in a sparsely inhabited,
unhealthy, foodless country, where tbev will been-
gaged against an enemy hilt-blooded and obstinate
at all times, and roused to fury hv the invasion of
their soil. The occupation of what is geographi-
cally the larger half of th. ] ate Union willhave tobe accomplished by a militia stationed among a
people who will look upon them as they look upon
Indian savages. The only alternative is to enforce
a bl .ckade and to let the' rebellion "sting itself to
death." Whether this policy is lik ly to be suc-
cessful those who know the Americans can bestjudge.

TENTH DAY.
I'rayer by Rev. Mr. Baker.
llev. Mr. Waller moved that the report of the

Committee on Mileage he recommitted to the com-
mittee for the purpose of meeting an exigency in
the case of two .Nebraska delegates.

The Committee on Systematic Benevolence re-
ported a great remissness on the part of numerous
Presbyteries. Out of 170 Presbyteries, only 41
have reported, against 24 last year. Some Presby-
teries however report increased liberality.

Only 1,44.2 Churches have contributed to the Do-
mestic Mission.

On various other subjects which are objects of
contribution there is a complaint of general short
coining.

The report was accepted.
Another paper was submitted by the Systematic

Benevolence Committee of the previous year, re-
commending annual contributions in aid of the
B.iards of Dntmsticand Foreign Missions, Educa-
tional Board, Relief ot Ministers, Ac. The Chair-
man of the Committee urged greater attention to
the suhj ct of receiving aid from the Sunday
School children. It is a source of supply whose
mites never laii in panics and worldly distur-bances.

This report was also accepted.
The hour for the order of the day having arrived

the question came ut* ou Dr. Wines' substitute lor
Dr. Spring's resolution.

DR. SPKIXU MODIFIES UIS RESOLUTIONS.
The it'*v. Dr. Spring, ol New York, rose and

stated that, in order to secure something like unan-
imity in the body, he had thought it best to oiler
the following modifications as a substitute lor his
second resolution:

Remitted, 2. That this General Assembly, in the
spirit ot that Christian patriotism which the Scrip-
tures enjoin aid which has always characterized
this Church, do hereby acknowledge and declare
our obligation to promote and perpetuate, so far as
in us lies, the integrity of these United States, and
to strengthen, uphold, and encourage the Federal
Government in the exercise of all its functions
under our noble Const itution.

Dr. Bergen read a paper as a peace olfiering, re-
commending that the Fourth of July be set apart
as a day ol humiliation and prayer to God to avert
the calamities now pending over our country.

Dr. Mcl'bail a!so read a paper. lie was followed
by others.

Judge Ryerson, of New Jersey, then rose and
offered the following:

JFOOE BKVERSON'S PROPOSITION.liemlred, That a special committee of nine be
appointed, with the Rev. Dr. Spring as chairman,
to whom be referred the resolutions and amend-
ments in relation to the state of the country; said
committee to meet at 12 o'clock, and report at 4
o'clock this afternoon, and that further considera-
tion of the subject be postponed until that time.Rev. Dr. Alontlort, of Illinois, then offered the

follow ing:
DR. SJONTFORT'S PAPER.

I his proposition consists of a preamble and res
olutions stating that our beloved Constitution hasbeen assailed; that the President has oalied upon
us as loyal citizens to execute the law; that obe-
dience has followed on the part of loyal citizens;
and that whereas the Presbyterian Church would
be recreant to its character if it failed to declare
its unshaken loyalty; therefore

llcrolvetl, That the Assembly renew its loyalty;
its profound sympathy in the efforts to maintain
th e Constitution and the integrity of the Union,
and that we will not cease to pray" that God may
guide and strengthen our soldiers, renew a law-
abiding spirit in all who are disaffected, and speed-
ily restore union and peace to oui* beloved coun-
try.

licrolrcd, That these resolutions be forwarded to
the President of the United Stales.

MR. WALLER'S SPEECH.
Rev. Mr. Waller, of Pennsylvania, having the

floor, continued his remarks of Saturday.
lie humorously referred to the number of papers

submitted as calculated to bewilder, and was pleas-
ed that all breathed the spirit of patriotism. He
was for the original resolutions of Dr. Soring still.He was glad ofthe different views which had been
presented, hut thought that there is danger in hes-
itation, and whatever is calculated to hamper the
decision of the House, be could not sympathise with
those who would counsel no deliverance on the sub-
j ct.

The speaker was willing that all who could not
vote on the resolutions without danger to them-
selves should be excused from voting. He did not
believe the American revolution a justification of
every rebellion.

The hour of noon having arrived, the Assembly
adjourned, to attend the Sanson street praye meet-
ing.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

The afternoon's session was opened with prayer
by the Rev. Dr. Striker.

The order of the day being the election of officers
to the different Hoards, Messrs. Hopkins and Law-
rence were appointed tellers.

After all the balluts had been cast, the tellers re-
tired to count the votes.

The committee on tie Hoard of Education then
reported that it was resolved by the Assembly that
a number of reports be printed for the use and in-
formation of the Assembly.

Judge Ewing moved that no further appropria-
tion by the Board of Education be made without
being placed on the docket.

The Committee on Seminaries made a report pre-
senting no material information. It was accepted
and adopted.

Judge Ryerson renewed the motion made by him
in the morning, with the exception that the com-
mittee shall report this mortiiug, at 9 o'clock. In
speaking on his resolution he remarked that he
had mentioned Dr. Spring's name as chairman ot
the committee out of respect to him. He continued
by saying that there were some dozen different
propositions already within the house. From his
conversation with gentlemen of the Assembly from
all sections of the country, be felt satisfied that if
a judicious committee were appointed, as he pro-
posed in the morning, they would bring in a re-
port acceptable to nearly every member in the
A-sembiy.

It was mentioned by a member that Dr. Spriug
had been taken suddenly ill alter leaving the As-
sembly ir. the morning

Judge Ryerson then called the previous questicn
on his resolution.

The Moderator decided that the previous question
would be Dr. Spring's resolution.

T he Judge tlr-n withdraw his motion.
A motion was made to lay the resolution of Judge

i Rverson on the table
The vote was taken by voice, but the Moderatorbeing unable to decide, a division was called andthe resolution was tabled lv a vote of 102 yeas, bv9o nays.
Ihe Rev. Dr. Backus, of New York, said he wasa strong Northern man in sentiments. He would

stand by hi j government in hr limes of peril. Indoing this, the institutions and interests of South-ern men were in no way assailed. Many men in
the South have, bv their misguided zeal, severed
the most sacred ties. Others are still loyal and
** illremain so. In conclusion, he remarked thatlie thought Hint a reconstruction could bo effected
between ihe brethren of both fec i .us. He Imped
that peace ami prosperity might reign again at anearly day.

Dr. Yeoman regretted that the resolution oi'
Judge Kremlin had In en tabled. He was sorry
that the discussion could nit be suspended, and the
whole subject lelt iviih a judicious committee, whomight deliberate together, and prepare a more ac-
ceptable document than any individual membercould. lie was sorry that the idea was entertainedby many members of the Assembly that the pas-sage ol Dr. Spring's rtsolution would cause a divi-
sion inthe Church. He would be happy it but a
feeble word which was uttered by himself wouldavert the impending catastrophe. Yt. would he the
sweetest moment in his life. A perpetuated Union
is the only thing wl ich can keep the Church to-
gether as a hand of brothel s.

lie hoped that this Assembly would maintain aConservative position upon the momentous question
which is agitating the whole country from one end
to the "th'.r. A great dehl of confusion was mani-fested in fixing the hour of adjournment It wasfinally decided upon to meet at 8 o'clock in the
evening.

EVENING SESSION.
The Assembly met :t 8 F. M. Th Rev. Mr.Swan opened with prayer. Rev. Dr. Hodge then,wilh permission, withdrew his paper.

Dr. Lord, of Chicago, next spoke. He repelled
with pain and sorrow the imputation that thefriends of Dr. Spring's resolu ions wi.Mnd to divide
the Church. This charge and this idea came fr inthose who adv. cafe the other side. The friends ?

Dr. S. deprecate disunion absolutely, and they had
heard wish ash nishment the earnest modi-of oppo-
sition to Dr. s earnest, clear and patriotic reso-lutions They should have been met wiih a candidand hearty "aye." The speaker at length eulo-
gized the proposition contained in I)r. S.'s paper,
and went on to show how deeply the Church wasindebted to coir Constitution and laws for its pros-
perity. # Dr. Lord next took up the objections to
Dr. Spring's resolutions in detail, after which heasked what the Fathers Green and YVitherson wouldsay to such objections? He thought the motherFresbytery, il her voice had really been heard,
was getting so old that she was forgetting her own
history.

He could not believe that our Southern brethern(who were Union men) would secede from ourChurch becaue of the ground taken bv the Spring
resolutions. Hut. on the other hand, Dr. Lord
c 'U d not but fe i that the failure to pa.-s these res-olutions would do incalculable harm in the East,the Westnd the Northwest. While there might
not be any secession in the North, yet great massesof our people would undoubtedly leave us and getbeyond ourinfluer.ee. We talk of our loyalty, vetour very course in this matter gives rie to impres-
sions in the minds o! the Church outside, and thepublic generally, t at we are not loval. Besides,
some of our ministers at the South are not loyal',
bv their own record. Some of our ministers are inthe rebel army. Some of the Southern Presbyte-
ries have, as I have understood, declined to an
point commissioners to the ASM mblv in conse-quence of their sympathy with the rebellion.A Southern commissioner here stated that Dr.Lord was mLinfomied.

Dr. Lord then continued his remarks, closing bvdeclaring that lie jiiaceii Christ's Clots aid Crownabove everything.
Dr. ll. lcer (Texas) next occupied the platform,

lie dwelt earnestly upon the ignorance of the Southdisplayed by X. rtherners, who have n-ver evenseen tin: South through a telescope. Asa native

Mason and Dixon's line, and In; spoke in eulogy of
the patriotic uprising in the Xorth.Hut he emphatically declared that if Mr. Spring's
resolutions passed it would completely disrupt us.Here the speaker congratulated himself that whatlie was saying could not get to Texas, because the
mails were stopped. 11 .yvever, he said he waswillingto take the responsibility of saving that be
voted against seees-p n and lie bated secession; but
at the same time, if he voted for Mr. Sprint's
resolutions, he could never preach in Texas again.
There was immense enthusiasm at tiie South aswell as at the Xorll.. I lie speaker referred affiec-
iinnately to his father (the famous Itev.

Mr. Baker's address was one of tire mo.-t power-
ful delivered dur ing the d-bate. At its close, Dr.Hodge moved to lav the whole subject of the state
of the country on the table The yeas and trays
were then called at ten minutes after ten o'clock,
anil recorded as follows: Yeas 74; nays 139.

Il.e Moderator decided Dr. Hodge's motion
defeated, and the Assembly soon after adjourned,
amid some excitement, until nine o'clock to-mor-
row.

JHE Goi TON SUPPLY.?AIter an experience of
more than 50 years ot close application, and an ex-
penditure of nearly two millions of dollars in exper-
iments, tending to develop the soil of India as a
cotton-producing country, the result attained, as
reported to the last i'artiain-nt in Loudon, was,
"that cotton can be cultivated once in three vears
only on the same ground," and that bet..re the cot-
ton market in England could be affected to any ex-
tent in prices, it would be nc-cessarv to have a
yearly crop iu India of about two millions bales;
which would require for its production an extra
otiantity ot forty-two millions acres ot land, and an
additional increase of between four and tire mil-
lions ot laborers. The characteristic perseverance
which the Manchester men have exhibited in their
efforts to obtain from India a reasonable supply of
cotton, is praiseworthy; but at the same time un-
questionably decides that England must louk to
some other place than India for her supply.

NEW CODS OP MILITARYSION I,< ? Major Meyer,
(if the army, some months .-1 net* announced the dis-
covery by hiuisell of a new system of militarysig-
nals, which would in a great measure revolutioni/.e
the management of modern forces. The signals
are made by means of a flag attached to a pole,
from twelve to sixteen feet long. The different
movements which the fl ig is made to go through
represent numbers, which, in their turn, represent
letters of the alphabet. The letters, of course, arecombined into words that lead out the message.
lSv the intervention of the numbers, none but the
officer who directs the flagman, and those who
have been previously informed of the arrangement

of the system, can understand the language of the
flag, which Hag is moved in three directions, toright, lilt and (runt. This is done by soldiers who
are especially drilled for the purposes, and who, in
the trial, managed the bunting with astonishing
accuracy. For night, signals, torches are substi-
tuted lor flags; otherwise the signals are similar to
those made in the day-time. All the implements
necessary lor the service can be embraced in a
small packet, can be transported from point to
point by a single man, and be put in readiness for
use in lifteen minutes.

The experiments were made in the neighborhood
of Santa Ke, in the latter part ol April, and were
successful in every instance, although uneven
ground was especially seh cted. The first day sig-
nals were exchanged, sixteen miles, without* dilli
cultv, and on the third day, bv the aid of a small
repeating station, an intelligible military conversa-
tion was rapidly carried on between old Fort Marcy
and Galestro, which are twenty-live miles apart.
In a lew days the War Department of the UnitedStates willrtceive an ollicial report of these experi-
ments, when the c itnuiauaing officers of the different
tegiments now at the seat of war will doubtless be
initialed in the mvsieiies of file business. The cir-
cumstances under which the coming campaign must
beprosecuted will enhance the success of this dis
covery in an emi ent degree.

INTERESTING FROM TEXAS.? The following letter
is composed of extracts from a private letter re-
ceived in New "York. It describes the surrender
ol some ol the federal troops in Texas to the Tex-
ans:

SAX PEDRO, Texas, May 10, 1861.
We arrived here this morning, and are encamped

on this river, about one mile from San Antonio.
Altogether there are eleven officers and three hun-
dred men. On Thursday we encamped near Kas-
tonvide, where the inhabitants took every means
in their power to make our soldiers drunk, and to

influence them into joining the Southern forces;
but it was useless, as Hie men without an exception
proved true. About nine o'clock the same even-
ing, some friend to the Union told one ol our ofli-
ct'rs in confidence that the enemy intended to sur-
round us before morning, and when we were un-
prepared for an attack make us surrender and de-
liver up our arm'. We were not in a favorable
position even for defence; so at midnight we were
all moving. We next encamped on a hill, in a
very good position for a fight. As soon as break-
last was over, and the men were all enjoring a
sound sleep after the night's march, two secession
officers came up beaiing a white flag, while just
behind them were nearly eighteen hundred men,
and lour cannon. They had also two or three
companies of cavalry. The consequence was that
we were obliged to surrender, as we had but three
hundred men, and they only infantry soldiers. So
here we are encamped as prisoners of war.
