We beg leave to return our thanks to the very
many subscribers, both old and new, who are
daily addressing us letters, speaking in the warm-
est and most complimentary terms of the efforts of
Ill's paper to oppose tyranny and oppression, and
to maintain inviolate the liberties of the citizens of
Maryland as given them under the Constitution.
We are very happy to say that the approval of
our course has been so decidedly manifested,
throughout the State, that within the past ninety-

days our country subscription list has more than
doubled. We have also bad a very large acces-
sion of city subscribers, and are daily in receipt of
new name 3, both from city and country. This
continuous and steady influx of subscribers, not-
withstanding the great depression of business and
the want of money existing among all classes, jus-
tifies us in believing that the columns of the
EXCHANGE faithfully reflect the views of a large
majority of the people of Maryland.

There is, as everybody is aware, a rampant
political organization, called "the UNION Party,"
which is now canvassing for votes in Maryland.
Every one who does not throw up his cap lor it is
called a "secessionist," at all events, and, among
very ardent patriots, a "traitor." Its motto is
"The Union, the Constitution, and the Knforce-
"metit of the Laws," and its principle of action is
to "crush out" opposition. When so comprehen-
sive and indefinite a creed is set up, with an Ath-
nnasian clause of perdition to all who reluse to
subscribe to it, there is no escaping the duty and
necessity of finding out what it really means.
What then does "the UNION party" represent
and what manner of men are its disciples and
chief speakers? Whither does it lead, and lion-
does it propose to triumph? These are vital ques-
tions, and every citizen is bound to consider and

respond to Ihem. To our inin Is, there is no diffi-
culty whatever in their solution.

What is called the "UNION Party" is, substan-
tially, to our ey< s, the corrupt and degraded fac-
tion once known as the "American Party." Bap-
tized with an honorable name and swaddled in
the "Star Spangled Banner," it is still, what it
always was, neither more nor less. Its utterances
and its organs are the same?its purposes and its
modes of serving them have not altered a parti-
cle. It wants office and plunder, and its chances
of getting these have given it some allies of kin-
dred appetites. Still, its characteristics have not

been changed. The Patriot and the Clipper are
its mouth-pieces, as of old. The American, as be-
fore, is its virtuous censor and practical coadjutor.
Gov. HICKS is its official representative?Mr. WIN-
TER DAVIS, its statesman and orator. With a
few words altered, it sings the same song and is
after the same sixpence. Mr. LINCOLN has the lat-
ter to bestow, and therefore it supports Mr. LIN-
COLN. The "enforcement of the laws," by Mr
LINCOLN, suits it for the present, as a similar "en-
"forcement" by Mr. SWANN suited it in the past.
It is loud, therefore, for the Administration to
be energetic now, as it wa3 clamorous for
the "arm" of the City Government to be "strength-
"ened" then. It has varied its tactics to be sure,
in some trifling particulars, but that does not
amount to much. Mr. DAVIS makes eloquent
speeches to Germans now, whose right to vote be
regarded as only "secondary" a year or two ago,
and to knock whose heads off, at the polls, was
the primary business of his friends. Nine months
ago Mr. DAVIS regarded Democracy as the unpar-
donable sin, and denounced "fusion" with the
Democratic parly as he .would have ciied out
against embracing a leper. Now lie thinks that
Democrats, like everybody else, should "forget
"party" and vote for him and "the UNION."
These little variations, however, are, as we have
said, but trifles. They are the eccentricities of a
great mind, or the concessions of a prudent, prac-
tical, and accommodating temper. They do not
vary the general fact that "the UNION party," as
an organization, is substantially identical'with
the quondam American organization?the same in
its principles and objects?the same in its leaders
and, for ihc most part, in its soldiers, rank and
file?just as patriotic, justas honest, just as scru-
pulous, and not a whit more so. We except
many individual cases, of course. We respect
sincere individual opinions, with equal sincerity.
We know many excellent citizens, seduced iuto
the bad company of which we have spoken, by
their devotion to the UNION, and the delusion that
its reconstruction is practicable. We speak of
"the UNION party" as a party?and dealing with
it as such, we believe it to be, demonstrably, what
we have said?nothing more, nothing less. The
question then comes up?how does ilpropose ac-
complishing its purposes? It wants power, plun-
der, office, success. llow does it propose to get
them? We answer-by supporting the Adminis-
tration. What that involves, is really the great
paramount inquiry, upon the solution of whichdepends the claim of "the UNION Party" of Mary-
land to the support of the honest and patriotic cit-
izens of the Slate.

Can any one doubt, now, what the policy of
the Administration is? No sane man can, cer-
tainly. When Mr. LINCOLN, on the 15th of April
called out seventy-five thousand men to "enforce
"the laws" and "suppress unlawful combina-

the Mayor of this city on April 21st, that he
wanted the troops for "the defence of the capital"
only?positively for nothing else. On the 22dof April, Mr. SEWARD wrote to Governor HICKS,
in equally explicit language? "The force now
"sought to be brought through Maryland is intended
'/or nothing but the defence of this capital." Regi-
ments accordingly crowded on, uninterruptedly,
by the score, and the capital was soon made safe
against all dangers, real or imagined. Of a
sudden, on the 3d of May, wi'hout any new inter-vening cause, another proclamation appeared
calling out forty thousand men for the navy andregular army, and over forty thousand more toserve in the nnlitia for three years. The procla-
mation itself announced the purpose of this enor-
mous levy. It was no longer for defence, or forthe capital; it was "for the preservation of the"National Union, by the suppression of the in-
surrectionary combinations" existing "in seve-
"ral State-s." Not to leave the nutter in
doubt, Mr. SEWARD put forth to the public on the
very day of its date, his letter to Mr. DAYTON, of
May 4'h, wherein he stripped his policy of all
pretences and disguises. He scoffed?scoffer that

The opposing ho-.ts are now already in the field,
and any hour may bring to us the tidings that the
pious vows of Mr. DAVIS and his supporters have
been answered?nay, that the Government lias
not only stricken borne, but has been stricken
back. The shades of any evening may close
the light of any morning may dawn?upon a
battle-ficid, which shall be a memory of woe to
generation after generation.

Are the men of Maryland ready to help this
conflict on? We speak not to office-hunters liun-
gering for place. We make no appeal to
demagogues, rabid with vindictiveness and cor-
rupted aud goaded by ambition. We address our-
selves to honest and patriotic men, whatever be
their political feelings and convictions, who are
not blinded by wickedness and passion or smit-
ten with hate to their kind. I)o they believe that
they can bring back the Confederate States to the
UNION they have left, by invading their soil and
slaughtering their people? Do they think they
can subjugate five millions of brave men, or hold
them in subjugation if conquered? Do they be-
lieve tlftt the success of the* Administration, in
conquering the South, if il were possible, would
leave a relic of free government cither North or
South? Not a battle has yet been fought?the
policy of the Administration has not yet been
two months disclosed?the Administration itself
has been but three months in power?and already
tlie empire of "military necessity" has been pro-
claimed aud established, and there is not a con-
stitutional guaranty of individual right and lib-
erty which has not been stricken down with con-
tempt. The laws are throttled?the courts are
paralyzed?the arbitrary will and pleasure of the
camp has been substituted for the laws and the
Constitution. Do rational, sane men believe that
Ibis usurpation will be arrested by their giving it.
the rein and urging it on? Do they think that
military despotism will grow less absolute, in pro-
portion as it grows more powerful? If they can
comprehend neither civilization nor humanity, so
far U3 the South is concerned, cau they not appre-
ciate the future iliat awaits themselves? Have they
not read even to their children the old fable of the
horse, who allowed himself to be mounted, in
order to hunt his enemy the deer, and was him-
self ridden, forever after, with whip and spur?

These are the aspects which the platform of the
"Union party" in Maryland presents to us. These
are the momentous questions which it raises, and
which every man who answers now in the interest
ol war, as well as the Government which wages
war, must cxpc-ct to answer hereatter iu retribu-
tion aud sorrow.

Mr. 11. AT INTER DAVIS having determined to
take sides with Mr. LINCOLN and his partv, has
after his accustomed fashion, come to the conclu-
sion that itis his business to defend every act and
motive of his allies. Be has, therefore, set him-
self resolutely to work to find excuses for all the
illegal and arbitrary proceedings which the Presi-
dent has initiated within the brief period which
has elapsed since he swore to uphold the Consti-
tution anil the laws. Mr. DAVIS litis exhausted
all the arguments which his ingenuity could sug-
gest to demonstrate the propriety and lega'ily of
Mr. LINCOLN'S course; and when forced to admit
that at least one act of the Administration lias
been in flagrant and palpable violation of the
Constitution, he has boldly sustained that unau-
thorized usurpation by pleading the neceesity of
the case. He concedes that the President had no
right to increase the army and navy without the
consent of Congress, but he is perfectly willingto
overlook that despotic exercise of power. Now
that he has identified himself with Mr. LINCOLN'S
cause, he is ready to sustain him, whether the
measures to which the Administration resort be
right or wrong. He is content that the President
shall make war without the authority of Con-
gress; that he shall convert the army of the United
States into a posse comilahts; that he shall'subject

?the people to military rule at his discretion; that
lie shall wield the sword at his own pleasure.
AV hat Mr. DAVIS thought of such proceedings
when he was iu opposition to the Administration,
may be seen in Ihe following extract of the speech
which he delivered in the Assembly Rooms on the
27th of last September. At that time his patriotic
sensibilities bad been so shocked, and his constitu-
tional convictions had been so outraged by the
arbitrary tendencies of Mr. BUCHANAN'S Adminis.
tration, that his virtuous and consistent soul was
fired with irrepressible indignation. AVe pre3en t
our readers with an extract from his speech on
that occasion, and leave them to contrast his
present views with those he held but a few short
months ago.

1 RESIDENT DAVIS' FIRST LEVKE IN RICHMOND.?
President Davis' first levee at Richmond was giv-
en on Thursday. The Examiner says:

The citizens of Richmond, of all classes, congre-gated to the number of several thousands to paytheir respects to the President, and to have thepleasure of shaking hands with him. There was
no lormal introduction or courtly displav. Many
of the citizens were acquainted with the distin-guished man at the bead of the Government, and
they introduced those who were not acquainted
with him. The bearing of the President and man-
ner of reception were dignified and simple, so thatthe humblest as well as the highest felt at ease.
There was, evidently, a heart-felt respect for Pres-
ident Davis, and a sense of gratification on wit-
nessing this, the first public ceremony indicating
Richmond as the seat of Government. It was in-
teresting to see such a large assemblage of all
classes; the rich, beautiful, and fashionable ming-
ling with those in the humblest walks of life, andwas illustrative of our institutions.

Mrs. George Wythe Munford, in the absence of
Mrs. Letcher, stood by the side of the President to
introduce ladies.

those who have heretofore ridiculed the idea of the
South sustaining itself during the existing crisis.They will serve, too, to rebut
tions and false assertions, so industriously dis-
seminated by the Northern press, that the "Southis too dependent on the Ninth to protract the pres-
ent efforts for INDEPENDENCE, and must soon bestarved into submission, if not orerpowered by nu-merical strength.

1. Area. ?The Northern States contained 111,-
981.673 acres ot land, of which more than one-half
(57,755,308 acresj were improved. The South had
"" I,rea 190,270,734 acres-less than one third
(60,305,501 acres) of which were improved. The
North averages an inhabitant to every 8 33 acres,
while the South shows but one to every 20.67 acres.

2. Wheat. ?This cereal entering largely into
home consumption and foreign export, shall lie
first treated of. The South produced 27 911,381
bushels, or exceeding more than one-fonrth of theproduct of all the States bv 2,785.510 bushels,
yielding to each inhabitant 4.35 bushels, while themore extended wheat-growing districts of the North
yielded only 536 bushels to each inhabitant. Ma-
ryland and Virginia produced within 15 077 bush-
els as much as the six New England States, New
York and lowa. South Carolina alone produced
within 14,017 bushels as much as all the New Eng-
land States, averaging 3% bushels to each inhab-
itant, the others only % of a bushel.

Corn. ?A cereal cultivated more generally in
every State, will more plainly demonstrate not only
the superior fertilitybut the capacity of the South-
ern States. The production South was 340,247,770
bushels, or very nearly 50 per cent, of the aggre-
gate product of all the States?exceeding by 100,-
029,129 bushels, or 44 per cent., the whole product
ot the North?yielding 5% bushels per improved
acre, and 54.40 bushels to each inhabitant, while
the yield North was only 4}4 bushels per improved
acre, and to each inhabitant 18 05 bushels. Geor-
gia, Alabama and Mississippi, (three SouthernStates) exceeded, bv 8,352,001 bushels, the aggre-
gate of all the Northeastern States, New York
New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Michigan, lowa, Wis-
consin, and California (thirteen Northern States).
Virginia, North and South Carolina exceeded the
same thirteen States 0.538,210 bushels. Louisiana
produced more than all the New England States.
The live largest corn-producing Southern States,
(Virginia, Georgia, Kentucky, Tennessee and Mis-
souri,) exceeded the live largest corn producing
Northern States (New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio,
Illinois and Indiana) 5 117,113 bushels, the former
yielding nearly 5% bushels per improved acre, and
nearly 50 bushels to each inhabitant; the latter 5
bushels per improved acre, and 22)J bushels to
each inhabitant. Texas, a comparatively new and
unsettled country then, exceeded 72.40S bushels
the combined productions of New Hampshire, Mas-
sachusetts and Connecticut.

if.ye, Hurley and Outs. ?The two first are rarely-
exported, but chiefly consumed at the North, in the
manufacture of spirituous and malt liquors. Of tie
14,188.030 bushels of rye produced, fully 7* are
grown in the North; and of the 5,107,016 bushels of
barley, only 161,008 bushels, or 3 percent., is produ-
ced South. Oats, like all other artificial grasses, are
more cultivated in those sections where the severity
and duration of the cold requires the cattle to be
housed and cared for. We consequently find that theNorth produces very nearly (00.500.371 bushels)
of the entire crop. The productions ot souie of the
Southern States, however, will compare favorably
with Northern States. \ irginia, lor instance, with
an improved area of 10 360.135 acres, produced
10,179,045 bushels, or 734 522 bushels more than
lowa and the New England States, with an aggre-
gate area of 11,975.270 improved acres. South Car-olina produced more by 14,421 bushels than Ver-
mont, the largest oat producing State ir, NewEngland, or 183.028 bushels more than New Hamp-
shire aud Massachusetts together.

Potatoes. ?ln the estimate of this article, Irish
and sweet potatoes are combined, and the resultwill doubtless make many open their eves who
have heretofore looked to' the North as the chief
point for supplies. Of the 104,055,980 bushels?tie
lot ilproduct of the United States?the yield Southwas 44,837,380 bushels, or about 43 per cent, near-ly seven bushels to each inhabitant. The vield'iVorthwas 50,030,118 bushels, not quite littv-sevon per
cent.,and to each inhabitant bushels. Georgia
raised 102,383 bushels more titan Maine and Mas
saehusetts together, or 237.210 bushels more thanennsylvania, Rhode Island and California com-bined, or within 104.000 bushels as much as the ag-
gregate ot Michigan, Indiana and Illinois. Geor-gia, North Carolina, Alabama and Mississippi pro-
duced within 26,208 bushels as much as all ttic NewEngland States, Michigan, Wi-consin ami lowa.Peas and ISeans. ?'l lie. yield South was7,037,211 bushels, or nearly 83 per cent, of the en-tire product ol the United States, averaging to
each inhabitant nearly 1 1-5 bushels, while (he av-erage to each inhabitant North is not quite ' 3 peck,
lite one State of North Carolina produces 41,787bushels more than all the Northern States together.
Further comparisons would be useless.

Rice.? With the exception of 500 11)3. produced
in lowa, the balance, 215,312 210 lbs., was entirely
the production of Southern States?nearly three-
fourths produced by South Carolina alone.Sugar. ?Carte sugar is solely produced in theSouth, and amounts to 247,581,000 lbs. ; hut asmaple sugar is largely produced in the North, it is
proper to combine the two kinds, that a fair comparison in the production of sugar in the two sec-
tions may be ascertained. The aggregate produc-
tion of maple sugar was 34,240,880 lbs. The vieldSouth was 240,G00 657 lbs., or more than seven-eighths of the entire crop, averaging to each inhab-
itant nearly 39 lbs., while the average to each in-habitant North was less than iy. lbs. Louisiana
ah ne produced more than 13 lOtbs of the entirecron.

Molasses. ?The yield was 12,700,006 "aliens tothe entire United States. The outh produced12,144,0(0 gallons, or very nearly 90 per cent , av-
eraging to each inhabitant 1 3-16 gallons, while but3 pints was the average to each inhabitant North.Georgia and Florida together made 17,725 gallons
more than the entire North, Louisiana producing
nearly seven-eighths of the total crop.

Products of Orchards and Market Gardens. In
the consideration of these items, it is proper to ob-
serve that the populous cities of the North afford
considerable profit to the cultivators of orchards
and market gardens, vastly more so than at theSouth, where large cities are few, and where also
tropical fruits abound which are not brought intothis estimate. Of §12,093,256, the aggregate valueof these articles in the United States, the Southproduced §2,733,187, or about 21 percent, averag-
mg to each inhabitant about 43 cents, while theNorth averaged 75 cents to each inhabitant.

Putter. The production South was about 21 per
cent. (67,171,400 lbs.) of the aggregate of this arti-cle, averaging about W/, lbs. to each inhabitant-while that of the North was lbs. to each in-
habitant.

Horses, Asses and Mules. ?Of this class of livestock, the South exceeded the North 270,163 or '-3
more. Virginia, Georgia, Kentucky and Tennes-
see had almost as many (1,220,823) of this stockits \urk, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Mich-
igan, Wisconsin, lowa and California, and all theNew England States together (1,232,914); Georgia
and South Carolina had more than all the NewEngland States, New Jersey, lowa and California.Working Oxen and Milch Cows ?The North had4 388,508, the South 3 040 948-difference in lav.,-
of the North 738,650.
