Captain Sheridan; company K, Captain
Sykes accompanied by a hand numbering twenty
pieces with eleven heavily loaded baggage wa-
gons, left their barracks in the first ward at four
o'clock ibis afternoon and marched to the railroad
statioi, where they took passage, so the men said,
for Ciambersburg.

for the protection of Union men there. Three hun-
dred stand of arms and ammunition arrived at Han-
nibal from St. Louis on Wednesday for tbe use of
the Union Home Guard. Col. Boerustein denies
having resigned.

Affairs at PliiHippi.
CINCINNATI, June 7.?Colonel Kelly is better and

hopes continue to be indulged ot his recovery. The

HALLIISTOWN, June 7. ?An advance brigade of

Fedeial troops under 1 Col. Thomas, reached Green-
castle, thirteen miles south of Chambersburg, to-
day. This column is expected to reach here by
to-nxrrow night.

Foir brigades are being pushed forward rapidly.
The Irst column will probably encamp at the Fair
Grouids, one mile below here, on the Williams-
port toad.

Amther column will push an southward.
Thtre is great delight among the Union men at

this point at the advance ot the Federal troops.
Everything looks like a decisive action within and
on tle Maryland side of the Potomac. The Con-
federate pickets still occupy a position opposite
WiMiamsport.

The news from the Ferry to-day is, that the Con-
federates have had Shepherdstown bridge mined,
ready to blow it up, for a fortnight past. Shep-
berdstown is ten miles west of Harper's Ferry.
The Latost from Harper's Ferry?Readiness

for mi Attack?-.Jefferson Davis Expected.
FREDERICK, Juiie 7.?An intelligent and reliable

gentleman just from Harper's Ferry reports a com-
plete ttate of preparation for attack, .which is
eagerly expected there. The indications are all
against any intended evacuation of the post.?
Troopi were constantly arriving in companies and
in sqiads. Fifteen hundred reached there last
night, apparently from the interior of Virginia,
and five companies, of about 600 meD, arrived
while he was there.

Ha also noted the arrival of several squads ot
recruits. Provisions were abundant and the men
cheertul. The strictest discipline is maintained,and
my informant was onlv.permitted to enter the town
under a jjuard and to speak to any of the soldiers
in the presence of the officers who accompanied
him. Pickets extended for some distance iu the di-
rection of Pennsylvania.

Six or eight deserters from the Federal camp at
Chambersburg reached Harper's Ferry yesterday
evening, and several on the'day previous. Their
arrival created much merriment in view of the re-
ported desertions from the Confederate camp, and
which were pronounced whollyuntrue. Nothing
was heard by him of the prevaleuce of sickness in
the cauip.

President Davis is expected there to-morrow,
when he will review the whole body of troops
there stationed, which an officer stated to my in-
formant numbers about 10,000.

From Fortress Monroe.

Hie steamer Adelaide, of the Bay Line, arrived
yesterday morning from Fortress Monroe. The
news contains but little interest. The Harriet Lane

is lying at the side of the Cumberland in the sickly
condition in which she returned from her mission
of discovery on Wednesday last. Among the pas-
sengers who came up is Capt. Brocdon, of the
Prussian bark Albertine, and eleven of hist crew.
This bark was wrecked some two weeks since off
Cape Henry, and the captain and crew have been
in the village of Hampton since. Col. Joseph See-
ger was also a passenger. It is on this gentieman's
farm that the troops are encamped, and he is on
his way to Washington to Bee the government in
regard to the occupation. The naval brigade, or
at. least those who still remain, most of them having
returned to New York, are in a very destitute con-
dition, and Captain Merrill, of Company Fof the
brigade, came up for the purpose of visiting Wash-
ington, to see if the condition of his men cannot be
improved. On Thursday the Fourth Regiment of
Artillery, of New York, arrived, and took up a
position near the fortress.

FORTRESS MONROE, June G, P.M. ?The steamer
Alabama has just arrived with Hawkins' Regiment

from New York.
Another regiment is hourly expected, and will

proceed to Newport-News.
The Naval Brigade is fast diminishing. Some

two hundred have returned to New \r ork, and

nearly as many have enlisted in other regiments
now here. Those of the Brigade who refuse to la-

facetiously called "Butler's Coast Guard."
The Kan-boat Quaker City brought up another

valuable prize, arid the Harriet Lane also captured
a small sloop last night.

A steamer arrived here to-day under a flag of
truce from Norfolk with a large number of refu-
gees.

An important military movement is on the point
of execution, of which it would be imprudent now
to speak particulary.

A<lllin Creek.
An eye-witness of the fight informs us that but

two guns of the upper battery were used by the
Virginians, and that the guns from the lower bat-
tery were only used when the steamers were within
range. There was no one hurt with the exception
of one person, who was bruised on the hand Irom asplinter. A gallant chicken-cock met an untimely
death. The i'av. nee was considerably damaged,
and a raft was alongside her, on which were men
making repairs.

Message of Gov. Berry, of New Hampshire.
CONCORD, N. 11., .June 6.?Governor Berry deliv-

ered his message to the Legislature to day. He
calls immediate attention to measures that shall
aid the General Government iri resisting tbe rebel-
lion waged against our institutions, and trusts that
New Hampshire w ill be behind none of her sister
States in the appropriation of men and money for
the purpose. He recommends the organization of
at least one regiment for every county in the State,
to be thoroughly drilled and equipped for service
at the call of the Legislature.

Advance to Ilagers town.
CIIAMBERSBURU, Fa., June 6. ?C01. Thomas, of the

regular cavalry, has been appointed a Brigadier-
General, and is to make the advance to-morrow

morning. His force will consist of his own four
companies of cavalry, the Philadelphia City Troop,
Captain Doubleday's Artillery, the Twenty-third
Regiment, Colonel Dare, and the Sixth Regiment,
Colonel Nagle. The first movement will be made
to Greencastle, ten miles on the way to Hagers-
town; thence to Hagerstown, and wherever else
service may be required; say to Williamsport and
on the Southern force of Col. Allen, at Falling
\V aters.

A Secession Camp Dispersed by Federal
Troops in Kentucky.

CAIRO, Illinois, June 7.?A secession camp at
Ellicott's Mills, in Kentucky, ten miles distant
from this place, has been dispersed by two com-
panies sent thither by Gen. Prentiss.

Col. Wicklitte protested against the act as an
invasion ot the soil of Kentucky, to which General
Prentiss said in reply that tbe act had been
prompted by a letter claiming protection for the
Union men there. He declared his intention also
to send troops wherever needed for the protection
of loyal citizens.

Secession Treated as a Virility.
WASHINGTON, June 7. ?The President has recog-

nized Miguel Zarngosa as Consul for Mexico at San
Antonio, Texas, thu* continuing the policy of treat-
ing secession as a nullity.

Thos. B. Arden, of New York, has been appoint-
ed Paymaster of the Army. Also, Adam D. Stew-
art to fill a vacancy.

Aflairs at Harper's Ferry.

As we find it difficult, if not impossible to obtain
news Himet from TUrner'. Werrj- we have to

take such as reaches us in a roundabout way. A
Volunteer writes from that place, under date of
the 30th ult., to the Louisville Courier a letter,
from which we extract the following:

We still remain here in a very passive state,
quietly awaiting the approach ofthe enemy. From
all indications the Northern troops are coming
upon us by several different approaches, hoping to
sui round us aDd prevent our being reiniorced. This
place is accessible from the north and south by
the Baltimore and Ohio liailroad, bath ends of
which are in possessions of Lincoln. The railroad
frotn Washington to Loudoun county comes with-
in twenty miles of us from the southwest, and that
is held by the enemy. From Chambersburg, J'a.,
Hagerstotvn and Frederick, Md., we are but a short
distance, and at each of these points the Northern
troops are, or willbe, concentrated inlarge num-

bers. Our only route of communication with the
outside world is in a western direction, through
Winchester and the Mantissas Junction, and to-
wards tile latt r place the federal troops are rapid-
ly advancing. Should they succeed in obtaining
possession of that important point, we shall be
completely hemmed in; but I know no beUer place
to re-enact Thermopylae than Harper's Ferrv.

Despite the rapid approach of a momentous" crisis
in our destinies, we continue to enjoy ourselves.
Ours is not a humdrum existence by any means.
We have amusement in abundance, simple though
it be: but then our tastes are plain and unambitious.
At night there can be heard from every section of
the camp the gentle breath of music?now from a
brass band that recalls us to homo and home de-
lights, as "My Old Kentucky Home" floats upon
the breeze, concluding withthe inevitable "Dixie,"
that 1 have learned to admire, since it needs must
be that we keep step to that music when the day
of battle arrives. Then there are songs, and the
plaintiff accompaniement of the guitar to "Annie
Laurie" and other blessed melodies?thrice blessed
because they are twined about our innermost hearts
with fond memories of the past.

Tile Batteries at Aquia Creek?Affairs at Al-
-Cllioil Meeting.

ALEXANDRIA, June 7.?The U. S. steamer Reli-
ance arrived off this harbor about noon to-day, and
transferred the Lieutenant commanding to the
Washington steamboat. She brings news from
Fort Washington that four slaves had sought re-
fuge there from Virginia, who state that the Con-
federates at Aquia Creek have so far only used rifle
field pieces, which they have used at various points
?changing them according to the fire of the U. S.
vessels. They have not yet used their battery of
four 32-pounders, which is masked behind an old
fish-house, outside the range of the vessels' guns.

A yawl-boat which has been carrying letters be-
tween Maryland and Virginia, has been captured.
The fugitives had been engaged throwing up earth-works.

From the confidence expressed by the inhabitants
here, there is not much fear of an attack from the
enemy at present.

There is not much doubt about General Beaure-
gard being at Manassas Junction.

A private meeting of Union men, to the number
of about thirty-five, was held here last night at the
Marshall House, and was addressed by W. C. Par-
sons, ot Washington.

Major Whiting, the engineer incharge of the for-
tifications and defensive works here, has suspended
operations until Gen. Davis examines our means of
defence. In the construction of the batteries that
silenced Fort Sumter, Major Whiting acted as Chief
Engineer under Gen. Beauregard.

Yesterday two ladies leached here from Balti-
more. One of them attired herself in two full suits
of uniform, over which she wore her appropriate
female garb, while the other lady concealed beneath
her crinoline twenty-five thousand percussion caps,
which are ol nestimahle value to us just now.

The only sickness at the post is confined to the
Mississippians, among whom there are over 140
cases ot measles.

To-day forty-eight met at the same place, and
nominated Henry R. Martin and James T. Chase,
delegates to the Wheeling Convention. The lead-
ers in this movement expect to receive seventy-five
signatures to an address th that Convention.

The Michigan regiment band is now serenading
Col. Heintzleman.

The flag brought bv the Third Infantry from
Texas will be to-morrow hoisted over the Quarter-
master's Department, when a great jollification is
expected.

The Provost Marshal, Captain Medlar, has re-
called his prohibition of the proposed publication
of a newspaper here by the soldiers. The first
number will appear on Monday.

It is reported that the Federal and Confederate
pickets are gradually approaching each other on
the Fairfax road.

The Steamer Merriinnck.
LOUISVILLE, June 7.?A Norfolk despatch to the

Atlanta Confederacy says the Merrimack has been
raised, and her machinery found to be uninjured.?
She willbe ready tor sea by Friday.

Progress of Events near Harper's Perry.
CHAMBERSHCHG, June fi.?Capt. MeMulliri's Ran-

gers have been attached to Captain Doubleday's
command. Lieutenant Porter, of the regular army,
is ActiDg Quartermaster, and Lieutenant Hall, of
Fort Sumter memory, is Acting Commissary.

Captain Doubleday's battalion will be in advance,
and the movement most certainly begins to-mor
row. Another company of regular infantry will
arrive in the morning. Nothing but the inclement
weather for the past few days has delayed the
movement to-day.

Two New York regiments, from Eltnira, will ar-
rive within the next two days, and cannon, to arm
Captain Doubleday's company, are expected every
hour. At least two fullbatteries willbe sent.

All news concerning the proposed advance of
troops is strictly prohibited. The commanders of
the several troops are all eager to advance, and are
elated with the idea of meeting the enemy very
soon.

Colonel Dare's regiment was inspected to-day,
prior to marching. The Seventh, Eighth and
Tenth Pennsylvania Regiments were inspected yes-
terday.

ArmyMovements?No Advance Vet on Fair-
fax Court House.

WASHINGTON, June 7. ?The numerous rumors
put in circulation since Saturday last of a march
of Federal troops upon Fairfax Court House are
without foundation. No changes have been made
excepting in the position of regiments on the de-
fensive works in the course of construction. The
troops labor hard during the day and sleep souridlv
at night, disturbed only by an occasional exchange
of shots between their guards and the Virginia
scouts. The Federal troops farthest in advance, is
a force of several companies of the Second Cavalry,
the senior officer of which is Captain Brackett,
who has seen much service and established a high
character for vigilance.

The Railroad Convention at Ilarrishurg.
HARRISBURG, June 5.?A Convention, composed

of officers of various railroad companies in this
State, met at this city yesterday afternoon, and af-
ter a consultation with the State authorities, it
was determined that in the transportation of
troops, provisions, munitions of war, Ac., an abate-
ment ot 33 per cent, should be made upon the
usual charges. It was also arranged ihat the acate-
ment should be made on all the billsfor transporta-
tion ot troops and war supplies since the breaking
out of the war.

Blockade of Charleston and Mobile.
LOUISVILLE, June 7.?The Charleston Courier, of

tbe 4tb, received bere, says that the steamer Min-
nesota is the only vessel off' that port.

The Mobile Uerji*tcrsays that tbefederal steamer
Baltic towed the British ships Perthshire and
Bramiey Moore to sea June Ist, from Mi bile Bay,
and that that port is now clear of foreign vessels.
Antra Sent into Kentucky by the Confeder-

ates of Tennessee.
LOUISVILLE, June 7.?The Journal says that a

large quantity of arms were secretly brought from
Tennessee into Kentucky on Wednesday by tbe
Confederates.

IVexv Jersey Troops.
PHILADELPHIA, June 7.?The three New Jersey

regiments now encamped near Trenton, awaiting
their supply of clothing and equipments by the
State authorities, are fast becoming proficient in
tbe life of the soldier.

A correspondent furnishes the following to the

New Fork Time*.
A gentleman who has just returned from Knox-

ville, 4 miles from Harper's Ferry, gives me some
particulars of the movements of the Confederates
in that vicinity.

They have withdrawn all their batteries from
the Maryland side, opposite the Ferry, apparently
with a view ot concentrating their artillerv, and
having it in a position to be moved when they re-
treat.

At Berlin, seven miles from the Ferry, thev have
about a hundred and titty infantry and a hundred
cavalry guarding a bridge which crosses the river
at that place.

At Point of Rocks they have about a hundred
cavalry, and live hundred infantry, and four pieces
of artillery?six and twelve-pounders.

The main forces are at Bolivar, a place about a
mile south of the Harper's Ferry railroad bridge.
They appear to be strengthening their line from
Bolivar to Winchester.

On Monday a squad went to Williamsport and
obtained possession'of thirteen locomotive engines,
which they ran down to the Ferry and switched
ofl'on the Winchester Railroad. They also scour-
ed the country, and pressed into their service
about one hundred large four-horse wagons, such
as are used in that section of the country for the
transportation of goods.

DEAR SIR: ?When I was honored by the call made by
yourself and others to become a candidate for Congress,
I thought that my firm ami habitual loyalty to the Union,
mv equally uncomproinisiug opposition both to Secession
and tin' Republican party, my sympathy for the rights
and int-rests of the South, my friendly relations to its
public men, my birth place, education, tastes and asso-
ciations ?that these considerations, with your partiality,
had probably indicated me as worthy of confidence as a
representative of pence and compromise in the next Con-
gress of the United States.

Aware of the trials, vexations and responsibility of be-
ing at this sad period a Representative of Baltimore, I

have not sought for so undesirable an honor; and not-
withstanding the value Iplace upon such a mark ofcon

fidence as your nomination confers, I assure you I would
at once decline to be a candiate if it was expected that I
should add to the difficulties of the situation by giving
any pledges to bind my votes or public conduct. I can-
not consent to do this.

To hind your representative may wholly destroy his
usefulness, and in my judgment he is not fit to be such
who cannot now be trusted for his dispositions and char-
acter. While I declare myself as firm and faithful a sup
porter of our Constitutional Union as any citizen. I yet
spurn all political association with those who find their
loyalty to consist in an adherence either to a sectional
or an aggressive party which, on the one side maintain-
ing "an irrepressible conflict,*' originated our national
troubles, and on the other by Secession assailed the in-
tegrity of our Union, and then recklessly vied with each
other in rejecting the most beneficent compromises.

Belonging to neither of these sectional parties, which
have plunged our great and happy people into all the
horrors of civil war, but sternly opposed to both, I am
fully aware of the difficulties that willsurround me as a
mediator, if elected. Yet, in such an event, I shall
try to perform the grave responsibilities of so sacred an
office with an unfaltering trust in the favor of the Al-
mighty. anil a return ofreason and patriotism among our
countrymen. And 1 willnever cease to hope and believe
thatpeace, conciliation and compromise will, as hereto-
fore, proce the hallowed instruments of our national
safety and happiness.

I profess an unconditional reverence for and obedience
to the principles and authority of our Federal Constitu
tion, which having created our Union of States is alone
competent to maintain it.

For my reply to your first question, I must be allowed

to repeat the following, quoted from my letter of the 14th
May, authorizing my nomination: "By a compromise

"amending our Constitution I can yet see the paths of
"peace, which, with the favor of Heaven, I intend always
"to point out to my countrymen and for myself most
'faithfully to follow them '' "The geographical position
"of Maryland requires her Representatives to hold the olive
4 branch rather than the sword, and this is her honor as
"well as her interest."*

"We ought upon this point to he a united people." "I
"have ever sternly opposed the platform ofprinciples and
44 hostile jtolicy of the Republican party, and ever wilL
"with an uncompromising spirit , believing it to be a sec-
tional and aggressive party."

Do uot these explicit declarations place me on the side
of peace, ami compromise , and against those who prefer
military coercion and a desolating war? Being unable to
perceive any error or obscurity in this statement ofmy
position, I can see no reason toalter it.

For my reply to your second question, J cannot hesi-
tate a moment to regard the act of the Federal Adminis-

tration in suspending the privilege of the writof habeas
corpus in a State like ours, which has not seceded, or
whose people are not arrayed in any rebellion, but who
have ever been and arc generally loyal, as plainly subver-
sive of the most sacred principles of the Constitution-
anil while the judicial authorities of the United States
are here in the full enjoyment of all their functions, with

increased facilities by the presence of an army, there can-
not b a more flagrant oppression than arrests committed
by military power, followed by imprisonment in a Fort
without examination or trial, or the transportation of the
citizen, who may le the victim of some irresponsible in-
former, beyond the limits ofhis State, and the jurisdic-
tion of that tribunal which it IB his Constitutional right to
claim.

Anfl these oppressions onlybecome the more intolera-
ble as they are said to be directed or sanctioned by the
Executive authorities at Washington. We must never
forget that it is the highest duty of the citizen of the
Lnitcd States at all times firmly to resist such encroach-
ments of power it he would preserve the liberties secured
by the Constitution of his country. With a loyal heart,
"perpetual vigilance is the price of safety."

As a citizen who has from the first asserted, and will
to the last assert, on grounds of principle ami patriotic
duty, a devoted loyalty to the Constitution, the Union
and Government of his country?and for the sake of these
?I earnestly protest against all irregular or arbitrary
acts ofpower against our people, and respectfully remind
those in authority that it is a precious principle of re-
publican government, as declared in our Maryland Bill
of Rights, that "The doctrine of non-resistance against
"arbitrary power and oppression is absurd, slavish and
"destructive of the good and happiness of mankind "

inquiry,and trusting that this statement ofviews may
prove satisfactory to yourself and others who share in
your kind wishes for my success and confidence in me
and my position,

CITY INTELLIGENCE.

Friday appears to be a particularly eventful day
in the annals of the Lincoln war. On Friday the
war was inaugurated at Fort Sumter, on Friday
constitutional order for an increase of the array
was issued, on Friday the Massachusetts men
were repulsed in Baltimore, on Friday the Monti-
cello retired from Sewell's Point, on Friday Ells-
worth was killed, on Friday the unsuccessful at-
tack on Aquia Creek was made, and now, finally,
on Friday the Union sticks inthe mud. Yesterday
a schooner was procured and brought to the wharf
at Locust Point, for the purpose of shipping the
big gun "Union" to Fortress Monroe. A squad of
soldiers, over fifty in number, together with a num-
ber of laborers, were engaged in removing the gun
from the wharf to the schooner. Timbers and
ropes, which were deemed amply secure, were run
from the wharf to the schooner,"and the Union par-
ty went heartily to work. While the "gun" was
midway between the wharf and the schooner, the
timbers suddenly gave way, the party was scatter-
ed, and the "institution," breech foremost, went

to the bottom, in fourteen feet of water and an un-
known quantity of mud. One of the soldiers was
thrown, head foremast, into the basin, but being
unwilling to sink or swim with the "Union," was
rescued by his companions.

MOST OCTRAQEOIS CONDUCT.?The conduct of the
soldiers stationed at the Relay House for the pur-
pose of keeping a surveillance over the trains pass-
ing over the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad, are per-
forming their work in the most insolent and shame-
less manner. On Thursday they entered the cars,
in which, among other passengers, was a young
lady of the highest respectability. They insolent-
ly approached her and in the grossest manner ex-
amined her person. On the same day a squad of
soldiers from the Relay camp visited a dwelling
in the vicinity, in search of arms. There were no
male persons at home, and on demanding arms, one
of the ladies told them there were none in the
house. This, however, did not satisfy them. A
guard was placed at the door of the house, and the
soldiers entered. They ransacked every part of
the house, examined drawers, the locks of some of
which they burst open. A lady, whose husband
was in the city, was in bed, having been confined a
few days previous, and when the soldiers were
about entering her room, the nHrse informed them
of the condition of the lady, assured them there
were no arms in the apartment, and begged that
they would not enter the room. They, however,
carried out their purpose, entering the room and
made the examination. There were no arms found.

ARRIVAL OP MORH NORTHERN TROOPS.?The Nine"
teenth Regiment of New York volunteers, under
command of Col. John IS. Clark, yesterday morn-
ing arrived in this city from Elmira, en route for
Washington. These men, numbering 780, are
mostly from Auburn and vicinitv. They were en-
listed in response to President Lincoln's first pro-
clamation, to serve three months, but they subse-
quently enlisted for two years, under Gov. Morgan,
of New York. They proceeded to Camden station,
where they were seated in twenty-nine cars, which
had been prepared for their transportation to
Washington. The same crowd was present which
has witnessed the arrival and departure of the vari-
ous regiments which have heretofore passed through
this city from the North. About half-past one
o'clock there arrived by the Philadelphia railroad
the Third Regiment of Maine volunteers, Colonel
Volney E. Howard. They passed on to Washing-
ton.

A RUFFIAN SOLDIER. ?On Thursday evening Mr.
John Elliott was standing infront of his home on
Caroline street, near Bank street, when a soldier
named Callahan approached him and struck him
several sound blows. The soldier was arrested bv
otlicer Nelson and taken to the Eastern district
police station. Yesterday morning Justice Griffin
committed him to jail, but while the officer was
taking him to that institution he slipped bis hand-
cuffs and made his escape to the Patterson Park
camp. Captain Stockton,of the police, went to the
camp and informed Colonel Mnrebead of the affair,
when that officer ordered Callahan out of the ranks,
and under a guard marched him to the police sta-
tion and delivered him up. Callahan was sent to
jail.

TIIE CASE OF MR. W. S. ANDERSON. ?This gentle-
man, whose arrest by Federal troops at the Relay
House on Wednesday last has heretofore been no
ticed, was yesterday brought to this city in charge
of a Deputy Marshal. A hearing of his case was
had before U. S. Commissioner Hannan, when Mr.
Anderson was released on bail in the sum of $4,000
to appear at a further examination on Monday
next. Win. H. Young, Esq., appeared on the part
of Mr. Anderson. The information which prompted
the arrest of Mr. A. we are informed was furnished
by William F. Larrabee,- of this city, who obtained
it from personal conversation with Mr. A., with
whom he was on most intimate terms.

conspiracy for the destruction of the Union result-
ing in the current civil war.

The above we find in the Washington Star of

Thursday. The correspondent of the New York
Times furnishes further particulars as follows:

The examination of seized despatches is now pro

greasing. Some curious developments are being
made?for among them is found a despatch from
Mr. Harvey, our lately appointed Minister to Por-

tugal, notifying the Government of South Carolina
of the fitting nut of the fleet for the reinforcement
of Fort Sumter, and of its destination. It is found
that Mr. Harvev's despatch was the first reliable
information the rebels had of the magnitude and
destination of the expedition. Mr. Harvey is a na-

tive of South Carolina, but for years A resident of
Philadelphia, and an editor of the Philadelphia
/forth American. For many years he was the Wash-
ington correspondent of the New York Tiibune,
and he was appointed to the Portugal mission, be-
cause of his professed devotion to the Free Soil
party. He mast be recalled. This creates vacan-
cies in two of our missions.

LONDON CORRESPONDENCE.
We clip the following extracts from the corres-

pondence of the New York Herald:
LONDON, May 25.?Would any one believe that a

paper that claims to be the leading journal of the
world, a journalpublished in the last half of the
nineteenth century, and in the virtuous and decor-
ous reign of good Queen Victoria, would utter sen-
timents so atrocious as has the Times lately ? I
trust that the course taken by this paper willlong
be remembered. Tt is plainly to be seen and readi-
ly appreciated. At heart the British aristocracy
are jealous of the growing power of America, and
ardently desirous that it should be dismembered.

That the great house of the Rothschilds, the
noted Jew bankers, who own the Times, and have
virtually got mortgages on nearly every kingdom
and throne in Europe, dread a financial convulsion
such as the failure of a cotton crop would inevita-
bly produce; hence the direct object is to put a
stop to the war by embarrassing the Government
and securing the independence of the South.?
Every possible effort, except war itself or a loan of
money, will be resorted to to bring about tbis desir-
able end.

The Morning Post (Lord Palmorston's organl is
already preparing the public mind for a diplomat-
ic recognition of the Southern Confederacy.

A letter in the same number of the Pn'st, (22d,)
dated Boston, May 7, savs:?"The Republican party
has no capacity for government, and must be swept
out of existence in a short time; and Mr. Lincoln
stands, as did Mr. Buchanan in the last half of lus
term, without any party to support him."

The Chronicle claims to be an oracle on the sub-
the Americans. It utters ex cathedra the opinion
that the Southern slaye-owner has a higher social
position than the higher, wealthier, or more aristo-
cratic classes at the North. This will be news to
you at the North, whose merchant princes hare
ships that whiten erery sea, and whose philanthrop-
ists give away their money for beneyolent and pa-
triotic purposes by millions.

How commerce is to be affected remains to be
seen. From the proclamation of the Queen one
would almost think it unlawful to send guns, am-
munition, ships or coal to the United States for any
purpose whatever. That her Majesty's govern-
ment would be glad to see the Union dissevered,
the government hampered, and al! warlike stores
kept out the countrv?that might come from ifrit-
ish ports?is most true; but it remains to be seen
whether the shipment of such articles willbe posi-
tively forbidden. By her Majesty's proclamation,
and the recognition of the two sections of the
United States as "belligerents"?on equal terms?-
and by forbidding any and all British subjects
from extending aid to either party, either bv men,
vessels or munitions, the Confederate States have
got all the recognition they want, except an actual
reception of an ambassador.

Respecting all articles that are usually consid-
ered contraband of war, the British government
did no more nor less during the war between France
and Austria. If tniii course is not a breach of
friendship with the United States, a nation with
which we are at peace, I am no judge.

The rule and sentiment of this government seems
to be, let rebellion and anarchy thrive everywhere
except in Britain; let thrones tumble, dynasties
end, and kingdoms and States fall to pieces, and
no nation preserve its unity, its magnitude or its
strength, except that arrogant power known as
the British empire?a power that has intermeddled
in every war and every international dispute for
two hundred years. Rebellion at home is horrible,
and to be put down at all hazards; but rebellion,
confusion, treason or anarchy, in any other great
nation is "a people strnggling for their liberties,"
and their rulers should be overthrown.

THE LETTER-OF-MARQUE QUESTION.

The following communication on the subject of
letters of marque suggests points on which all the
principal merchants connected with America are
anxious to obtain some definite view :

MAT 22, 1861.
SlR ?The commercial community is at present in

the greatest uncertainty as to the consequences re-
sulting from the British government having de-
cided to concede to the Southern Confederacy of
North America the rights of belligerents. A vague
impression seems to prevail that Southern priva-
teers would have to bring their prizes into a port
of one of the seceded States in order to get them
legally condemned; and it is generally concluded
that, as the United States navy is about to estab-
lish a close blockade of all Southern.ports, priva
teers, even if thev succeeded in eluding the block-
ading vessels, and in getting to sea, would find it
next to impossible to bring their prizes into a port
for condemnation.

The best legal authorities on this subject seem,
however, to establish clearly that captains can
bring their prizes into neutral ports and have
them condemned?while lying in such neutral
ports?by prize courts sitting in the captor's
country. * * * * * *

From these extracts it would seem that, as the
law stands now, a privateer, with letters of
marque issued by Mr. Jefferson Davis, may take
his prize into any British or other neutral port
?say. in the West Indies, in the Pacific, or in
European waters, and, wtile lying there, have
her legally condemned by a prize court sitting
in Charleston, New Orleans or Mobile, the sen-
tence of such court being virtuallybinding upon
our courts.

My object in claiming space for these remarks
is to elicit some decided and' competent opinion
as to the real state of the law respecting this
very important subject, and either to allay vague
fears or show clearly the dangers we may have
to guard against.

tral ports by the Prize Court sitting in the country
of the captors? The writer supposes the case of
captures made by the privateers of the Southern
Confederacy while the ports of the South are ef-
fectively blockaded by the cruisers of the Federal
Government, rendering ingress impossible, and he
cites competent authorities to show that a South-
ern privateer, in that event, might take his prizes
into a British or South American port, and there
await the decision of the Prize Court sitting at
Charleston, New Orleans or Mobile.

Sucb appears to be the state of the law of mari-
time warfare as regards the establishment and ju-

risdiction of Prize Courts, so far as that law has

been settled by the jurists of England and America.

A CHRISTIAN REGIMENT. ?We learn that arrange-
ments are being made in this city to raise a regi-
ment which shall be Composed of members of the
various citv churches without distinction of sect or
creed. The design of the projectors of the move-
ment is to enroll a body of men who willenter the
battle-field under a deep conviction that thev fight
from principle and for the sole purpose of main-
taining right. In furtherance of this design a no-
tice detailing the plan and objects of the organiza-
tion willbe read from the desks of a number of the
c ''y churches next Sunday morning, at which time
the place chosen for the headquarters of the com-
mand will be announced. The leaders in the
movement are Horace Webster, Ll>. D., of the
Free Academy, who is a graduate of West Point,
and was formerly aD offi cer jn the United States
Army, and Edward Bayard, M. D., a well-knownpbvsician of this city, who has had some military
experience, he having at one time held a colonel'scommission in the State militia. These gentlemen

HOUSE OF DELEGATES.
FREDERICK. June 7. ? A number or local bills

were disposed of.
The bill reported by Mr. WALLIS authorizing the

Baltimore Board of Police to temporarily close all
drinking saloons, whenever necessary for the pres-
ervation of the peace of that city, was passed.

Mr. WILSON reported a hill relative to the inspec-
tion and weighing of loose hay and straw brought

to Baltimore in wagons or other vehicles. Passed.
The bill reported bv Mr. WARFIELD authorizing

the Mayor and Citv Council to increase the public
debt of Baltimoresl,soo,ooo beyond ihesum now al-
lowed by Uw, and to issue bonds to inetthe increase
excited a lengthy and animated debate. Mr. Mou-
FITT,of Baltimore,opposed the bill on the ground that
the City of Baltimore was already burdened with
debt and would be unable to meet an augumented ob-
ligation. lie presented, as an amendment,[a proviso
that no portion of the money proposed to be raised
shall be issued for the payment of any interest upon
railroad stock or water tax, or any other debt, for
which the city is the guarantor and not the origi-
nal creator.

Messrs. Pitts, Wallis, and Gordon, of Alleghany,
vigorously opposed the amendment, contending
that its effect would be to repudiate obligations for
which Baltimore was legally and morally bound.

The amendment was rejected?ayes 5, nays 54.
The bill was then passed?aves 50, nays 7.

Mr. DENNIS, of .Somerset, offered a pream-
ble and resolutions, the former of which
recited at length that Maryland is }*et
a State in the Union, submitting peaceably to the
Federal Government, yet nevertheless the Presi-
dent has raised and quartered large standing ar-
mies upon her territory; has occupied the houses
of her citizens without their consent, and has made
the military superior to and above the civil power;
has assumed to regulate the internal policy and
government of the State; has seized upon and ap-
propriated our railroads and telegraphf; has seized
and searched our vessels; has forcibly entered
houses; has deprived our people of their arms; has
seized and transported our citizens to other States
for trial upon charges, or pretended charges; has
taken the private property of our citizens; has
caused peaceable travelers to be stopped and
their persons, trunks and papers to be searched;
has arrested and caused to be imprisoned without
any civil process whatever, the persons of our citi-
zens, and by the military power kept, and still
keeps them in confinement against, and in contempt
of, all civil process. The resolutions protest against
these acts of* the President as a gross usurpation,
and in utter violation of the Constitution. They
declare that the right of secession is not a consti-
tutional but a revolutionary right. That the Fed-
eral Government has no right, under the Constitu-
tion, to wage war against a State. That prudence
and policy demand a recognition of the Southern
Confederacy, and denounce with indignation the
suspension of the wr'\t o\ habeas corpus in the Mer-
ryman case.

The resolutions were laid over under the rule.
The resolutions of Mr. Chaplain, made the special

crder for to-day, adopting the report of the Com-
mittee on Fedeaal Relations as expressing the
policy which Maryland should pursue,and instruct-
ing the representatives of the State in Congress to
vote for the im mediate recognition of the Southern
Confederacy, were taken up.

FREDERICK, June 6th,4801.
But little business of general interest was trans-

acted in the Assembly to-day. The most import-
ant measure under consideration in the House was
the bill for the repeal of the act authorizing the

sale of the State Tobacco Warehouses, introduced
by Mr. Briscoe, of Calvert.

In the course of a lengthy colloquy upon the sub-
ject, it was stated that the act had been rushed

through the forms of legislation at the last session
with a speed which permitted no examination into

its merits; and the fact that its repeal was now
pressed with quite as much earnestness as was its
original passage, and that the sole effect of the law
up to this time, had been to involve the State in a
perhaps expensive litigation, were made the grounds
by Messrs. Brune and Gordon for recommending
greater caution in any renewed legislation upon
the subject.

Mr. Wallis, in explanation of the causes which
led to the litigation referred to, stated that under the
existing law three Commissioners were appointed
to dispose of the warehouses, two of whom oulv
bonded in compliance with the terms of the law,
the third declining to do sr.. The two Commis-
sioners entered upon the discharge of their duties,
and had duly given public advertisement of the
sale, when certain private parties?who had pre-
viously obtained from Governor Hicks the loan of
the name of the State of Maryland, in order to give
them a footing in court they would not have other-
wise possessed?applied for an injunction a few
hours before the period fixed ft r the sale, and stop-
ped further'proceedings for the disposal of the pro-
perty. The only essential question involved in the
case, which was now before the Court <f * -1k
legally perform that for which three were appoint-
ed; and the only eflVct of the repeal of the law
would be to throw the case out of the courts and to
put an end to further litigation. The State would
be put to no expense by the proceeding, for it hadbeen expressly stipulated by Governor Hicks, in
allowing the use of the name ofthe State to the
litiga'nts, that the expense of counsel employed to
represent the State of Maryland should be borne
by them.

The repeal of the bill was finally agreed to by a
vote of fifty-six to one, Mr. Chaplain, of Talbot,
constituting the "glorious minority." Messrs.
Wallis and Brune, of Baltimore, were excused
from voting; the former because of his connection
with the case as counsel for the Commissioners;
and the latter because of pecuniary interests in the
matter.

In the absence of (he Clerk of (he House, Milton
Y. Kidd, Esq.. who is quite ill, the responsible du-
ties of Chief Clerk have, by the unanimous vote of
the House, been assigned* to Thomas 11. Moore,
Esq.

The curt replies of Governor Hicks to certain in-
quiries propounded to him by trie House, though
gond-humoredly received, have evidently provoked
a feeling of positive resentment.

The retort of Mr. Wallis to the statement of the
Governor, that he had received no ofiicial intima-
tion or complaint from any source, of outrages
committed upon citizens of "Maryland by officers
of the General Government, was severely sarcas-
tic. He called for a second reading of the Execu-
tive communication, assigning as his reason for the
request that he "could scarcely believe his ears"
when first he beard the document read. He could
not comprehend the reason or the motive whieh
prompted such an assertion, when it was notorious
to the people ot the State that the Governor bad
been present, had seen with his own eyes and heard
with his own ears, all the proceedings connected
with the outrageous, arbitrary and illegal arrest of
a member ol this House by soldiers iu the service
of the United States.

A motion to lay the second communication?thatreferred to by Mr. Wallis?upon the table, was
briefly discussed, but finally abandoned, and the
two messages were referred to the Committee on

Federal Relations, of which Mr. Wallis is chair-
man.

The Message of the Governor to the Senate, in
relation to the disarming of the State military, also
created an excitement in that Chamber, and has
since led to much angry comment.

T. Parkin Scott, of Baltimore, obtained leave to
introduce a bill to pay to William Ellinger, for the
use c.f the First Light Division ot Maryland Volun-
teers, a sum of money to compensate the members
of the Division for services rendered subsequent to
the 19th of April.

Mr. H. M. Warfieid reported a billauthorizing
the city of Baltimore to increase its funded debt
$1 500,000 beyond the sum now authorized by law,
ami a bill authorizing the Mayor and City Council
to make and enforce with finss, not exceeding $lOO,

rules and regulations necessary for the good gov-
ernment of Druid Hill and Patterson Perks, and
investing the Park Commissioners with the powers
of conservators of the peace within the limits of
those places.

.Messrs. Miles, of St. Mary's, and Townsend, of
Worcester, arrived to night. The Senators
yet absent are Messrs. Dashiell, of Somerset, and
Yellott, of Baltimore. In the absence of the lat-
ter, the report of the Committee appointed to wait
upon the Montgomery Government with certain
resolutions passed by the Assembly will be made
by Gen. McKaig, of Allegany, one of the Commit-
tee.

OCCUPATION OF MARYLANDSOIL.

The following is a portion of the report presented
in the House to day by O. Horsey "in relation to
the occupation of Maryland soil.

A motion of Mr. Goldsborough, of Caroline, to
print two thousand copies of it, reduced to one
thousand upon motion of Mr. Miller,was negatived:

"The undersigned made as thorough an exami-
nation of the condition of things on the Maryland
mountain opposite Harper's Ferry as the pressure
of circumstances, and the almost inaccessible na-
ture of the mountain and its approaches, would ad-
mit of. The top of the mountain he found occu-
pied by four or five hundred Virginia troops, who
had cut down four or live acres of the small and
indifferent timber which clothes the summit of the
mountain, for the apparent purpose ot constructing
huts for their temporary shelter, and about the
same space of land had been burnthver by acci-
dental contact of the dried leaves with the camp
fires, as your Commissioner supposed. That as
soon as he had investigated all the complaints, be
returned to Richmond and reached there on
Wednesday, the 29th ult., when the authorities
were engrossed with the pressing duties arising
from the reception of the President and Govern-
ment of the Confederate States of America; that
on the evening of the 30th he had a short inter-
view with Governor Letcher, and brought to his
notice the object of his mission, and the specific
acts of aggression complained of in the entrance
upon our soil by the troops of Virginia.

"The Governor was understood to say that he
would apply to the commanding officer at Harper's
Ferry for information on the subject, and would be
prepared to reply more fullv when the report of
that officer was received, hut he begged me to
convey to your honorable body the distinct and
earnest assurance that if at any time the military
forces of Virginia should trespass upon and tem-
porarily occupy the soil of Maryland, it could only
be justified by the pressing exigency of a military
necessity in defence and protection of her own
soil from threatened or actual invasion, and cer-
tainly with no hostile intent towards the citizens of
the State of Maryland, and that any and all dam-
ages to person or property consequent upon such
alleged trespass or occupation should be fully and
liberally compensated for." 0. I'.

I mporta lit Reports from" Manassas Junction.

WASHINGTON, June 6. A genii man who arriv-
ed from Manassas .Junction this morning, states
positively that the rebels at that point number
fourteen thousand. lie says General Beauregard
is there; that he knows him, and saw him; that
General Beauregard bad been to Harper's Ferry
and returned.

Another statement is that there are 20,000 troops
at the Junction. This fact has been communicated
to General Scott. Whether he believes the state-

ment or not, I cannot say; but the supposition is
that he does believe it, inasmuch as immediately
after receiving it, orders were issued to the com-
mander of the forces on the other side to call in
the outposts and concentrate the troops inposition
to meet the attack.

The statement made by the messenger who
in from the .Junction this morning is that the rebels
do not contemplate making an attack upon the g"V-
ernment troops, but will remain where they are
and act on the defensive.

A secret agent of the government, who arrivedhere this morning direct from Richmond and Ma-
nassas Junction, reports that there is a large num-
ber of troops at the former place; that they are ar-
riving from the South at the rate of three trains
per day, each train containing about live hundred
troops. As fast as they reached Richmond they
would be moved ofl', some to Norfolk and some to
Manassas Junction. This messenger confirms the
report that Gen. Beauregard is at the latter place
in full command of the forces there, and that they
number about fifteen thousand men. Colonels Miles
and Preston, of South Carolina, are acting as aids to
Gen. Beauregard at Manassas Junction.

Captain Shaifl'er's company of rifles, that seceded
from this city, and Captain Tuplett's Hying artil-
lery, and the three hundred South Carolinians
are stationed three miles this side ot the Junction.

Four railroad bridges were burned between Fair-
fax Court House and Alexandria last night. One
of them is fourteen miles from Alexandria, the
next ten miles, two are about seven miles, and the
fourth about four miles. This destroys the use of
the railroad for the purposes to which the federal
troops intended to put it..

Tin- HI<Mu:wb ofKavaimali.
{From the Savannah Republican, May 31.1

It having been reported that a Federal blockad-
ing squadron was oil' our bar, the Russian Consul
and the British Acting Consul for this port charter-
ed the steamer Resolute yesterday, and went down
to enquire into the exact status of affairs. One ves-
sel, the Union, was observed at anchor off the bar,
and as they approached her, when about a mile
oft, she lir ed two shots in their direction, both of
which fell short. The Resolute had the British
Hag living at her masthead, and a small white flag
at her stem, which appears not to have been dis-
covered, as she was heading directly for the Union.She tacked so as to display her colors, when the
fir ing immediately ceased.

Upon reaching the Union, which is a small pro-
peller of some six hundred tons, armed with four
eight-inch columbiads and one six-pounder cannon,
with about, one hundred men on board, under com-
mand of Captain Goldsboro, the Consuls were in-
vited on board, and hand-nine apologies were otier-
ed for having iguorantly fired on a neutral flag.

Upon inquiry as to the purpose of the Union,
theC >n>uis were informed that the blockade of
Charleston and Savannah and the intermediate
coast commenced on Tuesday, the 28th inst ; that
neutral vessels would be allowed fifteen davs from
that date to leave the port, and that vessels of no
nation would be allowed to enter hereafter, nor
Confederate vessels to depart. The blockading
squadron, he stated, consisted of the Minnesota,
the Wabash, the Union, and a fourth, the name of
which was not recollected.

As the Consuls were r> turning to the city thev
were approached bv parties in a boat from the '
camn, on Tybee, who informed them that on Tues-
day night a row-boat containing officers and ma
rines cauie in from sea, and when a short distance
from shore fired on the sentinels. The latter re-
turned the compliment with interest, when the
boat immediately tacked about and retired. Their
object, doubtless, was to discover whether or not
the island was guarded?a fact of which they were
informed to their entire satisfaction. It would
be well to keep a sharp look-out for these follows,
for there is no telling how many troops the Minne
rota has on on board, and what they will attempt
to do when they get here.

We omitted to state above that the Union is the
only vessel of the blockading squadron now in
sight.

ASHINGrox, June (. Owing to the threatenedand critical aspect of affairs between Great Britainand this country, growing out of the unhappv

DEAR SlR: ?When you get matters in proper

condition at Grafton, take the train some night,
run up to Wheeling and seize and carry awayMhe
arms recently sent to that place by Cameron, the
U. S. Secretary of War, and use them in arming
such men as may rally to your camp. Recover the
State arms also recently seized by the malcontents ,
at Kingwood. It is advisable to cut oft' telegra-
phic communication between Wheeling and Wash-
ington, so that the disaffected at the former place !
cannot communicate with their allies at headquar-
ters. Establish a perfect control over the tele-
graph, (if kept up,) so that no despatch can pass
without your knowledge and inspection before itis
sent. Iftroops from Ohio and Pennsylvania shall
be attempted to be passed on the railroad, do not
hesitate to obstruct their passage by all means in
your power, even to the destruction of the road and
bridges.

Having confidence in your discretion, I am sure i
you will manage ail things wisely and well.

borne, he was stoned and a partv took hold of the
bridle, whereupon young Kench drew a pistol and
find at the man who held the bridle, without
damage; that then he was fired upon and killed,
one ball passing through his side and another
through the back part of bis bead. He also re-
ceived a contusion on his forehead, supposed to be
from a stone.

About 0 o'clock the messengers arrived at the
residence of the father of the deceased, and in-
formed him that his son had been shot in Williams-
port, and h id tince died, and that if he would send
quietly to town and ask no questions, they couli
have the body. Andrew It. Schnebly and a Mr.
Cochran then went to town, and about 1 o'clock
returned with the body. They were met, previous
to entering Williamsport, by a deputation of
aruied men, who told them w here to procure the
body, and warned them to ask no questions.

These are all the particulars of this sad tragedy
that we have been able to gather, which has re-
sulted in the murder of one ot the most estimable
young men of our county. Truly, we live in fear-
ful times.

Mr. Rench was a little past twenty-three years
of age, and a lawyer by profession, lie had been
in business in Baltimore since he graduated, and
was in partnership with William Price, Esq. Ho
had been here several weeks, on a visit to his
father.
