LATE AND IMPORTANT FROM HATH?THE SPANISH
TROUBLES ON THE ISLAND?PORT-AU-PRINCE TO BE

( al>t. kice, from Port-au-Prince, we have advicesdown to May 27th.

Several large Spanish war frigates were off* Port-au-Prince when the Echo sailed, threatening to
bombard the place, and ail the vessels in the har-bor were prepared to leave as soon as the bom-
bardment should commence.

1 he commodore ot the Spanish squadron had de-manded the evacuation of Hincha, a fortified townon the old French boundary line, between Havtiand Dominica. President Geffrard refused to ac-cede to this request until he should hear fromFrance and England, and had also sent 2.000 Hav-tien soldiers to garrison the place, which greatlyenraged the Spanish commander. This was theposition of affairs when the Echo sailed.
The feeling on the Island between the black and

mulatto population was anything but amiable; theformer were in lavor of the present mixed govern-
ment, by which they were enabled to obtain the
lion's share of the spoils, while the latter general-ly lavored a French protectorate, as thev wouidthen obtain more appointments under the govern-
ment. *"

There tvas also another trouble brewing on theJsl.ind which was likely to embarrass the govern-
ment. Ibe free blacks that had been enticed there
by Geflrard, found things quite dill'erent from what
they were represented by Redpath and his associ-
ates. They were compelled to work two days in
the week for the government until their pa'sage
out, some $lB, was paid. They were only allowed
$3 llavtien currency per diem to live on and sup-
port their families, which is equal to about 25 cents
ot our money. They were also impressed in thearmy, and being marched to the frontiers, theIlaytiens took good care to put them in the frontranks.

A person arrived in the Echo, a friend to the
free blacks, to stop any further emigration, and
this willprobably be the last of Redpath's schemeof emigration to liayti.

Commercial affairs were unchanged, and busi-ness generally was quite dull.

They are for the most part men whohave left snug salaries and Comfortable homes, and
their deportment shows that they are gentlemen in
every sense of the word.

Another company, commanded by Captain J. P.Thompson, composed of the same material, from
OweusbW, Kentucky, walked 130 miles to get to
a railroad in order to embark. A report havin"reached them, when about to start, that they wouldbe attacked atsome point on the way by a detach-
ment of federal trootis, many of them armed them-
selvesjviib bnge bowie-knives, and were accom-panied by a lar.e number of their friends, armedwith double barrel shot guns, determined to fh'ht
their way through; but, as it happened, no demon-stration was made against them, probably owingto the fact of their being prepared to receive theenemy.

Washington Items.
WASHINGTON*,. June 13.?Secretary Chase hasjust addressed another circular to collectors of cus-

toms, referring to the instructions of the 2d ofMay, prohibiting the transnii-sion of munitions of
war, provisions or other supplies to parties in in-surrection against the United States. They are
further instructed to exercise their utmost vigi-
lance in arresting and detaining all merchandise,
of whatever character, the ultimate destination of
which they have satisfactory reason to believe is
for Ihe insurgents against the United States, or forplaces under their control.

Ifyou are satisfied, the circular continues, either
from the nature of the articles, or otherwise, thatany merchandise, wherever destined in name, is in
fact destined for persons or combinations in actual
insurrection against the government of the UnitedState?, you willcause the same to be seized andproceeded against for forfeiture. If, however, you
are satisfied that any merchandise transmuted for
States or places under insurrectionary control, isnot intended for actual insurgents aiid has beenshipped or forwarded without intent to afford aidand comfort to such insurgents, or otherwise to
violate the law, y u will simply detain such mer-
chandise and notify the shippers or forwarders, or
their agents, of such detention, and state the cause
thereof.

If such shippers or forwarders personally or by
agent shall satisfy you that merchandise so arrested
will not be sent to any place under insurrectionary
control, but will be either returned whence itcame, or be disposed of io good faith for consump-
tion within lovul States, you will restore possession
of the same, and Hlow such disposition thereof to
bo mode o tbe parties Interested rnav duire.You will regard all States in which the author-lty of the United States is temporarily subverted,
as under insurrectionary control; but'anv porti-ms
of such States in whic i the laws of the United
Stales and the authority of the federal govern-
ment are acknowledged and respected, will be
considered as exempt from any interruption of
commerce or intercourse beyond such as may be
necessary, in order to prevent supplies going toinsurgents or to places under their control,

It is tbe intention of tbe Department to leave tbeowners of all property perfectly free to control it
in such manner as thev see fit, without, interferenceor detention by the officers of the federal govern
ment, except for the purpose of preventing any u e
or disposal of such property for the aid and comfort
of insurgents or in commerce with States or places
controlled by insurgent?.

Ihe Postmaster-General is engaged in determin-
ing on a new style of stamped enveiopes, to beready for public use in a few davs. The newstamps will not be furnished until the first ofAugust. These changes have been rendered neces-
sary by the large supplies retained by the postmas-
ters in the seceded States, and now used bv them
without returning an equivalent to the United
Sta'es Fostofiice Department.

SECESSION IN MISSOURI.
Proclamation of the Governor of Missouri

50,000 Volunteer< Called for to Resist the
United States Troops.
Sr. Roiis, June 13.--Governor Jackson has is-

sued a proclamation rehearsing the grievances in-
flicted by the Federal G vernnient, which he savs
are designed to reduce Missouri to the same condi-
tion as Maryland. He accuses the Federal au-
thorities of fostering the inauguration of revolu-
tion and civil war for the overthrow of the State
government, and calls 50,000 State militia into ac-
tive service, for the protection of the lives, liberty
and property of the citizens. The proclamation
concludes thus:

lu issuing this proclamation, I hold it to be ray sol-
emn duty to remind you that Missouri is still in the
United State-; that the Executive Department of
the State government does not arrogate to itselfthe power to disturb that relation; that power has
been wisely vested in a c invention winch will at
the proper time express your sovereign will; and
that, in the meantime, it is your duty to obey all
the constitutional requirements of the federal gov-
ernment; but it is equally ray duty to advise you
that your lirst allegiance is due to your own
State, and that you are under no obli-
gation to obey the unconstitutional edicts of
the military despotism which has intro-
duced itself at Washingt >n, nor to submit to the
infamous and degrading sway of its wicked minions
in this State. No brave and true-hearted Mis-
sounan will obey one or submit to the other.
Rise, then, and diive out the ignominious invaderswho have dared to desecrate the soil which your
labors have made fruitful, and which is conse-
crated by your homes.

LETTER FROM FREDERICK.
FREDERICK, June 12, 1861.

In the House of Delegates, on Wednesday, the
resolutions of Mr. Dennis, of Somerset, having
been called up, Mr. Fiery proceeded to address the
House on the subject.

In the course of his remarks, he held that when
ever any suspicion of an attempt to furnish aid and
comfort to the enemy attaches to any citizen, the
President has the power to and is justified in arrest,
ingsuch. The same remarks would apply also to
the case of John Merryman. That gentleman, he
believed from facts which had come to his know-ledge, had been guilty of that which looked likegiving aid and comfort to the enemy, and his arrestwas, therefore, perfectly justifiable.

Mr. Denison, of Baltimore county, interrupting
the speaker, asked him, with seme warmth of man-
ner,to specify the charges which he had made a"ainst
Mr. Merryman.

Mr. Fiery said that he knew nothing of his per-
sonal knowledge, but had read in a newsnaper cer-
tain grave charges against Mr. Merryman, which,
if true

Mr. Denison, again interrupting him, said he de-
sired the speaker to make his charges specifical! v,and that he-would meet them.

Mr. Fiery reiterated that ha knew nothing further
than he had derived from the newspapers, but thatif those statements were true, then Mr. Merryman
was guilty of treason and deserved his arrest.

Mr. Denison again propounded some inquiry to
Mr. Fiery, who replied with warmth that he would
answer any respectful question, but that he would
not be treated with disrespect.

.

Mr. Denison disclaimed all intention of treating
the gentleman disrespectfully, but said that he Dad
advanced certain general charges which, as a mat-
ter of justice to Mr. MerrymaD, be requested should
be specifically made.

Mr Fiery said the charge referred to the raising
of a company of troops to fight against the Gov-
ernment, and that he had read it, he thought inthe Baltimore Clipper, [derisive laughter,] and'herepeated tbat if those charges were true, then Mr.
Merryman fully deserved his arrest.

Mr. VVallis reported an in ortant amendment of
the Jury Law of Baltimore, which was passed. Itprovides that ten days before the May term the
judges of the Courts cause the names selected forjuryservice to be inscribed upon ballots of an equal
size and shape, and of the same color. These, foldedprecisely alike, are to be placed by the judges
themselves, or somebody acting under their imme-diate supervision, in a drawing wheel, from whichthey are to be taken bv the Sheriff or his deputv,
in the presence of the judges, and the drawing

the ballots to be chosen, or for a fraudulent intentto defeat the secrecy which the law enjoins.

In the Easternsection of the city there was but little feeling mani-fested, and, to a great extent, the States Rights
men let the election pass by default. The largest
portion of the German vote of the second ward was
cast for Mr. Leary. Soon after the close of thepolls crowds gathered in front of the newspaper
offices on Baltimore street, and, as the result ofthe several wards was received and announced,cheered lustily. There were several pugilistic de-monstrations, but they amounted to nothing, as
the police were prompt in suppressing them. Withthis exception the day passed off' with perfect
quiet. Superintendent Kennedv, of the New York-police, spent the day in the city, aDd visited some
ot the precincts. He expressed the greatest sur-
prise that such order could be maintained in solarge a city. The excitement was kept up on thestreet until after 10 o'clock, wbeu quiet again
reigned.

About 11 o clock in the day, some ten or more
soldiers were passing along Baltimore street, be-
tween Butaw and Paca streets, when, without the
slightest provocation, three of them assailed an
Irish draymen, named John Gilchrist, knocking
him down. Some citizens interfered and protected
the man from great injurv.

WAR MOVEMENTS.

FORCE IN VIRGINIA?LORD LYONS' IN-

STRUCTIONS?PROSPECTS OF PEACK-
A SKIRMISH.

WASHINGTON, June 13,18G1
Itis useless to write you any war details, as you

know quite as much by telegraph and newspapers
as I know, and even more. Great excitement has
prevailed here 3ince the news from Great Bethel.
It is impossible, however, to learn the truth of tbe
Story. It is studiously concealed by tbe few in
authority. The government is in a sad quandary
and evidently does not know which way to turn.
1 here is reliable information here that 128,000
troops, well drilled and equipped, are now in Vir-
ginia, and more are arriving at the rate of at
least 2,000 daily. A gentleman arriving from
Richmond rep .rts that so great is the force that
the idea of an attempt, on the part of the federal
trcops, to march to that place, is considered a farce,
for precaution's sake, however, heavy entrench-
ments have been throw n up in all quarters around
tbe city. The Southern forces will undoubtedly
sweep the government army from Virginia soil
before a great while. General Scott is perfectly
aware of the true state of affairs, and he, as well
as the whole Cabinet, are very uneasv.

Ihe Administration has been particularly an-
noyed by the decision of Judge Tanev in the habeas
corpus case, and has not a3 yet determined on what
course to pursue. It has, howaver, produced one
good effect. Secretary Cameron has certainly
written to Marshal Bonifarit, instrucling him not to
search private houses, and to be careful not to
give any such cause of offence to the citizens of
Baltimore.

Another great annoyance to tbe Administration
is the receipt by Lord Lyons of instructions from
the British Government directing him to test the
legality of the blockade. It is claimed that as the
Administration refuses to recognize the Southern
Confederacy as a belligerent, it assuredly has no
right to blockade its own ports. Lord Lyons has
engaged the services of Mr. Carlisle to prosecute
the matter. Mr. C., being a Virginian bv birth
and sympathy, undertakes it with much gusto.

It is confidently asserted here that there will be
a peace within sixty days. The government cannot
get money enough to carry on the war, even if it
were properly and honestly disbursed. As half of
it is stolen by at my contractors and men "having
authority," who aid and abet them in their knave-
ry, dividing the profits, the task becomes doubly
difficult.

FROM FORTRESS MOXROE.Particulars of the tonllict at Great Bethel?Major Wiislhrop Mortally Woundcil.
[ Correspondence of the Associated Press ]

FORTRESS MONROE, June 12, CP. M.? The county
bridge where the battle of Monday morning wasfought is near the head of a branch of Hock river,
and is better known as Great llethel. Alter cross-ing the narrow but apparently deep stream, the
road deflects somewhat to the left, around its side.
Just beyond the bridge the Confederates planted
their battery, consisting, at least, of one twelve-pounder rifle cannon and two field pieces. Theline of entrenchments then followed the right sideof the road with a ditch only between them. Theposition was excellently chosen?the stream andswamp on the lef: of the road widening so as torender futile any attempt to out-flank the Confed-
erates on that side.

The formation of the ground on the right madea flank movement very circuitous. The first inti-
mation ot the battery was a sharp discharge of ar-tillery upon tiie Zouaves, who twice attempted tocarry the work, but were unable topass the stream
and had to fall back among the trees. The otherregiments came up in the order given in my first
despatch, hut for want of a good commander fell
into confusion. A council of the Colonels was heldand the o.der given to retreat alter the men had
been exposed an hour and a half to a destructivelire. In the meantime Lieutenant Colonel Wash-burn, with two hundred and fifty men, had, by a
wide circuit, reached the rear o'f the battery, and
it. is now quite evident that the Confederates, whomit is now nearly certain did not exceed in number
six hundred men, were on the point of leaving thefield when the order was given for the Federal
troops to retreat. Notwithstanding the report ofpursuit, the Confederates were not seen this side of
Great Bethel. It is fortunate that the Confederatecavalry did not pursue.

On the disappearance of the Federal troops thewhole,orce of the enemy, fearing an attack un-der better auspices, left their entrenchments andha3iify withdrew toward Yorktown, carrvin
awav their artillery and burning the adjacentbuildings.

Col. Taylor, with nearly one thousand men. yes-
terday made a reconnoissance from Newport-News,
but returned to camp in the evening. With this
exception no military movement has occurred.

A Captain of the Zouaves, with their Assistant
Surgeon, has to day gone to Great Bethel under anag of truce and hearing a letter trorn GeneralButler respecting the burial of the dead. They
have not yet returned. The official returns of the
lost have not yet been completed.

The casualties, I am confident, will number notless than 25 killed and over 50 wounded. Two ofGo wounded at the Hygeia Hospital died yester-

Colonel Benedix's regiment has three killed andseven wounded and two missing.
An accident in the morning near Little Bethelcost Col. Townsend's regiment two lives and seve-ral wounded.
AtGreat Bethel be had one killed and two mor-

tally wounded. Quite a large number are still
missing.

Lieut. Grebble, whose funeral is now being ce-lebrated with imposing ceremonies, was killed on
horseback. His head was struck by a rifle cannon
ball.

Major Winthrop fell mortallv wounded in the
arms of a Vermont volunteer. He was one of the
aids and acting Secretary to Gen. Butler, and was
the author ot the brilliant Seventh Regiment ai ticle
in the June "Atlantic."

Brigadier-General Pierce has not yet given an
official account of this unfortunate affair.

The United States steamer Monticello ha 3 just
arrived trorn \\ashingtou with a large amount of
ammunition.

The weather is intensely hot here.
ADDITIONAL FROM FORTRESS MONROE

There was no addition! news yesterday by the
steamer Adelaide. The report from General Butler
makes the loss of the United States troops very
small; but an officer' from the Fortress who passed
through here, acknowledged the loss in his own reg-
iment was greater than the whole number stated
in the official despatch.

The Washington despatch to the Cincinnati Ga-
zette says, that the true account is carefully conceal,
ed by the officials at Washington.

A gentleman just from Richmond, stated, al-
though we do not vouch for the truth of it, tha 1
there was great excitement in that citv: that news
had reached there that the Federal forces had been
entrapped into an ambush, which had been pre-pared bv General Beauregard and executed by
Colonel Magruder; that a battery of six pieces
had been placed in position, so that it
could be easily seen by the enemy, and that on the
approach of the United States forces, the artillery
fell back till the enemy came within musket range
ot the masked battery, when 14 guns, with cannis-
ter and grape, and 1,000 muskets, opened upon
them. The slaughter he reported as deadly. He
also stated that two rifle regiments, one from Loui-
siana and one from North Carolina, were within
four miles of the battle ground, and on hearing the
tiring advanced very rapidly, but did not reach the
spot in time to participate in the fight.

A private despatch from Annapolis, received yes-
terday morning, brings us reliable information that
a despatch boat arrived there the day before from
Gen. Butler with orders tor all the surgeons there
to report themselves to Fortress Monroe without
delay, and that an effort was made by the officer
in command to obtain the services of other surgeons
in the city.

Letter from President Davis.
FREDERICK, June 12.?The following is the letter

of President Jeff. Davis to the Maryland Commis-
sioners :

MONTGOMERY, 25th May, 1861.
Gentlemen?l receive with sincere pleasure theassurance that the State of Maryland sympathizes

with the people of these States in their determined?j' lon tbe right of self-government, and
-jyVne people of Maryland "are enlisted witht wools hearts on the side of reconciliation andpeace.

The people of these Confederate States, notwith-standing their separation from their late sister,
have not ceased to feel a deep solicitude in her wel-
fare, and to hope that, at no distant day, a Statewhose people, habita and institutions are so closely
related and assimilated with theirs, will seek tounite her fate and fortunes with those of this con-
federacy.

Ihe government of the Confederate States re-ceives with respect the suggestion of the State ofMaryland, "that there should be a general cessa-tion ot hostilities now impending until tbe meetingot Congress in July next, in order that said bodymay, it possible, arrange for an adjustment of ex-isting troubles, by means of negotiation, rather
loan the sword," but is at a loss bow to reply,
without a repetition of the language it has used
on every possible occasion that has presented it-
self, since the establishment of its independence.

In deference to the State of Maryland, however,it again asserts, in the most emphatic terms, that its
sincere and earnest desire is for peace; that whilstthe government would readily eniertain any propo-sition from the government of the United Slatestending to a peaceful solution of the pending dilli-
culties.the recent attempts of this government to en-ter into negotiations with that ot the United Stateswere attended with results which forbid any renew-al of proposals from it to that government.

II any furtDer assurance of the desire of this gov-
ernment for peace were necessary, it would be suf-

Secession of the Indian Territory?Capture

of Forts and Expulsion of tile Eneiily.
We had the pleasure yesterday of an interview

with Mr. John A. Feel, who has just returned from
I-ort Ouachito, in the Indian Territory. Fort
Ouachita, he informs us, and all the other' Forts in
the Territory, were evacuated by the Federal forcesbefore tbe arrival of the Texas troops under Col.
Young. The company to which Mr. Feel belonged,
the Dead shot Rangers, from Jefferson, Texas, cap-
tured fourteen wagons belonging to Emory's com-
mand, which had been left behind. A company
from Fannin county also captured several wagons.
Emory, findiDg the Texans in close pursuit of him,
threw away guns, ammunition, and Government
stores into the Ouachita river, first destroying theguns by breaking tbe locks and taking them topieces. Tbe enemy left at Fort Ouachita a large
quantity ot clothing, some provisions and ene fieldpiece. At Fort Arbuckle, also, they abandonedvarious Government stores and supplies, most of
which were stolen and carried away bv the Indiansbefore the Texans got there.

After taking possession of Fort Arbuckle, it was
garrisoned by a company of Choctaw and Chick-
asaw Indians, under Captain McKinnev. Fort
Ouachita was garrisoned by the Dead-shot Ran-
gers, under Capt. Maybcrry.

Mr. Feel also informs us that the Chickasaws
held a council on the 24th of May, and formally
dissolved their connection with the United statesGovernment, and issued a manifesto to the Ch ic-
taws, Creeks, Cherokees and Seminoies, and to the
Reserve Indians, advising thera to secede from the
old Union, ar.d to petition the Southern Confeder-
acy to be received as a distinct organized territory,
instead of an Indian territorv. The friendlv In
dians are all in favor of it. Tbey bad ordered offall the Yankee missionaries in the country. The
Indians also took up two abolitionists from North-
ern Texas, one of whom was a preacher, and bung
tbem.

The bonds wiil bear interest at 10
per cent., and they will be issued on the faith and
security of the proceeds of the duty of one eighth
of a cent on every pound of cotton exported. Ail
vessels loading with cotton will be obliged to enter
into bonds or give security that tjjey wiil not carry
their cargoes to Northern ports, or let it reach
Northern markets to their knowledge. The gov-
ernment willsell the cotton for cash to the foreign
buyers, and will thus raise funds amply sufficient,
they contend, for all purposes.

1 make these bare statements, and I leave to po-
litical economists the discussion of the question
which may and will arise out of the nets of Iho
government of the Confederate States.

One threat fact, however, is unquestionable?the
government has in its hands the souls, the wealth
and the hearts of the people.

THE COTTON PROJECT.
After some preliminary remarks, Mr. R. says:
Listen to their programme:?
It is intended to buy up all the cotton crop

which can be brought into the market at an average
price, and to give bonds of the Confederate States
for the amount, these bonds being, as we know,
secured by the export duty on cotton. The goveru-

i uient, with this cotton crop in its own hands, will
use it as a formidable machine of war, for cotton
can do anything, from the establishment, of an em-
pire to the securing of a shirt button. It is at once
king and subject, master and servant, captain and
soldier, artilleryman and gun. Not one bale of
cotton will be permitted to enter the Northern
States. It willbe made an offence punishable with
tremendous penalties, among which confiscation of
property, enormous fines, and even the penaltv of
death, are enumerated to send cotton into tiie free
States. Thus Lowell and its kindred factories will
be reduced to ruin, it is said, and the North to the
direct distress. If Manchester can get cotton and
Lowell cannot, there are good times coining for the
mill owners.

"Sir," said an ex-Governor of this State to me
to-day, *'Booner than submit to the Xorth we will all
become subject to Great Britain again." Thesame gentleman is one of many who have given to
the government a large portion of their cotton
crop every year as a tree-will offering. In his in-
stance his gilt is one ot 500 bales of cotton or £5,000
per annum, and the papers teem with accounts of
similar "patriotism" and devotion.

The ladies are all making sandbags, cartridges,
and uniforms, and, if possible, they are more fierce
than the men.
