UI'MORED EVACUATION OP IIAKPER'S

FERRY.
Destruction of the Railroad llridge The

Confederate Troops Retire?Approach of
tile Kederal Ariuy.
FammHtoK, June 14.?11 is here reported, upon

the authority ot a messenger who arrived here this
morning from within one mile of Harper'? Kerrv,
that the bridge across the Potomac at that point
v\ar blown up and entirely destroyed between four
and five o'clock this morning. The explosion wasdistinctly heard and the smoke seen by parties
there. The messenger further reports that all thetroops have been withdrawn from the Maryland
shore, and that the town of Harper's Ferry hasbeen evacuated by the great body of Confederate
troops recently there.

A small force is vet there, probably the rear-guard of the retreating army. It is reported that
eight car loads of provisions were destroyed, toprevent h- ir tailing into the hands of the Federal-
ist*, who were supposed tube cnnco ntrating uponHarper sherry from tbe direction of Oreencastleand Cumberland.

FREDERICK, June IF ? A resident of this city whohas but just, returned from Harper's Ferry, states
that tiie bridge has been actually destroyed with
trie exception of the piers, which are vetjatanding.
The tressle work of the railroad within the townwas also destroyed.

Ihe railroad bridge at Martinsburg was also
burnt to day. A dark cloud of smoke is still as-cending from the burning buildings at Harper's
Ferry.

. HARPSBURO, June 14 Midnight.? A messenger
bv the name of Jno. T. Crutchley has arrived herefrom Harper's Ferry. He saw the work of destruc-tion at the F. rry in company with Win. Chambersand John l'itclier, of -tliis place. He reports thatthe railiond bridge across the Potomac was burntas before stated, at 5 o'clock this morniu . The
bridge was tired on the Maryland side.

Hie first half of one of the rolling-mills was firedone hour afterwards. The whole ol the Government works and the tressling on the Winchesterrailroad caught fire, and the most of it went with

The troops left Maryland Heights late yesterday
carrying with thi ta two small cannon, the only can'non they had in their possession, unless they
brought them down the night before.No Confederate troops are now this side of liar-
pet s Ferry.

All of the Shepherdstown bridge has been de-
stroyed except the abutments, and no trace is leftof the supersti ucture !

FREDERICK, June 14? Midnight?The special

agent of the Associated Press has just returned
from the Maryland Heights overlooking Harper'sFerry, which point he left after 7 o'clock thisevening, ihe Confederate armv lias mainly leftthe place. Only about 2,000 troops remaiued at that
hour.

The route of the main body of the retreating
army was by the turnpike leading to Charlestonsand Shepherdstown; but their precise destinationwas not known, as they were lost in the distnnc ,and no one was in the vicinity sufficiently iuformedto give the necessary information.

A rumor existed on both sides of the river thatthey had gone toward Winchester, whilst otherparties suspected that they were going to Martins-burg to make a stand in that vicinity. At five
o'clock this morning the great bridge of the Bal-
timore and Ohio Railroad over the Potomac was
tired, and soon after a tremendous report was heardcaused by the explosion of mines under the centre
span. In one hour the entire structure was in ruinsand fell into the river.

This was a noble work?one thousand feet long,
built bv Engineer Latrobe but ten years since in
the most scientific manner. Ithad six spans, and
was built at a heave ou lav. The damage to prop-
erty has not ended here,but the Railroad Company
and the United States have suffered lurther losses
of valuable works. The tressling on which the
road was supported from the bridge to the end ofthe government property, about hall a mile in ex-
tent, is nearly all destroyed, as well as an upper
bridge of 120 feet iu length, over the government
canal.

The telegraph station buildings and other rail-
road works are also demolished. The long range
of substantial buildings formerly occupied as the
Government Armory is burnt to the ground, with
the I xception o! two buildings at the east end, and
near the Shenandoah river. These willprobable
yet be burnt. The fire has been raging all dav, and
when we left was just bursting out in the" rear
quarters.

The rifle works on the Shenandoah were fired this
afternoon, and none ol the Government property
remained except the dwellings for officers on thehills, arid two out of the twenty armory buildings.

The arsenals were burnt in April by the Govern-
ment troops when Lieutenant Jones abandoned theplace.

The loss to the Government must be in buildings
alone from 8400,000 to $509,000, whilst the Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad Co. has sufl'--red scarcely
less, and it is believed that some of its equipment's
have been embraced in this wholesale ruin.

It is currently given out by tlie people of the
neighborhood that the Railroad Company has in-
curred the serious hostility of the Confederate
troops, by the supposed want of concert it has
shown witli thrni, and by the marked loyalty of
the employees towards the Government.

At Martinsburg, above Harper's Ferry, some of
the extensive workshops and eDgine buildings of
the road are located. The road men at Martins-
butg number some 400, and there are said to be
on the whole line of the road nearly 4,000, many
of whom are thrown out of employment bv the ac-tion ot 4 irginia and tlie effects of the war on the
building of engines, Ac.

The turnpike bridge at the mouth of the Shen-andoah is also to be burned. According to reports,every night some further destruction may be ex-
pected, as no United States troops are in sight or
reported as being sufficiently near to prevent it.

Tlc Retreat oftile.Confederate Army De-
struction of Bridges.

Pre mat ore )>iil>lUaliou of military Plansami Movements?Mail Matter from Mis-loyal States.

4VASH INGTON, June 14.?The Government findsitself seriously embarrassed in the management of
the present military campaign, by the premature
publication of sufficient information to disclose its
purposes to the public South as well as North.
I'oitions of its plan for the movement of the
troops have thus been made known and enabled the
rebels to frustrate the successful execution of them.
This it is no longer disposed to allow to be done,
and yet it is unwilling to exclude the press from
the advantages afforded by the telegraph, and
therefore is reluctant absolutely to prohibit the
transmission of despatches for publication

In view of this state of things it is suggested thatthe editor s of the leading journals in Philadelphia,
New Turk, Boston and other cities, immediately
meet at Washington and come to some satisfac-
tory understanding which will relieve the Govern-
ment from further embarrassment, and yet afl\ rd
the press all the facilities it can reasonably desireunder the circumstances.

Postmaster-General Hlair has to-day despatched
to the Postmaster at Louisville the following:

"The order requiring mail matter coming from
disloyal States to beheld for postage "-as not in
teuded to prevent delivery upon payment of post-
age."

As explanatory of the above it willbe recollected
that the late order of the Postmaster General re-
quired letters Irom the seceded Slates to be im-
mediately forwarded to the dead letter office, but
this is nut intended to cover cases where the letter
has arrived at its place of delivery, and the personaddressed Offers to pay tbe United States the post-age thereon. In such cases it miy be deductedupon paymeDt of postage.

ST. JOHNS, June 14tb?The steamer Canadian,from Quebec for Liverpool, struck a field of sunken
ice eight miles south of Bellisle on the 4th inst.and
sunk in 35 minutes. One hundred and eighty onepersons were saved in small bouts and landed at
Cape Bauld, and arrived here to-day in a Frenchbark. Twenty or thirty lives have been lost, in-
cluding six cabin passengers. A portion of the
mails was saved. Among those drowned are themail ollicer and the second officer of the steamer.
The Canadian struck the ice under her foremast,
by which her three compartments were all broken
in at once. She filled rapidly and soon sank.

flhißis a sad day indeed, sad enough from the
death ol many companions, but more saddened by
the reflection of the most disgraceful rout of our
soldiers. I cannot describe to you the gloom which
spread over us when the remains of poor Greble
came in. He and the five artillerists who stood by
the guns under his command are the only ones of
the whole expedition to whom any credit is
due. He was indeed a brave and noble fellow.?
Deserted by all his command except five, and ex-
posed to the galling fire of the enemy's battery,
which contained six guns, he served his pieces fear-
lessly and well. Lieut. Butler rode up to him and
told him to dodge behind the trees, as the others
were doing, but Greble refused to leave bis post
till he received the order to retreat. The whole
force remained dodging behind trees, and occasion-
lyfiring, tor more than an hour, when a retreat
was ordered. Just at this moment poor Greble
was struck in the head. The retreat commenced
was effected in the most disgraceful confusion.
Greble's body, as well as Major Winthrop's, was
left on the field. Ten men were found to volunteer ?
to return for Greble's body, under Col. Warren 1
of the Zouaves. Winthrop's was left to be buried
by the Confederates. VVe have been busy all day iwith the dead and wounded. The Virginians num j
bered about 500, and had one battery. We had !
3.000 limn, PUB six-pounder, and two howitzers. s
The red devils fought like demons. They waded !through mud almost knee deep to charge our j
battery.

From the Richmond Enquirer we take the fol-
lowing. Its correspondent, writing from James-
town Island, June 10th, says :

We have just received at this post intelligence
to this effect i tiiat Col. Magruder's command,2,200 strong, stationed at the Bethel, on the line
between York and Elizabeth Oitv counties, was
attacked to-day by from 3,000 to 4.000 federal
troops, who were repulsed with a loss of 300 menin killed and wounded, while we only lost live onour side.

Another correspondent says :

Dr. Vaughan, first lieutenant, of one of the com-
panies, just from the field of battle, reports a heavy
loss on the side of the enemy?number not exactly
known. We had one of our picket guards taken,
and one man killed?several wounded. The enerovtook one of our batteries; but wore <,>?. r..ut--d bVa charge from the North Carolina regiment.

From the Dispatch we take the account of a
skirmish two days previous to the Bethel affair.

On Saturday afternoon, Captain McDowell's com-
pany from Asheville, North Carolina, one hundred
strong, were out on a reconnoitering expedition
with Lieutenant Gregory and ten inen some dis'
tancein advance. Coming within a mile and three
quarters of Hampton, they encountered two hun-
dred of the enemy on a similar expedition, whnalsohad an advance guard in front. Lieutenant G. and
his guard of ten men approached within thirtv-five
steps of the enemy, when a parley took place be-
tween them, each party endeavoring to quiz the
other. Finally, a large man of the eneuiv, who
stood near Lieutenant Gregory, cried out, "I know
you are friends! I belong to the Second New YorkRegiment!" whereupon Lieutenant G. placed his
pistol near the New Yorker's head and exclaimed."Drop your musket, or I'll blow your brains null"
You are my prisoner!" at the sa'tue time calling
upon his men to fire.

The order was obeyed bv Lieut. Gregory's Guard,
and twenty-tiva of Capf. McDowell's command,
some eighty;steps in the rear, also tired. The North-em troops returned the; fire, but none of our menwere injured. From twelve to fifteen of the North-erner were killed and wounded by this discharge
aud Lieut. Gregory secured the prisoner. Captain.McDowell, observing the retreat of the Northern
partv, thought it prudent to withdraw his com-mand, as a large body ot Federal troops were with-
in half a mile, aud our little handful would havefallen an easy prey. The Northern soldiers tiredvery badly. Lieut. Gregory was on horseback, andthe balls whizzed far above his bead.

Battle of Great Bethel?Account by a Volun-

teer Engaged in it

CAMP DIX,FORTRESS MONROE, June 10 1861. I
have at last some interesting though not'very good
news to communicate to you. Yesterday morion*-the camp was called to arms by beat ofdrum at
four o'clock, to inarch, where, we knew not. Wewere supported by the Second, Third, Fifth andSeventh regiments, but no artillery; Colonel Dur-yee's Zouaves wer,e sent inadvance'about two hours
ahead; but the General who had command of ourbrigade knew no more about his business than achild, and his incompetency caused us to suffer the
way we did without gaining one single point; ourrepulse was what I would call a palpable defeatWe marched about ten miles through a road closedon each side with thickly-set trees, when suddenly
the enemy's batteries opened upon us. Good God!
what a fire. One lieutenant and one orderly ser-
geant was killed at the Hrst discharge. They used
rifled cannon, and their rifle balls came crashing
through the trees, scattering the branches aud
stumps among us. Our men never flinched; they
marched steadily on, under a broiling sun. 'l can
never forget the sight. It was terrilCc. Here and
there we would meet seme of Duryee's men lying,
some dead and some dying. We passed one leg and
one hand, which had been torn to pieces by those
rifled cannon. We marched up a lane directly op-
posite the Southern batteries, and there?shame to
our General?he exposed us to a most raking lire of
shot and shell for some time. We halted immedi-ately infront of a picket fence which we were or-
dered to tear down; we did so, and were then order-
ed to charge the battery. One single regiment tocharge twenty rifled cannon in line, and an unknown
force! Ifwe had ever charged there would not bea man left to tell the tale. We were then ordered
to lie on onr faces on the hot sand, and there f>rone hour and forty minutes we wore exposed to
that awful tire; the balls sang '?Dixie," andploughed up the ground in front and behind us
The shells tore up the sand and scattered it in our
men's eyes. To have taken that battery we ou*ht
to have had two batteries of flying artillery; but we
bad only one single six-pouuder, served" by eight
regulars and one lieutenant, who, poor fellow thelast shot that he tired, was struck by a cannon ball
which carried away the back part of bis head, scat-tering his brains over our doctor's coat, who washelping to carry a wounded man ott the field. Assoon as the regulars saw their lieutenant killed
they deserted their gun, when one of our companies
took it home. We were obliged to beat a retreat,
which we did in good order, leaving about forty onthe field. As our ambulance, with the woundedwas going down the road a party of cavalry dashedout of the woods and tired on the wagon, which ourmen returned, killing twenty of them and took
lour prisoners. Iftbev had come out of the batte-ry we would have been able to have given them agood reception; but they Knew too much. It is a
wonder we were not cut to pieces. We could seetheir bayonets gleaming through the bushes in thesunlight.

Tile Engagement at Aquia Creek.

STAFFOBD CO., V.V., June 13, 1861.
There has been so much said in the Washington

correspondence of the Northern press in relation
to the losses sustained by the Confederate forces at
Aquia Creek that I desire, so far as my testimony
can go, to set the matter at rest forever. Residing,
as 1 do, not very remote from the scene of action, 1
started for Aquia Creek immediately on receipt of
the earliest news that an engagement was impend-
ing, and was present during the whole period of
that and the two subsequent attacks. Incredibleasitmay appear, it is nevertheless stricily true,that throughout the whole period of the firing not
a man belonging to the Confederate forces'was
even so much as wounded. As an indication oftbe
spirit with which the Virginians accepted battle
1 may mention two facts. The first is, that the
small Confederate flag used on the occasion was
nailed to the side of the ho use from which it floated.
The second has a still deeper significance. No
sooner was the sound of firing heard inland than
men of all ages grasped such arms as were within
their reach, and with double-barrelled guns, shot
guns, ducking guns and flint-lock muskets, hurried
off to the Creek. That day and the day following
they came pouring in from all the surrounding
country. Among them were several veterans of

terms. They were rejected by the Federal officers.They demanded not only the disorganization anddisarming of the State militia, and the nullifica-
tion of the military bill,but they refused to disarm
their Home Guard, and insisted that the Federal
Government should enjoy an unrestrained right tomove and station its troops throngbout the State,whenever and wherever that might, in the opinion
of its officers, be necessary, either for the protec-
tion of the loval subjects of the Federal Govern-
ment, or for repelling invasion. And they plainly

sourian will obey the ou6 or submit to the other.Rise, then, and drive out ignominiously the in-
vaders who have dared to invade the soil whichyour labors have made fruitlul, and which is conse-
crated by your homes.

compliment that your presence conveys. It is au
Indication ot regard, not for the person, but for theposition which lie holds. The cause in which weare engaged is the advocacy of the rights to which
we were born, those for which our fathers of theRevolution bled?ibe richest inheritance that everfelt to man, and which it is our sacred duty totransmit untarnished to our children. Upon us isdevolved the high and holv responsibility of pre-
serving the constitutional liberty of a free Govern-m^nt.

Those with whom we have lately associated haveshown themselves so incapable nf appreciating theblessings of the glorious institutions thev inheritedthat they are to-day stripped of the" liberty towhich they were born. They have allowed ah ig-
norant usurper to trample upon all the preroga-
tives ot citizenship, apd to exercise powers neverdelegated to bim, and it has been reserved for yourown State, so lately one of the original thirteen?-but now,thank God, fully separated from them -tobecome the tbeatrejjof a great central camp, fromwhich willpour forth thousands of brave hearts toroll back the tide of this despotism. Apart fromthe gratification we may well feel at being separa-
ted trom such a connection, is the pride that uponyou devolves the task of maintaining and defending
our own government.

SPEECH OK S TEACKLE WALLIS, ESQ.in thus extending the limits of the debate, Mr."aids said, in his opening, that the House hadacted wisely, for though the resolutions which wereyes terr.ay, the subject of discussion presented the

aa -"'Str 'Ct questions that the war whichthe Administration was waging against the Southwas unconstitutional, and that only bv arfecogni-
tion ( t the Southern Confederacy could a%ffpe oftoe reconstruction ot the Union be promoted, yetthe gentleman from Washington county had rangedover the entire field of national politics, inlreducing
subjects having no possible bearing upon the
question at issue. He had commenced with John
Uunvan and ended with Jack Ketch. [Laughter. 1Although the resolutions had expressly deniedthe right ol secession as a Constitutional right, andasserted that it was a right of revolution, to he ex-ercised at the peril of those choosing to avail them-selves of it, yet the gentleman bad directed thegreater portion of his arguments against the right
of secession, not only thus explicitly denied, butwhich had not, so far an any action of this body isconcerned, been even indirectly asserted. Ho had
in fact, stolen the thunder of "the gentleman fromSomerset. Discussing the question of secession atthis stage of our national difficulties was, Mr. Wal-
lis said, like setting men to discuss principles ofchemistry and magnetism after their house hadbeen struck bv lightning. and while its ruins werefalling around tuetu.

The discussion was properly divided, he said, intotwo branches?the action of this House in reference
to the Executive of Maryland, and to federal af-fairs. lie charged the Governor of Maryland, interms of trenchant sarcasm, with imitating. upona petty scale, in this State, the despotism and u-ur-patior. practised by the administration at Washing-
ton towards the people of the South. Ke.-pectfnily
and properly called upon by the House?a co-or-dinate department of the gove. ument?to say whathe had done to vindicate the honor and dignity ofMaryland against the unconstitutional and tyranni-
cal aggressions of the general government, the
Governor had replied that he had received no offi-cial information of such aggressions; that he hud
not been called upon to defend the rights of any
citizen of the State, and that, "of coHrse,"he had done nothing to the end indicatedin the inquiries of the House. He was respectfully asked to communicate to this body the
precise character of bis official correspondence wiihthe general government; asked under a clause ofthe Constitution which rendered his full response
a mailer ot imperative duty; yet the Governor'sreply was that he had communicated to the Housecopies ot all the correspondence which he thought
it proper they should receive. In this, not only
had Gov. Hicks acted uncandidlv?to use the mild-
est term?but he had violated" his obligations tothe citizens and to the State, He referred withbiting sarcasm to the Inconsistency presented by
the Governor's eager credence?or pretended cre-
dence?in the ridiculous unofficial reports of an or-
ganized plot to seize the Capital on the 4th of
March, and to the indifi'erence with which he had
himselt witnessed the arbitrary and unlawful an est
ola venerable member of tbis House.
. He criticised with keen severity the comments of

Mr. Fiery upon the arrest of Mr.'Winans, dwellirg
with especial force untin his qualification of thehonor due to the grey hairs of venerable age, andcharged him with having read the Book of God"on-
ly to learn its maledictions. These frequent dis-
regards of his constitutional obligations bv the
Governor of Maryland; these flagrant tram'plinos
under foot by the Washington Administration >1 thehighest and dearest personal rights of the citizenthough termed but "minor matters," by the gen-
tleman Irom Washington county, were neverthelessof vital importance to ihe existence of free govern-
ment. Mr. Wallis reviewed, in bis sarcastic stvle
the actions of the Governor since the commence-
ment of these unhappy national difficulties, introdu-cing the letter of the latter to Mr. Webste', of Har-
ford,and which would, be contended, justify, accor-ding to the logic of the gentleman from Washing-
ton county, the immediate arrest of the Governor?his trial by a drum-head court-martial and his
execution as a traitor.

Replying to Mr. Fiery's assertion that Thememory of Governor Hicks "wouid be gratefully
remembered when the "creatures of the hour"shall have passed away, .Mr. Wallis said that if hisunchristian and shocking speech of yesterday? inwhich he expressed a wish that one'-hall the Se-ceded States might be swallowed up by an earth-
quake, in order that the remainder might be more
effectually governed?if that speech of the gentle-
man could be perpetuated, and posterity con'd tieBrought to believe it had been uttered by a Legis-
lator of .Maryland, he had no doubt the author of
such sentiments would live longer in the memory
ol mankind than even Governor Hicks, though the
remembrance, be was convinced, would not be of
an affectionate character.

The gentleman had again and again taken careto impress upon the House how entirely free he wasfrotu all partisan influences; that he was on hisway to the "Celestial City" with clean hands, and
shod in purity. It was a remarkable characteris-tic of tile gentleman's argument, and of the policy
of his party, that it offered no middle ground. It
was either the "Celestial City" to which he wasgoing or the other place, to which we who differ
from him are bound. And if suggested to his mind
comparisons between J ll'. Davis, Toombs, Stevensand other "fallen angels" of the South, with Lin-coln, Seward, Blair, Ac.-thoseseraphims and che-rubims of the W .me House?those wingless arch-angels of the gentieinan's argument.

The idea of the gentleman from Washington
county, that a county had as much rio-tit to secedefrom a State as a State from the Union, wasone of the crumbs which Lincoln had cast upon the
waters during his journey to Washington, and
which the gentleman had found after manv days.He bad thought, when the gentleman asked so
triumphantly whether a county can secede from a
State, that the gentleman from Somerset (Dermis),who, like himfrom Washington county, had been
a member of the Convention which framed thenew Constitution of the State, might have told himof a proposition made there by one Hollidav Dicks,whose memory, according to the gentleman, is to
be so much honored and insisted upon, that theright of the Eastern Shore counties to secede from
the State at any time they might desire to do soshould be inserted in the" Constitution. [Laugh-
ter.] Itwas suggested to him that the gentleman
from Washington county had even voted for theproposition.

Mr. Fiery, interrupting, said he distinctly re-
membered the proposition submitted by Governor
Hicks, hut voted against it, deeming it very silly.

Mr. Wallis (quickly)? There the gentleman andmyself entirely agree. [Great laughter.] It hadbecome a popular argument, in demonstrating the
utter absurdity of secession as a right, to ask what
government ever piovided for its own destruction?
Does not the gentleman know that the basis princi-
ple' ot the Declaration ot Independence is containedin the declaration that whenever any government
becomes destructive of the rights of life, liberty,
or the pursuit of happiness, that it is the right of
the people to "alter or abolish itand to institute a
new government?" Does he not know that the
Maryland Billof Rights declares that the govern-
ment is a compact with the citizen, to be abrogated
whenever destructive of the ends for which it wascreated?

If properly understood, tbero is no free Govern-ment which does not contain within itself the seeds
of its own destruction. The fundamental principle
of the American Government is the right of revo-
lution. What other Government ever created con-
cedes that? Was there ever a Government which
provided for its own alteration? Vet has not our
Government such a clause? They can meet in Con-
vention and abrogate even the guarantees of a Re-
publican form of Government bv doing that which
the Abolition party and the "unconditional Union"
party are now reeking to accomplish ?the subver-sion of the Federal principle of the Government.

The characteristic difference between the gov-
ernments of Europe, which furnish the general
principles from which the gentleman reasons, and
our own, is that the governments of Europe re-gard government as the great end to be attained;the American Government regards the happiness
of the people as the great end. The Constitution
19 the mere outer form, worthy only to fbster and
rot whenever it shall no longer contain the pure
an! immortal spirit of constitutional liberty. [Ap-
plause. Mr. Wallis requested that no applause
should be permitted during his speech.]

The gentleman has said that tlie whole secession
movement was the result of the mad ambition of
disappointed politicians. The assertion is made
for partisan purposes by those who do not believe
it, and is repeated until it becomes a political text
with those who do believe it. It is worthy of note
that not a man connected with Lincoln's govern-
ment is a politician, or has ever experienced dis-
appointed political ambitions, but the people of the
South are all disappointed politicians.

The assertion is an absurd one. The leaders of
the Southern revolution were all members of the
dominant party; were all secure in posts of honor,
and were deep-seated in the confidence of theirpeople. What had they to gain by breaking up
the country which they could not have secured by
a continuance in the Union? Why, their very firstact of power in the new Confederacy was to strikedown atone blow the_ infamous political doctrinethat to the victor belting the spoils, and by mak
ing the tenure of office dependent upon good be-havior, to deprive political ambition of one of the
most potent of its means for the acquisition ofpower.

th;rn us sl ndered were those who haddedicated their lives to their country; the 6ons ofthose who had bled treely upon Northern soil for
the attainment of American freedom. Many of
them have, amid the carnage of the battle-field,
wrapped the flag of the country around them, not
for mere partisan efieet, but to preserve the purity
of its gorgeous folds from stain. Not a tnan who
looks at their conduct with the eyes of a just judg-
ment out must acknowledge before Gcd and man
that there is purity of motive inevery act of theirs,

The speaker contended that war had been com-
menced when Lincoln declared his intention to re-
take the forts captured in accordance with the laws
of nations.

Millions of men in
the North who, during the eventful four months
preceding, had been passive spectators, sprang to
their feet, and were now rushing in countless hosts
upon the South, as did the Vandals upon Rome.
