Missouri was taken possession of at two o'clock
yesterday afternoon, on the arrival of the steamer
Jatau, by live companies of Colonel Klair's regi-
ment of Missouri volunteers, under command of
Lieutenant-Colonel Andrews, and a company of
regular artillery, under Captain Tot ten, all under
command of Brigadier-General Lyon. The balance
ot the force remained on board of the J. C. Swan
until further orders.

A company of regulars, under Major Oorant,
thoroughly searched the country for contraband
articles, and found some wheels and other parts of
artillery carriagts.

No violence was offered, but on the contrary, the
boats containing the federal troops were receivedwith enthusiastic cheers by a large concourse oftin citizens.

Governor Jackson and the other leading seces-
sionists left here on the steamer White Cloud at 4
o'clock oti the afternoon of the 13tb inst. Much
disappointment was manifested by the troops on
finding that lhe enemy had fled. The oflicers,
however, expressed no surprise, they having been
previously informed of fhe evacuation.

The troops under Lieut. Col. Andrew are now
occupying the State House. One or two houses
have been searched for secession flags, but conehave been found.

\u25a0 Complaints ot these acts, he says, have been re-ceived by him as commander of the federal forces,
and also sent to Washington with appeals for re-
lief lor Union men, who, in many instances, have
been driven from the State. He gives his orders
received from the President, stating that it de-
volves upon Gen. Lyon to stou them summarily by
the forces under his command, with such aid as
may be required from Kansas, iowa and Illinois.

WAR MOVEMENTS,
[Special Correspond'nee of the Daily Exchange.]

ROCKVILLE, Montgomery co., June 14, 18CI.

About one o'clock on Monday, 10th instant, our
usually quiet village was thrown into an excite-
ment by the arrival of some forty federal troops
with two field-pieces, who passed through and took
up their encampment about one mile west, of the
village; they were soon followed by a company of
civalry numbering about sixty men, who went in-
to camp near the artillery. About nightfall the
silence was again broken ty the arrival of the New
York 9th regiment. This regiment had marched
about fourteen miles during the day. The men
were apparently broken down and overcome by
the heat, and it was rumored that quite a number
suffered from sun-stroke on the march. The Penn-
sylvania regiment, under Colonel Patterson, ar-
rived during the night. The two last regiments
took up their encampment in and near the agricul-
tural lair ground. The New Hampshire regiment
and a battalion of Washington volunteers arrived
on Tuesday and went into camp at the same place.
On Tuesday our village was much annoyed hy
squads of drunken and disorderly soldiers. The
Episcopal church was broken open, though no de-
predation was committed. A squad entered the
Court-house and broke open the djors of the Sher
iff's and County Commissioner's rooms, for the
purpose, they said, oT getting 011 the roof to raise aflag. Not succeeding in getting on the roof, they
contented themselves by sticking up a small flag iu
one of the windows. They were waited upon bv one
of our citizens, whom they abused for heing"a se-
cessionist. Wednesday everything went off'
with hut little annoyance. A demonstration was
made to destroy the office of the Montgomery
county Kentinet on account of its States Rights
ptinciples, hut by the entreaties of the wife and
mother-in-law ol the owner the soldiers desisted.Application was made to Captain Sinead to send a
guard to protect the office, and it is said he gave
very little satisfaction, but said the paper deserved
to he destroyed from articles which had appeared
in it, and it would only be preserved because Mary-
land wan stil.l under the Rood government of the Uni-
ted Siaten. We amicipated some trouble on the day
of election, but the onlv demonstration of the mili-
tary was made by an officer and squad of the NewHampshire regiment. Thev cime up near our polls
and hoisted the flag of the United .States, on one of
the stripes being iosci ibed in large letters, "The
New Hampshire. Volunteer Regiment "

'l'he flagwas guarded during the day by a picket of soldiers!Frank Diiulop, Esq., a son of Judge Dunlop, resid-
ing in Georgetown, D. C., on his way home from a
visit to his uncle's, Major George Feter, had hisbuggy run into by a wagon belonging to the New
York 9th regiment, and broken to pieces. They
gave hiin no satisfaction and made no reparation
for the damage. Mr. Dunlop was detained by the
accident and went down to look at the troops,
whereupon he was arreted bv the New Hampshire
regiment add required to take the usual oath be-
fore he was released. Owing to the troops being
in our county the vote was small, the {States Right
men remaining home on account of threatened ar-
rests, more by the Union loving slaves of Lincolnthan the soldiers, tiome of the soldiers have spo-
ken freely to the negro population about freeing
them, and on one occasion a soldier said to a negro
man, "he ought to have cut bis master's throat for
correcting him." It is due to the officers command-
ing the Loops to eav they have, RS a generat thing,
offered every facility to protect the rights and
property of our citizens. The most of the outrages
perpetrated iu our midst, there is little doubt, were
perpetrated on the instigation of a portion of theUnion sbriekers. They were particularly officiousin circulating copies of the Sentinel among the
troops, 'lhe New York 9th, Colonel Patterson,
the Pennsylvania and New Hampshire regiments
have left, taking the route to Edward's Ferry and
to Leesburg, Va. It is reported the regiment of
Highlanders will be here to-night.

Mutinyat Melvale?Tile Pikesvllle Arsenal?

Disgraceful Proceedings Our Reporter
Makes an Interesting Inquiry.

TOWSONTOWN, June 17.?0n Saturday last, the
camp at Melvale, some five miles from this place
on the lihe of the Northern Central Railroad)
where a company attached to the Pennsylvania
Twe'fth Regiment is stationed for the protection of
the road, was thrown into no little excitement by
four of the privates attempting to murder one of
the picket-guards. I' appears the captain gave the
four men a leave of absence for several hours, and
they repaired to a place near the camp where they
obtained liquor and became intoxicated. On their
return, they assaulted the guard, took his musket
Iroin him, and attempted to bayonet him, where-
upon the guard ran to the captain's quarters and
informed himof the fact. The captain immediately
detailed five men to pursue them and biing them tohis quarters dead or living.

As soon as the detachment came in sight of the
disorderly soldiers the3> were rallied upon, and tne
sergeant, upon hearing the shouts of "kill them 1killthem !"ordered his detachment to fire, which
resulted in one ot the mutineers being shot dead onthe spot, three balls entering his breast ar.d onetaking effect in his forehead, another was shotthrough the left hand and the remaining two taken
prisoners. The wounded man is confined in (he
hospital at Melvale and the two prisoners weretaken to Fort McHenry to await court martial.
The Major of the regiment passed through this
place yesterday from Cockeysville, on his way toMelvale, with the view of investigating the matter.
Three hundred United States troops arrived at thePikeaville arsenal, eight inilns from Haltim-r., to.
week and are guarding it.

On Saturday night, th-- citizens of this place held
another meeting, with the view of organizing a
Home Guard.

This place has been for the past four or five
nights, the scene of disorder and rowdyism. Pistolshot after pistol shot, oath after oath? and knockdown after knock down tall upon the ear, while un-
offending citizens are compelled to seek shelter
from a desperado brandishing his pistol followed bv
threats. \Y hy is it the officers of the peace d.> not
exercise their authority and stop this outrageous
conduct?

Peace anil States Rights Meeting In Harfortl

County.
Ata meeting of the friends of Peace and States

Rights, of Abingdon District, Harford county,
held at the Academy in the town of Abingdon, on
Saturday, the loth inst., Septimus D. Sewell, Esq.,
was called to the Chair, and William Young ap-
pointed Secretary. A committee composed o'
Col. John Carroll Walsh, Dr. Saml. 11. Birckhead,
James Cochran, Wm. J. Price and Robert Henry,
Esqs., was appointed to draft resolutions for the
consideration of the meeting. The following were
presented, read and unanimously adopted:

WHEREAS, Believing the prosecution of the war
between the North and South, which is now im-pending, will be destructive to every interest of
the country, and he the means of producing a
never ending hatred between the two contending
sections of it, and that, therefore, it is the dutv ofevery patriot to ex-rt his utmost ability in having

Resolved, That it be recommended to the friendsof Peace and States Rights,and all opposed to mili-
tary domination within the borders of our com-
monwealth, to organize at nnce, in their respec-
tive counties, such committees as are mentioned in
the above resolution, so that an effective State or-
ganization may be made as speedily as possible.

Resolved, That by thorough organization, and
ceaseless and untiring efforts directed to the pro-
per end, the friends of Peace and States Rights inMaryland will materially hasten the arrival of
that day of deliverance, which must eventually
come, and which is to free us from the present
thraldom, which has deprived us of nearly every
a tribute of State sovereignty, and made our peo-
ple objects of contempt and derision to tbe people
of ihe North, and oi pitv to our brethren ot theSouth.

Resolved, That tho members of this meetingpledge themselves to an unqualified and determin-ed opposition to a war between tbe North andSouth, to assist, in every proper and legal mode,

THE WAR?WHEN SHALL THE ENl> BE?
The following are the concluding paragraphs of

an article on the present crisis in the New York
Journal ofCommerce of yesterday:

We have said, and we now repeat, that the Northhas been deceived and misled into this war by t'ue
Northern Republican press; and since the war be-gan, they have been as constantly deceived and mis-led m every particular relating tp the force, theability and the courage of the foe. This deception
has led to fatal results already. Jt is now leadingus to destruction. The suppression of truths which
show the strength and resources of the South, themisrepresentation of their financial and commissa-riat resources, the false reports of their disaffec-
tion, desertions, sickness, &c., have characterizedthe editorial and news columns of the papers allu
ded to, and have so misled the minds of men at. theNorth, that the error could only be corrected by
some such lesson as was received at Great Bethel,which may thus, perhaps, be productive of good onthe whole.

It is beginning to dawn on men's minds that this
contest is not an affair of a day, or a nionih, or a
year. If the end is to be the conquering of the
Southern armies and people, that end is Drobably
very !ar distant. Let no man promise himself that
the battle ot Manassas Junction, now apparently
near, will be decisive of the war. Ifwe are beaten
at that point, is there anv Northerner who propo-
ses to give up the contest? Ifthe South are beaten
is there any probability that Southerners willyield the contest any more than we would. They
are Americans, blood of our blood, our brothers,
cousins, friends?and they reason, think and fetl,
just as we should under similar circumstances.?
There is, therefore, little hope of an end of the warby a decisive battle or a short campaign.

Another possible eod of the war is oue that may
now be talked of freely, though a f w weeks
since it was impossible to mention it. We lately
published a very mild letter from a St. Louis cor-
respondent. suggesting a possible peace by com-
promise. Tiie Hartford Timee copied it, and the
Hartford Courant burst like a thunder cloud on the
Timet, charging them with treason, and flatly pro-
nouncing it to he treason in any one to propose a
compromise before we had finished the war! But
we are living in cooler times.

Another possible end of the war is in the occur-
rence of another revolution at the South. It may
be that the States which went mad for secession a
few months ago, may change. In other words,
there may he a strong Union party there someday.
If we are to believe the Republican papers, the
South has actually a majority of Union men who
are held down bv mobs. We don't believe auv such
thing. We don't believe there are ten Union men
in South Carolina. There tcere many such in all
the seceded States. But the attempt at coercion by
arms, has carried them nearly all over for the
present. Is there a sane American who believes
that any amount of physical force willever prevail
to make Union men rut of Americans who don't
choose to be such? Can you starve them into it?
Is there the remotest hope that a long war
will make friends out of enemies? So long as
the North stands where it stood six months ago,
and says to the South "you must vield, back
down from all this, and give it up, we will not
give you any excuse, any plea, any argument bv
which to move your doubting friends, you must
give up at once"?so long as the North main-
tains this ground, just so long the war wili con-
tinue. We do not believe, ifthe South were suc-
cessful and overran the North with their armies,
that a Northern man would lav down his arms so
long as there remained a rock to hide behind
while he fired, or a mountain side from which to
hurl down stones on his foes. Nor do we believe
any less of Southern men.

When Jackson overcame the South Carolinians
in the matter of the revenue laws, it will be re-
membered that the tariffbill was changed, and thus
an excuse was given to the rebels for laying down
their arms. Too many perssns forget this impor-
tant part of this nullification contest.

In all wars between equal or nearly equal pow-
ers, the rule has been to gsk everything, but to be
content with a small part of the demand. In all
contests the necessity of a compromise in the end
is absolute. It is not in one of a thousand wars
that any result is reached otherwise.

The defeat of Henrv Winter Davis in his canvass
for the representation of Baltimore in the Federal
Congress, is not less delightful than surprising
That arch-traitor is the type of ultra submission
His overthrow is worth a dozen victories. It isMaryland s Declaration of Independence and Proc-
lamation of War. The people of Baltimore mani-
fest 10 their vole the tact that their subjugation is
to foreign force, against which thev have for a mo-
ment been unable to struggle?a jorce too heavy
lor their immediate resistance?and not to baseness
and cowardice in the heart of Maryland. That
ktate is the noble eagle in the cage of iron, not the
fat hog in a happy pen. One day she willagain
spread her strong pinions with a screap ol joy and
of vengeance. The vote of Baltimore is a haughty

protest against the combination of treachery at
home and coercion from abroad that has put Mary-
land in chains. It is a blazing beacon for the
South. Let the troops of Lincoln get one bloody
overthrow on the fields of either Eastern or West-
ern Virginia, and Maryland, Missouri and Kentuc-
ky will heave the weight from their breasts with
the irresistible force of an earthquake.? llichmond

presence of the militaryand police, and even bythat which always proves more powerful than eith-
er or both?the presence and exertions of the Cath-
olic priests.

At one moment, in spite ot all these restraints, a
riot seemed inevitable, and the Chief Magistrate,
Mr. Carter, read the tint act, which was then
handed to Colonel Grant, R. N. C. in command
ot the military. The crowd, however, soon after
became gradually more tranquil, and it. isis hardly
possible to over estimate the services of the priesls
in the preservation of peace throughout the living
hours from 2to 6 o'clock. They never c used
moving about among the crowd, calming, soothing,
counselling them, ami putting down the angry tor-
rent which threatened, from time to time, to sweep
all before it. 'i'hey succeeded at length ininducing
group after group of a great multitude to break up
and disperse.

The crowd having left tho Colonial Building
yard, scattered about the town, and, as ev ningbegan to close in, an attack was made by a party
of them, chiefly lads, upon the shops and stores of
Mr. Michael Nowian and Mr. Kite-bin, in Water
street. In both cases they smash -d the windows,
made away with some g :t:ds, and flung others into
the street.

But the melancholy sequel is yet to be told.?
After the last named mischief was done the military
were summoned into the town. Those who had
b.-en before then dispersing began to collect again;
stones were thrown at the soldiers; Colonel Grant
was insulted and struck; provocation followed after
provocation, and the order was given to tire. Sev-
en shots told, three of Jh'-m mortally. One man,
named Clifford, an aged widow's only son and sup-
port, died on the instant. The tv.-n others (Hunt
and Fitzpatrick) lingered but a short time.
