And whereas , None of the purposes of public justice
would be attained by the prosecution of any one con-
cerned in said disturbance, but on the contrary their
prosecution would subject the city and county of Balti-
more to great and unnecessary expense; therefore.Section 1. He itenacted by the General Assembly ofMaryland , That all the courts, public officers and grand
jury are hereby forbidden to prosecute or punish any
person concerned in the aforesaid affray with the soldiers
in the city ofBaltimore on the 19th of April last; or forany offences arising from or growing out of said affrayor in any way connected therewith.

Section 2. And be it further enacted , That all laws ofthis State, whether stitute law or common law, whichprescribe punishment forany or the oflences mentionedin the preceding section be, and the same are hereby re-pealed, &c., &c 0. P.

FRENCH MANUFACTURERS AND THE NEW TARIFF.?A traveler just returned from visiting the cotton
manufactories at Rouen and Mulhnuse states thatin those towns, where the manufacturers appre-
hended ruin from the treaty of commerce withEngland, they now laugh at their previous fearsof English competition. They have discoveredthat the reduction in the price of cotton thread,
and the introduction into Franceof some particular
description of flaxen thread, have completely savedthe French market from the invasion of "English
cottons. They expect even to compete with En-glish manufacture rs in foreign markets, whore they
maintain that the trifling advantage of one and
two cents in the price which the English possess
willbe more than counterbalanced by the admitted
superiority of French cloths?more solid and morehighly finished than the English. The manufac-
turers of Millhouse say they fear no other compe-
tition than that of the Swiss and Germans, who
manufacture a certain description of calico, twen-
ty and twenty-five per cent, cheaper than the
French, because the Swiss and German spinners,
not being protected, are content with a profit offive and six per cent, on the produce, while the
French spinners levy a tribute of twenty-five per
cent, on the consumer. The consequence is that
the cotton printers in Alsace aro forced to import
calico from their neighbors on the other side ofthe Rhine, on the condition of re exporting it afterit has been printed in France. The French wool-
len manufacturers likewise now admit that they
can compete successfully with the English.? Pari*Correspondent of the Times.

AUMYBALLOONING.?I'rof. Lowe made his tirstex-periuicntal ascension on Tu sday, from (he Armory
grounds. Messrs. Burns, of the Telegraph Com-
pany, and Kobinson, the operator, accompanied
him. '1 he latter had charge of the aerial end of an
exceedingly small Helix wire, insulated with green
silk, and cocuected with the regular lines. An
operator below repeated the message from the air
after it had been transmitted through a mile of this
helix wire. The White House, the War Depart-
ment, Alexandria, and the Philadelphia office were
communicated with.

The highest ascension was 150 feet. Several
more experiments w ill he requisite to establish the
extent to which the balloon can be used on the bat-tle-tield, to give orders, and in Teconnoisances torecord observations in camp while working at adistance. The first message ever telegraphed from
a balloon was then sent to the President of the
United States, by Professor Lowe. It was as to Ilows :

BALLOON KNTKRPRISE, 1
_ , ? WASHINGTON, June 17. ITo the President of the United States .

SIR :?This point of observation commands an area
nearly fifty miles in diameter. The city, with its girdle
of encampments, presents a superb scene. I take great
pleasure in sending you this first despatch ever tele-
graphed from an aerial station, and io acknowledging my

indebtedness to your encouragement for the opportunity
of demonstrating the availability of the science of aero-
nautics in the military service of the country.

T. S. C. LOWE.

Doubtless with the aid of powerful telescopes,
the use of this balloon will enable the commander
of a force to inspect thoroughly the interior of the
works opposed to him, and to know instantly anv
movements of troops of the enemy; and that, too,
without the slightest danger to those making the
observations and transmitting the required intelli-
gence on the lightning's wings. It wiltbe remem-
bered that to the balloons used bv the French inthe late Italian campaign no telegraphing appa-
ratus was undertaken to be atttached; that achieve-
ment having boen left to American genius and en-
terprise, as explained above.
