It is with no little rtgret that the public gener-
ally have heard the announcement of the editors
of tbe National Intelligencer that they will in a!
probability BOOH he forced to discontinue their
journal on accountof the total loss of their South-
ern giihacrn'ion list. Little credit as

the Intelligencer has done itself during

the past six months by its vacillating

course, we cannot but remember that it was

prior to that period always conducted with ability,

curtesy and decorum. It hag for more tlmn fifty

years been one of the leading papers of the coun-

trv has cnjoved a most extended circulation, and

at times wielded a large influence. Its circulation
has been rapidly diminishing for some time past,
and latterly its influence has almost, if not alto-
gether, ceased to be felt. Commenced,
as it was, in the infancy of the Republic,
it will probably cease to exist with the dissolution
of the Union upon which that R-piiblic was
founded.

The Intelligencer is, however, not the only jour-
nal which has felt most seriously the disastrous ef-
fects of our domestic troubles. From our ex-
changes we gather the names of over sixty papers
that have already been compelled to sus-
pend, a considerable number of which
were published in tiie Northern States.?
Even the leading journals of New York,
w hose circulation is far more widelyextended than
that of the papers of any other city, have been
obliged to reduce every possible expense, and iu
some instances the s: ze of the papers has been cut
down in order to lessen the cost of publishing.
This plan has already beeu resorted to by several of
the daily papers of this city. The Patriot and the
Republican have both reduced the size of their
sheets considerably; and following their exam-
pie, the American, 113 a matter of prudent necessi-
ty, has also lopped one column from each of its
pages, and has modestly refrained from direct-
ing public attention to the fact. The Phila-
delphia North American has resorted to the same
expedient. Some New York papers have stopped
their afternoon editions All have reduced sala-
ries and force.

To those not acquainted with the cost of pub-
lishing a daily paper, it may not he uninteresting
to learn a few facts as to the real charges at'eud-
aut upon such an undertaking. For a paper as
largo as the Exchange, the cost of paper, type
setting, printing and distributing is so heavy,
that, iu the absence of advertisements, a daily sale
of les3 than 15,000 copies would not pay for
these items alone. Add to this the numerous

salaries of assistant editors, reporters, correspond-
ents and clerks, and the eust of telegrams, house
rent and other extras, and some small idea may
be gained of the immense outlay which has
to be provided for by the receipts of the
advertising columns. For a paper of the
size of the New York Herald, where the
cost of material is grea er, and the expensis

of correspondence and telegrams are much
larger, the aggregate expenses are so enormous,
that were one paper to have the combined circula-
tion of all the others issued daily ia that city,
which may he estimated at 350,000, it would not
more than pay the actual current expenses, if its
receipts were derived solely from the sale of the
paper.

TNk FIRST NAPOLEON'S OPINION OF THE TIME RE-
QUIRED TO TRAIN A SOLDIER.?If the opinion of Na"
poleon, as quoted by the historian Alison, be cor-
rect, it is evident that the Federal Government wil'
not be able to bring any trained soldiers into the
field, with tho exception of the small force of regu-
lars, that have seen considerable service. The

s itae difficulty undoubtedly applies to the Confed-
erate forces, but it is generally conceded that the
Southern,army is composed of the best lightingma"

t-rial, and that it i->, for the most, better com-
mand. dby officers of superior ability. We quote
the extract from Alison:

In a discussion respecting the naval conscription,
Tniget observed: "Much longer time is required
to form a sailor than a soldier. The latter may be
trained in all his duties in six months." Napoleon
replied:

"There never was so great a mistake. Nothing
can be more dangerous than t:> propagate such
opinions; if acted upon, they would speedily lead to
the dissolution of the army. At Jemappe there
were 50,000 French against 9.000 Austrians. Dur-
ing the first four years of the war, all the hostile
operations were conducted in the most ridiculous
manner. It was neither the volunteers nor the re-
cruits who saved the Republic, it was the 180,000
old troops of the Monarchy and the discharged
veterans, whom the revolution impelled to tho fron-
tiers Part of tbereciuits deserted, part died; a
small propovti n only remained, who, in process of
time, formed go d soldiers. Why have the Romans
done such great things? Because six rears* instruc-
tion were, with them, required to make a soldier.
A legion composed of three thousand such men was
worth thirty thousand ordinary troops. With fif-
teen thousand such men as tire Guards, I would
everywhere beat forty thousand. You will not
find me engaging soon in war with an army of re-
cruits."

AN IMMENSE FORTIFICATION INPROORSS3 ON SANDTHOOK. ?The Trenton, N. .1., Gazette says :
Many of our readers know that, there has been

some Government money spent in the preparations
for building a fort at Sandy Hook, and, like our-
selves, many ot them have known very little more.
Now that tlie Honk has bee one quarters for troops,
ant! that the defence of our coast has become a
matter worth looking after, let us see what has
been done. The corner-stone of the fort was laid
on the 26th o( March, 1859. The walls will cover
an oblong area of about one mile in length. It will
have tire bastions, the length of each of which will
be in accordance with the extent ofits pai ticular
command ot some p ont of the Atlantic. At pre-
sent the northeastern bastion is nearly ready for
mounting guns, and the eastern and northern cur-
tains which protect it are sufficiently elevated to
lay the embrasure stones. Two are nearly ready
for the guns. The stones in front of the fort are
from six to eight tons in w.ight, erebrought from
quarries in Quiney, Mass., and Maine. The tiers
ot guns will have strong and spacious casements.
The foundation, which is laid in concrete, was
made seven feet from the surface, and the breadth
of the walls at Ihe base is 14 feet, and the top 10
feet. The cas-m~nts are indent-d about 3G feet
from the outer walls, and commanding ail points of
the surrounding ocean. The tort will be protected
'oy deep trenches at its outer points.

MEXlCO.?Advices from Mexico have been receiv-
ed up to the 25ih ult.

Senors Zatictt, Ramirez and Zaragnsa resigned
their positions in the cabinet of Juarez. Leon
Guzman was appointed Minister of Foreign Rela-
tions, Joaquin Ruiz Minister of Juslice, and Zar-

agoza retained as Minister of War. J. M. Caste-
nas, a very intelligent and influential man, is Minis-
ter of Finance.

Ihe Mexican Congress has appointed what is
termed a "Committee of Public Health," with ex-
tract d:nary powers to act against'the reactionists
and all others opposed to the public good.

THE CKESV OF THE SAVANNAH.?Our benevolent
philosophers of the Tribune are thirsting for theblood of the ship's crew of the captured rebel pri-
vateer Savannah. But this is a very nice and del-
icate question. The rebels hold a number of Union
men as prisoners, and they are constantly picking
up stragglers here and there. Are these Union m.n
to be sacrificed in retaliation for the hasty execu-
tion of these rebel privateers? Or shall we rashly
challenge in the rule of rigid justice against these
prisoners as pirates, the fierce policy on the part
of the Davis privateers, of the immediate hanging
o! the crew of every Northern merchant ship they
may hereafter capture? No; the lives of our own
people are entitled to some consideration. Let
these piratical prisoners b- tried and cnudeinned if
you please, and then held as hostages for the fu-
ture good b havinr of the enemy. Thus maoy in-
nocent Union men maybe saved,"who would other-
wise be murdered in retaliation.?

PROVISIONS FOR THE SOUTH.?The Cincinnati pa-
pers complain that provisions are continually being
sent South.

Gazette says:

We are informed that no less than eighty tons of
dry peas passed through Toledo a day or two ago
for Jell'ersonville, ludiana. These are all, of
course, destined for the Southern States; and it
may ho taken for granted that nine-tenths of ail
the contraband goods shipped to Jtffersonville or
or New Albany, are smuggled over to Louisville,
and shippid thence to the South.

The Louisville Democrat of Monday says:
The Masonic Gem plies between Louisville and

Madison, Indiana. On her recent trip, she brought
to our city one hund-ed and eighty-eight casks of
bacon, ninetv tierces of hams, and ono hundred
barrels of pork.

A fiat-boat, with nine hundred barrels of pork,
and another flat-boat with eighty-eight casks and
thirty tierces of bacon, all shipped from Madison,
Indiana, also arrived here.

SOUTHERN HONOR. ?The following extract is taken
from a letter received by a dry goods house in the
Southern trade in New York:

I have funds due me, and in the bands of good
men, but they cannot pay me at this time. I went
to New Orleans last month, and onlv purchased
51,500 worth of goods in alt kinds, and that I got
on credit till January nex', to show you that I did
not take funds to purchase goods that 1 should
have used in the payment of my debts. The debts
due me are f>r sales made last year, and 1 have no
idea ol using in any other way than to pay you so
soon as I can get it. In conclusion, I willsay that
there can be no law enacted, or no policy adopted
by the North or South, that would deter me from
paying my debts so soon as I can do so.
