BURYING A FORT.?Quite an original method of
taking a fort is described in the last number of
Jilachwood'* Magazine. In 1696, a large Russian
army besieged the Turkish fort at Azof, which was
situated on a plain, strongly fortified, and had a
sinali but well disciplined garrison. No common
approaches could be made to it, and the Turkish
cannon swept the level with iron hail. In this case
the engineering skill of the Russians was baffled,
but Gen. Patrick Gordon, the right hand man of
Peter the Great, and the only one for whose death
it is said he ever shed a tear, being determined to

take the place at any cost, proposed to bury it with
dirt b_v gradual approaches. He bad a large army;
the soil was light and deep, and he set twelve thou-
sand men to work with spades, throwing up a high
circumvallation of earth, and advancing nearerand nearer everv day to the place, by throwing up
the huge earth wall before them in advance. The
men were kept in gangs, working day and night
the earth being thrown from one to "another like
the steps of a stair, the top gang taking the lowest
place every half hour in succession. In five weeks
the huge earth wall was carried forward nearly
one mile until it rose to and above the highest
ramparts, and the earth began to roll over them.
This caused the Turkish Governor to hang out the
wbite flag and give in. Had he not done so, Gen-
eral Gordon would have buried the fortress.?Ex-
change.

If accounts which reach us here are correct, and
it seems they are, the secessionists from Manassas
Junction are extending and strengthening their
outposts. From indications noticeable here to-day,
the Government is not insensible to the movements
of the enemy in this direction.

Maryland Shore.
WASHINGTON, June 20.?The Navy Department

to-day received despatches from Gapt. Roman, of
the 6tearaer i'awnee, enclosing reports of Lieuten-
ant Chaplin, from which it appears that the lat-
ter, in the first cutter, assisted bv the tug Reliance,
lias been profitably cruising opposite to, and in the
neighborhood of Aquia Creed, on the Maryland
side, w here he seized a large amount of contraband
provisions, consigned to a secessionist who is now
in the Confederate army. They were placed on a
wood schooner that happened to be near, and towed
to Washington Navy Yard.

Lieut. Chaplin had also reconnoitered at other
points, where he and his small party drove in some
secession mounted pickets; when returning, musket
shots were tiied at them. This compliment was
acknowledged bv a discharge of canister shot from
the Reliance. Lieut. Chaplin captured nine boats,
which bad evidently been used for the transporta-
tion of secessionists over the Potomac, lie destroy-
ed five of these boats.

The steamer Mount Vernon has returned from
Pomunkv creek, Maryland, where she seized a
sloop which had been engaged in transporting
secession troops from that point to Virginia. The
sloop has been towed to Washington. The men
found on board the sloop are prisoners.

Capt. Woods, of the Mount Vernon, together
with his guard, landed at the White House yester-
day, and scoured the country for miles in qust of
secession batteries, which it was reported had been
erected there, but none were discovered.

WASHINGTON, June 20.?The New York 12th and
other re.iments, quartered on this side of the
Potomac, have been under orders all this afternoon
and to-night to march to Virginia at a moment's
warning.

The New York 14th, which arrived here to day,
have gone into camp near Meridian Hill, just be-
yond the city boundary. The 4th Maine regiment
arrived here at 9 o'clock to-night.

James f ameron this afternoon was elected Colo-
nel of the 79th Highland regiment, and to-night
he was serenaded by the band of that regiment, at
the residence of his brother, Secretary Cameron.

Kettiru of Confederate Picket* at Harper**
Ferry?Attempt to Capture Union Men?
Nineteen Virginia Unionists Hilled or
Wounded whilst Escaping Across the

ltivir.
HAGKRSTOWN, June 20.?Capt. Cook, well known

as the commander of the Home Guards, of Sharps-
burg, arrived here this evening and reports that
the Virginia pickets have reappeared at various
points along the Potomac river. Sixty appeared
at Harper's Ferry this morning, to arrest Union
men who had returned there.

At 12 o'clock to-day a company of cavalry ap-
peared at the Ferry, when the citizens immediately
crossed the river in boats, swam, or any other
available mode of escape. They were fired upon
by the secession troops, and nineteen citizens were
killed and wi unded! Many had their clothing
pierced with bullets.

Yesterday, at 2 o'clock, the people above Ilar-
per's Ferry, raised a Union flag. The Confederates
fired upon it. Their pickets appeared also to-day,
at dam No. 4.

Affair*South of the Potomac?Apprehen-
sions at A lcxnmlria ?Expected Offensive
Movement oil the Part of the Confederate*.
ALEXANDRIA,June 20.?A state of uneasiness has

existed here during the entire day, resulting from
a variety of contradictory reports of a skirmish on
the Loudoun and Hampshire Railroad, but the most
searching inquiry seems to produce no other facts
for this alarm than the appearance of secession
troops in the vicinity of Cloud's Mills, and the cap-
ture of two non-commissioned officers of the Con-
necticut Ist regiment whilst on picket duty seven
miles out from camp, near Falls Church, and other
events which newspaper correspondents should not he
expected to communicate.

The train which came in this evening at 6}A
o'clock, brings no rumors of war, but represents
all as quiet. There appears sufficient reason, how-
ever, to apprehend aa offensive movement of the
secession forces. There has recently been a renew-
al of the migration ot the residents, and many
confident predictions expressed in secession quar-
ters of Beauregard being here at an early day.
The active movements of federal forces, however,
reassure Union men. All persons were prevented
from leaving the city during the early part of to-
day, but the order was subsequently rescinded.

Southern Mail Items via Louisville.
LOUISVILLE, June 20. ?The Memphis Bulletin says

that 500 muskets shipped bv the Federal Govern-
ment for the men in Weakly county, Tennessee,
fell into the hands of the Secaders. The Union
city troops at Memphis svere much in want of
arms, whole companies being unarmed. Southern
Kentucky willsoon secede, says the same paper,
and then General Pillow will move to support
them.

In Monroe county, Arkansas, near Helena, seve-
ral negroes were arrested lately for an attempted
insurrection. Three were hung. Their plot was
that all the white males were to be murdered, but
the females and children spared.

The Austin (Texas) Gazette has been informed of
a secret Union association in that State, and says
there are a tew Johnstons, Ktheridges and Hecks
in Texas still.

The operations were performed
and supported bv voluntarv contributions of citi-
zens, who assembled at the'call of signal guns fired
on the approach of the troops.

Factory Iturilt.
WILMINGTON, June 20.?The Henry Clay facto-

GENERAL HARNEY BELIEVED TO BE LOYAL.?A

correspondent of the Springfield Republican , wri-
ting from St. Louis, June 13, remarks:

'?General Harney is still here. What he is to do
is unknown. 1 can learn nearly nothing of his say-
ings and doings. There is still some speculation as
to the circumstances attending his removal. Some
say he was very mrtd at being superseded?others
that be was glad, and that it was done at his re-
quest. Certainly he acquiesces gracefully, and his
loyalty has not been disturbed by the act. It. is
conceded by both Secessionists and Union men that
the Government acted wisely in giving the com-
mand to General Lyon. The reason, however, is
not laid to any disloyalty on the part of Gen. Har-
nev. He was peculiarly environed by conflicting
influences. His large property in this city made
him deeply interested in the welfare of Missouri.?
His long residence here had made him acquainted
with every body, but his social and political svra-
pathies had led him to associate more intimately
with certain of our prominent and wealthy men,
who, if they did not sympathize fully with seces-
sion, were at least opposed to the war, and wanted
Missouri to be let alone, and wait events. Thev
were particularly opposed to the 'Home Guard'
business. With these men, General Harney had
been on terms of utmost intimacy. For years he
had drank inint-juleps with them. The moment he
returned, they surrounded him with terrible rep-
resentations about these 'Dutch Home Guards,'
and demanded of him their disbandment,which it is
said he promised, he approached Captain Lyon
and Frank Blair on the subject. They expostulat-
ed with him, disabused his mind as to the charac-
ter of the men organized, and ebowtd him the au-
thority by which the men were enrolled in the
special service. Hence, in his first proclamation,
he announced that he found that he had no autbor-
itv to change the situation of the 'Home Guard.'
This conveyed such an intimation that he would
have disbanded them if he could, that the Union-
ists became distrustful of him. At the arsenal, he
was firm as a rock, and all right. He would go up
town,?these aforesaid old friends would surround
him, ?'the d?d Dutch would destroy the peace of
the city?the searching of trains, and steamboats,
and teams, coming to and going from the city
caused unnece9sarv irritation,' &c., &c. The Gen-
eral would return to the arsenal a little dampened.
He seemed to be in doubt whether or not these
remedies were not doing more hurt than the dis-
ease left to itself. He obviously did not believe
in any earnest attempt to take the State out of the
Uniou."

THE STRENGTH OF VIRGINIA.?We copy the follow-
ing from the New York Herald of yesterday :

We learn by intelligence from Richmond, that
troops from the States further South continued to
arrive in that city. It appears fourteen regiments
have arrived there recently, making 35,000 in all
at that point, all well armed, gome of them with
European muskets, and well commanded, either by
West Point graduates or men who have been stu-

dents in the Southern military academies. We are
also informed that in addition to the new intrench-
ments eight miles northwest of Richmond, the city
is to be defended from attack on the western side

bv works at a stillgreater distance, in pursuance of
surveys just made by military engineers. The
survey does not extend beyond the Blue Ridge, for
it is calculated by General Beauregard that the
disposition of the Confederate forces along the Ma-
nassas Gap Railroad, and particularly southwest of
Strasburg as far as Harrisonburg, twenty miles
from Staunton, and in the counties of Shenandoah
and Rockingham, will protect Manassas Junction
and Richmond from any attack from the west. Itis stated, however, that the bulk of McClelland'slorce is coming up the Kanawha, from the Ohio, in
Be^, er > . fl° af B and will menace Manassas Junction
and Kichmond,in the rear. It is probably to guard
against this that ex-Governor Wise is posted with
guerillas at Covington.

All this does not look very like an attack on
Washington, let there appears to be alarm atthat city. Our despatches inform us thai the WarDepartment is of opinion that the rebel force in
Virginia is stronger than ours and better com-
manded, and that our wisest military leaders enter-
tain small hopes of victory, in case a battle is pre-
cipitated before the Federal army is reinforced. Itis estimated that 250,000 men will be required
an opinion shared by the President and General
Scott. Mr. Lincoln, in bis message to Congress,

wbicb he is now preparing, will not call for a new
loan, but propose to issue Treasury notes to the
amount of $200,000,000 or $300,000,000, ranging
from S2O upwards.

WAR MOVEMENTS,

AFFAIRS IN MISSOURI.
[Special Correspondence of the Daily Exchange J

The Massacre at St. Louis.

Editors of the Exchant/e ?Knowing full well that
events now transpiring in tbe State of Missouri
are attracting no little attention in other sections
of tbe iate United States, I have thought, Messrs.
Editors, a letter at this particular moment in the

' history of this State and of the citv of St. Louis,
might not be unacceptable to you, for it will be
but a record of the last hour's perianal observa-
tion of the writer.

Another of those fearful and bloody scenes, of
which this city has been the theatre no less than
three times now in the last five weeks, occurred
one hour ago; and the wail of the widow and
orphan now fills houses where, hut a few hours
previous, the happy voice of fathers was heard?if,
indeed, happiness has lately visited this people.

Atthe Recorder's court-rooms on Seventh street,
next door south of Olive, now lie stretched, in
their own gore and in the cold embrace of death,
the bodies of five of our citizens, ruthlessly murdered
whilst in the discharge of their duties as such before
that tribunal, without the least provocation, save
that which was perhaps conjured up in the drunken
brains of Hessians?a body of several hundred of
whom were marched past on their way to Turner
Hail, their headquaters. The writer was sum-
moned to the place of slaughter in his professional I
capacity, but found, on reaching it, that little was
to be done for any of the victims save one?a man
named Francis?who was shot in two places in the
left thigh by Minnie halls, one of which was ex-
tracted, the other not being discoverable by
the probe. It is probable this man will recover,
though the result of similar wounds inflicted
on the 10th and 11th of May, make this by
no means certain. Another poor fellow,
named Pratt, a police officer at the Recorder's
Court, was shot through the left breast, and though
not quite dead when first seen by your correspond-
ent, life was fast ebbing; so that it was not deemed
expedient to lose time with him when there were
others whose lives might be saved by the timely
interposition of the healing art. One of these was
a man shot in the lower jaw, shivering the bone,
and, of course, knockiog out the teeth. This poor
creature was enabled to walk to a furniture car,
and, with a little aid, to climb into it, by means of
which he was taken to his home, he, the meanwhile,
holding the fractured bone in situ with his hand.
The fourth of the wounded men had a ball enter the
outer angle of the right eye, tearing away the
frontal bone in its track until it emerged three or
four inches above the point of its entrance. This
victim the writer did not see himself, but is in-
debted for a description of the wound to another
physician who had hitn in charge, and who ex-
presses hope ofhis patient's recovery.

To sum up, now, this day's slaughter : Killed
outright, five, including in this catalogue Pratt,
who, I have just learned, died within ten minutes
of my leaving him. Wounded, 3, all of them se-
verely, and two, 1 fear, mortally. Ho much for
what the writer saw himself. There are many
more wounded reported?some say nine, others
seventeen. Of these 1 cannot speak personally,
nnd X cared not to search them out in the neigh-
borhood, for scenes like these have no attraction
for me, and, mv duty discharged, I retired, feeling
assured there were other medical men engaged
with the poor sufferers.

Now, Messrs. Editors, for the cause of this most
inhuman massacre ot unarmed citizens.

The body of "Home Guard," before mentioned, j
were passing down Seventh street, the greater part j
of them having already crossed Pine, when one of Sthem was seen to put a cap on his musket while ho '
was crossing Olive. Through the most criminal j
carelessness on the part of this fellow, the "ham- j
mer" was permitted to fall, and the gitD exploded, j
The report, it is supposed, created a panic in the !
ranks, and they turned and fired into the crowd |
collected infront of the Recorder's Court?both on \
the pavement and the veranda opening into the j
court-room?to see them pass. Nearly every house I
on the East side of Seventh street, between Pine !
and Olive, shows the marks of balls, in some in-
stances, as high as the eaves, ihat in which the J
court was being held at the time presenting a par- j
ticularly battered aspect. The window in the |
court-room immediately behind the Recorder's j
chair, had several panes shivered, and tbe balls j
whistled so thickly past his Honor's head, that he j
was fain to seek protection against their murderous I
intent by falling on the floor and abiding the j
time when he might with safety attempt to rise j
and escape from the room. (I had forgotten to j
say the court-room is in the second story of the !
building, and, consequently, that the greatest se- ;
curity lor those in thgt part of the room nearest j
the street at the time of the firing, was found in j
hugging closely ttie floor.) The number of shots j
fired is said to have been a hundred at least, and i
this I can easily believe from the marks presented
on the houses, and the numberof shattered window '
panes to be seen on the block. Several balls have
entered the plaster on the walls and ceiling of the j
court-room, and amongst those killed whose bodies
I saw, two are said to have been prisoners who
were in the docket a: the time awaiting their trials, j
It cannot be urged that there was any extenuation
for the massacre of this morning in tbe firing upon !
troops by a spectator or spectators on the side-
walk, for a dozen are willing to testify that not a
report was heard that did not come from the ranks
of the mercenaries themselves, either before, after,
or during tbe continuance of the firing; and one
respectable citizen, a marshal of the court, who
was looking over poor Pratt's shoulder at the mo-
ment the 1otter was shot, told the writer that he
distinctly saw the Hash nnd beam ti/e report num
the gun of the man whom he had previously ob- !
served capping his piece, and that this was the first
gun fired; furthermore that the fellow carrying it
seemed to him to he drunk. A more plausible ex-
planation of the murderous affair is found iu the j
belief, that the order has gone forth to crush out by ;
any and every means, all opposition to the ac- j
cursed despotism now reigning at Washington, j
What matters it to the cruel buffoon of a Presi- j
dent now ruling and ruining at the Federal seat of
Government, and to his minions here?the blood-
thirsty Lyon and the vindictive Blair and their vul-
gar satellites, that the lives of a tew citizens are
sacrificed now and then here in St. Louis I The!
end in view is glorious, no less than the showing
that we have indeed got a Government, nnd fully j
sanctifies the means! Hence, be not surprised to 1
hear again of calamities similar to that of this
morning; for the love of liberty and hatred of ty- j
ranny is not yet entirely crushed out of the breasts :
of our people, and men but wait the time when
they may assert their independence without being }
shot down like dogs. God grant that time be not !
far distant, that the rumors we daily hear of the j
succor now approaching Missouri from the South,
may prove true; and that Lyon and Blair, withtheir Hessian forces, who have now gone into the
interior of the State, with the view of crushing out
the liberties of the people, may be made to bite the
dust, or else be brought back here in charge of tbe
gallant Ben McCullough, who, with thousands of
Texans, is said to be on his way to aid Gov. Jack-
son in defending the dignity of Missouri against
the aggressions of the clique at Washington,
known as the Federal Government.

The avowed purpose of Lyons, in his present
raid against this State, is to reduce her to
the humiliating position now occupied by poor,
dear old Maryland; and that he will stop at any-
thing to effect his unbolv purpose, 1 have no idea
whatever. Having been already brevetted for his
"brilliant achievement" in the capture of "Camp

Tlie Battle nt Bonneville?Full Particulars.
HT. LOUIS, June lit.?The Democrat has received

the following despatch from Jefferson city: Mr.
Gordon, of St. Louis, and other gentlemen from
above, give the followingaccount of the battle of
Booneville:

General Lyon landed four miles below Boone-
ville, and opened a heavy cannonade against the
secessionists, who retreated and dispersed into
the adjacent woods, whence, bidden by bushes and
trees, they opened a brisk fire on our troops.

General Lyon then ordered a hasty retreat to
the boats, and the secessionists, encouraged by this
movement, : aliied and followed the troops into a
wheat Held.

General Lyon baited, faced his troops about,
and bringing the whole force of bis artillery to
bear, opened a murderous fire on the enemy,
three hundred of whom were killed, and the bal-
ance fled in all directions, leaving their arms ou the
field.

Gen. Lyon then moved forward and took posses-
sion ol Booneville. Gen. Price was taken with
violent diarrhcea at the beginning of the battle,
and was taken on a steamer and carried to his home
in Charaton.

Governor Jackson viewed the battle from a dis-
tant bill.

Scouting parties will be sent out in all direc-
tions to-morrow, to cut off the retreat of the seces-
sionists.

The steamer J. C. Swon has arrived with two
cannon, ammunition and artillerymen, which
have been planted at Colonel Boernsteiu's head-
quarters.

John Fitzpatrick, one of the most violent seces-
sionists of the State, took tbe oath of allegiance to
the United States Government in the presence of
all the officers here tn-dav.

Further Particulars.
ST. LOUIS, June 11) P. M.?A special despatch

to tbe /iepublican gives further particulars of the
battle at Booneville. The Federal troops landed
five miles below tbe encampment of the State
forces. The latter had a battery near Booneville,
pointed towards the river, but itwas circumvented
by the Federal troops, and proved useless.

General Lyon immediately advanced upon the
State troops, and was met" in a lane, where the
firing commenced. The balance of the description
is substantially as before reported.

Last night Governor Jackson was about a mile
off, secured by Captain Kelly's company, as a body
guard.

Colonel Parsons was not in the engagement, hav-
ing been reported sick.

Booneville was not injured, no shots having beenfired into the town.
General Price's absence is thus accounted for:?

On Sunday morning the pickets brought reports
that seven steamers were coming up the river with
Federal troops.

A consultation was immediately held between
Governor Jackson and General Price, and the Gov-
ernor ordered the State troops to disband, they
not being able to sustain themselves against such a
force. General Price then went home, but the
troops, however, determined to have a fight.?
Colonel Marmaduke then became disaffected, and
resigned.

A few hours later, the report about the steamers
having proved untrue, the Governor ordered the
troops to prepare for resistance, appointing Mr.
Little to the command.

There is no reliable account as to the number of
killed, wounded or taken prisoners.

It is stated that General Lyon once had the
troops in a position where he could have killed
them in large numbers, that he ordered the firing
to cease, and stopped to make prisoners.

It is said that the State troops are gathering in
counties west of here, and that another stand is to
be made in Jack county.

J EFFEBAOM CUT, June 19.?People living near

Syracuse have arrived here to day, saying that
COO State troops, retreating from Bonneville, with
six pipces of cannon, readied Syracuse yesterday.
I liev said they were going to dralt men from that
neighborhood, and would take at least every one
who could furnish a iiorse.

There are various reports as to the number kill-
ed at Bonneville. The probabilities are that about
150 were killed. There is no possible doubt that a
battle was fought, and the State forces completely
iouted, but the telegraph being out of oritur be-
tween here and Bonneville, entirely accurate ac-
counts cannot be obtained.

road, on Wednesday. Twenty-three secessionistswere also captured at Cameron, and several wagon
loads of lead, a quantity of powder, eight cannon.
Seventy head of cattle were captured by the Fed-
eral troops at Holla, and twenty-five prisoners were
also taken.

CoL Seigels' regiment
soon followed.

Skirmish Between the Itlissourians and Kan-

sas Soldiers.
Sr. Loris, June 19.?Advices from Kansas City

via St. Joseph give the following account of the
engagement near Independence on Thursday last,
briefly alluded to yesterday: ?A detachment of
Federal troops under Capt. Stanley, with a flag of
truce, visited the camp of the State troops to as-
certain the purposes of Lapt. Holloway.

During the conference Stanley learned that
movements were being made with a design to at-
tack him, and ordered his detachment to retreat.
While retreating he was fired upon by the State
troops at an order given by a private; but the firewas so irregular that they killed their own com-
mander, Captain Holloway, and J. B. Clanahan,
and severely wounding several others of their own
men.

Stanley's men did not lire, having received or-
ders not to do so under any circumstances.

Stanley retreated towards Kansas citv and re-
ported the affair, when Capt. Prince, with a strongbody ot troops, attacked and routed the State
forces, capturing thirty horses and a large lot of
baggage.

There are now 2,500 United States troops and
volunteers at Kansas city.

Gen. McClellan is expected here to-morrow.
Brigadier General Sweeney, of the Home Guards,

is making a thorough investigation ol the firing
upon tbe citizens by the volunteers on Monday.

Arrival of Troops.
Several thousand troops passed through the city

j-esterday. At about eight o'clock the 14:h New
York Regiment, (from Oneida,) Col. James Mc-
tjuade, arrived at the Philadelphia depot and
inarched, byway of Exeter, Lombard and other
streets, to the Camden station, where cars were
waiting to convey them to Washington. About
noon the 4th Maine Regiment, Col. Hiram Harry,
arrived, and at four o'clock the New York Albany
Regiment, Col. Win. A. Jackson, arrived and pass-
ed directly to Washington.

About six o'clock last evening there arrived at
the Bolton depot, Northern Central Railroad, the
38th Regiment ot New York Volunteers, number-
ing 972 men, under command of Col. J. H. HobartWard. The men were very well equipped, and
were accompanied by a full drum corps. They
were principally from New T ork city, and were for-
merly tbe Second Regiment of the Scott Life
Guard. Their term of enlistment is for two years.

Troops for Washington.
We learn that the United States Government has

made arrangements with the Baltimore k Ohio
Railroad Company to transport over the Washing-
ton Branch read 3,000 troops per day for ten davs,
making a total of 30,000.

Reports were current late yesterday evening in
the city from Washington, that considerable move-
ments were going on in the army there. It ap-
pears that the government is apprehensive of an
immediate attack from the Confederate forces.?

est. Col. Butler, a brother of Gen. Butler, came
up and passed on to Washington with despatches
for the Government. Gen. Butler was still prac-
tising with the rifle cannon.

From the South via Louisville.
J.nrisv 11.1.E, June 19.?The Memphis Appeal of

the 18th says that 150 head of Texas cattle were
received there; also, large lots of powder and
lead.

Allthe railroad bridges ih the vicinity are now
guarded by the Confederates.

The Jonesboro Exprem of the 15th publishes
Judge Nelson's call for the meeting of the East
Tennessee Convention, and expresses the hope that
the Convention would submit to the decision of the
State.

The Nashville Union of the 10th says the evacua-
tion of Harper's Ferry was done to meet Gen. Mc-
Clellan halfway, to save him the trouble and toil
of marching over a rough road, and extend to him
an old-fashioned Virginian hospitality.

Hie same paper has been furnished with a letter
from a late U. S. officer to print in Nashville,
wherein the writer asserts that the French Govern-
ment is favorable to the South, and is willing to ad-
vance $100,000,000 for cotton.

The Charleston Mercury of the 12th says. -
In a private letter received here from New Y'ork

tbe United States cannot account for the reaction
which has taken place among the moneyed men of
that city, and that but one battle will be fought be-
fore President Lincoln willask Jeff. Davis for terms
of separation.

Memphis.
The Timet' Cairo correspondent says : Grundy

Bryant, a citizen of that place, returned from the
South on Monday, the 17th. He says the bank
of the river seemed lined with cannon at Memphis.
In a few days a heavy battery of 20 guns will be
mounted, commanding for several miles the ap-
proach to the city by river.

The heaviest battery in the South is at Randolph,
Tennessee. It will be utterly impossible for any
torce, however large, to pass within its range. The
number of men commanding it is variously esti-
mated at from 1 500 to 6,000.

CAIRO, June 19.?The works on the fortifications
at Cairo are progressing rapidly. Kverything
done so far has a permanent look, as if it was the
purpose of the Government to render the place a
military post hereafter.

NEW ORLEANS, June 18. ?The ships National, Af-
ricana and J. S. Parsons, all bound for Liverpool,
have crossed the bar safely the past week, and pro-
ceeded to their destination. The only vessels re-
maining inside the har are the Alhambra, bound
for Genoa, and the Vigilant, bound for Bordeaux,
which vessels, it is believed, will be permitted to
sail as soon as there is sufficient depth of water to
enable them to do so.

The accounts respecting the growing cotton are
SOUP what conflicting, but generally they are of a
favorable nature. The ultimate yield, however,
must exhibit a materi ilfalling off even as compared
with the reduced crop of tbe present year.

The exports to foreign ports last week comprised
4,800 bales, and as the last ship is loaded and olf,
business may be regarded as suspended until the
receipt of the new crop.

Illinois Affairs.
LANE, DOLE COUNTY, HI., June 19. T. I). Burke,

a rabid secessionist, was hung here to-day by the
citizens, from the third story of an out-house build-
ing. He was charged with having caused the de-
structive fires here on the 7th of this month and in
December last, and his guilt was established. It
was also known that he had planned the burning
of all tbe business part oftbe town.

CHICAGO, June 19.?The Sturgis Rilles left here
this evening for Cincinnati. Schaumback's caval-
ry are here, and Captain Barker's dragoons are at
Cairo, under orders to proceed to Grafton, Vir-
ginia.

The Tribune has intelligence that Col. Curtis'
Second lowa Regiment, learning that the seces-
sionists at SavaDnab, Mo., thirty miles north of St.
Joseph, had driven out or imprisoned all the Union
men in the town, went there on Monday with 4,000
troops, and after a slight skirmish, in which two
rebels were killed, put things to rights by disarm-
ing the secessionists and giving their muskets to

the Union men.

THE WAR OF FREEDOM. ?Tbe special correspon-

convention, without regard to party, but to be
composed of citizens of the State of Delaware who
are "opposed to civil war, and in favor of a peace-
ful adjustment" of the present troubles, is called
to meet at Dover on the 27th instant. This, says
tbe New York Herald, is simply a disunion dodge,
and intended as the enteriog wedge for secession.
We can safely predict its fate, which will be a com-
plete failure.

HOUSE OP DELEGATES.

A committee of three was appointed to examine
into the report of the Adjutant-Genera! upon the
expenditure of the $75,000 appropriattd for the
purchase of arms.

GETTER FROM FREDERICK.
L Correspondence Daily Exchange.]

FREDERICK, June 19th, 1861.
The morning's session opened in the House with

the presentation, by Mr.JUclntire, of the petition
of citizens of Cecil county. The House received
the memorial with hilarity, and referred it to an
appropriate committee.

The material question of the pay and mileage of
members was definitely settled to-day by the adop-
tion of a resolution reported by the committee of
conference, recommending the allowance of the
usual per diem for the time the Legislature has
been in actual session since June the 4th, and s2(l
as an increase to the mileage of each member, and
of each officer, except those appointed from Fred-
e ick. The report required much skilful engineer-
ing on the part of its friends to pass the objections
expressed to it by influential members. Upon the
first call of the vote by ayes and navs it was re-
jected by a small majority, but a sufficient number
were induced to change their votes in time to se-
cure its adoption. The Baltimore delegation voted
with one exception (Mr. Scott), in the negative.
The vote by which its success was achieved stood,
ayes 29, nays 27.

The act to enable A. Lingan Jarrett to qualify
before anv one of the Judges of the Court of Ap-
peals, and to give bond as Comptroller ol the State,
was passed?ayes 40, nays 13. Dr. Goldsborough,
in explaining the object "of the act. said it was but
to carry into practical effect a decision of the
House, made at its January session, and tbat it
would entail no cost upon the State, for though it
would entitle Mr. Jarrett to the salary of the office
for the balance ot the term from the date of the
passage of the act, it would also deprive Mr.
Claude, the present incumbent, ofhis salary for the
same period.

The Amnesty bill reported hy Mr. Scott yester-
day, exempting from prosecution all parties en-
gaged in the assault and murder of United States
troops in the city of Baltimore on the 19th of April
was taken up and rejected by a vote of veas 25,
nays 27. Its passage seemed certain until the call
revealed the previously unknown fact that the
Baltimore delegation themselves were divided upon
the question?(the first division, with one unim-
portant exception, which iias occurred in their vote
since the session began)?when Mr. Dennis, of
Somerset, Briscoe, of Calvert, and several others
changed their votes to the negative and ensured
its defeat. Of the Baltimore delegation Messrs.
Thomas, Morfit and Scott voted affirmatively, and
Messrs. Waifield, Pitts, Harrison, Wallis anil
Sangston in the negative.

Gu motion ofMr. Briscoe, the House reconsider
ed its decision, and ordered the billto be printed
and laid upon the table.

An order instructing the Committee on the Ju-
diciary to so amend the law regulating the inspec-
tion of grain, Ac., as to authorize the Comptroller
to pay to the grain inspectors a salary not exceed-
ing a certain sum. led to a prolonged discussion,
Messrs. Chaplain, Welch, Gordon and Briscoe ad-
vocating the order, and Messrs. Warfield and Pitts
opposing it. The bill and its proposed amendment
was finally ordered to be printed, upon motion of
Mr. Burgess, and made the special order of the day
for to-morrow.

The regular order of the day?the resolutions of
Mr. Dennis, of Somerset, and the report of the
Committee on Federal Relations?was taken up,
when Mr. Dennis addressed the House, as follows :

SPEECH OF MR. DENNIS.

lie proposed at the outset to deal only with the
second resolution of the series proposed by him?-
that denying the constitutional tight of secession
and declaring that secession was revolution?be-
cause not one of the acts ol outrages and of arbi-
trary oppression recited in the preamble had been
denied; because no one had vet risen here to deny
the humiliating yet historic fact that, the people of
Maryland were crushed beneath the feet of des-
potism more galling and more oppressive than that
which had led the intant colonies to throw off the
yoke of Great Britain.

Those who would deny these facts, would do so
in the face of current events, to which no reason-
able man can be blind. Those who justify them
would have sided with the tories of 1776; would
have aided to execute Washington, Madison, Jef-
ferson and all the glorious fathers of the revolu-
tion, a? fit victims for George 111. [Applause.]
Acknowledging the existence of these wrongs, must
necessarily lead to the acknowledgment of the right
to resist them, or to a denial of all those noble
principles which led a handful ofliberty-loving pa-
triots to defy the proudest nation of Europe. No
plea of "necessity," nor can any other pretext
sanction acts no matter by whom perpetrated,
which outrage law, and trample upon the Consti-
tution.

Revolution? the right of which the resolutions
concede?is the resistance of an entire people to
oppression; it is organized resistance to govern-
ment; and in this view the seceded States were in
revolution. The United States is not a mere
league or confederacy,' as gentlemen on the other
side have maintained, but a government of tbe peo-
ple. It was expressly formed to create a "more
perfect Union" than what??than the old Confed-
eracy, which was in every essential respect a mere
league of independent States, and which had failed
to secure the full objects of government.

The words "ordain and establish," used in the
preamble of the Constitution, arc not terms
speaking of compact but of law. That the
government thus formed was not a confede-
racy, is evidenced in the 10th sec. of art.
11 of the Constitution, in which the attributes

of sovereignty are expressly given to Congress, and
are expressly denied to the States. So sec. 2of
art. 5 speaks, with crushing weight, against the
doctrine of State sovereignty, for there it is ex-
pressly provided in language, the common-sense
import of which cannot be mistaken, that all laws
of Congress made in pursuance of the Constitution,
shall be the supreme law of the land, "anything in
the Constitution or laws of any State to the con-
traty notwithstanding."

Tnere can be, therefore, no constitutional right
of secession, nor can it be shown to be a reserved
right; he preferred to place it, as did our fathers
before us, upon the broad right of revolution, and
declaring to the world .the causes which impelled
the exercise of the right to appeal to the God of
battles lor the vindication of their justice.

That such a state of affairs had yet arisen in
Maryland as to justify a resort to revolution, he
would not here discuss; for himself, he did not
think there had. Submitting, even as we are now
doing, in peace, the burdens cast upon our dignity
are hard to be borne, but he would not have the
people of his native State tamely to submit to con-
ceded wrongs. He would have tbein speak as be-
comes freemen, and not bow the neck in base sub-
mission. [Applause.]

Mr. Dennis read from a newspaper an extract
from a recent speech of John Bell, declaring him-
self a rebel, and assuming all the responsibilities of
that position, and thanked God that he had voted
for such a man. [Applause.] He re-echoed the
sentiments of that speech?"The South never can
he subdued." [Applause.] Let the attempt be
persisted in, and every hill will become a Ther-
mopylae, every plain a Marathon, and tbe mothers
of the South, speaking in the language of the Spar-
tan matrons, will bid their sons to coine back wi:li
honor, or be borne from the field on their shields.
If, said Mr. Dennis, resistance to the administra-
tion, which is sriking down the most sacred safe-
guards of liberty, makes me a rebel, I am one.?
[Applause.] The speaker quoted largely from Story
in support of his argument that this was a govern-
ment of the people. His own views wt re that the
government, is neither strictly federal nor strictly
national?it partook ofthe characteristics of [both.

Who that reveres the memories of our past will
deny the right of revolution? And when power
abuses the high trusts of government committed to
it, resistance is not only a right but a duty. Who
is to judge of the cause for revolution? the power
which is trampling under foot the rights of tbe
weak? which scorns to look upon the bleeding
wounds it has inflicted? No; but the right to judge
must be lett to those who sutler?to those who are
willing to incur before posterity all tbe terrible
responsibilities of their decision.

The difference between himself and his friends,
continued Mr. Dennis, rests in the question, "Has
the time come to recognize the Southern Confed-
eracy?" He thought ithad, the day and the hour.
He saw around him the preparations for civil war?-
be heard the shouts for revenge resounding through
both sections. A land already rent was now being
drenched in fraternal blood?constitutional rights,
heretofore held sacred, are being daily trampled
under foot?party dogmas have taken the place of
constitutional principles?the representative of a
party usurps the name and power of the govern-
ment, and from the North there comes the shout
that "State lines must be obliterated." These are
the fruits of a war scarcely vet begun; and know-
ing the impossibility of subjugating the South, he
felt that the recognition of her independence must
be immediate, if a fate worse than that which be-
fell Sodom and, Gomorrah was not to be entailed
upon the chief cities of the Union.

Peace was necessary to our existence, and how
was that end to be procured. By stirring up sec-
tional passions already too implacable and bitter?
by pursuing further questions, which have already
divided us? by still more imbruing our hands in
the blood of our brothers? No; by the recognition
of the Southern Confederacy alone could peace be
restored, and a last faint hope of the restoration of
our national unity be left dependent upon the mer-
cy of time.

Addressing the members of the Democratic par-
ty, Mr. Dennis said he had warred against them
since 1844, vet he had no word of regret to utter.
He only desired now to ascertain whether that
party stood upon the platform ot the Constitution
and the right?to support it with heart, and mind,
and soul.

He appealed to his brothers of the "Union"
party to profit by those lessons ofthe past, which
the Whig party ever disregarded,and to sink party
hatred in the welfare of the nation. He regretted
now to find tbem arrayed under the banner of
power borne by Abraham .Lincoln, rather than in
bold support of the Union and the Constitution in
all its integrity and purity. He was no prophet,
but it required no gilt of prescience to foresee that
if they persisted in this suicidal policy of subordi-
nating the interests of the country to partisan
prejudice, then defeat was inevitable.

For himself he stood by and on the law. It is

Immediately upon the conclusion of this eloquent

effort of Mr. Dennis the House adjourned.
The Senate to-dav, held an afternoon session in

addition to that of the forenoon. No business of
striking importance was, however, transact d. The
feature of the session is said to have been Mr.
Teagle Townsend's speech upon a bill empowering
each county to assess a tax for its own defence, lie
agreeably edified the Senate with a relation of his
political acquaintance with Governor Hicks, inter-
spersed with anecdotes of the Governor's shrewd-
ness as a politician, and illustrated with reminis-
cences of electioneering experience. The effect of
this speech is said to have been decidedly rich.

Tho Committee on Adjournment will report in
tavor of an adjournment on Friday next, at 1
o'clock, until July 23.

JUDICIAL DECISION ON THE BLOCKADE.
Most of our readers are probably aware that a

ease in Admiralty has lately been pending in the
District Court of the United States for the District
ot Columbia, involving a decision of the question
as to the right of the President to blockade the
ports of the United States.

Judge Dunlop, in rendering his opinion, which
we take from yesterday's Intelligencer

, thus stated
the points of the case :

A libel has been filed by the United States and
the captors in this court, sitting in Admiralty, to
condemn as prize the English schooner "Tropic
Wind" ar.d cargo, valued at §22,000, for violating
a blockade of the ports of Virginia, proclaimed hy
the President ot the United States on the 27th
April, 1861.

The capture was made in or near the mouth of
James river, by the United States ship Monticello,Captain ?, on the 21st of May, 18G1. The
blockade ot the port of Uichmond, Virginia, into
which port the Tropic Wind had entered before
the proclamation, is alleged to have been made
effective on the 30th of April, and notice of it
brought home to the captain or the Tropic Windand the British Consul, at Uichmond, at least as
early as the 2d of May. Fifteen days were allowed
by the United States to neutral vessels to leave the
blockaded port of Uichmond, from the 30th April,
the day of the effective blockade.

It appears that the Tropic Wind commenced to
load her cargo at Uichmond, Virginia, on the 13th
ol May, completed her lading on the 14th May,
and sailed from Uichmond the same day, bound ior
Halifax, Nova Scotia.

Mr. Carlisle appeared for the vessel and cargo,
filed the answer of Captain Layton, and the case
has been argued and submitted to me on the libel,answer, evidence taken in preparatoria, and oliicial
documents.

The authority of the President to institute the
blockade is denied by the respondents, who insistthat this power, under the Constitution of theUnited States, can only be exercised by the Na-
tional Legislature.

Air. Carlisle, who appeared for the vessel ami
cargo, maintained?

1. That a blockade, under the law of nations,
liiust be the act of a belligerent. There must be a
public war. If a sovereign close certain of his own
ports on account of domestic disturbances, and in-
terdict all commerce with tbern, upon certain pen-
alties and forfeitures, this is not blockade under
the law of nations, but municipal legislation or de-
cree of the sovereign. This distinction is taken by
the Supreme Court in the case of Rose and Ilimelv,
4, Cranch, where, the Island of St. Domingo being
in a state ot revolt, a decree similar to that of the
President's proclamation was made by the authori-
ty of the French Republic. The court held that
the capture in that case was riot jure belli, but was
jure civili. He admitted that there was no repug-
nancy between the two rights, belligerent and of
sovereignty. One might be superadded to the
other. But, by authority of the same case and
others, it is to be determined by the acts and dec-
larations of the sovereign himself, in which char-
acter he is acting, whether simply enforcing his
own authority upon his own subjects and within
his own jurisdiction, or carrying on a public war;
whether a war between independent nations, or a
civil war, which is still a war; recognized by the
jue gentium as entitling both parties to all the rights
of belligerents as to other nations.

2. Ifthe eovereign power had proclaimed and in-
stituted this blockade, the case would then be par-
allel with that cited from 4 Cranch. But in this
case the novrrciipi has not acted, unless the Presi
dent be an absolute monarch. This case arises in
a court of justice, by the libel of the Government
and the captors who ask a decree of condemnation.
The court is held under the J Constitution and laws
ol the United States. Political necessity, or the
temporary will of the people to suspend the consti-
tutional Government and in its plaee erect a dicta-
torship for the preservation of the Union, however
justifiable elsewhere, can bave no standing in this
court. This is the act of the President. Is it an
act of war? The answer is tbat bv the Constitu-
tion, Congress alone can declare or recognize war?
Is it a municipial decree? The answer" is equally
clear?the President has no legislative or sovereign
powers or attributes.

3. Taking the case either way. and admitting the
power, the terms ofthe proclamations of the 17th
and 27 th oi April clearly show that the act is one
which studiously disclaims and denies any actual
war, or any belligerent rights in the Htates block-
aded. It is therefore no case of capture jure belli.

4. Whether war exists or not is a political \u25a0\u25a0\u25a0> ? -

tion which is to be answered exclusively and con-
clusively as to the courts of the United States by
the Executive Government of the United States, '\u25a0
and not by the opinion of court or bar, or that of
all the foreign nations. Allthe public acts of the j
Executive pronounce this to he no case of war.?
The Southern Confederacy is not recognized as a !
government Je facto. Those in arms under that;
supposed authority are merely rebels and traitors
on land and pirates on the seas. it is true that JGreat Britain, to whom this ship belongs, appears to !
think differently. But this court takes the political j
status inquestion absolutely and solely from the Ex- '
ecutive Government of the United States. The other
nations judge for themselves, and their courts fol- [
low them.

5. This proclamation assumes to annul the exist- j
ing treaties with Great Britain by closing a large
portion of the ports of the Union. There is, at j
all events, no war with Great Britain, regular or j
irregular. The President can neither make nor
unmake a treaty. Ports of entry rreatsd bv act of
Congress can only cease to be such by the exercise I
of the same power. These ports, being by the |
theory of the Government, in the Union, by what j
authority are they blockaded? By what authority !
are neutrals excluded?

j Hut, 6. Waiving these points, argumcnti gracia,
here WHS no breach of blockade. The schooner
neither went into Norfolk nor passed nor attempted
to pass the blockade of Hampton Roads. She was
Iyin ir at anchor at the mouth of James river. The
blockade was to prevent ingress from the sea and
egress to the sea. This is clear from the notice
given by Com. Pendergrast. [Mr. Carlisle here
examined that paper and the depositions tit prepa-
tario to support his assertions of fact ] The mere
intent ion is no breach of the blockade. [Wheaton
on Captures, 193?4 Cranch, 186.] Rut there was
no intention to run the blockade. It is clear on the
proof that the Consul and the master thought she
might lawfully proceed to sea, having cleared from
Richmond within the fifteen days, and with reason.
Such was evidently the extent of the privilege,
which otherwise was vain.

7. The cargo is not liable to condemnation, if all
the foregoing points are for the captors. It was
owned in Liverpool, before the blockade. The
master is not agent for the owners. Nor is the
shipping merchant in the blockaded port. His in-
terests, as well private as for the Government tie
facto, are against the owners. He willship without
regard to risk, to make his commissions, and to
benefit the State by exporting her produce. There
was no time to countermand the order.. [Wheaton
on Captures, 203 and 209.]

These are the heads of .Mr. Carlisle's argument.
We give a synopsis of the opinion of the Court.

The Judge said:

It is true no department of the Federal Govern-
ment can exercise any power not expressly con-
ferred on it by the Constitution of the United
States, or necessary to give effect to granted pow-
ers; all others are reserved to the States respec-
tively, or to the people. In the second article, se-
cond section of the Constitution of the United
States, is this provision: "The President shall be
commander-in chief of the army and navy of the
United States, and of the militia of the several
States when called into the actual service of the
United States."

In the war with Mexico, declared by Congress
to exist by the act of Mexico, (see 9th Statutes at
Large, page 9,) the Supreme Court have main
tained, in two cases,'.that the President, without any
ad of Congress, as commander-in-chief of the army
and navy, could exert the belligerent right of levy-
ing contributions on the enemy to annoy and weak-
en him.

After citing the opinions of Chief Justice Taney
in the case of Fleming et al. vs. Page (9th Howard,
015), to the effect that "the President or com-

mander-in-chief is authorized to direct the move-

ments of the naval and military forces, and to employ
them in any manner he may deem most effectual to
harass, conquer and subdue the enemy," and also

the opinion of Judge Wayne in the case of Cross et

at. vi. Harrison (10th Howard, 189, 190), in rela-
tion to the orders given by the President without
the sanction of Congress to the military and naval

commanders in California, the Judge went on to
say that?

Rlockade is a belligerent right, under the law of
nations, where war exists, and is as clearly defined
as the belligerent right to levy contributions in the ,
enemy's country. As the hold the j
latter power to be constitutionally in the I resident

without an act of Congress as commander-in-chief
of the army and navv, it follows necessarily that J
the power of blockade also resides with him; in- j
deed it would seem a clearer right, itpossible, be- j
cause, as chief of the navy, nobody can doubt the j
riht'of its commander to order a fleet or a ship to j
capture an enemy's vessel at sea, or to bombard a

fortress on shore[ and it is only another mode of
assault and injury to the same enemy to shut up
his harbors and close bis trade by the same ship or
fleet. The same weapons are used. The com-
mander only varies the mode ot attack.

The powers of the President are next discussed

with reference to the authority vested in him to

declare a blockade of the ports of the Confederate
States, and the nature of the exigencies which

justify him in calling out the militia, and assuming
the existence of civil war. Of the first, the Execu-
tive is declared to be the sole judge; and of the
second, the right is conceded. Then follows an
inquiry as to the time when the blockade became
effective, which is decided to have been the 2d of

May. The concluding portion of the argument we !
give in the Judge's own words:

There does not appear in the cause any evidence j
to show that the United States Government agreed j
to relax the law of blockade so as to allow lint's i
vessels to load cargoes and come out of port alter

of the law of blockade referred to in the British
Consul's certificate of the 14th May, 1861; by
which, I mean, that it contains no permission to
British vessels to come out of port, within the
fifteen days, with cargoes laden on board after notice

of commencement of effective blockade. I give an
extract from that letter of the 9th of May, 1861:

"Fifteen days have been specified asa limit for
neutrals to leave the ports alter actual blockade
has commenced, with or without cargo, and there
are yet remaining five or six days for neutrals to
leave; with proper diligence on the part of persons
interested, I see no reason for exemption to any."

It also appears in the evidence of the master,Lavton, that he heard in Uichmond of the block-
ade as t tiective before he began to load his cargo,
and was informed it commenced on the 2d of Mav.

All the testimony concurs in showing that thecargo was laden on board the "Tropic Wind" on
the 13th and 14th days of May, 1861. No principle
j> prize law seems better settled than that such

A blockade is intended to suspend theentire commerce of the place, and a neutral is nomore at liberty to assist the trallic of exportation
than of importation. Tim utmost that can be al-
lowed to a neutral vessel is, that, having already
taken in a cargo before the blockade begins, shemay be at liberty to retire with it. If she after-
wards take on board a cargo it is a fraudulent act
and a violation of the blockade. It is lawful for aship to withdraw from a blockaded port, in
ballast, or with a cargo shipped bona fiile
before notice of the blockade." (See also
Vrouw Judith, Uobinson, 150; the Juno, 2dUobinsnn, 119; the Nossa Tenliora, sth liobinson,
52.) In Weldman's International Law, volume 2d,
page 205, we fiud this passage: "Where the block-
ade is known at the port of shipment the master
becomes ati agent lor the cargo; in such case, the
owners must at all events answer to tile country
imposing the blockade fur the acts of persons em-
ployed by them: otherwise, by sacrificing the ship,
there would be a ready escape lor the cargo, for
the benefit of which the fund was intended." (Nee
also the James Cook. Edwards, 261; the Arthur,Edwards, 202; the Exchange. Edwards, 40, Ist
Kent Commentaries, 2d edition, 144, 146; Oiivera

It follows, upon the case as it now stands, there
must be condemnation of both vessel and cargo.

GREAT INFLUX or MORMONS.?The ship Monarch
of the Sea, Captain Gardiner, arrived at this port
r-n '1 uesday from Liverpool, with nine hundred and
forty-nine Mormons as passengers. This is the lar-
gest number of Mormons that ever arrived at this
port in one vessel. All of them are in fine health.They willleave the city to-morrow tor Salt Lake
City, where they intend to settle. There have been
two previous arrivals of Mormons this season, by
the ship Underwriter, May 23, which brought 618
passengers, and the -Manchester, May 14, with 379
on hoard, making a total of 1,946 Mormons arriving
at this port within five weeks. The immense com-
pany on board the Monarch was made up of nine
different nationalities, viz : English, Welch, (with
a lew Scotch and a very few Irish,) French, Ger-

man, Swiss, Italian, Danes, Swedes and Norwe-
gians. Of these, no less than 549 are Scandinavians.
They are from the middle and lower classes in life,
and are farmers, mechanics and laborers. Therewere many children on board, and a iarge number
of girls from filteen to twenty years of age, some of
whom were quite good looking. As jkclsss, they
are not over and above intelligent, Cit seemed
plain and very ordinary emigrants.?

How THE CONFEDERATES OFFICER THEIR TROOPS.?
A Unionist returning from the South, speaks of the
feeling as strong and decided in favor of intrusting
the conduct oi ttie war to the experienced hands of
the resigned officers of the United States army.?

the city. Our railroads are busy; wealth is com-
ming into the city every day; our hotels are over-
flowing; money changes hands continually, and
though our present prosperity may prove epheme-
ral and leave us with the departure of the exigency,
no one can deny that Richmond is at this moment
one of the busiest cities in the United States?old
or new.

VISIT TO Con. MAGRUDEB'S CAMP.?After the bat-
tle of Bethel a flag of truce was sent to the se-
cessionists. One of the otlicers accompanying it
writes:

We were taken to the rebel camp, and there
found Col. Magruder. We were introduced to
many Colonels, Majors, Captains and privates (the
latter all wealthy gentlemen of Virginia, owning
plantations on the James River.) We were treated
very kindly, had a grand dinner and a nap alter il,
and bottles of wine opened for us.

They kept us, however, till live o'clock, probably
to prevent our seeing the movements or military,
for, as we came through those horrible woods
again, we caught sight of a huge howitzer, drawn
by tour mules, just disappearing through the
woods.

THE TORNADO AND HAILSTORK IN RHODE ISLAND.
?The Providence papers furnish particulars of the
damage in that section by the tornado and hail
storui on Sunday. The tornado was from three-
quarters of a mile to a mile and a halt or two miles
in width. The hail storm covered a breadth, in
that State, of from five to ten miles, accompanied
for about ten minutes by a violent wind. A high
wind lasted for three-quarters of an hour. The
clouds appeared at River Point to revolve upon a
horizontal axis, and not to turn like a whirlwind
upon a vertical axis. The choir in one of the
churches at Warren could not be heard while they
were singing, and services were suspended. The
loss of crops alone, in Rhode Island, will reach
m any thousand dollars.

COMPLAINTS OF THE ARMY. ?The New York Tri-

bune says:
Letters from the 9th regiment of State troops,

now the advance guard of Col. Stone's column,
speak with much feeling of the scanty and bad food
furnished the men. The allowance is half a pint of
coffee, one ounce of bacon, and some hard bread.
Every little luxury in the form of palatable bread,
cheese, butter, milk, and fresh meat must be paid

for at an exorbitant price. They say they are not
allowed one quarter of the regular army rations.
At one point on the march of Col. Stone's column,
where a temporary halt wa3 made, the men were
so much exhausted by hunger that many of them

fell by the way-side. The fault is attributed to the
Quartermaster.

TEMPER or THE PEOPLE OF ALEXANDRIA.?At Al-
exandria, business is at a stand still. The police ar-
rangements have been transferred to a detachment
from the Massachusetts Fifth, and general good
order prevails among the inhabitants, most of
whom are sulky and uncommunicative. However,
there is one shop there, a saddlery and leather es-
tablishment, the only one in the town w here such

articles can be had at all, the proprietor of which

has repeatedly refused to furnish a belt or strap,
or to do any repairs for the Federal troops.? Cor.

THE BATTLE FIELDS IN THE CKIMEU ?The vicinity
of the Redan, the Malakoff, the Garden Battery,
the heights of the Alma, and other fortifications,
are yet the scene of almost incessant labors on the
part of the poor Jews and Tartars, who have dug
to the depth of twenty-tive feet below the forts in

search of guns, and shot and shell, loads of which
are being daiiy carted away. Of bones, too, al-
though nnmerous cargoes have been brought over
to England, the stock does not appear to be ex-
hausted.

NEW RIFLE AND CARTKIDDE.?A trial of Sharpe's
Dateut breech-loading rifle of 1859, designed to

shoot the "percussion-headed metallic cartridge,"
will shortly take place at Suffolk Park. The bar-
rel of this rifle is moved forward from the base or

breech by means of a lever guard to admit the car-
tridge. The forward movement also removes the

spent cartridge. This arm has been fired [twenty
times inltwo and a halt minutes, and w illkill at one

thousand yards. Its weight is about nine poun s,

aud will be every way found serviceable.
