We alluded in our last issue to the miserable
financial condition of the South, as chronicled by

the journalists of the North, aud endeavored to

lay before our readers a slight sketch of the skill

and ability by which tin* Confederate Treasury

had thus far beeu provided for, iu order that they
might mure clearly understand the real resources
and springs of wealth which the South has at its
command. We also spoke of the deplorable pic-
ture which the North gives of th i commerce and
trade of the South, now that its ports are sealed,
its imports are excluded and its means for obtain-
ing shoes, clothing and other necessaries, even for
its army, are entirely cut off. We propose to take
a Southern view of this question also; and we
think it of easy demonstration that the effect of
the sagacious policy adopted by the North is
though it may prove of great temporary inconve-
nience, only calculated, eventually, to enrich the
Sou'h at the expense of the North.

The closing of the Southern ports may, it is
true, cut off, for a time, the importation of all for-
eign goods, but it at the same time effectually
excludes nil Northern manufactures; and while it
deprives the South of nothing really necessary
to it, it in reality rre vents it from impoverishing
itself, by the purchase of a large amount of for-
eign goods, at a time when every economy should
necessarily be practised at home. The establish-
ment of the blockade has put an end, lor the pre-
sent, to the importation of fabrics from Europe and
the North, but at the same time it forces th c
South to establish il3 own manufactures, and to
furnish itself, at least, with those articles of
prime necessity for which it is now principally
dependent on the North. New Jersey, New York,and the New England States, possess 110 natural or
pre eminent advantages that give them the entire
control of the manufactures of the American Con-
tinent. Capital, enterprise, population, have, to
be sure, established this branch of industry on a firm
basis in those States, but there are other locations
which oiler inducements equally great, and the di-
rect eif-ct of tiie continued interruption of inter-
course between the producers and the consumers
miißi inevitably be to force the consumers to pro-
duce lor themselves. The history of our own
country surely affords us a sufficiently recent ex-
ample ut this fact. It has become p. trite saying
that America declared her independence in ITill,
but that she achieved it iu 1812. Up to the
latter period, indeed, she was a mere colony of
Great Britain, and dependent upon England for
manufactures or all kinds. But the war of 181 a
freed her from this thraldom, ft gave a direct
hut only a temporary iilow to commerce, while
on the other hand it gave an impetus to manu-
factures which could have been effected in no olher
way; and at the expiration of the war, convinced
of the elements of wealth and prosperity which
they possessed, the New England Slates did not
tail to profit by their experience. Manufactures
were fostered and encouraged by legislation, and
the mother country was lorced to seek other mar-
kets for many fabrics tor which America had pre-
viously furnished her with the largest markets.
What that war then did for the North, this
one is now doing for the South. The very
opportunity for which the South has been
yearning and striving for years the North lies
now furnished it with. Every day that
this war continues, serves but to "give au addi-
tional impetus to the manufacturing enterprise of
the South. Cottons, clothing, machinery, cast-
ings, guns, percussion caps and agricultu-
ral implements arc all being successfully manu-
factured 111 Virginia, Tennessee and Alabama.
Established factories are being extended, new
ones are being built. Population and capital in-
evitably flow 10 thriving districts, and with the
necessaiy means once invested, the machinery
erected and the factories in operation, the North
will find that even ifa peace be established which
secutes an utilrammell-d communication between
the two sections, the result of her insane poli-
cy will have been to build up a competing pro-
duction in the districts where she looked for thelargest consumption. Unfortunately for the
Northern States, those manufactures which they
produce most successfully, (hats, shoes, machine-ry, castings, agricultural implements, and other
American wares,) are precisely those which are
required for the slave States. When it is cut offfrom the South it is cut off from its largest con-
sumers. It is a death blow to its own prosperity.
It may, to he sure, find a market for a certain
class of cottons in the East India and South Amer-
ican markets; but for all the finer qualities, andall American wares, unless the cost of production
be reduced, it can only, for the future, manufac-
ture a quantity sufficient for the consumption ofthe Northern ml Western States.

A similar effect must be produced 0:1 the com-
merce of the States. No peace can now he conclu-
ded, on any terms, which will restore trade to lite
old channels. The South wil, spare no effort and
leave no m ans untried which will enable it to re-
tain for itself some of the vast advantag s of itsown commerce. It is estimated that the South
sends the North every year products valued at
Over §600,000,0.0, upon which the commercial
men and bankers of the North, and principally
ot New Yoik, reap harvests of golden profit.?
Through New V oik the large financial operations,
of which Southern produce is the basis, are now
made, and Southern mat-rial forms iu fact thc
capital upon which are drawn the millions of ex-
change which regulat \u25a0 operations in ail quarters
of the globe. But ibis is not all. A large per.
tion of the wealth of the North is derived from
the shipping interest. The large tonnage of the
United States is buiit and owned principally inthe North, and the North does ut least threc-
fonrtbs of the foreign carrying trade. The value
of export freights alone?we lake our estimates
from a work to which we have more than once
before alluded, "Southern Wealth and Northern
Profits"? amounts to about $28,000,000 per an-
num, about six-sevenths of which is derived from
the transportation of Southern produce. The value
of return freights on merchandise paid for by South-
ern cotton, tobacco and naval store.?, is probably
even gre iter than this. The prosperity of the ship-
ping interest of the North is actually def >endent upon
the prosperity of the South. Statistics show that
with the increasing agricultural wealth of the
South the tonnage of the North has increased;
and the increase of American tonnage has
been calculated to he exactly iu proportion to the
increased exportation of cotton?every additional
bale of cotton requiring one ton additional of
shipping to transport it. Every day of the con-
tinuation of this blockade is a loss to this inter-
est; and not only a temporary, but a permaueut
one. The slave States have already endeavored
to turn to advantage their vast timber fields, and
from year to year they have gradually been ex-
tending their ship-building. In 1855 they built
about one-tenth as much tonnage as was built
in the North, but in 1858 they built one-tonrth
as much, showing clearly that they have both
the will and the ability to exteud the op-
erations of their ship-yards. Every day thatt is war continues does the North run a great-er ri. of diverting this great carrying traderom ,tr own ports and her own vessels. Everyday serves but the more firmly ,() conyjnce £
land of the necessity of untrammeßed Southerncornmnn,canon lor her nt, nulMlure ag
from day to day she becomes more thoroughlyacquainted with the true strength of the Southso will her desire become greater for a'more intilmate alliance.

The enlarged cubiiru of cereals in the slave Slates '
must create uti ovt r-procliietioii in the whole coun-

try, and the crops nt Kentucky, "Western Virginia
and Maryland will necessarily he thrown up n
those markets which are now mainly supplied
Irom the West. Not only will prices he reduced
in this way, but as the manufacturing districts of
the Eastern States become impoverished, they
will have less material to exchange, and he
less able to pay remunerating rales for the pro-
ducts of the West. So it will be with England.
The policy of the Republican part}*, in depriving
her of raw material, diminishes her production.
It excludes from American markets, by a high

| tariff, fuhries which might otherwise he shipped to

tli'ts country; it bankrupts the New York importer,
and the inevitable effect must bo to lessen the de-
mand for grain. It cuts off from South America
the great coffee markets of the slave States, and
necessaiily incapacitates her, to some extent, to

take the breadstuff's she otherwise would have
taken in exchange.

Which ever way we regard it, the consequences
are the same?partially injurious to the South, i
hut disastrous to the North. The South loses lii-
tle; it spends comparatively little, and is piling
its wealth up. The North loses everything, spends
enormously and stores scarcely anything. Every
day adds, in fact, to the strength of the South and
diminishes that of the North. The war tells alike
on the Western farmer, the Eastern manufacturer,
and the New Yorkbanker. The effect 0(1011 the for-
mer, however, is only temporary; upon the two lat-
ter it must he more permanent. The eventual
result of the war will surely he to unite
the slave Slates in oue grand Republic,
and the North willthen find that its suicidal pol-
icy has only served to establish a nation, which
possesses not only vast resources in the growth of
staples peculiar to itself, hut which lias, in addi-
tion, every element of wealth possessed by the
free States. The North will, at the same time,
disoovt-r that it lias separated itself from a coun-
try upon the productions of which it was actually
dependent for the prosperity of its largest inter-
ests, and for the means of affording employment
to its operatives and occupation to its mariners.

So long as Maryland remains with the North,
she must share the fate of the North.

ENGLAND IN A QUANDARY.
Itis very evident from the tone of the British

journals, that, while the people of England are
largely in favor of recognizing the Southern Con-
federacy aud seeing a speedy end to the unnatural
civil war now raging, they are po-fect!y at a loss
to form a correct opinion as to the true state of af-
fairs in this country. They are not yet fully con-
vinced that the whole Southern Confederacy is not
a political scheme, aDd that"ii.e rebellion" willnot
be effectually "and speedily crushed out." Natur-
ally, they do not desire to take any position which,
in case of such a result, would lead to any ill feel-ing on the part of a great Republic who, having
shown itself all powerful to put down the rebels
might take it into its head to endeavor to chastise
their sympathizers. The following extract which we
clip lrom the Liverpool Mercury of June Bth, illus-
trates the doubt that at present exists in Iheir minds;
and which is very natural, when we consider that
their principle sources of information are derived
from Northern papers.

The immense size of the structure may he learned j
from the following particulars :

The foundations have already consumed 5 000
tons of concrete, which, as the first item, is prettv
lair. On these Inundations will be laid nearly
00,000 tons or 1,400,000 cubic leet of brickwork,
requiring upwards of 18,000,000 brick* to build it.'To 18,000,000 bricks no le--s than 22,000 tons of
mortar will be requisite. 10,000 tons of iron work,
viz , about 7.000 tons of cast, and 3,000 tons of
wrought-Irou, will lie used in the entire structureAs there are nearly 1,200,000 superficial feet of
flooring, the same amount of timber as of iron isrequired, namely, 10,000 tons. The flooring aloneconsumes 360 mifes of planking, seven inches wide,
and 270 mites' length, nine inches wide, or upwards
of COO miles' length of planking in all. The actual
quantities are 1,200,600 and 2,000,000 linen! feet, of
each kind. For the windows no less than 108 miles'length, or 600,000 leet, of sashing will be required,
to tillin which are required 500 tous of sheet glass
anil uowards of 50 tons of putty. The roofs will
need 000,000 square feet of felt; and amor, ' the
minor items are between 200 an.l 300 tons of nails,
600 tons ol paint, 300 tons of piping, and so on.
The cubical contents of the whole structure willbe
no less than 73,000,000 cubic feet.

A committee composed of the most distinguished
persons connected with the Government of France,
