discussion, OLIVER of Connecticut,
proposed, as an am=ndment, ‘“‘the United States,’
which was immediately adopted. In the language
of Epymusp Raxporen, “the question under discus-

“Virgir North Carolina, South Carolina and
“Georg & conclusively
recognizing the separate State action of the par-
ties to the compact. As drawn up, this preamble
would have received the sanction of the Conv
tion, but for one serious difficulty. It was re-
garded as very uncertain whether some of the
States, whose names were meatioved, would con-
sent to ratify the nmew Constitution. The rough
draft however, referred, without change, to
the Committee on Style, who, to meet the possi-
ble contingency 'to which we have alluded, left ont
all reference to the States individually, and em-
braced them under the general head of the “Uni-
‘ed Sta which, of course, served to cover
either the whole of the thirteen Colonies, or any
portion of them. It wasupon these terms that
the South entered into the Union with the North
in 1787; and as they entered the Union volunta-"|
rily, so they now assert the right to withdraw
from it, because the conditions of the compact
have not been kept, and for the still stronger rea-
son—founded upon the law of self-preservation—
that the very existence of their people is imper-
illed. Who shall say that, under such circum-
stance3, their withdrawal from the Union is not
justifiable? They declaf® that peace and harmony
within the limits of the old Confederacy have be-
come a matter of impossibility; and falling back
upon the natural right which every people has to
“‘life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness,”” under
rulers of their own choice, they have seceded from
the old Confederacy and established a new gov-
ernment for themselves,

not establish a mational government. e na-
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The Legislature adjourns over to-day until the
30th of July. During ifs brief session it has
passed several useful laws, and it has kept faithfu!
watch and ward over the interests and honor of
Maryland. More than this it could not do. It
was powerless 10 rescue our beleaguered State
from the thraldom in which she is held, and it
was unable to devise any sufficient measures for
her protection against the dangers which still
threaten her. But it has houestly exposed the
lawless and aggressive character of the policy of
which sbe is the vietim; it has sternly
protested against the unconstitutional acts
of the. Administration and its agents; and
it has shown itself ready, now, and at all
times, to discharge, fairly and courageously, the
duties which the laws and the Constitution of Ma-
ryland devolve upon her representatives. As,
however, in the present situation of affairs no
practical steps can be taken to relieve the State of
the oppressive presence of strange troops within
her borders, or to avert the prospective ruin-
which haungs over her people, the Legislature bas
wisely adjourned for the time tc await the pro-
gress of events. The stupendous character of the
scenes which are about te be enacted upon her
borders, and the magnitude of the issues which
are soon to be decided, and in which all that
is dear to her is involved, render it absolutely
necessary that every department of our State
Gevernment should be prepared to deal with any
important ewergency which may arise; but it is
not probable that any action on the part of the
Legislature will be imperatively demanded within
the brief epace of five weeks, and we therefore
think that body is entitled to consult its own con-
venience somewhat by adjourning for that length
of time. Asfor an adjournment sine die in such
& crigis as this, no one hLas contemplated such a
thing save the few individuals who are perfectly
willing to confide their destinies to the keeping of
Mr. LixcoLy and Governor Hicks, and to hand
over the State to the Northern Confederacy, that
is to be, without her consent. The puer-
ile and preposterous proposition which was
made to this effect has been treated by the Legis-
lature and received by the people precisely as it
deserved to have been. In the very vortex of the
most momentous revolution of modern times
the State needs, if she ever did, such
counsel and direction as the representatives
of her different sections are alone competent
to give. 1In the integrity and manliness of the
members of the present General Assembly their
Constituents have as much confidence as could
ever be reposed in any legislative body which
could be called together: and we are sure that the
vast majority of the people are well content to
know that, if any important events should trans-
pire within the coming month, Maryland will be
in a situation to speak and act as the exigencies of
the case may require.
