combustible materia! as it came from the windowsSeveral well known citizens were attacked and
assaulted with stones.

Upon the commencement of proceedings Briga-
diet-General RufnsKing telegraphed the Governor(or authority to call out the military, which wasimmediately granted, and the Montgomery Guardand Milwaukie Zouaves were ordered out. The
former company arrived first en the ground, andwent down Michigan street at a "charge bayonet "

scattering the crowd before them. They were im-mediatcly assaulted by stones from before and be-hind. Several of the soldiers were struck on thehead and various portions ot the b< dy with stonesyet still they kept their ground though the blood
from their wounds saturated their uniforms, and
presented a ghastly sight.

The State Bank was next attacked and treated in
the saute manner as its opposite neighbor. The in-
mates were soon pursued to the top of the bttildin®
and made their escape upon the roof. Sufficient
time had however elapsed lor the secure removal to
the vaults ot moneys and valuable papers, and themob turned its attention to the destruction ot the ele-gant furniture ot the bank. Not a vestige of fur-
niture was permitted to remain. The ntaTble coun-
ters were broken into atoms, the fixtures c. mplete-
ly destroyed and tbeir fragments hurled imo thestreet.

A stone struck one of the clerks, Mr. Hayden
at d injured him considerably. Attempts weremade to fire the building, but were unsuccessful

They also broke the windows of the hanking

office of Mr. Bellinger, and tore out his place of

By this lime the citizens had obtained something
like organization, and rallied for tbe quelling of the
mob.

At twelve o'clock, tbe Milwaukie Zouaves came
charging up tbe street in double quickstep, with
muskets heavilv loaded. The mob rapidly retreat-
ed before them". Within tbe short space of fifteen
minutes the Zouaves and Montgomery Guards held
Wisconsin, East Water, and Michigan streets, per-
mitting no one to pass, and keeping out effectively
tbe mobs.

Fire engines were also brought out and did their
share towards quelli: g the excitement by copious
streams "t* water.

The riot commenced at 11 o'olock, and by two
o'clock matters were under the iufiuence of themilitary, comparatively quiet.
