ROSAS.

The Criminal Tribunal of Buenos Ayres has,
Spanish fasnioo, tried and passed sentence of
death on the ex-dictator, Juan Manuel Rosas, who
for twenty years ex=rcised his despotic rule over
the Argentine Republic. Upon the overthrow of
bis authority, he sought refuge in England, where
he now is. ~The Zribunal of April 27th publishes
the decree in five different languages, and recites
the grounds upon which the condemnation is based.
Among them are, barbarous tortures to prisoners;
the assassination en masse of venerable priests in
1841; wanton murders of young children; mutila-
tion of victims, of whom' pieces of tanned skin,
ealted ears, and even bloody heads formed at times
the ornament of Rosas’ saloon: profanation of
corpses, which were dragged about the street and
bung up in public places; assassination of gover-
nors; proscription of citizens; the saereligious at-
tempt to offer on the altar, for public adoration,
the image of the criminal Rosag alongside of the
iwage of God, etc. The court further condemns
Rosas to restore all property stolen, to make in-
demnity for all wrouge, and to pay the expenses
of the suit.

A manuscript missal of the fifteenth century, be-
longing to the Abbey of St. Lo at Rouen, was re-
cently sold in Paris at public auction in the Rue
Drouot. It was put up at 1,500 francs, and the
biddings went very slowly to 10,000 franes, but at
that moment the competition became more anima-
ted, and the bammer uitimately fell at the sum of
24,850 francs, or aearly $5,000.

Skirmish Between Federal Picket Guards

and Confederate Scouts.

)N, June 30.—The reporter for the As-
received by special messenger from
xandria to-day the following intelli ce :

This morning at daghreak, fourteen Confederate
scouts attacked three picket guards of the 14th
Pennsyivania regiment, belonging to company S,
Capt. Awey, stationed on Shouter’s Hill, Virginia,
four miles from Alexandria, « ounding Lewellan
Rumon, of Biue Bell, and killing Thomas Murray,
of Norristown; the pickets returned the fire, kill-
ing two Confederates and wounding a third. One
of the slain was a Sergeant of the Letcher Guard
The firing having been heard by the federal troops,
a detachment of the Zouaves and another of the
4th Pennsylvania regiment, reinforced the pickets
n‘pd followed in the trail of the enemy for some
distance.

The body of Murray was brought to Washington
this afternoon; and will be forwarded to Norris-
town.

The Movement of Beauregard’s Advance, &,

ALEXANDRIA, June 29.—For some nights and days
past, larger numbers than bafore of the disunion
forces have been scouting around us, as near as
Cioud’s Mi'l. They thus move about in this vici-
nity in parties of {rem 50 to 100.

It turns out—and I have positive and reliable in-
formation of the fact —that their main camp (that
is of Beauregard’s advance) lays from Springfield
to Fairfax Court House, between the Railrosd and
the Little river Turnpike, extending down in this
direction to a point not more than eight miles dis-
tant. This territory embraces much of the Ravens-
wood estate of some ten thousand acres, nearly all
of which is in dense forest of original growth or in
old field pines of thirty or forty years’ growth. In
such localities their camps are placed deep in the
woods, and thus concealed as far as possible from
observation.

I am satisfied that they have full four or five
thousand men dotted over the territory I describe
above, one-balf of whom have taken position there
probably within the last week. They have fn}' a
fortnight and more been engaged in constructing
defences against the advance of the Union troops
in that direction, in the shape of the destruction of
the roads, the formation of barricades of felled
trees, with the branches, boughs and leaves left on
them, and the erection of some batteries. The bar-
ricades are likely to give our friends most trouble
it the advance be attempted in that direction; as
while entirely concealing those behind them, they
are so deep—extending g0 far back—that they pro-
bably canuot be traversed. They have doubtless
made lines back of lines of such defenses clear back
to Centreville, if not to Manassas. Everything
about their preparations there, leads to the conclu-
gion that it is their purpose if possible to superin-
duce their pursuit by General McDowell into that
labyrinth whenever they may be ready to seek an

Sec. 2. And be it enacted, That any officer, de-
puty, or person whatsoever, who shali fraudulent-

| Iy mark or designate, or open, or leave open, or
cause or knowingly permit to be marked or desig-
nated, or opened, or left open, any ballot or ballots

| for jurors which shall be prepared for the purpose
ol being drawn under this article, or who by any
fraudulent contrivance, device or collusinn what-
eoever, shall prepare, or arrange, or cause or
| knowingly permit to be prepared or arranged, any
ballot or ballots aforesaid, so that the same, or any

| thereof, may be known or recognized in the draw-
‘! ing thereof, or for the purpose of their being so
{

known or recognized, and any person or persons
who shall in any way frauduiently or collusively
dea]l, or conspire, or contrive to deal with the bal-
lots aforesaid, or any of them,or thedrawing there-
of, or with the preparation or folding of said bal-
lot, or ballots, or with the wheel aforesaid, so that
the fair operation and lawful and impartial execu-
tion of the provisions of this article, in regard to
the selection of jurorsin the city of Baltimore,
shall be knowingly prevented or interfered with, or
with intent to interfere with or prevent the same,

Capr. Warp —Capt. Ward, who was killed in
the naval engagement in the waters of Virginia,
| was a native ot Hartford, Conn. He entered the |
navy in the regular course on Inauguration Day, :
the 4th of March, 1823, and is credited with over |
25 years active service, of which 16 years and 3
months were spent at sea. He was 18 years unem-
ployed. The captain had been, for a considerable
period before his death, in command of the receiv-
ing ship North Carolina, at Brooklyn, from which
he was detached on volunteering for more active
service. He organized ‘“‘the Chesapeake ﬂoullgn,"
consisting of four gunboats, himself commanding
the Chas. Freeborn. Capt. Ward was fond of ex-
perimenting on war materials, and iovented a gun
carriage, which he considered was valuable.

Tae EAToN Gus.—A new breech-loading rifled
caonon, of 2-incn calibre, made by Prof. A, K.
Eaton, was tried on Thursday last on the beach at
Long Branch, The peculiarities of the gun con-
sist in the manner of closing the breech by a double
wedge, made of steel, inserted firmly at right an-
gles to the bore, but easily withdrawo by means of
levers; and also in_the maoner of discharging the
gun, by first igniting the powder nearest the ball,
The charge is placed in a steel cartridge case, 80
arranged that it may be 8o fired.
