The St.Nicholas, on her last trip from Baltimore,
took on board asa passenger a French lady of
dark complexion, of rather masculine features,
but of quict manners.

IMPROVEMENTS IN PARIS.
Externally, the palatial dwellings which have
been erected in the last few vears are vastly more
elegant than the homely constructions which they
have supplanted; but, despite their stately fronts,
plate glass windows, wide marble stairways, lofty
ceilings, and profuse ornamentations, they are en-
tirely deficient in the comfort which the Parisians
like as well as other people. Hundreds of quiet
citizens, many of whom have passed half their lives
in one residence, are constantly receiving notice to
quit tenements which are to be demolished, and are
compelled to seck quarters elsewhere. Numerous
families who have hitherto paid rents, ranging
from one to three thousand franes per annum, for
commodicus and suitable apartments, now ascer-
tain, to their consternation, that the same amount
of space, in a newly finished ‘‘palace,” cannot be
obtained for less than double, triple, and sometimes
quadruple, the sump they have been accustomed to
pay. Inexchange for their snug quarters, on the
second or third floor of a quiet house, with perhaps
a bit of garden attached, in which the cjildren are
free to roll on the grass, they must procure rooms
ou the fourth or fifth story of a marble barrack, in-
habited by a colony of tenants, with a list of Dra-
conian “regulations” aflixed as conditions to the
lease, among which are often such prohibitions as
the following:

No flower-pots to be placed in the windows.

No carpets to be shaken atter 10 A. M.

No water to be carried up stairs after 9 A. M.
No marketing, groceries, or other household ne-
nessaries to be brought by shopwmen or errand boys
after 10 A. M.
No dogs, cats, parrots, &c., to be kept by tenants.
Gas in the stairwsay turned off at [1 P, M., and
tenants coming in after midnight to pay the con-
cierage (house-porter) ten sous indemnity,

There is one stipulation made a sine qua non by
eome landlords, which is much more extraordinary
than ary of those above cited. ¢ Children are pro-
hibited.” That is to sav, if the family proposing
to lease the apartments be not entirély composed
of adults, it is refused admission! Ifall the land-
lords in France should, in the plentitude of their
tyranny, determine to adopt this singular clause in
a business contract, the French Government would
soon be able to turnish a piausible reason for the
decrease in the population of the country.

BaroN RicasoLt.—Of the successor of Cavour in
the Sardinian Ministry, the Turin correspondent of
the London 7imes writes as follows:

*‘Ricasoli is decidedly the best man to sit at the
head of the Government. He isa grand seigneur
by right of birth, wealth, habit and principle. It
is impossible to reconcile the patriot and the con-
servative to greater perfection. He is one of the
many in Italy anxious to dissociate national from
social revolution; one of those Italians who wanted
to conquel their country that they might consti-
tute, not disorganize it. Precisely because the
Baron is the man of order and disciplire he is ha-
ted and dreaded by the out-and-out revolutionary
party, even more than his great predecessor. The
rage with which the journals of Guerrazzi and
Mazzini fell foul of him, even before Cavour’s clay
was cold, shows the wisdom of the king’s and the
nation’s choice. Rieasoli is the man, as the anarch-
ists well know, to carb and chastise them, There
is something in hisecld gray eves, in his deeply-
furrowed face, in his spare, dried up, somewhat
gaunt frame that speaks of undaunted courage and
unswerving resolution.

In pursuance of orders issued from “the Head
quarters of the Army at Wazhington, for the pre-
servation ot the Public Peace in this Department, 1
have arrested and do now detain in custodv of the
United States, the late :wbers of the Board of
Police —Meesrs. Charles Howard, William Gatchell,
Charles Hinks and John W. Davis. The incidents
of the past wevk aflorded full justification for this
order. The Headquarters, under the charge of the
Board, when abandoned by the officers, resembled
in some respects a concealed arsenal. After publie
recoguition and protest against the “‘suspension of
their functions,” they continued their sessions dai
ly. Upon a forced and ubwarrantable construction
of my Proclamation of the 28th uatimo, they de-
clared that the Police law was suspended, and the
Police officers and men put off duty for the present,
intending to leave the city without any Police pro-
tection whatever. They refused to recognize the
officers or men necesszarily selected by the Provost
Marshal for its protection, and hold subj-ct to their
orders, now and hereafter, the old Police force, a
large body of armed men, for some purpose, not
known to the Government, and inconsistent with
its peace or security. To anticipate any intentions
or orders on their part, I have placed temporarily
a portion of the force under wy command within
the city. Idisclaim on the part of the Government
1 represent, all desire, intention and purpose to in

terfere in anv manner whatever with tne ordinary
municipal affairs of the city of Baltimore. When-
ever a loyal citizen can be named who will execute
its Police laws with impartiality and in good faith
to the United States, the military force will be
withdrawn from the central parts of the municipal
ity atonce. No soldier will be permitted in the
city, except under regulations satisfactory to the
Marshal; and if any so admitted violate the muni
cipal law, they shall be punished according to the
civil law, by the civil tribunals.

The following wilt give an idea of ths detach-
ments that were marched into the city very early
in the morning. No better comment is needed
upon the action of Gen. Barks. He feared the re-
seniment of a justly indignant people, of whom he
is evidently in mortal terror.

TROOPS IN EXCHANGE PLACE.

Two companies of the New York Twentieth regi-
ment, accompanied by Col. Pratt, proceeded to
Exchange Place, where guards were placed, ex-
tending from Gay street to Exchange alley. The
remainder of the command were posted in the ro-
tunda of the Exchange building. Two brass six-
pounders, belonging to Col. Cook’s baner_v_ of Bos-
ton Light Artillery,were also stationed in Exchange
Place, ready for immediate action. One was
planted on the Custom-ho pavement, and the
other one in the street, 80 as to command the ap-
proach from South street.

CAMDEN STATION AND LIGHT STREET.

At an early hour of the day, eight companies of
the Pennsylvania regiment, under command of
Col. Morehead, were stationed at Camden station,
with instructions to guard the vlace. Noboedy un-
derstood what this was for. The soldiers declared
that they only knew that they were there on guard.
The railroad officers appeared to be at a loss to
know what they were guarding. b s

Along Light street, from Warren to the vicinity
of the wharf, a guard was constantly patrolling the
east side of the street. It is believed that they
were there for the purpose of guarding the camp
ground on Federal Hill, whilst vacated tewporarily
by the main body of troops.

MONUMENT SQUARE.

About eight o’clock in the morning Monument
Square was occupied by Col. Lyle’s regiment of
Pennsylvania volunteers and a portion of Col,
Cook’s battery of the Boston Light Artillery. The
square was filled with soldiery, the guns unlim-
bered, and every preparation was made as if an
attack was feared.

The Newton University, on Lexington street,
near Calvert, was taken possession of and occupied
and also the residence of Hon. Reverdy Johnson
as headquarters.

The New York 13th regiment, Col. Smith, also
left Camp Carroll at an early hour, and marched
to the grounds on which stands the old McKim
mansion, in the vicinity of the Greenmount Ceme-
tery.
