The first stand was made at Porterfield's farm,

was necessary to destroy a bam and carriage-bouse

Tiie Strange Comet. ?A comet which was visi-
ble here on Tuesday morning:, before day, and ob-
served by several citizens, s.-.me of whom mistook
it for a military signal, is thus described in the
Washington Star :

'-After the severe rain storm of last evening, a
heavy bank of clouds covered the northeastern sky
till about 11 o ciock. About this time some gen-
tlemen of the United States Coast Survey, engagedat the office, saw what they supposed to be a bright
auroral beam shooting up towards the zenith from
behind the dark masses of cloud, but beyond a re-mark as to the unusual occurrence of the phenom-
ena at this season, it attracted then but little attention. Just before 1 o'clock, the clouds bavin"*disappeared, the broad beam of light proved to bethe tailof a comet of extraordinary brilliancy, the
nucleus of which was larger than, and very nearly
as bright as, a star of the first magnitude, while
the tail stretched over an arc of at least eig'.itv
degrees, sweeping upwards from an altitude of sixor eight degrees above the horizon to the milky
way. In general appearance this comet, reminded
the observers of the great comet of 1858, but the
suddenness of its approach, and enormous length
ol tail wh-n first seen, are perhaps unparalleled "

Editor Star:?l watched the comet between half-
past one and half past two, A. 51., July 2. 1801; its
head appeared to be near the boundary of the con-
stellations Lynx and Ursa Major, not far from thehead of the latter. About a quarter before two
the bead appeared about 7° above the north-wn
horiz n, a few degrees to the east of the meridian-the tail extended ip astraightline through the con-stellations Urste Minoris and Hercules, and nearly
reached the milky way, passing s mie distance be-
low Vega The total extent could not have beenless than 85°, and its average width was nearly s°.
In brilliancythe nucleus, as well as the tail, seemed
somewhat inferior to that of the great c met of
1858. The nucleus was very conspicuous on ac-
count of its large apparent size, though hardly approaching in intensity of light a star of the second
magnitude. Irs eastern limb was batter defined
than the opposite one. Within the envelope of the
nucleus streamers appeared, and it seemed to bethe centre of short pulsations extending in wavesalong the toil. The head was of a blueish and yel-

-1 .wish tint, which might have been produced bvits proximity to the horizon. The shape of thetread was round and much less pointed than that ofthe comet of 1858.
There seemed to be an outer envelope over thp

nucleus, which, extending to abut 18°, rendered
that part of the tail more conspicuous, with abrightness much greater than that of the milky
way. At this limit there was a sudden diminution
in the brightness; beyond it, the fainter illumina-tion seemed uniform. No central brighter streak
of light along its axis, nor any darker space behind
the nucleus, could be made out. The general out-
line was nearly equally well defined for some dis-
tance near the brighter portion of the tail; further
on, the lower outline appeared as diffused light.The brighter part, of a rather bushy appearance,
was about 6° in its greatest width;' and near thehead its breadth was near 210 2. The outline of
the tail, at first sight, seemed perfectly straight,
yet there was a slight curvature concave to thepole about 25° frotn the nucleus; the end of the
tail again slightly turned in the opposite direction;
the upper outline, when first seen, seemed just to
pass over the two bright stars beta and gamma Urste
Minoris; later, the upper edge appeared a little
below.

It is possible that this comet is the one long
looked for by astronomers, known as tbat o"
Charles A . Its orbit and possible identity with any
previous comet will no doubt be soon established.

Washington, D. C. C. A. S.
The cornet was distinctly visible in the heavens

last night. It passed over the city in a northeast-
erly direction, and in the forepart of the night wa s
very brilliant, although the tail did not appear to
be anything like as long as the night previous.

A WOMAN SHOT BY A SOLDlEß.? Y'esterday af-
ternoon a soldier named John E. Ganton visited a
house of ill-fame on Nor h street, where be drew a
revolver and flourished it. At the request of one
of the women he replaced his weapon, and then
ordered a bottle ot ivine. After drinking this he
went off'with one of the women named Mary Hill.

We are not only ready for them,but having reliable information that the enemy,
100 strong, are posted in Paddytown, we havesent a force to surprise them; the expedition left
before I returned from Ashby's camp, or I wouldhave joined them. Dick Ashby is an -ble man andlias endeared himself to us all, and I sincerely trustthat he made good his escape by abandoning hishorse and taking to the woods. Ifhe has been mur-
dered, 1 pray that the Almightywill nerve my armto avenge him a hundred-fold. Captain Ashby hadover forty shots fired at him, and his escape was miraculous. His horse was shot twice and killed underhim, and he ivouoded slightly in tlie leg,which has
not prevented him from pursuing theenemv. I re-
ceived the above account from two of Ashby's ownmen who were in the fight. As their accounts tallv Isuppose them to be correct. This is a fighting re-giment, the chaplain and surgeon fighting first and
praying and doctoring afterwards. Our Colonel iseminently qualified for the kind of work which wenave before us, and is beyond doubt a fighting man.
Ihave become very much attached to him. Pleaseexcuse this hurried and disconnected account. Ihave been compelled to write hurriedly as I will becalled upon in two hours, and having had no sleep

Majesty King Victor Emanuel consequent uponevents on which France has now no opinion to ex-press, but which have been accomplished under
favr of the principle ofnon-intervention recognized
by Europe. The renewal of diplomatic relations
with Turin would not imply,on the part of Franceas regards the policy of the Italian kingdom, any
judgment on the past, or any responsibility for the
future. It would show that the de/acto govern-
ment of this new State is sufficiently established forit to be possible to entertain international relations
with it, which the interest of the two countries im-periously demand. France, by her new attitudewould not preteua to interfere in any manner in
tbe internal or external affairs of the Italian king-
dom, which remains sole judge uf its conduct, as it
is master of its future and of its destinies. It
would act. towards it as one day the great EuropeanCowers xcilt. act in the American question, la, recor,-nizing the new republic of the Southern States, when
that republic shall have constituted a government
