In accordance with custom, the office of the
Dail;i Exchange will he closed to-day; and we
shai!, iherclore, issue no paper to-morrow morn-
ing. We publish elsewhere the Declaration of
Independence, which will, we doubt not, lie
studied nt this time with unusual interest by the
people of Maryland. No man, we are sure, can
peruse, without the deepest emotion, the language
in which our fathers protested, eighty-five years

ago, against the usurpations of the Government
to which they then owed allegiance. Read in
connection with events witich are now trans-
piring around us, its stern and solemn words
assume a deeper import than we have
been wont to attach to them heretofore;
and the honored figures of the patriots who
framed it Stem to loom up from the past in
more mnj'Stical proportions lVe can do full jus-
tice now to the self-sacrificing spirit which led them
to denounce the wrongs of their rulers, and to
resist the coercive measures to which the latter
resorted to sustain the government and to enforce
the laws. We can realize now the dangers in
which resistance to tyranny involved the men
who achieved our freedom, and we can appreciate
the generous a'dor which impelled them to drive
the Briii-h legions down the slope of Bunker's
Hill, and to prostrate the banner of old England
in th- dust at Yorktown. More warmly than
ever, therefore, do we welcome the return of a
dry thai our fathers made so glorious, aud which

? brings us, ifnot bright hopes, at least proud re-
collections. But, though mindful of the blessings
and pr.vikges w ? have heretofore enjoyed,and dis-
posed to keep alive forever lie glorious memories
which are so na uraliy ushered in with each suc-
cessive recurrence of to-day, we cannot hut feel
that this pr. ;cnt anniversary will be l.est kept by
those who shall devote it to serious thoughts and
sail reflecli ois. 'J ois is not the hour for pompous
pageants or festive merry-makings. The citizens
of M iryland are surely in no heart to participate
in the noisy ceremonies with which the Fourth of
July is annually celel rated. Looking abroad,
they see the Republic destroyed, the country di-
vined, and the people of tile dissevered sections
confronting each other on the battle field. At
borne they find as little cause for rejoicing.
They know they are a subjugated people,
and they feel that they have been stripped
of every right which was won for them in
the great Revolution of ITIC. They know
that the deliberate violations of the Constitution
which liave alrendv heat committed will he sanc-
tioned by the representatives of a dominant fac-
tion who are about to meet at Washington, and
ttiat ttie futile* war which has been so illegally be-
gu.i i& to lie pushed, by a fanatical Government,
to the bloodiest, and most disastrous consequences.
However bright, then, may he the reminiscences of
the past which to-day suggests, they cannot dis-
tract us from the present and prospectivegloom and
danger of our situation. The people of Maryland
will read the Declaration of Independence, but they
cannot forget that strange bayonets keep guard
over them; they will talk about the Constitution,
but they will remember that its every provision is
now ruthlessly disregarded bv the Government;
they willwatch the waving of their familiar flag!
and they will recollect that it floats now at Fort
McHenry over men who have been not less despot-
ically imprisoned than are the victims of the Czar
or Sultan. It will be, therefore, with a strangely
mingled feeling of pride, anger and humiliation,
that the brave and honest hearts which are still
left in the old State will hail the return of a day
that was once greeted, from one end of the Con
tinent to the other, with a storm of joyous accla-
mation.

DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE;

WHEN in the course of human events it becomesnecessary for one people to dissolve the political
bands which have connected them with anotherand to assume among the powers of the earth the
separate and equal station to which the laws of na-ture and of nature's God entitle them, a decentrespect to the opinions of mankind requires thatthev should declare the causes which impel themto the separation.

We hold these truths to be self-evident: Thatall men are created equal: that thev are endowed)\ their Creator with certain inalienable rights:
that among these are life, liberty, and the pursuithappiness that, to secure these rights, govern-
meats are instituted among men, deriving theirjust powers Iroin the Consent of the governed: that
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He baa abdicated government here, by declaring

us out of bis protection, and waging war against

us.
He lias plundered our seas, ravaged our coasts,

burn' our towns, and destroyed the lives of our
people.

He is at this time transporting large armies of
foreign mercenaries to complete the work of death,
desolation, and tyranny, already begun with cir-
cumstances of cruel'y and perfidy, scarcely paral-
leled in the most barbarous ages, and totally un-
worthy the head of a civilized nation.

He lias constrained our fellow-citizens, taken cap-
tive on the high seas, to bear arms against their
country, to become the executioners of their
friends or brethren, or to fall themselves bv theirhands.

He lias excited domestic insurrections nmongst
us, and has endeavored to bring on the inhabitants
of our froutiers the merciless Indian savages,
whos 1known rule of warfare is an undistinguished
destruction of all ages, sext s and conditions.

titioned for redress in the most humble term-; our
repeated petitions have been answered only by re-
peated injury. A prince, whose character is thus
inai ked by every act which may define a tyrant,
is unfit to be the ruler of a free people.

Nor have we been wanting in attentions to our
British brethern. We have warned them, from
time to time, of atterop's by their legislature to

extend an unwarrantable jurisdiction over lis. We
have reminded them of the circumstances of our
emigration and settlement here. We have appeal-
ed to their native justice and magnanimity, and
we have conjured them by the tic-s of our common
kindred, to disavow these usurpations, which
would inevitably interrupt our connections and
correspondence. They too have been deaf to the
voice of justice and of consanguinity. We must,
therefore, acquiesce in the necessity which de-
nounces our separation, and hold them, as we holdthe rest of mankind, enemies in war, in peace
friends.

We, therefore, the representatives of the United
States of America, in general congress assembled,
appealing to the Supreme Judge of the world forthe rectitude of our intentions, do, in the nameand by the authority of the good people of these
colonies, solemnly publish and declare, that theseUnited Colonies, are, and of right ought to be,
FREE ANI) INDEPENDENT STATFS; that they are ab-
solved from all allegiance to the British crown,
and that all political connection betvveen them and
the State of Great Britain, is, and ought to be,
totally dissolved; and that, as free and independent
States, thev have lull power to levy war, conclude
peace, contract alliances, establish commerce, and
to do all oth r acts and things which Independent
States may of right do. And for the support of
this declaration, with linn reliance on the pro-
tection of Divine Providence, we mutually pledge
to each other our lives, our fortunes, and our sacred
honor.

OPINIONS OF THE ENGLISH PRESS.

f From (he London Morning Post.]
Ibe complication ol allairs in America appears

to grow with every mail which reaches this coun-
try. The Federal Government has not only to en-
counter the direct hostility of the Southern States,
but it has to consider and deal with those States
the neutrality ot which, as in the case of Kentucky
a rash movement may convert into a bitter and re-
vengeful enemy. Virginia is affrighted at the
prospect of becoming the great battle-field of a
war with which a considerable proportion of itsinhabitants have no sympathy. Unless operations
be confined to the sea, where' they are most likely
to be cllicient, many of the border States, we lear
may be driven in selt defence, or, at all events, toprotect their neutrality, to cast their lot in with
the Southern insurgents. We thus may see an
extension of the area of the conflict, and ihe once
great American Republic permanently split up
into three confederations, severally- representing
the several Southern, Border, and Northern Stateinterests. We admit the difficulties which Mr.Lincoln has to encounter. The sympathy ot Eog-
land is with the North. We have no right, no do-
sire to intervene in the quarrel. Our duty is toobserve a position of strict neutrality, but a't pre-
sent the policy of the Federal Government is ut-
terly inexplicable. It collects arms and men, hut
hesitates to strike a blow. If compromise were
possible, we should approve and applaud the delay-
but as we think it is a mere delusion, we can only
interpret the course of Mr. Lincoln as an unmis-
takable evidence of weakness and vacillation.

Tax SOULSTOB AKZEJ.? The New York Oregon,
noticing tbo recent death of Benjamin Paul Akers,
the sculptor, says:

"Akers received bis first lessons in sculpture
from Bracket!, port subsequently opened a studio
in Portland in 1819, encouraged by John NeatEsq., to whose liberali'v and taste he was much in'
debted. Here he modelled several portrait bustsamong them one of the poet Longfellow. Akets
soon went to Italy, returning home alter a shortsojourn there, bis ideal aspirations greatly quick-
ened by the art of antiquity, the study of which
always arouses and expands a finely organized
mind. His first ideal work seems to have be n a
statue called 'Benjiuiin in Egypt' During subsi-
queiit Tisits to Italy heplanmd and produced Other
works of the same order, one of which, 'The Dead
Pearl Diver,' may he mention d as undoubtedly
the finest effort of bis geniu3 In addition to these
works he made in Italy several copies of antique
statues, which, with occasional portrait busts, con-
stitute the fruit of his labor. A statue of Commodore Perry for the Central Paik was to have beenbis next, important work.

"Besid. s his qualifications as a sculptor Akerß
possessed fine powers as a writer. Owing, perhaps
to lack of order in his mental culture, his thought
often wandered into transcendental subtleties; but
it sometimes vague it never wandered from a pure
and refined standard of fee'iog. The best evidenceof it, and one which makes his written thought
always clear, stands before the world in the worksof-his chisel. In these we find the true si<vn andseal of his covenant wi h nature.

"Allhonor be to him as one of the noblest among
his brethren. Whoever contemplates his statue ofthe Dead Pearl Diver willwonder if he did not an-ticipate and embody in this beautiful creation the
sentiment of his own short lite and the efforts ho
tnade to en:ich the world with gems of beauty."

How NORTHERN SIMPS AUK CAPTUKEP IIY THE COX-
FEDERATES. ?The Boston Traveller of yesterday
says:

"We have had some conversation with a clerk of
this city who went to New Orleans in the ship
Abaeliino, captured by a piratical craft off NewOrleans, and have obtained some details which may
be interesting, as showing the wav Mr. Davis'sprivateers conduct thi3 busings The Abaeliinohaving arrived outside the bar. off' the South West
Pass, saw one or two tug boats approaching, one
of which came alongside the ship and made fast to
h'-r. The captain of the sbip supposed he bad apilot with him, and did not dream of trouble. When
the two had arrived within about a mile of the city
another steam-tug, named the Music, came up witha large number of armed men, with cutlasses,some of whom jumped immediately on board. The
Lieutenant marched up to the men, made them give
up their sheath knives, and told them if thev want-
ed to take their things from bc-low, to get, them
quickly and be off The captain of the ship coming
up from the cabin, the Lieutenant showed him his
papers, and said he took possession of the ship in
the name atid by order of President Davis.

"Ailhut the mate, steward and cook were thenput onboard the tug, where were a part of twoother crews from prize vessels which had been ta-
ken. The captain of the privateer was a YankeeThe ship was then towed up to New Orleans andthe crew released on parole, having taken an'oalunot to ieave the city or take up arms against theSouth. Some of the men enlisted in the Southernarmy, some enlisted in a man-of-war, and some
went on board Eoglish ships."

VAI.S I: OF TRAINED SOLDIERS.? AIIison, in his his-
tory of Napoleon, cites the language of that great
General in discussing the question of how much
time is required to make a reliable soldier. In a
conversation respecting tiie naval conscription,
Trnget observed : "Much longer time is required
to form a tailor than a soldier. The latter may be
trained in all his duties in six months." Napoleon
replied: " t here never was so great a mistake.?Nothing ran be more dangerous than to propagate
such opinions; ifacted upon they would speedily
load to the dissolution of ihe army. At Jemappe
there were 50,000 French against 9,000 Austriacs.During the hirst four years of the war all the hos-
tile operations were conducted iu the most ridicu-
lous manner. It was neither the volunteer? nor
the recruits who saved the Republic; it was the
180,000 old troops of the monarchy, and the dis-

charged veterans whom the Revolution impelled tothe frontier. Part, of the recruits deserted, partdied; a small portion only remained, who, in theprocess of time, formed good soldiers. Why havethe Romans done such great things? Recause sixyears'instructions were, with them, r. quiredYo
make a soldier. A legion composed of throe thou-
sand such men was worth thirty thousand ordina-ry troops. With fifteen thousand such men as theGuards, I would everywhere beat forty thousand.

THE GATHERING TROUBLES.? Apprehensive of a

collision with England, tho Philadelphia Inquirer,
referring to the defences of that city, says:

What complication this war mav bring upon usit is impossible to foresee, but it is clear that Eng-
lish ships will disregard the blockade as far as pos
sible. A prominent English journal observes thatEngland will "tide over this war as she did in 1812,
when cotton, though at a higher price, was always
to be had." li is stilted that an English ship lately
ran the blockade at New Orleans and landed twenty
thousand stand of arms and hundreds of tons ofpowder. With this disposition on the part of Eng-
land even now, w hat may we not expect when theEnglish operatives are suffering with famine, andwhen the English shall have been irritated withthe constantly recurring news of the capture ofEnglish ships endeavoring to break the blockade?ihe English will have a strong tieet in the Gulf
and questions will he constantly Rrising, dillicult
to be decided oven by the calmest tempers, and
perhaps impossible in the state of feeling whichwillthen exist.

It therefore becomes a matter of most serious im-portance, to see to the adequate protection of theAtlantic cities. Operations on the largest scale
in progress in New York, and we "should beglad to kuow that our own citv will not be ne-glected.

Subset iptions have been made in theneighboring provinces and in Europe to help thoseunfortunate people, and it is hoped that in this
country some charitably disposed persons may beable and willingto assist them, notwithstanding
the demands now made by events here.
