A Bill for the Collection of the Revenne, etc.

Wsningron, July 8,— One of the biils submitted
by Secretary Chase, with hisreport on the finances,
contains features similar to those in the bill report
ed during the secord session  of the late Congress
by Mr. Bingham, of Ohio, and commonly known
as the “Force Bill.”” It places in the hands of the
President the military and naval power to collect
revenue in cases where there are unlawful combi-
nations against the laws of the United States. au-
thorizes bim to close disloyal ports by proclama-
tion, and provides for carrying on trade with any
part of a State (asin the case of Westerr Virginia),
in favor of which the S.cretary of the Treasury, as
well as the Postmacter General—with respect to
commerce and postal accommodations—have al-
ready acted.

Destruction of the Boston Railroad Depot at
East Albany.

ALpany, July 5. —At about seven o’clock to-
nignt a fire broke out in the freight house at the
Boston Depot, at East Albany. Soon after the
alarm was given the flames ‘were seen bursting
forth in larze volumes, and spreading with great
rapidity, until the whole line of the building was
one sheet of fire.  So fierce was the conflagration
that nothing could be saved. From this side of
the river the sight was very grand. Five canal
boats and steam dredges which were in the slip had
no time to get afloat, and the persops in them
barely escaped with their lives. The destruction
operty embraces two large freight depots,
senger depot, the ticket office, the elevator,
fifty-four ear loads of freight, eight ear loads of
Jive hogs, five cansl boats and one valuable freight
bridge. The long passenger bridge was partially
gaved; the’eanal boats were all loaded with grain.
The destruction of property cannot be less than
from $300,000 to $400,000. ° There are rumors
that some lives were lost.  About sixty men were
in one building that burned so rapidiy as to render
escape very diflicnlt.  Mr. Fairchild, one of the
superintendents of the freight department, who
was endeavoring to save the books, was badly
burned about the face and breast. Severa! men
jumped into the creek; some, it is supposed, per-
ished in the building, and two, firemen were in-
jured by a collision between two engines. The
whole dock was burned, and so entire was the de-
|{ruclinn that everything at the depot is swept
clean,

The loss by this fire will exceed half a million of
dollars. The buildings that were destroyed cost
the company over $400,000. Up to a late hour ru-
mors prevailed of loss of life, but nothing certain

on that point has yet transpired. The company
kad no insurance,

DEATI OF THE SULTAN 0F TURKEY.—The death of
Abdul Medjid, Sultas of Turkey, is avnounced in
the news by the Great-Eastern. The Sultan was
born May 6, 1823, and consequently at the period
of his death was thirty-nine vears old. At the
death of his fatber, Mabmoud IL., in 1839, Abdul
Medjid ascended the throne. He found the affairs
of the Empire in almost inextricable complication,
and his naturally weak and pliable character would
bave secured bis overthrow, but for the interven-
tion of England and Germany against Mehemet
Ali, who had led Egypt into revolt, and the Sul-
tan’s Grand Admiral, who treacher: usly surrender-
ed all his fleet to the enemy. By the treaties of
1840 and 1841, Turkey was admitted into the politi-
cal system of Europe, and from that day the Sul-
tan has been passive in the hands of western diplo-
muey. Hs was happily not one of those weak
characters who refuse to be moved as well as to
move,

By advice of Reschid Pacha, his Vizier, a most
enlightened and able Turk, he made many impor-
tant reforms in the administration of justice, the
tolerance of religion, the educational system, and
the financial levies of the empire. He offered a
nobly sacred agylum to the refugees of Hungary.
and rather than violate a Mahomedan’s traditional
hospitality, ran the ri<k of a serious war. For the
last ten years of his life he has been destroying his
nerve and brain by dissipation; and his long ex-
pected déath has at last come, as the result of that
course.—N. Y. Evening Post.

With so few vessels in commission on our coast, and
our crews in distant seas, the de tm-nt was very in-
differently prepared to meet the exigency that was rising.
Every movement was closely watched by the disaffected,
and threatened (o precipitate measures that the country
seemed anxious toavoid. Demoralization prevailed amonyg
the officers, many of whom, occupying the most respon
sible positions, betrayed symptoms of that infidelity
which has dishonored the service. But while so many
offi were unfaithfal, the crews, to their honor be it
recorded, were true and reliable, and have maintained,
through every trial and under all circumstances, their
devotion to the Union and the flag. ~ Unfortunately,
however, few comparitively of these gallant men were
within the cail of the department at that eventfal period.
They, as well as the ships, were abroad.

The sloop-of-war Camberiand, the flag-ship of Commo-
dore Pendergrast, arrived opportunely in the Chesapeake
on the 23d of March; and as this was the only vessel of
any considerable capacity in these waters that was
manned, I detained her at Norfolk to await events that
were gradually developing in Virginia and the adjoining
States.

The Navy Yard at Norfolk, protected by no fortress or
garrison, has always been a favored depot with the gov
ernment. It was filled with arms and munitions, and
several ehips were in the harbor, dismantled and in or-
dinary, and in no condition to be moved, had there been
men to move them. There were, however, no seamen
there or on home stationsto man these vessels,or even
one of them of the larger class, and any attempt to with
draw them, or either of them without a crew, would, in
the then sensitive and disturbed condition of the public
mind, have betrayed alarm and distrust, and been likely
to cause difliculty.

Apprehensive, however, that action might be necessary,
the commandant of the yard was, early in A , advised
of this feeling, and cautioned to extreme vigilance and
circumspection. These admonitions were, a few days
later, repeated to Commodore McCauley. This comman-
dant, whose patriotism and fidelity were not doubted
was surround=d by officers in whom he piaced confilenc
But most of them, asevents soon proved, wire faithless
to the flag and the country.
