Col E. D. Tomuend, Washington:

Oar success of to-dav is all that I could desire.?
We have captured six brass cannon, f which one
is rifl. d, all the enemy's camp t quipage even to
his cups, and bis transportation. The number of
tents taken will probablv reach 200, and more than
sixty wagon have also been taken.

The enemy's killed and wounded will amount to
fullr 150, with at least 100 prisoners, and more are
c oning in constantly. I know already of ten offi
c rs killed and prisoners. Their rout l"s complete.

I reached Beverly by a rapid march. Garnett
abandoned his camp early this morning leavin"
behind much of bis camp equipage. He came
v. i'hin a few miies ot Beverly, hut our rapid marchturned him back in great contusion and he i*m,w
retreating on the road to St. George.

I have nrdt-rcd General Morris to follow him up
ch sely. i have telegraphed for the two Pennsvl-
vania regiments at Cumberland to join Gen. Hillat Uowle.-burg. The General is concentrating allhis treops at Rowletburg and will cut nfi'Oarnett's
retreat near West Union, or, if possible, at St.George.

I may ray that wo have driven out some ten
thousand troops strongly entrenched, with the lossot eleven killed and thirtv-live wounded. The pro-
vision returns l.iund here show Garnett's force tohave been ten tli usarol men. They were EasternVirginians, Georgians, Tennesjoeans, and 1 think
Carolinians. To morrow I can give full details as
to prisoners, Ac. 1 trust that Gen. Cox has by
this time driven Gen. Wise out. of the Kanawha
iai ey.

Ten commissioned Confederate officers were killed
and captured, including Captain Skepwith, of Pow-
hattan county, and Captain DeSagucl, late of the
United States army.

Some Georgians and South Carolinians are among
the dead of the enemy, but they are chiefly East-
ern Virginians.

WASHINGTON, July 14.? General McClellan's des-patches have diffused general joy through the com-

munity. None share in it in a greater degree than
Lieut. General Scott himself. The intelligence has
served to make the military hereabouts impatient
for an opportunity to achieve results similar to
those narrated.

Tlie Sanitary Commission.
WASHINGTON, July 14 ?The Sanitary Commis-

si n has just closed its third session in Washington,
where its first meeting was held a month ago. The
Commission is now thoroughly organized and work-

?ing effectually. Its agents are busily at work in
the principal military encampments. They report
the results of their inquiries and labors daily, bv
mail, to the head-quarters of the Commission, in the
treasury buildings. Several of the Commissioners
and a considerable number of their agents are con-
tinually employed at the seat of war. #

The results of the inquiries thus pursued at all of
the encampments, from Cairo and Missouri to East-
ern A irginia, have enabled the Commissioners to
act definitely and effectually upon a variety
of practical questions, that are of vital importance
to the life and health of the soldiers.

The following are among the leading questions
discussed and acted upon during the present session
of the Commission:

first?The payment of the soldiers' wages bv al-
lotments, or by treasury orders, for the benefit of
their families and themselves.

Second-?The condition and wants of the army in
and near Washington, and a like report from the
encampments at Fortress Monroe, and a similar
report from the Western encampments visited by
the President.

Third?Measures for improving camp police andregimental hygiene.
Fourth?Special reports from various inspecting

agents of the Commission.
Filth ?lmprovement in the soldiers' rations; re-gimental censure.
Sixth?The diminution or prevention of intem-

perance in the ai my.
Seventh?The enlistments of competent cocks inevery regiment.
Eighth?Nursing and the better care of the sick

and wounded.
Abstracts of the several reports were ordered to

be published in document form. They are in press
and willsoon be furnished to the public.

The Treasurer's report exhibits the fact that thelabors of the Commission are apureciated by the
lile insurance companies, a single company having
contributed SI,OOO to the treasury. A code of in-
structions to the agents ot the Commission wasagreed upon and ordered to be published. A con-cise manual of advice to military officers, givingplain directions respecting camp police, military
bygifDt; and rules fur the soldiers' health, was pre-
sented bv a committee, arid a large edition ordered
to be published aud gratuitously distributed in
the army.

The Commission have opened a depot for the re-
ception and distribution of clothing and delicacies
for sick volunteers, and have instructed their s gents
closely to follow up their inquiries by such segges-
tions and efforts as may be necessary to secure an
effectual reformation of the defects iind evils they
meet with. After deciding upon the plan of effort
to be pursued till the next meeting, the Commissionadjourned on Saturday afternoon, and those of its
members who could he spared from duty at Wash-
ington proceeded to Fortress Monroe.

On the contrary,
I shall only prove the more faithful to it by doing
all that in me lies to bring this unhallowed and un-
natural war to a speedy and happy close We of
the Confederate States are the last bulwarks ot
civiland religious liberty; we fight lor our hearth-
stones and our altars; above all we fight for a race
that has been by Divine Providence entrusted to
our most sacred keeping. When I accept a com-
mission in the Confederate army, therefore, I not
only perform the duties of a good citizen, but con-
tend for the principle* lohich lie at the foundation of
our eocial, politicaland reliyiotw polity.'

"Bishop Polk is a native of Tennessee, and at an
early age entered the Military Academy at We.-t
Point, where he graduated with distinguish d hon-

WINDS ON THE PUAKIKS ? A correspondent of the
Newark (N. J.) Daily Advertiser , writing from
Henry, Illinois, June 27, describes the efUct of the
hot winds on 1he praii ie crops :

The fierce and blasting winds that frequently
sweep across the prairies, unobstructed many
miles by timber, form a feature in our Western
experience with which you eastern people are hap-
pily unacquainted. Very frequently one will see a
house braced on its eastern side with strong poles,
and the dwellers therein are often in great fear.?
We have recently had two or three days of these
severe winds, which remind us of the burning
simoom. I have seen clouds of sand swe- p across
the prairies titty feet in height, resembling snow
blasts, and covering the corn of five or six inches

high, so as entirely to obliterate it.
The winds to which I have referred as prevailirg

1 here have a blighting effect on all vegetation,
parching the leaves of the trees, and whipping the
leaves and stalks of oats, wheat and c rn, so that

they look as if they have been subject to a severe

frost.
