OUR SOUIHERN ESTAFETTE.

Gen. .Johnston nt W'iiirlieiter.

The Richmond papers of Wednesday last an-

nounce the abandonment of the position at Hunker
Hill bv <ien. Johnston, and the falling back of his
whole force on Winchester. The cause given by
the Enquirer for this second relrcgade movement
by Gen. Johnston is as follows:

Passengers from Winchester confirm the previous
report that Gen. Johnston has fallen back upon
that point with his whole force. The explanation
which gains most credit as to the object of Gen.
Johnston's change of position is as follows: Patter-
son lias sheltered himself behind the women ar.d
children n! Martinsbnrg, refusing to allow them to

leave, lie has also been reinforced there. John-
ston cannot attack him, therefore, except at the
peril of the women and children, and against large
odds. He has fallen back to a point which cots-
mands tin* various roads that enter the north end
of the valley, so as to prevent McCleilan, who
hangs upon his left, from taking his rear. In this
position he will watch the enemy and entrench
himself to await the attack.

This niovement of Gen. Johnston was very dis-
tasteful to his men, anti no doubt also to himself
Hut we trust and tlmse better prepared to judge are
confident that it was wise and politic. "

The Lynchburg Virginian sava:
We learned from i'rof. Holcombe, of the Uni-

versity of Virginia, who came passenger by the
Alexandria train yesterday afternoon, that he had
been advised of Gen. Johnston's movements by per-
sons direct from Winchester. After the eneiav bad
taken posessitm of .Ai artinsburg, Gen. Johnston sent
in a flag of truce, requ sting the place to he evac-uated by the women and children. To this ar-
rangement our valiant enemies objected, and re-fused to allow the inhabitants to leave, holdino-them as hostages to secure their own protection.

not to light, except behind barricades of womenanti children. Gen. Johnston advised his army to
fall back and await the movements of the Hes-sians. iiis men obj cttd seriously to this, stating
that they had come to meet Ihe enemy and wanted
to advance and light rather than fall back. The
General had to make them a speech and expostu-
late with them belore they would consent to (all
back upon their entrenchments at Winchester. It
is his determination, we learn, to give them bat-
tle there, come in what numbers they may.
