Mr. BaYauD took the floor, and said that during
the month ot March last, when seven States had
already withdrawn, he took occasion to express his
views of the question which agitated the country
at that time, and indicated the course which, iu
his opinion, ought to he adopted; that the only
alternative was to acknowledge the revolution, or
he involved in a liortible civil war; and subsequent
events bad shown that he had been correct in his
opinion.

He said that no power had been conferred by the
Constitution to coerce a State, and tbe attemot to

do so nas n violation ot contract. He believed
that the withdrawal of those States did not subvert
the power of the Government, and the acknowledg-
ment of the withdrawal was the onlv way to avert

the ciril war. He indulged in the hope of concili-
ation as the only imans to restore the seceded
States, and believed that coercion would inevita-
bly drive oth"r States out, as was subsequently
shown. In the States of Virginia, North Carolina,
Arkansas and Tennessee there were large maj ri-
ties in favor ot sustaining the Government until
the President had his proclamation for
troops, when they resolved with great unanimity
to withdraw.

He said he was as deeply attached to the Union
as any man, and if any sacrifice on his part, as of
property, c. uld restore the Union, the sacrifice
would be cheerfully made; and that his children

As regards two of the acts of the President, in
particular?the right of blockade and that of the
suspension of the writ of babens corpus?they in-
volve the rights and liberties of all citizens ol this
or future ages. If by your acts you acknowledge
war, by commerce by a legitimate
biockade, then, war exists. Ido not denv your
right to blockade an enemy's ports; but in refusing
to acknowledge the seceded States as belligerents,
I deny the constitutionality of this act of the Presi-
dent.'

in relation to the writ of habeas corpus, I deny
that in the States n<>t receded, or States where the
Courts are open, that, there being: no pressingemergency, the writ could lawfully be suspended;
that military law c*n ever in this country super-
sede civil law. If Congress deems it at any time
necessary to suspend civil law, why not do it openly
and above-board? By not doing so, you commit an
aeti n which you will forever regret. You involve
the iberty of future generations, by assigning the
Pre-ident an unlimited power, which he may at ail
times use al Lis own will, by the terms of the pre-
cedent.

No King of England for the lat 200 years has
Attempted to suspend the Liberty Billof Great Bri-
tain, >et the President of the United States has
not only assumed this power, but chosen to dele-
gate it to a sub rdinate military officer, in gross
violation of the Constitution ot the country.

Slid Mr. Bavard, when you have passed the re-
solution now before us, there will no longer be anv
free institutions in America; this willhave ceased
to be a land of liberty.

The United States" Attorney-General has in his
letter defended this act of the President by virtue
of his Executive power. If the President has
sworn to execute the laws, he is to accept the judi-
cial interpretation of the laws, and not his individ-ual opinion.

Wljat right had the President to make Fort Mc-Henry or any other fort a Bastile? Louis the XIV.of France chose to commit to the French dungeons
ltidirnirials on suspicion, and kept them conn"ed at
will?sometimes they were even left to he for-gotten.

In this instance there may be no dungeons inTort McHenry, but the invasion of the rights of thecitizen is greater because he has a guarantee ofrights by our Constitution. The restraint unon his
liberty is as great as that, imposed bv the Frenchdespot; and these men, too, are contined without
suspicion or charge being asserted. Ifyou cannot
ex-cute your laws without suspension of civil au-
thority, then do you inaugurate unqualified des-pOtlSlD.

Ifyour army is to be maintained, as it certainly
iniis, should you be able to subjugate the South,thm another great danger arises. It is easier to
organize than to disband an army, and when one
person at willcontrols such a force, he is apt to be
comea Dictator. lam tor peace?for conciliationby general convention or otherwise; but would not
be willing to niopt any compromise that would
degrade the Government of the United States. Ifthe South offer terms that are u just, reject them.1 know lull well the determination of the Senate,
and think it u-eless to protest against any acts of
legislation which might come before this body;
but deem it mv duty to my conscience, my con-
stituents and the country, that I lift my voiceagainst what I believe to be unjust and unconstitu-tional.
