Wasuinaron, July 21—11 P. M.— The most in-
tense excitement is everywhere existing, to hear
further from the field of battle. Kvery returning |
spectator of the events is immediately surrounded,
to relate his observations. The demand for intel-
ligence is insatiable. Many unauthorized rumors
prevail, which gerve to eonfuse the truth.

The smoke of the battic could be sesn from the
eminences in Washington. A number of members
of Congress and even ladies went to the neighbor-
hooda of Bull Run to witness the battle. One of
these members reports that Col. Hunter, of the 34
calvary, acting as Major-General, was seriously if
not mortally wounded.

It is stated in all quarters, and the sad news is
generally credited, that Col. Cameron of the 79th
regimeunt, brother of the Sceretary of War, and

Jol. Slocum of the 2d Rhode lsland regiment, were
killed in the action.
The Details of the Battle.

CeNTREVILLE, July 21, P. M.—A most severe and
battle was fought to-day at Ball Ruu
bridge. Thecorflict was most desperate and blocdy,
lasting over nine hours.

The programme of the battle as stated in my
first despatch was carried cut until the troops met
with a succession of masked batteries, which were
attacked with great vigor and bravery and succes-
sively stormed and taken, with severe loss of life.

Our troops advanced as tollows :

Col. Richardson, who distinguished himself in the
previous engagement with the batteries at Bull
Run, proceeded on the left with four regiments of

order for retiring was given in ¢ mgequence
of the Federal battery exhausting its shot and can-
ister, and the exhaustion of the cavalry, which, un-
der the command of Bracket, performed the most
efficient service in the action.

I'he gallant Captain was at all times in advancs
of his command, his men following him with as
fearless and determined spirit. But the want of
water for his horses, a difliculty which it is feared
will be encountered all along from Centreviile to
Mauvassas, prevented him from continuing his ef-
foris i unmask the enemy. It is regretted by
gome military authorities that the infantry wasnot
calied into more active service during the engage-
ment, the best part of the fight devolving on the
artiilery and cavalry.

The entire portion of Gen, Heintzleman's com-
mand, which it is understood wasto flank the
enemy on the south of Manassas at Brentsville, has
been removed to the vicinity of Centreville, aund
that portion of the country is now crowded with
our troops. The publication of more definite in-
formation regarding their strength and numbers
would be injurious to the service.

Last night passed quictly, with the exception of
a few instances of picket firing.

The chapges in the position of the troops has led
many to suppose that an advance was intended
immediately, but it rather indicates a preparation
and defepsive arrangement,

The reports that the enemy’s batteries were as-
eaulted last night, are entirely without foundation,
but it is supposed that breastworks will be erected
to-night on the hill within range of the masked
batteries.  This, however, is mere conjeciure, as it
is probable that General McDowell is’still waiting
instructions from Washington.

A deserter from the enemy, who arrived here
this morning, states our fire created great havoc
among their troops, and but for the fact that they
were rallied continually by Gen. Lee, they would
have retired.

It is undersiood here that heavy guns have
been brought from Manassas to the scene of action
by the enemy.

There is come good reason to suppose, from the
large number of bagoage wagons on the road lead-
ing from Strausburg to Manassas Junction, as
obgerved through good glasses, and & reconnoisance
made by Lieut, Tompking, that General Johnston
has succeeded in making his retreat good from
Winchester to Manassas Junction. Such is the
opinion in military circles.

Althcugh this will largely increase the Confed-
erate forces at Manassas Junction, it does not in
the least deter but only changes our militarv ope-
rations in that direction, asit hemsin the main
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Doweli’s and Patterson’s command.

Secretary Cameron to-day, in company with Col.
Scott of the Military Railway, paid a visit to Cen-
treville and reviewed several brigades. He return-
ed to Washington this evening.

Famkrax Covrr Housk, July 2L.—The following
despatch has just been received:

CenTrREVILLE, July 21st A. M.

We bharve suce 1lly outflanked the enemy. At
half past 2 o’clock this morning the various Regi-
wents about Centreville were formed for a march.
At 3 o’clock they were in motion in the direction
of Perrvville camp, Bull’s Ran to the left. At
6 o’clock the first gun was heard fired by the 32
pound rifled cannon eent ahead te batter the
ma-ked batteries that might be encountered on
the road.

There was no reply from the enemy and the ad-
vance moved on. At General McDowell’s head-
quaters, three miles beyond Centreville, the greater
part of the army moved to the right to avoid a
bridge some distance beyond, said to have been
undermined, They will pass over upor pontoons
prepared by Captain Alexander, of the Epgineer
Corps, and who has inspected the country minutely
in previous reconnoisance, and to whom, in great
measure, the plan of the campnign is due.

A general battle is expected to-day or to-morrow,
and which will probably decide the fate of the
whole camprign. If Johnston has not yet formed
a junction with Beauregard, he will be entirely cut
off by this manoeuvre and thrown back upon the
mountains, his army utterly demoralized, and pro-
bably fzil into the bands of General MeClellan who
is advancing beyond the Blue Ridge, and if he bas
formed a junction with Generzl Beauregard, it
opers our communication with Patterson’s colamn,
and thus reinforced. the Federal army can ecrush
out opposition. If we are driven back, the army
can retreat upon Centreville, and keep open comg
munications with Washingtoan.

If Beauregard remains where he is, his commu-
nications in the rear are endangered, as Manassas,
being situated on the apex of a triangle formed by
the railroad, a movement in his rear would destroy
Lis communications with Richmond.

The only danger the Federal troops run by this
flank march would be by a sudden advance of Gen.
Beauregard upon Centreville, intercepting com-
munications and cutting off our supplies. But
such a manoeuvre would be desperate, as cutting
himse!foff from supplies and placing him in an ex-
hausted ¢ untry, and between the Federal troops
and the Potomac river.

The 69th New York regiment was assigned the
post of honor in the advance. The members of this
regiment have agreed unanimously to serve, al
though their time of enlistment is now cut. All
the New York regiments will follow this example.

Great Battle at Bull Run—The Confederate
Batteries Taken by the Federal Troops,
and the E y Driven Back to Manassas
Junction—Nine Hours’ Fighting—Terrible
Slaughter.

WasainGTon, July 21.—The order given to the
arms to move at 6 o’cluck yesterday eveving, were
countermanded till esrly this morniog. Our troops
meantime were cutting a road through the woods,
in order to flank the enemy’s batteries.

The Secretary of War has received a despatch

avnouncing that fighting was renewed at Bull Run

this morning. Our troops engaged the enemy with

a large force, and silenced their batteries and drove

the secessionists to the Junction with great slaugh-

ter. The city is wid with joy.

The firing was heard in this city to-day from the
direction of Bul! Run, from 11 till about 3 o’clock.
Alter a cessation till vearly five o’clock the sound
was agaiu heard, and the reverberating of cannon
was sti!l audible at T o’clock.

A gentleman who arrived to-night, eays that at 3
o’clock this afternosn, the 2d and 3d New Jersey
Regiments were ordered to march forward from
Vienna, first sending back their baggage to camp
Trenton. Other troops were hurrying forward to
the tcene of hostilities, and there was much military
excitement and bustle in all the camps.

All pe

rsons captured on board of vessels
wwed 0r uaarmed) employed in the
c service of the United States, are to be con-
idered as prisoners of war. All persons employed
in the service of the enemy are to be considered as
prisoners of war, even when captured on unarmed
vessels not employed in the public service of the
enemy.

Persons captured on private unarmed vessels,

and not employed in the public service of the ene-
my, are not prisoners of war,
Assoon as the Marshal shall have received
into custody persons captured at sea, he shall make
out a list of their names, rank and position, and
submit one copy thereot to the Judge of the court,
and another to the captors or their proctor, for the
purpose of designating such as are tu be detained
a4s witnesses,

4. After separating those who are to be detained
in confinement as witnesses, the Marshal will at
once deliver to the comimander of the nearest mili-
tary post ali the pris of war; and will trans-
port to the frontier and ce beyond the limits of
the Confederacy all such alien enemies as are not
prisoners of war.

Mr. Larnax said he endorsed the act of the Presi-
dent heartily, especially those most opposed by
previous speakers of the opposite side. ‘
That the South had arrayed itsclf against the
Government, because the democratic party had lost |
their President. He listened with pleasure to the
eloquence of his friend from Ky., (Mr. Brecken-
ridge,) and also to the Senator, from Delaware,
(Bayard,) but was pained to hear nothing said of
infractions against the Constitution by the South-
ern States, while aliuding to the acts of the Presi-
dent, the public property of Government was taken
by South Carclioa, but the Government would not
exercise itsstrong power atthe time, hoping to
peacefally reclaim the disaff:cted states.

He said that had the Democratic Senators and
lepresentatives occapied their seats and ¢ ntinued
throughout this session, they would have had ma-
jorities in both the S=nate and House of Represent-
atives, and in the Senate would have had control
of all the important committees. He said the Dem-
ocratic party had Mr. Lincoln’s election as an ex
cuse for the revelution. He contended that there
was a party in the South who, for the past thirty
years, had sought the opportusity of overthrowing
the Governmeant, and bad now, finally, almost ac-
complished their object. He named Hon. William
L. Yancey, of Alabama, as the prime leader in the
revolution—at the same time accredited him with
being one of the most able statesmen and far-secing
politiciaus in the country.

Mr. Lataax throughout his entire remarks con-
fined himself to the consideration of parties and
their purposes as connected with the present revo-
lution, and made an eloquent defence of the puri-
ty of the motives which prompted the Republican
party to endorses President Lincoln’s acts and to
earry on the war with the uncompromising and
zealous epirit which bad thus far characterized its
legislative proceedings.
In concluding, he affirmed that no matter how
many States shall feel justified in joining the Con-
federacy, that his State (California) would ever
continue to support the old Natiopal Government,
no difference by which political party it might be
controlled. &

We had an interview to-day with a gentleman of
this city, who returned this morning from a vi-it to
Tennessee, He went to Nashville and rerurned
without having excited any suspicion that he was a
Northern man, and in this way he escaped personal
annoysnce, and enjoyed opportunities of cbserva-
tion.” He left Philaselphia on the 2d of July, and
proceeded direct to Louisville. From that city he
went by rail and on foot to Nashville, by a round-
about route.

In consequence of the seizure of trains by the
Tennessee State authorities, the cars on the Louis-
ville and Nashville Railroad now stop three miles
from the State line, on the Keniucky side. From
that point the passengers are compellcd to make
their way into Tennessee in the best way they can,
and then proceed to Na:hville by a roundabout way
through Bowling Green and Clarksvlile.

Our informant was twenty-one hours in going
from Louisville to Nashv a distance that is ac-
complished in eight hours in times of peace.

Near Clarksville, Tennessee, there iz a camp
which is composed principally of Kentucky seces-
gionists, There are about two thousand men there,

Nashville is violently for secession. The Con-
federate flag floats from all the hotels and public
buildings and the secession madn bas seiz:d all
classcs. The most intelligent deride the idea of any
solution for the difficulty, short of separation, and
they pretend to believe that the Federal Adminis-
tration is levying a war of extermination upon
them. They declare that they are fighting for
their homes, their firesides, and for the honor of
their wives and daughters. The military epirit
runs high in this part of Tennessee, and the soi-
die:s raised are generally hardy men. They are
well armed and equipped, but they suffer greatly
from the want of shoes. Boots ‘and shoes are
scarce in Nashville, and the stock on hand is not
suflicient for three months. No trade is doing ex-
