Eight hundred troops came up ahead of the pas-

Three of the troops were killed
and seven wounded ?one mortally.

PAINFUL RUMOR.

A rumor gained general currency yesterday that j
Col. Uurnside, of the Ist. Rhode Gland regiment,
had been killed at the battle of Hull Run. The re-
port d lubtless had its origin in the fact of the flags

at the Rhode Island quarters, near Glenwn.id,
being at halt-mast, in respect to Thomas I! '[ton, a

member ot company H, Ist Rhode Island regimen',

who died about tire o'clock yesterday morning, ot

CHINESE MEDICAL PRACTICE.
As a p iiple the Chinese are generally a healthy

race; epidemics are not frequent, and severe dis-
eases are not common. This may he accounted for
by their u?u ilmoderate diet, but it is thought that
the health of their large cities, where filth un-
bounded is collected together, arises much from
the purifying effects of charcoal, the chief fuel of
the Chinese. The abstinence of cold drinks and
the use ot tea, has probably a beneficial effect; and
the free exposure of .he neck prevents attacks of
catari h and sore throat, so common among Euro-
peans. The thick felt soles to their shoes must,
also, be Conducive to the health of the Chinese, and
are admirably adapted to their houses and the
climate.

The Chinese have long administered arsenic as
a cure for fever and ague, and European doctors
now find that it is almost the on'y certain remedy.
Their system of acupuncture and counter irritation
is, doubtless, worthy of study.. In Europe it is be-
coming the practice not to bleed in cases of fever.
The Chinese have always opposed it; thev sav?-

"The bi.dv is on fire; why take away the liquid
required to cool it ??'

They have a slight knowledge of electricity, but
they do not understand it

An itinerant doctor in Canton who was curing a
man of a pain in his arm, put on two or three
lumps of warm tar or pitch, then holding the arm
straight out, dragged his hand down it, pressing
strongly with hi* thumb on the inner part of the
arm, as if trying to work ail the blood down to-
wards the hand; the fingers assumed a sort of gouty
pink appearance, and the doctor called a bystander
to put his finger in front of those ot the patient's,
for the purpose, it would seem, of drawing electri-
city from him.

In skin diseases the Chinese doctors are very
successful, probably from their having larg- prac-
tice, as such cases are very prevalent; and in a
kind of itch thev apply an'ointment to the part
affected, which causes a small worm to come out of
each pustule. They have a method of extracting
teeth without drawing them, and many external
applications as remedies for various diseases which
it might be useful to know. They drench their
patients wrh ridiculous decoctions and whole piles
of physic, but probably the really beneficial medi-
cine in each could be discovered. The late intelli-
gent Dr. Harland, of Hong Kong, tells a strange
cure they adopt for that sickness in infants where
the child wastes awav almost to a skeleton and
dies. The Chinese put faith in a monkey, which
they bring tor the child to play with, and after
they have got friendly together, in a few days the
unfortunate monkey is boiled down into soup,
which is given to the rickety infant, and in two
instances that are known to have beeu tried, a cure
has been effected!

ANOTHER BALLOON ? Mr. Wise has completed
his balloon, designed for the use of the Government
in reconnoitering the enemy, and has taken it to
Washington.

If is made of raw India siik in top and bottom,
and double thickness. The single envelope is made
of compact Irish linen. The net work and cords
are made of Italian flax thread, and rigged so as to
be peculiarly adapted to topographical ascents. ?

The hoops are ot tough hickorv, wrapped and re-
wrapped with linen and fish glue, insuch a manner
as to make them irresistibly strong, and yet as
elastic as a steel spring. The car is made of strong
willow and cane, with .-heet iron bottom to make it
proof against rifle bullets.

This apparatus is to be
made after the for in of the common ' wagon boil-
er," consisting of two 18 inch cylindrical retorts,
made of boiler-plate, to contain the oxvdizing ma-
terial? iron turnings or charcoal. Around the
lire-box is to be fixed the steam generating apart-
ment. From the steam b>x proceeds a tube com-
municating with the gas retorts.

As soon as the oxydizing material is heated to a
red-heat, the stop cock between the steam box and
gas retorts is opened?the steam is permitted to
pass in and through the heated decomposing ma-
terials, from which a copious supply of pure hydro-
gen will be evolved. With this contrivance, Mr.
W. proposes to fill the war balloon in from three to
four hours, whenever it may be requisite to use it.
For ballast he proposes to" carry with him, when
going alofr, percussion band grenades, in case the
foe might be audacious enough to capture his wind-
lass rope; these are to serve the purpose ot making
thnm release it. Should this fail, he still has the
advantage of cutting loose above and making his
escape.? Lancaster Express.

HOSTILE ATTITUDE OF PRUSSIA. ?It is said,

that the Secretary of State has sent des-
patches to Mr. N. B. Judd, Alinister to Berlin,
containing specific instructions in regard to the
unuiistakeably hostile attilude of Prussia, as rnani
fested in the despatch of the Prussian Government
to Baron Gerolt. The Administration regards that
despatch as fully committing Prussia to the same
unfriendly course of policy towards us as has been
chosen by England, Spain and France, although
her course, whatever it may be, cannot affect our
interests in the slightest degree.

SUGARS.?There is still a pood inquiryfor Sugars,
and the market for them continues very buoyant. Therehas however been comparatively little done in them
to-day, the sales, so far as we have heard, embracing only
30 hhds. Porto Rico at $6 37% aj. Holders were gener-
ally asking higher rates for Sugars to day than on yes-
terday, but no positive advance was established, and we

DOMESTIC MARKETS
BOSTON DRV GOODS MARKET, July 19.?There is

a much better feeling in the Dry Goods market, hut busi-
ness has as yet been quite light, although we notice more
inquiry than for several weeks. The high price of Cotton,
the comparatively small production, and the imprhved
tone now so manifest in all branches of trade, leads manu-
facturers to look for very full prices forall Cotton Goods,
and in consequence some descrintions have advanced
during the week. A few of the Western trade have made
their appearance,but we do not look for any activity for
some weeks. There has been some speculative inquiry,
and several odd and cheap lots ofCotton Goods have
been picked up in anticipation of higher prices. The ex-
port trade for some weeks past has been comparatively
small, hut among the shipments this week was 1,173 bales
Domestics to San Francisco.

Standard Brown Sheetings are not to he had under 9
cents, and ail lots offering much under that figure wouldhe likely to sell readily. Brown Drills have been selling
in a small way at cents, the latter price for a fewofthe ravorite mills; aud Duck. Denims and other de-scriptions sustain full prices, with an upward tendency.
Prints, DeLaines and other Dress Goods continue com-paratively quiet.

?Manufacturers are still busily employed 011 Cloth to fill
army and navy contracts, but there is nothing new to be
said about the matter. We notice, however, a better feel
ing for fine Woolens this week, and fancy Cassimeres,
Black Broadcloth and Cassimeres have been selling rather
more freely. The production ofFine Goods is now quite
small, and a favorable change in the demand for them
would soon change the current of the market.

We look for more activity in a
week or two, and there is an ample, though not large
supp'y of goods to select from. The army contract for
800.000 pairs will amount to a considerable item, as the
goods are to be made of the best quality of Oak Leather.
Many in the trade here, however, think that good Hem-
lock Leather would wear quite as long and make quite as
good an article This contract will,no doubt, make some
work for our manufacturers. At present business con-
tinues to be suspended with them, as the stock of goods
is thought quite sufficient to meet all demands. In the
Hide and Leather trade there is no change and very little
doing.

For California the demand continues moderate. The
advices from San Francisco state, however, that this trade
has been favorably exempt from the general stagnation
of business in San Francisco, though sales are limited by
the firmness of regular dealers and the lack of parcels
pressed at auction as formerly. Prices are gradually ap-
preciating, and the business doing is of a more legitimate
and profitable character than has for a loDg time been
experienced.
