WASHINGTON, July 23, 1861. 8
I glean the following particulars from an officer

of the United States Army who was In the whole
ol the battle on Sunday last, and who assisted in
protecting tho retreat of the Federal forces. 1
give tho account in his own words :

The fight was a terrific ono. Many of our regi-
ments fought bravely, but were beaten from want
of proper generalship. The soldiers had not the
slightest confidence in their officers, and many of
them left the ranks and fought in their own way.
This was particularly the case with the Zouaves,
who stood up to the last. They wore finally com-
pletely cat to piecps by a charge of cavalry and
a flank lire from a rifle corps. This nearly exter-
minated them.

The officers in command were utterly incompe-
tent. The loss yvas at least doubled bvHieir incapa-
city to manoeuvre their regiments. Col. Cameron
lost his life from this cause. Ho seemed perfectly
unable to protect his men or to get them off the
field. At Centreville the armv was attempted to
be rallied bv the information that Gen. McClellanhad arrived and was to take the field But it was
too late. The rout yvas arrested only for a mo-
ment.

The Southern troops fought desperately and
yvell. They were in the highest state of discipline.
Their firing was as regular as in an old trained
army, and in their bayonet charges not one man
flinched. I eayy no conduct at any time in all the
Mexican war that surpassed t'neira. Their cavalry,
yvhieh must have numbered 7,000, did fearful exe-
cution after the tight commenced.

The demoralization ofout* army is complete; and
still it is only what yvas to be expected. It is per-
fectly impossible to hope to gain a victory over an
army so thoroughly organized and so excellently
disciplined as the Southern evidently is. Men can-
not he disciplined, to attack them with success, for
six months. The officers of the regular army are
dissatisfied and disgusted. They are mortified and
ashamed at the egregious ignorance and blunders
of their commanders, aud are pertectly indifferent
whether the army is disbanded or not.

It is ip'tv acknowledged that the advance has
bet e nwX<! again.y liie oD'.ce of General Scott.?
The Administration was forc-d to it trom the out-side pressure of the Northern politicians, who de-
clared that the \orth could not stand the terribledepression of business for ninety, days longer, and
the advance therefore must be a speedy one.?
Gen. Scott's opinion yvas that the yvar might be
considered a speedy one if it could be terminated
by the month of May next.

The account of the inhumanity practised by the
Southern troops is, I beiievo, incorrect. I saw and
heard of but one instance. One of the Massachu-

setts men was bay onstted after he yvas shot The
Southerners, however, be it said, were particular-
ly indignant against this regiment for the outrages
it had committed on private property and persons.

The defences of the Confederates were evidently
arranged with the greatest military skill. As one
series of batteries yvere evacuated and entered bv
our troops, they yvere suddenly opened upon by
deadly fires troru other batteries. Each advance
only seemed to be another step to destruction. Re-
treats yvere made evidently for the purpose of en-
trapping us, and positions which yvere apparently
abandoned from inability to hold them, were on y
giren up to ensnare our troops. In my opinion the
defeat is of such a nature that if not absolutely ir-
reparable yvillbe found difficult to recover from.?
Our loss in killed alone must have been 6,000 to
8,000 and it is impossible to estimate the number
yvounded and taken prisoners.

Jt was the best organized e.nd best appointed ar-
my yy e have ever brought into the field. Its cour-
age yvas sustained by its enthusiasm, and the men
almost without an exception marched to battle
with an alacrity and confidence I have never seen
surpassed. They returned from it utterly broken
down aud diepiiited, and i question whether a doz-
en companies could be selected from all tbe regi-
ments now across the Potomac, who would lace
(hose terrible batteries with the saute reckless ar-
dor that distinguished those that were so badly cut
to pieces in the two recent attempts to storm the
enemy's position.
Extract of a Letter Received in this City

from Manassas Junction, July 10.

A letter received by private band from Mr. J.
W. Parsons, of the Washington Artillery, dated
Manassas Junction, July 10, states that their arma-
ment consists of four rifled cannon, lour 12 poiyjd

hotvitzers and six G-pound gnns. The last named

are a part of Ringgold's celebrated battery, and
have his initials stamped upon them, llajor J. 15.

ABOUT THE BATTLE.

Details and Incidents.
The New York Fire Z moves certainly perform-

ed prodigies of valor and ha-d service during the
engagements. Their cha ges were never surpass-
ed by those of either of Napoleon's most renowned
corps. They well nigh annihilated two ot the
enemy's best corps, one of them being the corps
known as McCullough's Texas men. They made
tremendous havoc also with the best corps of the
enemy's cavalry, waiting to receive its charge un-
til their sabres were ready to descend in an instant,
and then firing a deliberate volley, tbat changed
the charge into a complete rout, emptying sad-
dles by the hundred.

The best brigade, perhaps, of Gen. McDowell's
army was not called into the engagement?did not
fire a gun. We refer to Geu. Bleukrr's brigade,
the German Turners, Garibaldiane, and two other
first-class regiments. They were held back as a
reserve on the field by Gen McDowell, and the im-
portant duty of bringing up the rear on the re-
treat, was assigned to them bv Gen. McD.

The momentary arrival in Washington of squads,
companies and battalions of our retreating men,
throughout yesterday and last evening, kept the
excitement upon Pennsylvania avenue up to the
highest conceivable pitch until midnight, notwith-
standing the prevalence of s i the disagreeable rain
storm. General Mansfield caused the many bui ri
ings over the city in which arriving regiments had
been previously quartered temporarily, to be re-
opened for their accommodation, and provisions to
satisfy their immediate wants to be provided there
lor them.

It was with great difficulty,however, that they
could be gathered into them, as the citizens so
flocked around and held them in the streets with
questions, e.s that the pavements were everywhere
constantly blocked up. Efforts were made to

gather as many as possible of them into the lortifi-
cations on the other side of the river, were they
can be soonest prepared to resume the discharge of
their regimental duties. Those efforts were, how-
ever, but partially successful yesterday, though in
forty-eight hours, it is thought in military circles,
they willall be again ready to take their positions
in the entrenchments, better soldiers than when
they so recently left them.

Col. Miles, U. S. A , who commanded a division,
is alleged to have given the unfortunate order to

reireat that turned a victory into the panic flight
of the day before yesterday.

The behavior of the two Rhode Island regiments,
not only in the action, but in the retreat, is being
universally praised; neither their officers nor men
lost their presence of mind at atiy time. On reach-
ing Centrevillt on the retreat, they went into their
late camp there, and prepared to remain. They

rested there for an hour and a half, and then only
took up the line of march again under orders to
do so.

The Ist Michigan regiment was in Heintzleman's
Division, and was marched round some ten or
twelve miles to flank the enemy on the left. The
Zouaves having charged the enemy's position time
after time till they were cut to pieces, the Ist Michi-
gan regiment was ordered forward too late to sup-
port them, and consequently met the enemy infull
front, driving them back some distance to a heavy
wood, where there was a large battery and which
the Miehigan bova were close upon before they dis-
covered it.

Fatal Affray in Loulsville?A Secession

LOUISVILLE, July 22.?John M. Tompkins, for-
merlv a cleik of the Hoard of Aldermen, a violent
secessionist and ar cruiting; officer lor (lie South-
ern Confederacy, was shot dead this afternoon, by
Henry Green, a city watchman.

Tompkins was hallooine for J if. Davis, and was
requested to desist by Green, when he dr,w a
knite on Green, but was retreating when Green
shot him. The coroner's verdict, just rendered,
says that Green shot Tompkins without sufficient
cause.

Tompkins was endeavoring; to send contraband
articles southward by the Louisville * and Nashvillerailroad during the past week, and has been the
main cause ot the recent midnight disturbances at
the depot of that road. Outsiders, who were not
examined by the coroner, say that Tompkins fired
a pistol at Green before the latter shot him

A SOLDIER KILLED BY THE -NOTORIOUS JIM MANLY.
?Yesterday morning about nine o'clock a soldier
named Edward \V. li ine, member of the 23 i Penn-
sylvania regiment, was killed by the notorious
Jim Manly, of Col Kyle's Pennsylvania regiment.
The 23d had arrived at the President street depot
en route for Philadelphia, where they will be dis-
miss d from the service, and while the train was
waiting at the depot, three of the command, among
whom was Bane, wandered up Eastern avenue to

the corner of Eden street. Here they met Jim
Manly, and alter a few minutes' apparently pleasant
conversation an altercation occurred between Man-
lyand one of the soldiers, when Bajie stepped in
between them, whereupon Manly drew a pistol and
discharged it at Bane, the bail taking efiVct in
the lett breast near the nipple, and penetra-
ting the heart. Bane I'll to the ground
and expired almost immediately. Manly immedi-
ately tied up Eastern avenue to Broadway, and
tbence to the ferry-boat, where be crossed the ba-
sin to L cust Point, and proceeded to the camp.?
The body of Bane was taken possession of by Coro-
ner Sparklin, who summoned the following juryof
inquest: II A. Booth, I) (A. Butler, VV. li. Weg-
gerton, Th s C. Elliott, John H. Tucker, T. H.
Hooper. Wui. J. Engle, James Bastwick, James
Dukes, Win. Car back, Thomas J. Trott, G. Bald-
win and Win Calder. The jury caused the body
to bo removed and placed upon the train, to be
conveyed with the regiment to Philadelphia. Ttie
jury proceeded to the Eastern district, p dice sta-

tion, and occupied the upper part of the building
for the hearing of evidence inthe case. When the
reporters presented themselves at the door they
were denied admittance, the Coroner informing
them that the jury d. sired to couduct their deliber-
ations in secret. What was the character of evi-
dence given is, therefore, n-t known. It is said
that some of the witnesses, the principal ones of
whom were abandoned women, tesiified that Bane
struck Manly, while others avowed that the shoot-
ing was entirely unprovoked and the d ed was a
co'd blooded murder. The juryrendered a verdict
'bat ' the deceased caine to his death from a pistol
shot fired by James Manlr."

As soon as Captain James, of the vice-police,
learned of the murder, he despatched a number of
his otiicers in pursuit of Manly, who proceeded to

the camp, where they informed Col. Lyle of the
murder. That officer immediately directed the ar-
rest of Manly, and ordered him to be conveyed to
Fort McHenry, where he was confined. As soon as
the coroner's jury rendered their fverdiet, Gen
Banks signified his intention to deliver Manly over
to the civil authorities. Accordingly Justice
Grilfin issued a warrant for his arrest,and the mur-
derer was convoyed to jail,where ha is now con-
fined.

Bane, it is said, was an inoffensive man, of very
delicate constitution, and was in the hospital in
Gen Patterson's command uo to a few hours be-

fore the regiment let. (or home. As soon as his
friends of the regiment heard of his murder, num-
bers of (hem left the cars with their muskets and

scoured the Eastern section of the city in search of

Manly, sweating that thev would have his lite be-
fore they left the city. They were not successful
in their search, however, and were compelled to

leave in the train. Manly is a well-known desper-
ate character to all who have, for the past few

years, read the criminal calendar of our city.?
About one year ago, when the new police svstem
went into operation, he was compelled to fly the

' city on account of his many villainies. When the
war broke out be enlisted in Philadelphia, and

; came to this city in Col. Lyle'e regiment. Since
his arrival here lie has committed several outrages
on citizens, for which lie has escaped punishment.
Whether he will now be brought Injustice for this

! attack on a United States soldier, remains to be
seen.

SEABCH FOR CONTRABAND ?On Monday morning,
about seven o'clock, "Lexington." the residence of
Mrs. David Williamson, on the Reisterstown road,
was visited by a company of soldiers. They met
Mr. L. Tiernan Williamson at the front gate and
inquired if Mr. TiernaD Williamson was at home?
He replied that be was usually to be found about
the barn at that hour. The soldiers then entered
the premises, and Mr. W., after going to a friena's,
whom he despatched to inform his family that he
was for fhe time out of harm's way, came to the
city. The soldiers proceeded to the house, where
they informed the young ladies that thev bad come

toseaich for contraband. They were informed
that there was an old sword of their father's up
stairs and a pair of pistols ot their brother's; and
that, if they were very particular, there were also
several paper secession flags. They were informed
that the orders were to institute a thorougu search,
which was accordingly made. The bouse was
searched from cellar to garret, and the outhouses
were examinrd. Nothing contraband was discov-
ered.

ENCAMPMENT OK TROOPS IN BALTIMORE. ?During
Monday night and yesterday four regiments of Fed-
eral troops arrived in this city. They came over
the Northern Central Railway, as usual. The first
in order is the First Pennsylvania regiment of re-
serve volunteers, under command of Colonel R. B.
Roberts; the Eighth Pennsylvania, commanded by

Mr. W.'CKI.IFFF, of Kentucky, obtained leave to
explain the amendment attached, without hia con-
sent, to a resolution offered bv him yesterday, lie
was opposed in this age of civilization to the em-
ployment of either Indians or negroes, and hoped
a practice so foreign to the spirit of humanity add
of the age would not be resorted to by either
party.

Mr. BURNETT, by permission, made a personal ex-
planation, in the course of which he said his rea-
sons for introducing the resolution were that he
himself had seen ptgroe9 in the ranks of the Fede-
ral army in this city, wearing the United States
unilorm, and fullyarmed with United States wea-
pons.

Mr. LOVEJOY inquired whether the rebels did not
bayonet the wounded left on the field at Bull Bun

Mr. BURNETT replied, that he would not believe
such an assertion, no matter from what source it
emanated. He was certain that the men of neither

section could engage in such a species of barbarism.
He said if inquiry was directed as to the rumored
employment of negroes in the Southern army, why

should objection be made to an inquiry into the
fact of negroes being employed in theßervice of the
United States.

Mr. LOVEJOT?I would ask the gentleman whether
he is aware that negroes contributed to the success
of Genral Jackson at New Orleans?

Mr. BURNETT?I am aware of it. Am Ito under-
stand then that the gentleman is in favor of em-
ploying negroes to tight the battles of this Govern-
ment?

Mr: LOVEJOY?Yes, I am in favor of employing
every muscle which can aid in a fight.

Mr. BURNETT?WeII, I do not share the peculiar
views of the gentleman. Is that enough?

Mr. LOVEJOY ?Yes.
On motion of Mr. BLAIK a Committee of Confer-

ence was ordered on the disagreeing amendments
of the two Houses to the bill toincrease the present
militarv establishment.

Mr. PORTER reported a bill dividing Kentucky

IXriDKXTS OF AND COMMENTS ON
Tho Groat Defeat.

[ From the Cor. Phila.delph 'a, Inquirer.]
GEN. HCIIKNCK'S BLUNDER.

At 10 45 General Nchnck led his column, headed
by the Eighteenth and Second Ohio and New York,

within a few hundred feet of a masked battery of
six guns.

They waited tillour m*n got up close, and then
opened on them, firing in rapid succession.

Ten men were killed and wounded belonging to

the New York Second regiment, and also four in
the Second Ohio regiment, by the premature dis-

cbarge of our own muskets in their hands. A re-
treat was ordered, and our men fell back.

Schenck'failed to rally his column in anv order.
The Ohio and New York men scattered through the
woods in pursuit of shelter and water. The sun
was broiling hot, and almost cuffeating, for the
men were n ,w out of water.

W hen the ma.-ked battery fired upon Schenck's
column, Lieut. Dempsev, Company C, New York2nd regiment, was killed at the first fire; and
Wm Maxwell, drummer, who was at the time
carrying water. Our troops were kept under this
galling fire for fifteen or twenty minutes, within a
stone's "hrow of the battery, but brought off all
th e killed and wounded.

A few moments after the attack by Schenck, at
Bull Run, on the War renton Road, clouds of dust
came lr<on the direction of Manassas Junction and
Bren'sville, showing that the Confederates were re-
inforced. A white ti*g was run up at that ooiut. to
show that "we have been attacked by the main
body of the ariny. Send help."

PAEAN OF MASKED BATTERIES.
Up to about 3 P. M., our artny was victorious,

but the men had a dread of the masked batteries,
that could not be overcome; they were placed ati
over the hill-tops and on sides of ravines, and would
open (ire on us yvben least expected.

TIIKHOOT.
Lieutenant-Colonel Elliott, of the 79th, rode to-

svards his regiment, having been afrer reinforce-
ments, yvben a ball cut his horse's head off, and
threw hiin down, bruising him so that he could
barely escape. Alltile stragglers now commenced
to run towards Centreville, and the caissons, am-
bulances, and sutlers' wagons rvere ordered to be
taken back at once toyvards Centreville.

'l'he batteries were ordered around to cover our
retreat, and keep the Confederates from cutting us
off from Centreville, yvhieh yvas about three miles
in our rear, and where we h'.d about four or five
thousand of a reserve force; the batteries wheeled
off and took up the road, and yvere retreating in
good order, when, about half a mile out, one of the
gun carriages was upset.

A portion of Sherman's and Carlisle's were left
in the roadside, the gunners cutting the traces and
running their horses. This put the infantry in a
perfect panic; they broke ranks indiscriminately
and commenced to run; knapsacks, haversacks,
guns, cartridge boxes, hats, coats and everything,
being thro-.vn in all directions. The men yvere
parched for water and yvere falling in every direc
tion. Officers yvere equally panic stricken yvith tbe
privates.

Chas. Ogden, George It. Smith, Sheriff Carper,
Russell Errett, of Pittsburg, and others, begged
our men not to retreat, and pleaded yvith tears for
them to go back and get Col Cameron's body. We
took muskets and threatened to shoot tbein down
if they did not; bat we might as yvell have plead
yvith the yvinds to cease blowing. The clouds of
dust yvere now perfectly suffocating.

IMPORTERS LEAVING THE FIELD.
Finding no headyvay could be made on foot, and

being liable to be shot or heyvn down momentarily,
yve made for a horse yve beard rushing through the
yvonds, and caught him; be had a shot through him
in the flank, and was bleeding profusely, and had
no saddle or bridle. We mour. ted, and clinging to

his mane, made for the toad again leading to Cen-
treville.

TTLE CASK OF GENERAL PATTERSON.

Some six weeks ago General Patterson crossed
the Potomac in Upper Virginia. His army is now
at Martinsburg, nearly 32 000 rank and file. What
he has done cau be known bv consulting the files of
the War Department. What he has not done can
be seen in the Tribune, His continuance there has
been remonstrated against in private and public.
It has be n known that his command has been de-
moralized, and its efficiency and courage made
imbecility and cowardice by want of confidence and
slackness of movement.

WHO ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE DEFEAT.

There can be no longer a doubt, about tbe disas-
trous nature of tbe retreat of our army from Hull
Run to Arlington Heights. In killed, yvounded and
prisoners the loss amounts probably to twenty
thousand, including many of the best officers, to-
gether yvith tbe whole of the splendid artillery. In
tact, itwas a rout rather than an orderly retreat,
and was produced, it appears, by a panic, such as
sometimes unnacountably seizes on tbe bravest of
armies. The H man veterans of old, who conquer
ed the world, were sometimes subject to it, and if
our raw troops have been seized by it, it is only
what has happened in all other nations; and these
panics have olten arisen from a slighter cause than
th>- running away of a few teamsters.

It has been a Waterloo defeat. General Fatter-
son is the Grouchy, who neither came himself nor
prevented the junction with Beauregard of the
force of Johnston, who appears to have played the
part of'Blucher on the occasion. Hut the defeat is
in a great measure due to other than accidental
causes. The troops yvere not officered as they
ought to have been. Mere politicians held impor-
tant commands, for which they yvere no more fit
than so many tailors or bricklayers. This could
not prove otherwise than disastrous to an army
fightiDg against good troops, well officered. But
the chief cause was tbe premature hounding on of
General Scott by the Republican press of this city,
and by the fanatical school of Republican politi-
cians.

The Ordnance Department states that we have

lost probably 20 to 25 field pieces, including some
heavy siege-guns that were sent up after the battle
of Thursday.

tobl ck up the road. One of the duties of the wagon
guard i 3 to check such proceedings instantly, by
controlling that class of the army's adjuncts whe
invariably require close watching "to that end in a
general engagement.

The Commissioner of Public IJuildings is about
to fit up the old inauguration ball building, in the
rear of the City ilall, as speedily as possible, as a
depot for the temporary and comfortable reception
of the arriving regiments of the grand anny of
100,000 men, so so'-n to be concentrated here.

They are to march directly to it from the d pot,
and will find here every necessary convenience,
including huge vats or reservoirs in which large
numbers cau bathe at the same time.

Already order is being rapidly brought out of
the chaos of yesterday, as terrific as that was The
men who reached here so disordered and disorgan-
ized are being rapidly gathered under their own
' fiicers, and are already resuming the discharge of
their several outies.

It ha*> been ascertained that th? loss of wagons
by th< army is positively not more than thirty. Of
these but about one half wero loaded with provi-
sions?the rest with ammunition, principally. Our
loss i:i ammunition was heaviest, a considerable
quantity having been scattered along the road by
living teamsters, who escaped with their wagons.
VVe apprehend that yesterday's rain destroyed the i
utilityof most of it to the enemy.

During last night and this morning many de-
tachments of the regiments from the other side ar-
rived in this city and were quartered in various
large buildings. '1 he detachments of the First and
Second Ohio came in while the rain was falling iu
torrents. Detachments of the First Minnesota and
First Michigan regiments also arrived, and strag-
glers are coming in hourly.

Some batteries and single pieces of artillery, sup-
posed to have been lost in Sunday's engagement,
are being brought in safely?among the pieces thus
recovered are the two 32-pound tilled guns used t >
batter the enemy's entrenchments.

Itis a singular tact that long trains of baggage
wagons were seen moving away towards Manassas
Junction from the enemy's lines ab >ut the middle
of the day, showing that they were at that time
preparing Jor a backward movement.

The wagons were engaged during ali of yester-
day and to day bringing-the wounded to this city.
Many of them have been taken care of by our ciii-
zens, while the others are being taken to the var-
ious hospitals.

INCIDENTS OR THE DEFEAT.
The scene on ail the roads leading to tbo Dong

Bridge, vesterday, beggars description. Artillery-
and infantry were straggling along in tbe greatest
confusion, the men completely broken down for
want ot food and sleep, and by the fatigues of a
long inarch. Regiments and companies were
mixed in inextricable contusion in most cases; but
occasionally a column of one, two, three or four
regiments would come along in perfect order.
Stragglers were stopped in Fort Runyon lor some
time, and at that point the scene was painful. The
men came in jaded and tired, and sitting or lying
down in the pelting rain, only protected by blan-
kets or oil cloths, were last asleep in a moment af-
ter assuming a recumbent position. Many of the
army officers and artillerymen would fall asleep on
their horses.

The want of food yvas almost forgotten, although
many of the men had been fasting for twenty-four
hours. Lieutenant Watson, of the commissai-y de-
partment, distributed a large quantity of provisions
trorn the store-house in Fort Runyon to the tarn-
ishing troops throughout the day. Many want d
food, but most only wanted shelter and to lie down.
Many laid 'down and went to sleep in the road. For
a long tin)" the approach to the Long Bridge yvas
jammed by ambula.ces with the wounded, army
wagons, artillery wagons, Ac. Two secession
prisoners were put in a yvagon and brought to the
cilv. They incensed the troops very much by their
merriment at the confusion which tor H short lime
prevailed

C.ipt. Avers brought in his battery (formetlv
Sherman's) without the loss of a gun. He lost
some of his caisrons in consequence of some of
the volunteers cutting the traces and riding the
horses off. Many of the wagons were lost in the
same yvav.

Capt. Bokkelin. of the regulars, had his horse
shot from under him while attempting to rally a

On a hill commanding the banle-fi Id yvas a
house, the possession of which position yvould have
given our men a decided advantage in operaiions
against the enemy's batteries. A charge yvas or-
dered to obtain it, but regiment after regiment
came up, were broken by tbe heavy filing ot the
enemy, tell back, and from that moment tbe fate of
the day was decided.

THE PRISONERS.
Two of the prisoners taken before the batteries

at Hull Run, Sunday, were brought to this city
and lodged in the guardhouse last night. They
are not disposed to be very communicative, hut let
out an idea or two. They belong to the Georgia
regiment attached to Johnston's division, which
they say arrived at Manassas Sunday morning, af-
ter a thirtyluile jaunt by railroad. Their regi-
ment numbered 560 men; and tiiey say that in an
attempt to capture Sherman's battery they were
cut to pieces by tiie lire of several regiments, and
they think that there are not more ttian two hun-dred ot their men left. They laughed at the idea
of Patterson overtaking them, and say they fooled
him completely.

The Maine regiments, which bore themselves so
bravely in the battle, and came off the field wiih so
much credit, have to regret the loss of three I
their surgeons, taken prisoners by the enemy. Dr
11. Beckstone. of the sth Maine regiment. Dr. A.
Allvn, of the 3d, and Dr. A. A. C Williams, of the
Ist (whose regiment was not in the action, but he
volunteered to go with the Fire Zouaves), were
taken prisoners, the two first at the hospital and
the latter on the battle-field after being wounded.

CAN'T REORGANIZE.
The efforts of the militaryauthorities here to

speedily reorganize the troops ot General McDow-
ell's army now on this side of the river, are most
impeded, we learn, by the failure of officers of the
several regiments to repair to their respective posts
and aid iu getting their men into condition.

SHOWING THEIR COLORS.

The secessionists harbored in this city showed
their colors pretty plainly yesterday?more so
than they have dared to do for some time. Their
exultation upon the reception of the news of the re-
pulse of the Federal troops was undisguised, and
some of them let the cat out of the bag so far as to

shout to their friends that "they would have Wash-
ington city all right in twenty four hours." Their
inhuman joy at the sufferings of the wounded sol-
diers as they passed through our streets to tt a hos-
pitals was the most reprehensible feature of
their traitorous demonstrations. The partus
most conspicuous for their secession sym-
pathies were precisely those from whom
better things should have been expec-
ted, as having gained money and position
solely through the aid and patronage of the Union
men, the United States Government, and the Gov-
ernment of Washington, the cirv whose existence
they now show such a readv desire to see blotted
out. It is satisfactory to know, however, that
while well-known jewelers, bankers, wood dealers,
dry goods dealers, criminal court lawyers, magis-
trates, court criers, assistant market clerks, grocers,
(who furnish army stores,) thus show their traitor-
ous hands iu a moment of incautious exultation,
the real bone and sinew of the city are sound as
oak in their fidelity to the Union, and are more
than ever ready to take up arms in its defence.
EFFECTS OF TIIE AVAR. NEWS IN THE

DIFFERENT CITIES

The news of our national disaster fell upon the
public with ov. rwhelming force. It c*uie at a
time when the full torrent of exultation t a sup-
posed victory was spreading itself through the
city, and cheering hearts that might be rendered
desolate by the first details of the tight. No one
was prepared for a check so abrupt. When the
first dirty newsboy whirled through the streets,
shrieking at the top of his ominous voice, "Defeat
of the Union Army," tiu one felt the slightest dis-
position to buy an extra. It was regarded as a
smart commercial fraud, which ought to be put a
st"p to bv the police. But bad tidings trayel apace,
and ina short time it was known that a reverse had
really been encountered. The newsboys?who, if
they wrong as a rule, are sometimes wronged as an
exception.?were then in demand. Their stock of
papers was rapidly exhausted, and the supply not

being able to keep pace with the demand, the for-
tunate possessor of an extra became a sort of ani-
mated bulletin. Circles that constantly increaseo,
gathered around him, and beaid with consterna-
tion the unhappy tidings. From 11 A. M. until
midnight, business, as an absorbing and distinct
pursuit, was virtually suspended. A rumor pre-
vailed during the. day that the Seventh regiment
h id determined once more to proceed to the seat of
war. The wish was father to the thought. We
were unable to discover that there was the slightest
foundation in the statement. This silver lining to
the dark cloud was denied to us.

The excitement culminated, as a matter of course, j
in and around the newspaper offices. The demand j
for papers was incessant, and the applications for j
information concerning certain regiments and the ;
members thereof were frequently of the most touch-1
ing character. It was generally supposed that a 1
list of the casualties would be published in the
second edition, and many a'blancbed cheek and !
trembling hand awaited its appearance. An old j
widow ladv, who has two sons in the Union army, !
and a third?her only remaining comfort?(a lad
of sixteen) at home, procured one of the earliest
copies, and silently perused its contents. "I
thought," she said, "it contained a list cf the kill-
ed and wounded," and sighing, she turned to the
last of her flock and said, "you, too, must go now,
my son." tSbe saw nothing in the disaster but an
occasion for a new sacrifice.

Among the various nationalities the greatest ex-
citement prevailed. The fate of the gallant sixty-
ninth created an emotion in the breast of every
irishwoman, and "fair Jessie" wept at the too
probable fate of Donald, in the Highland seventy-
ninth.

HOW THE NEWS WAS RECEIVED IN BROOKLYN.
Each item ol intelligence was canvassed and

commented on. The loss of the splendid light
batteries was especial y deplored. The noble con-
duct of the Fiiemen Zouaves (many of wbom
were recruited here) in breasting like veterans the
swooping and repeated charges of the enemy s

The news from Washington, announcing the

gloomy intelligence of the defeat of the Federal
forces in Virginia, created the most intense excite-
ment here, far exceeding that which announced the
fall of Sumter. So great was the desire to get the
news, that the newspaper offices were crowded at
an early hour, and continued to be so throughout
the day. An immense number of extras were sold.
In all circles the news had a most depressing effect,
except among the parties engaged in recruiting for
th war.

spirits which had been observable during the morn-ing had disappeared us the true cause of the panic
came to be understood. Men congratulated each
other that, whatever loss had been sustained by ourarmv, had occurred in the cap'ure of the rebel bat-
teries, and not in the course of the panic?thefrightened reporters at the scene of action, con-
founding the two occurrences. Another source ot
gratification was that, however fast >ur men mayhave ran, their pace was not accelerated by any-thing that the rebels did, but that, on the contrary,
the panic, like the one that spread through the
rrench array upon an occasion during the Italian
campaign, two rears ago, was caused by them-selves, and not bv the enemy.

WASHINGTON, July 23.
During the forenoon ot to-day a party of live

secession prisoners were brought iuto the city, and
when in the vicinity of the Treasury buildings,
wete se' upon a:\u25a0 d most cruelly beaten by a largo
crowd of Federal soldiers, anion" whom a number
oi i.ilswot th's Zouaves figured prominently. One
of the prisoners, a grey-inured old man, was shock-
inglybeaten about the face and head with brick- c
bats ar.d clubs. The enlire party of helpless men
would undoubtedly have been battered to death
but (or the timely arrival ot a company' of regular
cavalry, who charged upon tbo crowd with drawnpistols and dispersed them.

The most bitter threats are made agaii!3t theeighteen or twenty Confederate prisoners now in
confinement iu the old capito! building. The place
: etn. : -"ly ur u:idcd by a or n-.J n orc <K lesslarge, of excited Federal eoldiory, who dpert.v ex-
press a determination to seize the prisoners, and to
revenge upon thein the acts of cruelty which were
practised, they allege, upon the wounded Federals
at Dull Run.

Among the prisoners are eleven Alabamians, one
of them a young man from Tuscaloosa, who gave
the iniiials of his name as 1). D. F., and a graduate
of Harvard. T here are also two South Car olinians,
S' rgeant James Silk3, of Kershaw's regiment, and
Henry Clay Farrell, of Charleston, a member of
Hampton's Legion. Both the latter prisoners are
fully imbued with the high Ftate pride which
characterizes all South Carolinians, and express the
utmost elation at the success of their arms.

They declare that, on their way to Washington,
they have met with every species of contumely and
insult, and at e loud indenunciation of the cowardly
treatment they experienced.

Farrell, who is a mere lad, states that the Fede-
rals finally fled before the general advance of the
Southern line, and that in his zealous charge upon
the retreating foe he became entangled in their
ranks and was go captured. The opinion of the
guard is that the two Carolinians are the "sassiest"
people he ever saw.

The first regiment of General Sickles' brigade,

numbering one thousand and ten men, took their
departure at an early hour yesterday morning from
Camp Scott, and went, viaElizabethpnrt, to Wash-
ington.
