Mr. GKOKGE agreed with the gentleman who had
preceded him, aud thought Cougress was no place
to send such a memorial. He thought that the
Legislature of Maryland would be tbeproper bodvto which this memorial should be presented.

Mr. MILLKK said that he had been present in the
chamber ot the First Branch during the
discussion pending tue adoption of this reportana memorial, and he regretted that it had
been pushed through that body sn hastily:
he regi etted that the members of that Branchwho voted agai; st the memorial bad not had oneday more to consider the matter; he felt con-fident that if they had had more time to considerthe paper, it would have been adopted wi hout a
dissenting voice. He had read the memorial with
the liveliest, iuterest, and it was truthtul, moderateaud just. The gentleman on his left (Mr. K bb)
had spoken of the dignity of silence; he thought the
gentleman should have said the dignity of submis-
sion. He had not anticipated that the memorial
would meet with any objection in this Branch; andhe hoped that it would be sent to Congress with
an unmistakable unanimity. It was due to our
constituents, as well as to ourselves, that we
should protest; we should not allow ourselves tobe troddeD in the dust. He would defend bis home
and assert his rights.

The New York Tribune of Wednesday morning says:
The stock matk-t opened yesterday with a much im-

proved feeling, and a portion of the loss occasioned by
the reports from the seat of war was recovered. The
heavy decline brought about the usu tl reaction, and the
more cheerful despatches i? the morning journals tended
to largely restore confidence among operators, the im
prnvement ranged from % to 2 per cent. As the call
proceeded, however, the market exhibited signs of weak
ness, and there was more disposition to put out sellers'
options The highest point ol reaction was not generally
sustained At the second board there was a fair degree
of activity, with an irregular market. Quotations w,Te-
as a whole lower than at the close of the morning board
After the hoard, however, the maiket became very
buoyant again, and advanced on the leading fancies )4
to I per cent. The afternoon despatches from Washing
ton were so much more che- rful than had been anticipated
that the spe-ulators foryot their panic of yesterday en-
tirely. The average advance on the border State storks
is about 2 per cent Government securities also recovered
2 per cent, from the extreme depression of yesterday,
selling at S8 for the 6's of 1881.

In consequence of the disaster to our arms in Virginia
the Sub-Treasurer did not consider it politic to puah to-
day the matter of slb.scriptions to the five millions of 6per cent. Trea-ury notes. In a few days, wiien the public
mind is quieted, the list will be filled up Meanwhile
some subscriptions have been voluntarily uade to day to
the extent of about half a million c dollars.

The foreign bill market is inactive but very firm The
supply of outside hi 1 s is quite limited, and bankers are
enabled to demand advancing rates. The inquiry for
merchants' remittances is quite small. Sterling is*held
by bankers at 107)4(5)107#. Francs are 5 355)5 25.

The heavy decline in the stock list causeti some dis-
turbance of call loans, but this bas subsided, and we hear
of no change in rates. On tl m ind on favorite securities
the rate is 4@6 per cent , and in some cases its low as 3
per cent, has been accepted. In the discount houses,
strictly "gilt-edged" paper goes at s:tt6 per cent., and
occasionally even lower.
