Mr. LINCOLN is beginning to be understood, at
last, even in the oldest portions of the old world.
Wisdom and knowledge, which first dawned upon
mankind in the East, have begun to peep forth,
promisingly, once again, from the same antique
quarter. May their light not be long in illumining
those benighted regions of the Western continent,
where the blind support of a vulgar depotism is
Still confounded with patriotic devotion to repub-
lican institutions I

Under the head of "An Arab Newspaper," a
recent number of a leading English literary journal
informs us of the existence of a flourishing weekly,
published in Arabic, at Beirout in Syria. After
sundry philological details, which wo are not
Orientalists enough to appreciate, lite writer tells
us, that among the leading articles with which
the Syrian editors had just been instructing their
readers, was one upon the American war. By
way of showing, too, how completely the thing
was understood by our Turkish or Arab contem-
porary, it is further mentioned, that the subject

was considered in connection with " the warlike
"preparations in Europe and tho Warsaw Massa-
"cres!" " The very fact of their making this
"comparison," says the F.nglish writer, and
"their reflections on it, nnd their taking notice of
the American affairs at all, is something for a na-
tion, which many regard as complete barbarians ."

We own that the fact does not seem to ns to lie

very surprising, for there is nu obvious point of
relation between a people emerging from barbar-
ism into civilization, and a civilized community
reverting to barbarism. No where could the

doings of the Federal Government, in Maryland
for instance, he understood and appreciated, one
half so well, as in a province of the Turkish Em-
pire?for no where else, within reach of civilizing
influences, is government conducted 90 much upon
the same model. The red fez and wide breeches
of the Zouave are not more certainly a copy of
the raiment of the mussuiman fanatic and merce-
nary, than is the system of oppression which the
Zouave is here to maintain, borrowed from
the principles aud practices of Constantinople.
The massacres of Warsaw and the invasion of
Virginia are therefore classed together, at Beiront,
willi a wisdom which is not astonishing, when we
reflect ttiat it arises from the daily experience of
men, to whom tyranny is so familiar, that they can
catch the base expression of its bloodshot eye
from beneath any nn\3k it is false enough to
wear.

But the discernment of our Syrian friends docs
not stop even here. On the 30th of May they fa-
vored their fellow subjects of Beirout with one of
Mr. LINCOLN'S proclamations, done out of the Illi-
nois dialect into Arabic. But they were not to
be humbugged into believing?as Mr. LINCOLN
desired the outside world to believe?that the
manifesto was meant for tho people of the United
States, to whom it was ostensibly direcled. They
saw, perfectly well, that it meant no such thing,
and that Mr. LINCOLN, instead of addressing him-
self to the people of the South to come out and
lightand subdue themselves, was, in reality, call-
ingupon the North alone to array itself for the
subjugation of the South. With oriental simpli-
city, therefore, they announced the document as
"the proclamation of the American President to
"the inhabitants of New York." They saw Wall
street in the whole business. They knew that it
was New York's war, for New York's benefit, to
be paid for by New York's money, and so they
called the clap-trap by its right name. Wise
Arabs! Mo9t discerning and outspoken Turks!
Truly does the London'writer say tha' the Beirout
journal "may become a great instrument of civili-
"zation!' - Will not tho Orientalists of Harvard and
Boston he persuaded to aid it in such good work,
by translating and disseminating it in their sec-
tion? Cannot Mr. EVERETT write a paper upon it,
or the learned and witty Dr. HOLMES introduce it
into his next novel, in lieu of snake-nature? We
commend the enterprise to those eminent citizens.
Reis-ul-ilttsheikha is the Arabic given for the
President of tho Senate, and imagination may
paint the romantic character of the appellative
into which the title of llie President of the United
States will he transmuted, if the Vice President's
is equal to so much. It will he like a chapter
from (he Arabian Nights, when the Lieutenant
General and (lie Secretary of State, Gen. BANES
and Gen. Dix and Gen. BUTLER, are all converted
nominotim into Turkish Pachas, each with his
appropriate tail. Again we say, let Boston dedi-
cate itself to the novelty. Having adopted the
spirit of the Koran, our "Northern brethren"
will find its language extremely natural. They
will not know, until they try, how appropriately
the Arab tongue will lend itself to the description
of a war, in which the temper of a Bedouin or
a Spahi is unhed with tho fanaticism of a mufti
or a dervish, and the constitutional ideas of a
grand vizier.

We publish, in another column, the despatch
ofPresident DAVIS to General COOPER, announcing
the victory ot Dull Run, together with the pro-
ceedings ot the Confederate Congress on the re-
ception of the tidings. The contrast between the
mode in which Iho Confederate Congress received
the news of the victory, and that in which the
Congress assembled at Washington dealt with the
defeat, can scarcely fail to impress every one who
is conversant with the debates which have taken
place during the past week. In the former, not-
withstanding the grandeur of the theme and the
greatness of the triumph, we fitul no voice raised
in exultation. The few words that were said,
were characterized by a noble reverence and
a manly Bensibility. These being spoken the
House adjourned. In the latter, the only refer-ences to the defeat which have yet been made,
consist of two?an allusion to the Federal troop 3as "dastards and cowards," and the report ot a
conversation between General SCOTT and the
President, in which the former impliedly censured
the latter for having forced the troops into a bat-
tle prematurely. Not a word of sympathy has
been expended upon the victims ; not a single re-
proach has been east upon the authors of the
calamity. The shameful rout, of which more
than one member of Congress was a spectator and
a terror-stricken participant, lias elicited no other
comment than is to bo found in more vindictive
legislation and a more arrogant and insulting
bearing towards the little band of gallant men
who have ventured, though vainly, to breast the
storm of fanaticism which would sweep away
every vestige of constitutional rule, as it has al-
ready succeeded in making a Golgotha of the fields
and woods of Fairfax. But why pursue the paral-
lel? The dignity and decorum which have distin-
guished the proceedings of the Oononredei-ate Con-
gress, and every act of the Confederate Govern-
ment, are too well known to be brought into op-
position to the saying 3 and doings of those who
congregate at Washington. The contrast we have
made, may, nevertheless, point a moral. The les-
on which it teaches, will bear appropriate fruit

to each in the fulness of time.

lay. He has telegraphed to the Union Defence
Committee of New York that "the Capital is safe;"
but travellers reluming from Washington tell a

very different tale. They acknowledge that the
panic has partially abated, hut they also admit
that the effects of the panic still continue with un-
abated force to operate upon the morale of the
beaten army. Not a single regiment whose tirm
of service has expired has consented to remain,
notwithstanding the urgent appeals that were
made to the patriotism of the men, and the still
stronger temptation held out to them in the shape
of bounty money, equivalent to four months addi-
tional pay. They were bent upon going home,
and homeward they have set their faces, leaving
to those who remain, and to those who may come

after them, the task of defending the Capital and
of holding the fortified positions across the river.
After making every possible allowance for the ex-
aggerated statements which have been put forth
during one week, enough remains to show that, if
the losses ofthe Federal troops do not come up to
the original estimate, they were, nevertheless,
very severe; whilst the utter rout to which they
were put has inflicted far more damage to their
effectiveness in future that can lie computed by
the long list of casualties. The Federal Govern-
ment lias no longer an army, for its courage has
deserted it. The officers have lost the respect of
their men, and no amount of purgation can re-
store to the latter the exalted belief in their invin-
cibility they entertained when they first set
out on that memorable march to Richmond from
which they so hastily and dispiritedly returned.
The Government i3 vainly endeavoring now to
break the force of its first confessions, but no cor-
rection of minor detnils can eradicate the impres-
sions that were made upon the public mind by the
strong, nervous language in which, after keeping
back the despatch for twenty-four hours, it an-
nounced the defeat. It then said: "The carnage is
"tremendously heavy on both side 9, but on ours it is
"represented as frightful." That one sentence tells
the whole story. The flight of the fugitives, more-

Over, wns not characterized as a disorderly retreat,
hut as "a stampede"?a term implying the ut-

most imaginable excess of terror nnd disorganiza-
tion. We hold that this report is the only one
emanating from the authorities at Washington
that is at all worthy of credence; those which
have subsequently come from the same source
being designedly made up for the purpose of re-
animating the North to fresh exertions, and of
holding out to the moneyed classes renewed hopes
of eventual success. There is evidence enough
already to show that this last effort to
impose upon popular credulity has, at
at least, partially failed. The Republican jour-
nals acknowledge that there will he great dif-
ficulty in raising the new levies now called for;
and even if this should not prove to be the case,
the trouble which Mr. Cisco has experienced, in
New York, in getting only a portion of the five
millions demanded by Seere ary CHASE to meet

immediate and pressing engagements, and the
depreciation in Government securities, indi-
cate either a growing want of confidence in
the Administration, on the part of capitalists
or a clearer appreciation of the strength, and
unity, and determination of the South. To which-
ever of these causes may he ascribed the changes
we have noticed, they are manifestly beneficial to
the Southern cause, and are well calculated to de-
velop that reactionary sentiment in favor of peace
which lias hitherto been sternly repressed in the
free States, and to promote an early recognition of
the Southern Confederacy by foreign powers.

WASHINGTON, July 27.
Tho city is remarkably dull to-day, soldiers still

throng the streets and crowd the bar-rooms; the
intoxicated ones fighting as usual, or bawling at
the top of their voices.

The mandate of General Mansfield for the soldiers
to report themselves at their different rendezvous,
has not been regarded by them.

The 2d Maine regiment will report themselves in
camp to-morrow, as they havo no longer money to
spend and their time expiros on the 2d of August-
The Firo Zouaves (Uth New York regiment) have
committed so many unwarranted outrages of latethat the I'rovost Marshal caused his cavalry to ar-?II ....id he found yesterday. The patrolwas accompanied by r baggage wagon, and whenIhey espied a Zouave they gall.. rP ?d
conveying him to the wagon, huddled him in with-
out formality. The process was not unlike the
operations of the dog catchers in largo cities
during the hot weather.

The qverbearance of soma of the officers of the
army, in fact of most ol them, approaches morenearly the tyranny ot a Russian drill-sergeant than
a commissioned officer of tho American army. We
hear frequently of the most flagrant, outrages
being perpetrated by these men, who disgrace theepaulets they wear. A company of regular infan-try was passing down tha avenue at noon to-dav,
w hen one of the men, faint and weary, lan-n-edapace behind, having marched a l..ng distance and
received no nourishment for eighteen hours. Thelieutenant commanding, seeing tho man did notkeep on a line with his fellows, struck him severe-ly about the tace and back, knocking him downand destroying the entire use of one eye. Suchunwarranted outrages are frequent, and are moreof a crying shame to the Government at Washing-
ton than was the brutal punishment which at onetime existed in the Navy.

Senators Garble and Willey, the bogus members
from Western Virginia have not been in their
peats for two days. They havo been endeavoring
to have the Government to supply their province
with money for its support and increase tho army
in Western Virginia. Troops from Kentucky,
Tennesseo and Arkansas are pouring in to the sup-
port of Gen. Wise who pxpects soon to be able to
rout the Federal troops in that section, as effectu-
ally as did Gen. Boauregard in this Department.

Mr. G. S. Taliaferro, a relative of Brigadier-
General Taliaferro, of the U.S.A., who was ar-
rested two weeks ago on the charge of attempting
to communicate with the Virginians, and who has
since remained in jail, was liberated yesterday butwas compelled to take the oath of allegiance.

An explosion occurred at the navy yard thisafternoon about 4 o'clock by which two men weremortally and two slightly wounded. The partieswere engaged in the laboratory experimenting with
a new powder for signal rockets. I could not learn
the names of any of them.

SUNDAY, July 28. ?The War Department is de-
termined that Maryland shall give a second regi-
ment.

Of course each of these gentlemen pre-
served a wonderful presence of mind, but when one
speaks of the otbor, it appears most striking that
they were very active in the race.

An ex-Mayor states that a prominent Councilman
stretched his legs wonderfully in reaching a point
of supposed safety, and the prominent Councilman,
in turn, says the ex-Mayor, though pot the first to
run, came out ahead at the Long bridge, behind
the Federal entrenchments. A story is told of one
of our Congressmen tremblingly begging to be ta-
ken into a buggy already over-inaded, and that bis
importunities were only silenced bv a blow from a
desperate list. It is said of another civilian that ho
cut the saddle from his burse, to lighten the weight
and accelerate his speed.

Gentlemen of respectability and good character,
who would rather die than have a note protested,
turned horse-thieves for the moment?even robbing
the military. It is said of two or three of our citi-
zens, that so great was their fright tbey did not
stop in Washington, but hurrying to the depot,
took the first train for the West! Several have
not yet recovered from their fatigue and fright,
and are now quietly resting at home under the care
ot tho family physician, boor fellows 1 tbey should
be tendered the hospitalities of the Military
Hospital.

in fact, from all accounts, those of our citizens
who went on to see the elephant, and whose promi-

within the lines, were about the worst-scared menbetween Manassas and Washington, last Sunday,ill the grand flight they fully sustained the "go-
ahead" reputation of our city.
