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\esterdav afternoon Messrs. HOWARD, GATCIIELL
and Davis, three of the Police Commissioners of
this city, together with seven other persons, most

of whom are citizens of Maryland, were placed on
board the steamer Joseph Whitney, and carried, as

's supposed, to New York, there to be imprisoned
at the pleasure of Mr. Lincoln. All of these
"State prisoners," as they were termed in the
order which directed their removal, have, for
some week 3 past, been lying in Fort Mellenry,
meditating, it may be, ou the value of civil
liberty and the blessings of a constitutional
government. They had been torn from their
families and homes without form of law,
and have been patiently awaiting the time
when the 'flag of the free" should cease
to sanctify nn act of despotism which could
scarcely have been perpetrated in Austria with
impunity. They have been looking for the Grand
Jury to put into some tangible shape the slanders I
which have been circulated against them, and
they have been prepared to give the lie to their ac-
cusers and to maintain their own integrity. But the
Government has failed to make good its insinua-
tions, and a hostile and unscrupulous Grand Jury
has adjourned without preferring a single charge
against them, and notwithstanding this they liavo
been arbitrarily hurried out of the State, and are
to be subjected to confinement in a Government
fortress. There was a time when the voice of the
American people would have beeu lifted tip in
unanimous and overwhelming protest against this
tyrannous proceeding; when their hands would
have been prompt to hurl Irom power the Presi-
dent who had dared for an instant or under any
pretences whatsoever to trample down the
laws and the Constitution. In the days when the
enlightened freemen of this continent were wont to
denounce the despotic measures of Louis Napo-

LEON, and sneer at the slavish submission of the
subjects of the Czar, and boast of the spirit with
which Americans would resent oppression?in
those days there would have been at least an out-
cry against the usurpations of the miserable fac-
tion which has the ear of a congenial and obse-
quious chief. But that time has passed, and we
fear forever. A fanatical majority in the North
stands ready to applaud any outrage that i 3 per-
petrated in its behalf, and a timid and subser-
vient minority, with but an individual exception
here and there, basely shrinks from vindicating its
self-respect or duty. But though the people of
one secion have been thus recreant to the faith of
their fathers, the spirit of freedom yet survives
elsewhere. Here in Maryland, where political and
religious liberty was first proclaimed, men still
hold firmly to the cause of constitutional Govern-
ment. They will part with their birthright for
no paltry mess of pottage, nor will they forego
their privileges at the dictation of any people, or
the bidding of any Administration. Mr. LINCOLN
has not fortresses enough under his jurisdiction
to contain the citizens of Maryland who are ready
to risk life, and all lhat they hold most dear, in
defence of their rights as freemen. In their be-
half, therefore, we here record another protest
against the latest and most infamous act of op-
pression, which nn unscrupulous and foresworn
Government has perpetrated in our midst.

Iti3 now evident that tiie waragainst the South
is not to he a "short and decisive" one. The
rapid advance of the Federal army on Richmond
the instant discomfiture of the secessionist leaders
?the prompt uprising of the great "Union major-
ity" in Virginia?and the speedy and enthusi-
astic return of the State to its place in this Con-
federacy?all these anticipated results of the roer-
cive policy ot the Administration are yet very far
short of Iheir fulßlmsnt. ItI. manliest now that
the Government must enroll, and equip, and disci-
pline another grand army?and that it mu3l fight
its way, step by step, to the Capital of Virginia.
The organization of a force which can he sent,
with any prospect of success, to storm the en-
trenchments at Manassas Junction, will task all
the energies of the Government and the patience
of the people. Rut when that battle is won the
invading army willbe but twenty miles nearer
the desired point, and auother, and still another
fortified position trill bar ils progress onward, be-
fore it catches sight of the frowning batteries
which surround Richmond. The South has {.roved
that it is in earnest, and that it is willing and
prepared to defend itself to the last extremity, and
no man who does not wilfully close his eyes to
unpleasant facto, can fail to see that many months
must elapse, under the most favorable circum-
stances, before Mr. LINCOLN can re-establish his au-
thority over Virginia, and that theoutlay ofblood
and treasure on the part of the North must be enor-
mous before even this end is attained. It is more-
over apparent that the occupation of Richmond
would not be decisiveof the contest. The delusion
in regard to the extent of the U uien feeling in the
South has been well nigh dissipated. No such senti-
ment has manifested itself, in the districts which
have been already occupied by the Federal troops,
and it is safe to infer that it does not exist in the in-
terior of the seceded States. The Southern people
have said that they are determined to maintain
their independence, and the vigor and unanimity
of their defensive proceedings, thus far, afford very
conclusive evidence of their purpose and ability
to offer a desperate and protracted resistance to any
force which can be sent against them. Ifthey are
defeated in one great battle it will but rouse them
to renewed exertion. If they meet with half a
dozen serious reverses in Virginia, lhey will be
ready to encounter half a dozen more in North
Carolina. If Richmond is taken by General
SCOTT the only result of liis success will be to
transfer the theatre of the war a little further
Southward. No hostile measures which Mr. LlN-
coLNcan adopt, by land or sea, will make this cam-
paign either "short" or "decisive." The people of
the North had therefore better decide at onco how
much they are willingto pay?how many lives they
ars ready to give?and how long they can aflord to
wait for the subjugation cf the South. Hut in
considering these questions, it must also he borne
in mind that, whatever the North may give in the
way of men and money, is not given for a cer-
tain, but foi a contingent object. The slake for
which it is risking so much, may bs lost ns well
as won. It is only, after all, for a chance of sub-duing the South, that the North is to expend fiveor seven hundred million dollars. In such an
adventure, want of success involves something
more than a failure to attain th end aimed at; for
in the hazardous game of war, tbe penalty which
the loser pays is temporary, if not irreparable
rum. Surely the North had better reflect again
and more seriously, before it pursues further the
dangerous enterprise on which it has embarked.

We hare heard but little, of late, of the Ist
regiment of Massachusetts, of the 19th of April
notoriety. Boston at one time entertained
great hopes ot that particular regiment-
hopes which, we are inclined to believe, are not
now destined to be realized. Those veracious
chroniclers of the events and incidents of the war,
the newspaper correspondents, have taken especial
pains, heretofore, to keep the public informed of
its whereabouts, and to let Governor A.VDREW
know that the corps, in whose welfare he had

expressed so much interest, occupied a posi-
tion in advance of Alexandria and was burn-
ing with ill-suppressed eagerness to meet the South
Carolinians in battle. This martial ardour was
undoubtedly worthy of all praise, and it was
lauded accordingly. The selection of the South
Carolina regiment as the especial object of attack
was not less a proof of gallantry than of cour-
ageous confidence. It was something worthy of
note to be given to understand that the men of
Massachusetts were beat upon stripping the Pal-
mettocs of their laurels. When, therefore, the I

rst advance was made upon Bull Run, we were

All we have been permitted to know is that of
the whole of the troops engaged, the Ist Mas-
sachusetts suffered the heaviest loss and
that when the battle raged the hottest
"they broke ranks and, scattering in dif-
ferent directions, continued their hasty retreat
"for some distance through the woods." The re-
mainder of the brigade to which they were at-
tached fell back, it is said, and formed behind
AYER'S battery; but the .Massachusetts fugitives
could not be rallied. The issue then between
Massachusetts and South Carolina is, so far, set-
tled to the disadvantage of the former. The sub-
sequent battle compromised the whole Northern
section. In spile of the poetical but arrogant
forewarning of Doctor HOLMES it was the South
that withstood the shock ; it was the North that
succumbed to it. His prediction stands reversed.
The Palm has shattered the Pine.

Under all codes of morals, Christian or Heathen,
the suppression of the truth has ever been lield to
be as discreditable as the suggestion of a falsehood.
The Government at Washington seems to pay lit-
tle respect to this maxim. Indeed, we think,abundant proof couid be furnished that it regards
the propagation of an untruth and the suppres-
sion of a fact as equally a privilege and a duty
whenever any end is to be served by either.

Under date of Louisville July 2G, the telegraph
professed to give the exact text of the despatch
from His Excellency, JEFFERSON DAVIS, lo the
Government of the Confederate States, com-
municating the results of the battle of Ma-
nassas. There were no asterisks or other indi-
cations to show that any thing was omitted. The
whole was professedly given?date, signature and
all. This passed the revision of the War Depart-
ment, of course. Towards the close of the de-
spatch Mr. DAVIS says: " The battle was mainly

1fought on our left. 1 Well, yesterday morning
we published, from the Richmond Enquirer , the
text of the same despatch, by which it appears
that immediately after the words above
quoted, Mr. DAVIS added, " several miles from
"our field works. 11 The War Department

struck out these words, with the obvious
and deceptive purpose of concealing from tbe
people of the North the fact that this brittle of Ma-
nassas was won by the Southern troops in a fight
not behind batteries, or entrenchments, or field
works; but in the open field, man to man, gun to
gun.

It cannot be long before the people of the North
will awake to the conviction that no confidence
whatever is to be placed in any represenlaticn,
ofiieial or unofficial, of the raen who?!o the inef-
fable woe and degradation of the nation?bear
sway at Washington.

OUR WASHINGTON LETTER.
WASHINGTON, Julv 29.Excepting the customary daily raids of the sol-

diery, the city is remarkably quiet. The opinion
prevails that the evacuation of Harper's Kerrv, was
made in the face o(, or in anticipation of an eff'en-
sive demonstration of the Confederate forces in (he
vicinity of Winchester and Charlestown.

Messrs. Blair and Chase have implicit confidence
in General Banks, and they regard the backward
movement from Harper's Ferry as most probably
a matter of necessity. On the contrary MessrsCameron and Scott deem Banks a hasty and unre-liable commander, and the primary movement ofthe civilian genera! is looked upon us decidedly -inover-cautious one.

Tbe reports of Gen. Patterson fully satisfies Gen.Scott that the army of lie former was sadlv in-elhcient, and that no movement he could havemade would have retarded the movements of Gen
Johnston, short, of a battle, in which the forces ofI atterson would have suffered severely am! perhaps
sustained an unanimous rout.

Orders have gone forth that will in a few dayscause the deficiency in the army of the Shenandoahto be tilled by new recruits. Neither GeneralsI atterson nor Cadwalader willoffer thir sarviceaagain, but will serve if they are called upon in anexigency.
Gen. .Scott willsoon cause the lines of the armyon the other side of the Potomac rirer to be slowly

extended. An attempt will be made to re-occupy
rairfax Gourt-House, if it can be done without ftgeneral engagement.
