EXECUTION IN KANAGAWA (JAPAY).

The correspoudent the New York 7ribune,
writing from the above p'ace, gives the follow ing
deseription of a poor fellow who
ars

The criminal, dressed ina loose white cotton
robe, and beund hand and foot, was placed on
horseback and paraded through the priucipal
streets of the native quarter, He was escorted by
a large posse of police, eoldiers and officials. In- |
scribed on a banner, carried directly in front of |
him, were particulars of his history, his erime and
its punishment. The poor fellow, reduced to a
tkeleton by long confinement, aud bearing the
matks of hareh treatment, w.s as abject an object
as one might see. Passing out of the town, he was
conducted to a hill in the open country, a lovely
spot overlooking fair fields, gardens innumerable,
and the placid bay, where a space of a halt acre’s
extent was enclosed by ropes, within which the
stake, the faggots and the fire awaitcd their vie-
tim. Shortly before reaching this epot the pro-
cession halted in a shady Jane by an old deserted
temple, where, with mock humanity, the prisoner
was fed with better vianda than he had tasted for
maoy a day, and plied bountifully with rice whis-
key.

On reaching the inclosed space of the execution-
ground—in sight of thousands of gpectators, who
trampled down roods of ripening grain in their
eagerness—ths criminal was lashed to the stake
with straw cords, which, in turn, were plastered
with mud to prevent their burning prematurely.
While his head was thus being secured by cords
passed around his neck, 1t was evident that the
little life remainino in bis emaciated form was
mercifully strangled into near insensibility., Dur-
ing all these preparations the victim exhibited no
emotion, no interest in what was going on. The
officials appointed to superintend the « tion sat
looking on in true Japanese stoicism.

“We are very short, let us stand in front,” said
two black-teethed women to the pressing crowd,
who, however, yielded not. Yet the demeanor of
the throng was free from rudeness; there seemed
to be no levity or jibes at the poor prisoner’s fate.
“It is an ugly sight,” they said, and looked on in
silence.

Bundles ofalong, well-dried rush were now
heaped about and above the man till he was cover-
ed out of sight; then fire was applied simultaneous-
ly in several places, andin a moment the flames
leaped hot and fierce into the air, and death must
have been as instantaneous asunder the headsman’s
axe—more o than in the hangsman’a rope.  With-
intwo minutes the rushes had burned away, and
the scorched, lifeless form of the man alone re-
mained. Lighted faggots were then applied to
mouth and nostrils, to make assurance sure. The
head executioner, kneeling before the seated ofii
cialg, reported the deed accomplished, and while |
executioners, officers and spectators filed away, the
blackened corpse was left standing for three days a
public spectacle and warning.

The following has been handed to us as an acen-
rate report of the late experimental firing with Arm
gtrong guns, at Shoeburyness, upon the iron plates
forged under the steagn hammer in the gmiths’ shop
at Portsmouth Dockyard. The trials took place by
order of the Lords of the Admiralty, and in the pre-
sence of the Iron-plate Committee. It isimportant
to state that each piate when ficed at was placed in
a verticle position againsta wooden framework, but,
without any backing such as the plates reccived
which kave been bolted to a ship’s side, n the
instance of the Trusty and Sirius and others. The
piates were forged from scrap iron, and the chiel
interest in the experiments consisted in the results
assisting greatly to solve the problem as to the su-
periorty of forged or rolled armour plates for iron
clad ships. The first plate tried wasa 615 i
7 feet in length by 3 in - breadth, and weighing
49 ewt. 1 qr.  The weapon used against it was the
Armstrong shunt gun, with a 126 pound projectile.
The range was 400 yards. The first shot discharg-
¢d made an indentation of two inches, with a elight
fracture. The second made a like indentation
about six inches from the preceding shot, and
fractured the plate on its reverse. The third and
fourth shots cut pieces out of the plate’s edge, and
the filth etruck the plate about two feet from its
lower edge, and broke it where it had been fractur-
ed by the second ghot. The next plate put up was
a 414.inch, of the game length and breadth as the
6)4-inch, and weighing 35 cwt. 2 qrs. The first
shot discharged from a 100 pounder at a range of
400 yards partially imbedded itselfin the plate and
remained there. Thesuccz2eding shots at this plate
were made with the 126-pound projectile which
fractured the plate, the cracks radiating, starlike,
from the centre,

Three-inch plates were also tested by 40-pound
guns at 100 yards range, and were not penetrated.
2)7 inch plates withstood 25 pound shotat 100
yards range, but were penetra ed by 40-pound shot
at the same range. Two inch plates were fractured

by shots from a 12-pounder, and penctrated by a
shot from a 40-pounder. 3
If our information be correct—that the cflicers

on the ground declared the plates in the present
instance to be the best samples of iron for armour
plates that bave been as ye: tested at Shoebury-
ness—there cannot be very wuch doubt as to the
superiority offorged over rolled iron as armour for
iron-cased ships. The trials of plates, forged in
Portsmouth dockyard when such tests first hegan,
on the sides of the Alfred target fiigate, led many
to expect the results which have been obtai
while others, on seeing the extraordinary resist-
acce offered to spherical shot by Beale’'s plate
ately at Portsmouth, thought even forged plates
could not excel that instance.

DESERTION OF THE WATERING PrLaces. —Jeff. Davis,
fays the New York Herald, has played havoc with
the fathionsble watering places. Poverty and des-
titution are described as reigning there supreme,
At Sharon, which was last year so crowded that
numbers could not get accommodation, there are
not as many visiters as would pay the servants’
wages. Even the old gouty and rhenmatic habitues,
who bave never before been known to miss a season,
are absent. Newport, Saratoga, Cape May and
Nahant present the same vacuous and dreary aspect,
The huge barracks of hotels which fashionable
caprice has help to build up are full only of the
echoes made by a few unemployed waiters.

I immediately inquired of Colonel Stevens tha rea-
gon of their position being altered. He told me
that Colonel Miles had directed t movement. |
asked him why? Colonel Steven replied, “] donot
know, but he had no confidence in Colone! Miies.?
Iinquired the reasen why? Colonel Stevens an-
swered, “Because Colonel Miles is drunk ” That
closed the conversation. 1 sent Col. Stevens back
with his regiment, to form elose column by divi-
sion, as at first. I then reported to ptain Alex-
ander that I had been interfered with io my di
positionof the troops during the day, aad I could
not carry out General McDowell’a orders as long |
was interfered with by a drunken man. Captain
Alexander then answered: that General McDowell
now vested the whole dispogition of the troops with
me, and that I must use my own judgment. 1
went to pluce another battalion in line, and [ was
met by Colonel Miles, who ordered we to form that
regiment in another direction. | replied that «]
thould «hey no more orders that he might see fit
to give m=.” Colonel Miles then y “Colone!
Richardson, I shall put vou in arrest.” I told him
“I never ehould obey his arrest, and that he never
could put me in that position.”

two miles below us,

up a sharp lookout in that direction. From indi-
catious it is presumed his force is not of the extra-
ordinary dimensions at firstreported. Although it
is presumable that the Confederate pickets range
the hills opposite us, they have not yet made their
