To this
biil is added that all persons beld to service or la-
bor, aiding in the rebellion, shall be freed from
such service or labor, This, he raid, was plainly
an act of emancipation, as all these persons are
employed in raising the very means of eupport of
the people of the seceded States,

Mr. Brecgiserne said that in New York a
young man had been imoris ned witheut a direct
charge being made, and the military officer refused
10 obey the writ of habeas corpus. ~ Why was this
necessary in the State of New York? Was not
New York subordinate to the Federal Government?
The police ¢ mmissioners of Baltimore were arrest-
ed without charge. 1In vain they asked for a hear-
ing; in vain they respectfully protested against the
wrongs which had been perpetrated upon them.
When the President is asked to give information to
the lower House of the cause of their arrest and of
their wheresbouts, he answers that it would be in-
compatible with public interest. They are spirited
away from one fortress to another, and the Presi-
dent refuses to state where they are or the reason
why they were removed.

Tbe Senator from Illincis (Mr. Trumbull) ac-
cused me the other day of heing malignant in my
remarks of the Executive, I bave tosay that what
I have done I have dore freely. I have criticised
the acts of the President with the freedom of a re-
presentative, and will continue to do so as long as
I hold a seat on this floor. In regard to the Pre-
sident, he thought that his actions in the war were
attributable to those around him, that although he
was trampling the Constitution under foot every
day, he was honest, but was subject to the influ-
ences of those who surrounded” him. Mr. B be-
lieved that the Constitution required only an oath
from officers of the Government, and that only to
support the Constitution,

Said Mr. Breckinridge, suppose Kentucky, which
is a military district, should be declared in a state
of rebellion, this bill allows the vitiation of all the
legislative, executive and judicial powers of the
State at the will of a military commender. Gen-
tlemen talk about the Union rather as an end than
as the means; they speak of it as taough the exis-
istence of the States depended upon its preserva-
tion, as though it existed before the States, but it
may not survive the present issue. Take care
that in pursuing one idea you may not discover
what remeins of the Unior, if you deprive them of
those rights which are dearest to them. It the
question comes in the States between a form of gov-

From which it appears that the Prussian soldier
requires for his private emoking, besides the weed
in its grosser form, six cigars aday. No Prussian
General would think of such a thing as trying to
keep an army of soldiers in the ficld twenty days,
fed and clothed as our army has been, and is at the
present time. Besides over a pound of fresh beef a
day the Prussian soldier has nearly a third of a
pound of bacon, two pounds of bread, three-quar-
ters of a pound of rice, besides sugar, butter, wine,
brandy and segars.

The entire system of labor in this department is
pronounced to be radically wrong by the commit-
tee, and unless a change be'cffcted in it the insti-
tution must ever prove a burden upon the re-
sources of the State. The chicf defect is the credit
system upon which the department has hitherto
been worked—the depressing effect of which is il-
lustrated in the statement that the amount of in-
terest alone, paid during five years, reaches to
$13,105.

A careful analysis of tha operations of this de3
partment during the past five years exhibited
to the committee the fact that the net earnings ot
all the convicts employed averaged but 11 cents
per day, without deducting anything for costor ae-
preciation of machinery, &c. "The same number of
convieis employed by contractors at 50 cents a day
each, gave a revenue of $28 800 for lubor, ana $700
for rent of shops.  Thus practically ¢ mtrasting the
two systeme, the committee recommend the total
abolition of that of manufacturing on account of the
Institution, and the substitution of the contract
system.

The total expense of maintaining the institution
is estimated at $57 000. The avarage number of
prisoners is about 420, of whom 400 are males.—
From the labor of th it is estimated that the
sum of §37.168 could be annually realized, and the
institution be rendered se usteining.

The investigation of the financial condition of the
institution, and which was much facilitated, they
report, by the admirable eystem of Mr. J. J. C.

The Committee compliment in the highest terms
the Directors, together with the Warden, Deputy
Warden, and the officers uader them, for the faith-
ful and efficient performance of their official duties.
The entire prison, they report, presented an air of
neatness and cleanliness rarely met with in public
buildings, and the discipline and business system
of the institution were found to be equally worthy
of commendation.

Ove evil which the Commi tea thinks demand im-
mediate legislation, is the practice throughout the
State of sending parties to the penitentiary for
mall offences. They illustrate the evil with the
follewing literal transcript of a record of a court
in Calvert county:

“George Norfolk, prasented for feloniously en-
tering the dwelling of William Ogden and taking
therefrom & bottle of whiskey, a pan of milk, and
some bread and meat, \'n-rdictnﬁhejury: ‘Guilty,
and insane at the time of the committal of the act, and
insane now,” and sentenced by the Court to be enn-
fined in the Penitentiary house oi the State of Ma-
ryland until ke shall recover his reason, or be dis-
cbarged by due course of law.”

This sentence, the committee argue, is virtnally
imprisonment for life for the simple offence of
stealing something to eat.

Mr. WavrLis was astounded at this disclosure, and
disregarding the ordinary impulses of humanity
and the simpleet promptings of a Christian epirit,
which were equally violated in this sentence, he
pronounced it a clear, open and unmistakable vio-
lation of one of the statute laws of the State. The
discloure bad not been mnade too soon, and it was
due to justice and to the dignity of the State that
so inhuman a practice should be stopped at once,—
The judge who imposed the sentence had no more
right to imprigon an insane person as a felon than
the latter would have to imprison the judge.

Mr. Briscor explained the circumstances of the
case, The man, though insane, was notoriously
vicious in his propensities, and he had been sent to
the penitentiary for safe keeping.

Mr. WaLnis repeated in effect his earnest denun-
ciation of the proceeding.

So great wag
the crowd that, in anticipation of the arrival of the
woaunded, it was deemed necessary by the commit-
tee appointed to receive them to set a strong guard
to prevent the pressure of the people aronnd the
train when it chould arrive.

the expectant ecrowd. Ata quarter past seven, the
first train arrived; bringiog twenty wounded sol-
diers and the bodies of four of our
jartow, Col Johnston, a private of the Montgrm-
ery Guard, named James Driscol, and another
whose name we could not learn.

the dead and wounded, it was whispered through
the crowd that President Davis was on the train,
Iramediately a rush was made in search of the dis-
tinguished statesman and chicftain, and a tho
shouts rent the air with wild huzzas as bis
known face and fizure were discovered.

It matters not whether
the body possesses a tangible substance or not—
whether it is close at hand in the test tube, or mil-
lions of miles away; if it only falfils the one condi-
tion of emitting light, it is almost certain to reveal
the secrets of its composition - when submitted to the
development of speetrum analysis,

stars is also being ascertained in the same manr er,

others from Tennessee, Arkansas and Missouri,
pumbering in the agzgregate fifty thousand men,
well supplied with artillery. These troops are to
| make a speedy attack on Cairo, now almost bare of
| troops, in consequence of the expiration of the
| terma of the three months’ volunteers, and it is
| believed by them that the entire force of General
| Prentiss will be easily captured, and the war thus
