FouTtress MoNkor, August 2, -Information has
been reecived here from 1
to the Eastern Shore of Virginia,
Point Com'ort three days sgo. The Pocomoke
and two other small rivers were explored for a
number of miles, and several parties of armed Se-
cesgionists on thore were dispersed, Three schooners

were caplurel, two of which were burnt, and the
third brought here as a prize. Oane of the propel-
lers belongirg to the expedition was ashore for a
time atthe Cherry Stone, but was subsequently
got off.

An educated German, a private belonging to the
Tenth N-w York regiment, was arrested here yes-
terday for bolding correspondence with the enemy.
A letter to Gen Lee was found on bis person.
Ambition for advancement is supposed to have
been his principal motive. His letter contained
no revelaiion of importance concerning the Fort-
ress.

The Vermont regiment will leave for home on
Sunday.

There has been considerable disorder resulting
from intemperance and want of discipline at New-
port-News during the last few davs. Two of the
regiments have recently been paid off, and thus
obtained means of indulging their appetite for
liquors. Gen. Butler yesterday went up to investi-
gate the matter and put an end to the insubordina-
tion, which, in the ease of the New York First re-
giment, amounted nearly to mutiny. A Captain
Bernard shot a private belonging to his company,
and was obliged to leave the camp. A large
quantity of liquor was vesterday destroyed at New-
port-News by command of Gen. Butler,

f()FFICl.\L REPORT OF EBERIGADIER
i GEYERAL ARNOLD ELZEY.
HEeADQUARTERS 4TH BRIGADE,
Caue a1 FAmrrax StaTioN,
July 25th, 1861, i
Sir:—In compliance with your instructions I
1 have the honor to wake the following report of the
services of my brigade during the day of the 21st
of July, 1861:

The brigade left Piedmont at daylight on the
21st instaut, and after much delay and tl'-lentym
arrived at Manassas Junction
| about 12 M., when it received orders to detach a
regiment to remain at the Junction to .gunrd a
! weak point, and then to proceed to Lewis H.u'u'v',
near the battle-tic!d, aud hold itself in waiting.
Colonel A.P. Hill’s regiment, being the smallest—
four companies not having came up from l.’iedinnnt
—was designated for the service, Brigadier-Gene-
ral Smith accompanied the brigade to the battle-
field and continued to exercise the command over it
with which he had been empowered at Piedmont.
The march to the fi=ld, parcof the way, was per-
formed in double quick. The battle raged fiercely
and General Swith ordered the brigade to pass
Lewis House and proceed to the -scene of action.
On entering the field to the left, General Smith
was shot from bis horse, and the entire command
reverted to myself. The brigade was formed in
line of battle, with the 10th Virginia regiment in
reserve. About this time Captains Hill and Cun-
ham, of General Smith’s staff, reported to me.
I detached Captain Cunningham with four compa-
nies of the i a regiment to hold a cap-
tured battery, and directed Captain Hill to conduct
Beckbam’s battery to a point on the left. The
position was well selected, and the battery under
Lieutenant Beckham was admirably servea and
made a decided impression on the enemy. Having
received intelligence that our left was weakened,
I determined to make a movement in that direc-
tion, and accordingly to march by the left flank
through a wood to the left and then to the front.
The brigade in line—3d Tennes:zee regiment on the

right, 1st Maryland iu the centre, 10th Virginia on
the left—passed an open ficld and through a wood.

On arriving at the edge of the woods, the enemy
wx8 discovered but a short distance in front, stars
and stripes waving, I ordered the line to open fire.
A brisk and rific ire was kept up for a few se-
conds and the my disappeared.

The eommand was ordered to advance, and on
rising the crest of an open field, nothiog could be
seen but the dead bodies of men and horses. The
line continued to advanee, and on coming toa
thicket iu front, again ¢ncountered the enemy and
opened fire, the charge w ordered, the thicket
cleared, and the enemy dispersed. 1 was ordered
by General Beauregard to retire with my command
to the hill in rear, from which I subsequently’ took
up a position across the Stone Bridge, It is with
pride and pleasure that I refer to the coolness and
gallantry of the whole command daring the day.
The fire upon tke enemy was well directed and
destructive, and they sustained his fire with the
indifference of veteran troops., The Maryland re-
giment was under Licutenant-Colonel G. H.
Steuart and Mujor Bradley T. Johnson; the 3d
Tennessee under Colonel Vaughban, Lieutenant Col-
onel Reese and Major Morgan; and the 10th Virgi-
nia regiment under Colonel Gibbons, Lieutenant-
Colonel Warren and Major Walker.

1 erunot speak too highly of the galiantry. and
good service of my personal staff, Lieutenants
Chentoey, McDonald and Contee. They were re-
peatedly exposed to the enemy’s fire in delivering
orders, and rendered excellent serviece in obtaining
information of his whereabouts.

First Naval Battle.

The first naval battle between the North and the
South, eccurred on Sunday, July 21st, near the

Latham’s Battery.

Prisoners Arriving at Richmond.

About seventy wounded prisoners arrived from
Manassas yesterday evening (lst of Aungust,) in
an extra train, on the Central Railroad. A detach-
ment of soldiers were prezert to keep off the erowd
of curious spectators, and officers were present to
aid the committee of citizens, (who bhave volunta-
rily assumed the duty,) in superintending the re-
moval of the prisoners. They were conveyed to
Ross’ factory, on Twentv-Fifth street, the general
hospital being full. About fifteen Fire Zounaves
were amoug the number. The others mostly be-
longed to the New York 69th and 71st and Rhode
Island regiments. We learn that another, and pro-
bably the last lot of persone, will be brought here
this evening.

The Bowie-I{nife.

Notwithstanding all that has been said of the de-
structive character of the bowie-kunife, we never
conerived that it would be actually used in a great
battle, and with such irresistible effzct. Who ever
before dreamed of a regiwment with nothing but
bowie-knives, charging another regiment armed
with the best guns and bayonets, and literally cut-
ting them to pieces?. The regiment thus assaulted,
which had fought bravely enough with bullets,
quailed under the operation of this dreadful weapon,
and shouted ‘““Murder”” at the top of their voices.
The cold steel, especially in the shape of an Arkan-
ras tooth-pick, is an auxiliary which every South-
ern soldier should cherish.

Major Wheat Not Killed.

Major Wheat, who distinguished bimself in the
late Mexican war, and who won fresh laureis in
Niciragua, and under Garibaldi, in the struggle for
Italian independence, was dangerously wounded in
the great fighton Sunday, the 21stof July, at Man-
asses.

The flag of truce that was brought to our lines
last night, was borne by three officers of the Con-
federate army. It appears to have been sent by
General Stewart, now commanding the Confederate
forces this side of Manassas Junction. The officers
accomnanying the flag are Lieuts. W. A, Hanger,
P. S. Zularkic and William N. Guy. They brought
two despatches, one addressed to Gen. McDowell
and theother to Gen. Scott. They were received
by Lieutenant De Laccy, of Colonel McCunn’s bri-

gade, commanding a picket guard three miles be-
youd Bailey’s cross roads, and brought to the bri-

gade headquarters, where they were detained while
the despatches were conveyed to their destination
by Colonel McCuun, The precise object of the
visit has not vet transpired. The purport of the
despatch to General MeDowell is understood to be,
that the Confederate leaders had heard that two of
their officers who were taken prisonersat the battle
d been biling, and it was desired to
¢ if such report was true, as the Confederate
chiefs intended in such case to hang at once a few
of our officers by way of retaliation. The contents
of the despatch to General Scott are not at present
allowed to be mentioned. When the matter is dis-
posed of, the f s will be communicated. An an-
swer will probably be given to-night.
