When General BANKS undertook to confer upon
Mr. GEORGE R. DODGE the authority of Marshal of
Police of this city, he acted, he said, on "the
"suggestion and advice of very many influential
"and honorable citizens of Baltimore." The
community being naturally desirous to know to

whom it was indebted for the arbitrary protec-

torate which the military commander at Fort
McHenry had seen fit to establish over us, waited,
with considerable anxiety, for the names of the

"honorable citizens" who had countenanced so

infamous and unparalleled a usurpation. General
BANKS vouchsafed the public no further informa-
tion on the point; but the American, some ten

days afterwards, announced that Mr. DODGE and
Mr. DODGE'S Deputy were "assisted in their duties
"byan advisory board," of which the members
were Messrs. COLUMBUS O'DONNELL, ARCHIBALD
STIRLING, Sr., THOMAS KELSO, JOHN W. RANDOLPH,
PETER SAUERWEIN, JXO. B. SETDENSTRICKER, JOSEPH
ROBERTS and MICHAEL WARNER. Subsequently,
the prcs3 of this city added to these names that of

Mr. EFN. DEFORD. Although we had every reason

to suppose that the American had full knowledge
of all the details of the disreputable business
which it so strenuously defends, we were unable,
in tUis instance, to attach to its statement that full
credit which circumstances seemed to warrant.
We were unable to believe, that gentlemen, as
intelligent as those above named, would have sanc-
tioned, and still less have actively participated in a
p-oeecding which they must know to be as outra-
geous f>3 it is illegal?as disgraceful to all con-
cern' d in it P.S it is obnoxious to nine-tenths of the
people of this city. But on the other hand we

have been equally at a ioss to understand how
"honorable citizens" could consent to remain for

twenty-four hours in the position in whiclt theAmcr-
ican had placed them unless the report of the latter
was true, and we have therefore been almost forced
to the conclusion that they are really the advisers
and abettors of MI. DODGE. Now, if this be so,
there cannot !e-g l-j any difference of opinion in
this community concerning the measure of the
responsibility which the members of this so-called
Board have incurred, nor can any one ever aver
that the odium which willhenceforth inevitably
gather rcuuu their names is too heavy or unde-
served.

Whatever questions may continue to divide men
in regard to the general course of the Administra-
tion in these unhappy times, we venture to assert
that there will he in the future no dispute about
the unjustifiable, unnecessary and atrocious char-
acter of the tyranny which has been exercised
over the people of Maryland. The case is fortu-
nately too clear for any dispassionate mind to
doubt about it long. If this State was in open
and avowed revolt against the Government,
Congress and the President combined
could only resort to constitutional means
to reduce it to obedience. This proposition
is too plain for argument, if the Constitution
cannot be maintained by the exertion of the
legitimate powers confided to the Federal authori-
ties, the latter have no more right to force a
dictatorship upon tbe "dissatisfied" people than
they have to establish a limited monarchy.
What Congreßs and the President cannot do
together, he cannot do by himself; and if is
not permitted to the whole government to adopt
arbitrary and illegal measures to put down a re-
bellion, it is surely a still more indefensible out-
rage for Mr, LINCOLN to resort to a coercive system
which is in flagrant and palpable violation of the
fundamental laws of the land. Not even then, in
the case of an open insurrection on the part of
this State could the President, or the President,
Cabinet and Congress together, justify, on any
plea whatsoever, the lawless and outrageous pro-
ceedings which he ha 3 authorized in this city.

But Maryland has not v? K -~

eral Government. Iler representatives in the
Legislature have taken no such step, and not one

in a thousand of her people is believed to have
committed within her borders any unlawful act
against tbe Federal Government. If, then, Mr.
LINCOLN could not overstep the limits of tbe Con-
stitution iu order to check a revolution, on what
conceivable pretence can he abrogate the laws for
the purpose of countervailing treason, even if it
be conceded that every third man here is about to
perpetrato it? lie has no more right to take into
his hands the punishment of an offender, or to
compel any man, by arbitrary and illegal pro-
ceedings, to answer for any real or supposed
crime than he has to burn a murderer at the
stake or to break an incendiary on the wheel.
The law 3 provide the mode in which those who
violate them are to be called to account, and they
point out the process by which every offence, from
secret conspiracy to open violence, can be reached
and dealt with; and under no conceivable state of
circumstances can Mr. LINCOLN rightfully venture
to substitute his will for the statutes of the laud.
The Constitution which confers power on him
guarantees rights to other men?the laws which
clothe him with authority to govern, provide pro-
tection for every citizen against oppression. The
President becomes a tyrant the instant that he
oversteps the law?and constitutional government
perishes tho moment that the charter from which
it derives existence is destroyed or disregarded.
All this Mr. LINCOLN and his agents know full
well: aud they know, moreover, that the powers
conferred upon the Executive by tbe laws and the
Constitution are ample for tbe purposes for which
they were given him. But the partisans of the
Administration desire lo do something more than
merely "enforce the laws," and it is for that rea-
son that thoy have resorted to despotic measures
in this State. They wish to crush out all legiti-
mate opposition here tq the policy of the Govern-
ment? they desire to suppress all public opinion
that is at variance with tbe views of Mr.LINCOLN'S
faction?and. as they could not legally accomplish
these ends, they have, under llie flimsy pretext of
a."military necessity," trampled the rights and
liberties of lhi3 people under foot.

Such is the despotism which has been set up
over us, aud such are its objecls. Its authors are,
of course, already known to the citizens of Balti-
more, who now desire to learn, also, what men
have here consented to be the instruments in car-
rying out the nefniious schemes of the Adminis-
tration. V, uo ameug us has acquiesced in the
humiliation of Ins native State?who has sanc-
tioned the violation of her laws?who has advised
the imprisonment of her citizens?who has assist-
ed in deposing her public officers?who lias helped
to fasten upon us a despotism than which nonemore infamous has ever existed upon thi3 Conti-nent. These are inquiries .which the people are
now making, and to whitM they will one dayhave explicit and satisfactory replies. But amongthose who have incurred the just and enduring
resentment of every right-minded man in this com-
munity none have more to answer for than those
who are responsible for the suppression of the
police and the creation of the force which now,
through the aid of the army, holds dominion
over us. The individuals who advised that mea-
sure, or who have helped to consummate it, have
understood, as well as any men in this commu-
nity, the iniquitous character of the proceeding
which they sanctioned. They know that they
have trampled upon the rights of their fellow
citizens?that they have violated the laws of Ma-

land?that they have stricken a traitorous blow

"The right of the people to be secure io their"persons, houses, papers and effects, against un-
reasonable searches and seizures, thall not bt vio-

"luted/ and no warrants cha.il Issue, but upon
"probable (HUM, supported by oath or affirmation,
"and particularly describing the place lo be
"searched aud the pc-rsens cr things to be seized."

So says the second article of the amendroeuts |
to the Federal Constitution. The prohibition is
couched in the most emphatic language, and is
only permitted to be relaxed under peculiar cir-
cumstances and on the scrupulous observance of
clearly defined conditions There must he "proh-
"able cause" toju3tify the search; there must be
a "warrant" issued, "supported by oath or
"affirmation;" and the place to be searched, nnd
the persons or tilings to be seized, "must be par-
"ticulurlf described."

We believe that it is absolutely essential, at this
time, to reproduce so an important a clause of
the Federal compact, that men may know to what
extent that instrument secures them? in their per-
sons, houses, papers and effects ?against official in-
trusion and more than official insolence, and that
they may thus be rendered better capable of judg-
ing how far this particular privilege, in these latter
days, has been infringed, which the Con-
stitution assures tiiem shall not be violated.
"To be sure" ?as Mr. BURNETT remarked, on
Saturday last, in the House of Representatives?-
and tli® sarcasm derived additional keenness and
effect from its self-evident truthfulness: "To be
"sure, the Constitution has become rather obso-
lete; but gentlemen will pardon me if I venture
"occasionally to allude to that sacred, but unfor-
tunate instrument." On similar grounds?that
of desiring to refresh the memories of those who
may have forgotten this charter of our liberties?-
we also hope to be forgiven for occasionally exhu-
ming certain portions of it, lo the end that our
readers may the better comprehend the precious
legacy they are in danger of losing, and therefore
be prepared to demand its restoration, and to de-
nounce all attempts?no matter from what qunr-
ter they may come?to pervert it from its original
meaning, or to destroy it altogether.

For more than three months the people of this
State have been subjected to a long series of "un-
"reasouable searches and seizures," without war-
rant, without law, or any of the forms of law;
without a shadow of justification. Houses have
been entered in the glare of noon-day and at the
dead hour of the night; the privacy of bed rooms
has been recklessly and unscrupulously invaded;
bureaus, drawers, and closets, have been ran-
sacked; beds, mattresses, and wearing apparel,
have been searched; the sanctity of private corres-
pondence has been violated; arms owned by mem-
bers of the family?bought with their own money,
or the gifts of friends or relatives?have been de-
liberately stolen by the soldiers or sbirri of the
Government at Washington?and this, too, in
open defiance of that other article of the Constitu-
tion which declares that "ihe right of the people
"to keep and bear arms shall not be infringed."

Under the Constitution and laws, "every man's
house is his castle," and whosoever dares to

enter it, by force of arms and without Btrictly
legal authority, may be instantly ejected. Iflie
resist the act of expulsion, and loses bis life in the
struggle, on his own head lies the penalty. It
may not be prudent or advisable for the owner of
the premises so entered, to resort to such aa ex-
tremity in vindication of his rights; but that he
may do so, if the occasion be such as should call
for it, no intelligent jurist will deny. The im-
punity, therefore, with wlfich these outrages have
been perpetrated in our midst, is due to the for-
bearance of those who have been thus wronged,
and not to any color of authority with which the
military or the police have been invested. There
is, however, a limit to these tilings; for patience
ceases to be a virtue when insult is added to in-
juiy. When brutal ruffians, with whose names
the community is familiar, and whose crimes are

recorded in the ar.nais of our Courts, are charged
with the execution of brutal and lawless decrees;
when neither age nor sex, nor severe illness, nor
domestic sorrow, are safe from violence and indig-
nity, what wonder if human nature should break
through the restraints which discretion would
impose, and try conclusions with the oppressor?

OUR. WASHINGTON LETTER.
WASHINGTON, August 6, ISCI.

The Senate was in Executive session last night
until nearly 12 o'clock, confirming the more im-
portant military appointments. Among those con-
firmed was Lieutenant Colonel Emory, of your
State. The President sat ail day to-day in
the Capitol, and was busy, assisted by Messrs
Seward, Chase, and Assistant Secretary
Scott, in signing bills and making nominations
Among the bills signed are those to prevent the
sale or administration of liquor to soldiers in thiscity; to organize a "National Guard," and to con-
struct a bridge over the Potomac, Ac.

The appropriations made this session, including
the extra two dollars to volunteers, will amount to
about 5250,000,000.

The resolution legalizing the acts of the Presi-
dent was permitted to fall through. In vain didMr. Breckinridge, and a few like him, implore the
senate to record their votes before the country onthe passage of the resolution. Allwas useless; andwhen the opportunity presented itself, the Aboli-tionists shrank from the responsibility of support-
ing those illegal and unconstitutional acts whichthey had openly abetted and encourrged. This isthe only satisfaction which remains to"the lovers ofthe Constitution?to know that even Trumbull andFessenden, open and avowed disciples of Wendellrfaillips and Lloyd Garrison, dared not vote forhenate resolution No. 1, and then look to their con-siituency for approval.

by which its perfect constitatinnaiity was triuu>-
pliaallr establisbni, and its strict legality sanc-
tioned by the legislative and judicial departments
of the Slate, and asserts that the perfect fairness
and impartiality with which the law was adiniois- i
tered had exercised a material and salutary in- !
fluence upon the prosperity of the city, to such an
extent that men of all parties united in praisiDg the
act and its enforcement, and inregarding it as an
inestimable blessing.

The facts attending the arre3t of Marshal Kane

and the Police Commissioners, and of the military

occupation of the city, by order of Gen. Hanks,
are fullyset torth; and the conclusion is arrived at
that the occurrences mentioned must be taken as
the combined and deliberate acts of the General
Government in contravention of the rights of Mary-
land arid of ber citizens under the Constitution.

The violation of the pergonal rights of the citizen
involved in the arrest ot Col Kane and the Police
Commissioners is forcibly dwelt upon, the facts and
the laws bearing upon them being grouped with
consummate skill. The only answer, the report
contends, which lias been given to the petition of
the prisoners to Congress for a speedy investiga-
tion or trial, is the appropriation by that body of a
sum of money to pay the illegal "police; though
the declination of the Pnsidentto furnish Congress
with the grounds of their arrest is a tacit confession
that the arrest was groundless and unjustifiable.

Under these circumstances it is maintained to be
the duty of Maryland to reassert those principles
of civil liberty which our fathers asserted with
their swords, and appeal to the whole couotrv?-
since appeals to Congress are obviously futile?-
against ttose gross and violent usurpations of
which our State is made the theatre.

It is no longer a question of Union or Disunion,
but of constitutional right and civil liberty on the
one hand, and the annihilation of State distinctive-
ness, the establishment of a military despotism, on
the other. The attempt of the General Govern-
ment to interfere with the internal policy of any
State is so clearly a violation of the Constitution as
not to admit of doubt. The Police Commissioners
holding, therefore, their office under the Constitu-
tion, exactly as does the President of the United
States, neither Congress nor the President has the
constitutional right or power to remove them, and
the State of Maryland might with equal propriety
appoint and pay the army of the United States as
for Congress to appoint and pay a police force for
the city of Baltimore.

If tbe Commissioners were guilty of treason or
of misprision of treason, they were guilty only as
individuals, and not as officers, and as EUCII might
safelv and justlyhave been dealt with by the judi-
cial tribunals.

Failing thus to comply with the plain requisi-
tions of the Constitution and of the laws, the Fed-
eral Government has deliberately revolutionized
the fundamental principles of the Union. The suffi-
ciency and the legality of the plea of a "military
necessity" is denied in toto, and in its application to
States especially. It is a principle depending for
its legitimacy whollyupon bayonets.

The synopsis I furnish is but a faint and meagre
one, necessarily so from the great length of the
document and my inability to secure a careful peru-
sal of it. The argumentative points of the paper I
have not attempted to present.

Mr. Kessler presented to-dav the petition of a
number of citizens of Frederick county, praying the
passage of a law for the further protection ofslave
property, which was referred to the appropriate
committee, together with a petition from one hun-
dred and thirtv-five citizens of Baltimore county,
presented by Mr. Ford, praving the passage of an
act to prevent the driving of wagons and stock on
the Sabbath day throughout the State. The un-
sophisticated petitioners of Baltimore county do not
appear to have realized the truth of that "glitter-
ing generality" that there are "no Sabbaths in
revolutionary times."

A bill reported by Mr. Gordon, of Allegany, to
amend the 253 d Bection of article 03 of the Code of
General Laws, in relation to the bonds of Register
of Wills, was passed.

A bill reported by Mr. Scott, for the relief of the
Northern Central Railroad Company, by authoriz-
ingthem to plead byway of offset or discount to
any suit brought against them by the State of
Maryland, was ordered to be printed.

Mr. McCleary offered an order appointing a com-
mittee to ascertain and report whether the seat of
Z. W. Liutbicum, a delegate from Dorchester
county, was not vacated by his acceptance of the
office under the General Government of Postmaster
at Church Creek. It was adopted, after a brief
colloquy between Messrs. McCleary, Holland and
Lintbieum.

Mr. Pitts reported an important bill to add tothe Code of General Laws an article declaratory of
tbe rights of riparian proprietors on lands border-
ing on the navigable waters of the State, which
was passed after a short discussion, in the course
of which Mr. Legg, of Queen Anne's,remiuded the
House that the Oyster bill, which has since its pas-
sage so seriously operated against the popularity
of its advocates intbe Legislature, was put through
the House as a purely local measure, and that in
the title of the bill there was no mention made of
oysters, or of water lands, or aught else by which
its true character could have been denoted. De-
siring to profit by that experience, lie admonished
tbe House to beware nt hasty legislation, and
urged that the bill be laid over for one day and be
printed.

Mr. Pitts explained that the bill was altocether
unlike tbe "oyster law." It had passed the Houseat the last session, but was defeated in the Senateby the friends of the "ovster law." Its true ob-
ject, he stated, was to prevent the levving of black
mail upon proprietors of lands bordering on navi-
gable rivers.

Mr. Briscoe, of Calvert, also advocated the meas-
ure, assuring Mr. McCleary, in the course of liisremarks, that there was "no trick in this bill."

[ The bill provides that riparian proprietors shall
be entitled tn all accretions caused by the natural
recession of the waters, and shall be entitled to ex-
clusive right of improving in the front of their
lands, provided such improvement shall not. inter-
lere with tbe navigation of the stream; that no
patent hereafter issued from tbe land office shall
prejudice tbe right of riparian proprietors; and
that no warrant issued from ihe land office shali
affect any land covered by the navigable waters of
the State.]

The Southern Rights men are about to enter ear-
nestly upon the tall campaign; tbeir caucus hold
to-night in tbe Senate chamber, was attended by
every member of that party. Their platform will
he comprised in the simple word /'fee,

desiring a discontinuance of the war, and prefer-
ring a peaceful solution of the pending troubles.
The btate Convention under the auspices of this
party, for the purpose of nominating candidates
for the State offices, which will be vacated in the
fall, willbo held in Baltimore on Tuesday, Septem-
ber 10th.

The day of adjournment has been again post-poned. Monday and Tuesday were successively
fixed upon for that purpose by the Committee ofAdjournment, and were successively abandoned
it is now said the committee wilt report in favor of
an adjournment at noon on Wednesday.

But little of anv moment was transacted in the
Senate to day. The "Stay law" originally pro-
posed by tho Senate as a substitute for the original
House bill now in operatiou, and which was amen-
ded by the House in striking out one of the five
sections of the substitute, was called up. The Sen-
ate refused to concur in the striking out, Ac., and
proposed a Committee of Conference to reconcile
the differences of the two'chambers.

Leave was granted Mr. Warfield, of Baltimore,
in the House to day, to introduce a bill to so amendthe act of 1858 incorporating tbe Green Spring
Avenue Company, as to vest some of the privileges
granted them in the Commissioners of Druid Hill
Bark, the result of which willbe the construction
of an additional and very extensive drive which
cannot fail to enhance very materially the attrac-
tions of that beautiful public resort.

A SERMON ROINF.D BY THE ADVANCE ON BULL
RUN.? The Rev. J. M. Willey, the indefatigable
chaplain of the 3d Connecticut regiment, relates
the following curious incident: While the troopswere restiDg at Centreville, he concluded that, as
they were about to advance on Manassas, it was ofgreat importance that they should be cheered and
encouraged in their work. Expecting to remain at
Centreville over Sunday, he selected a text and ar-ranged the plan for a sermon to be preached to hisregiment; but alas! the early march of Sunday
morning defeated his purpose, and although the
text still remains, the sermon wa3 never preached.
It is sufficient to say that the text selected bv MrWilley was that in Bsalm lx., and 7th v., "And
Manasseh is mine."?A'. Y. Tribune.

SOAP AND WATER?THEIR RELATION.? In an ad-
dress delivered bv the engineer of the GlasgowWaterworks, that gentleman remarked, that Air.
I'orter estimates the annua! consumption of soap at
9-2 ibs. per individual. The total population ofGlasgow may be taken at 460,000; deduct for Gor-
bals, 110,000; total on the north of river, 350,000.
Supposing that only 5]4 lbs. of soap is allowed foreach person, it will give £72,000 as the annual costol soap, on the average of the country, consumedby the 350,000 persons, on the north of the Clyde.
Since the introduction of Loch Katrine, owiDg to
its softness, careful returns show that nearly 'one-halt of the soap formerly used will how suffice. If
these calculations were applied to London, the
saving there, allowingfor the harder character ofthe water, would amount to not less than £400,000
per annum, equivalent to the interest of ten mil-
lions of money, which it would be worth the while
of the Londoners to pay for water equal in quality
to that of Loch Katrine.
