Some of the houses
of thege poor creatures were fired without waking
them.

The incendiary soldiers gave Carey Jones and
his wife, both of them aged and infirm, but filteen
minutes to remove a few articles of furniture to
their garden,

erate service.

THE LATEST FROM MisSSOURI.
General Lyon Preparing for a Battle at
Springfield.
KovtA, Mo, August 8.—A gentleman from
Springtieid on Monday at noon furvishes the fol-
lowing information in regard to Gen. Lyoa’s move-
mente:
General Lyon with his force had fallen back on
Sprivgficld, having reached there on Monday
morning, and was preparing for a vigorous defence.
The Coulederates were advancing by four dif-
ferent roads. Their advance bad been ascertained
to be from ten to fifteen wiles distrar. Gengral
Lyon had called out twenty-five hundred Home
Guard from the country around Springfizld to aid
bim. It was expected that the coemy would make
an immediate attack, from the fact that their com-
missariat is in a miserable condition, being obliged
to depend on forced contributions for temporary
supplies.
It was generally remarked in Springficld that
General Lyon seemed yerfectly confident of suc-
cess in case of an attack. He bad no intrench-
ments, but depended upon his splendid artillery in
tne open field. Fifty wagons filled with provis-
ions bad reacbed bim.
General Pope’s Military District has been ex-
tended so as to embrace two tiers of counties south
ot the Missouri river, including St. Louis, where
he has established his headquarters,
Many of those recently appointed to militas
offices are waiting impatiently for their commis-
sious.
