It is interesting to inquire into the right of the
President and his Cabinet to convert a portion of
the soil of the free State of New York into a prison
for the incarceration of parties arbitrarily arrested,
without "warrant JUDICIALLY issued, on oath or
affirmation not "indicted by a Grand Jury." and
denied "the right to a speedy and public trial;" and,
therefore, imprisoned in open violation of the
FOURTH, FIFTH and SIXTH articles of the Amend-
ments to the United Slates Constitution.

By the act of March 20, 1807, entitled "An Act
to cede the jurisdiction ot certaiu lauds in this State
to the United States," (Laws N. Y. Sess. 30, eh. 51,
1 Jt. S. 1813, p. 192.) certain Commissioners were
appointed, with power to declare the assent of the
Legislature of this State to a cession of its jurisdic-
tion to the United States, of such parcels ot land on
Long Island and Staten Island, as they should
judge "THE SAFETY AND DEFENCE OF THE CLIY AND
PORT OF NEW YORK SHOULD REQUIRE."

The authority of the Stale Courts to issue process,
civil or criminal, to be executed within soph ceded
territory , i can expretsly reserved

By the Act of March 18, 1808 (Laws of If. Y.,
Sess. 31, eh. 51,1 If. S. 1813, p. 102,) the powers
vested in the Commissioners were extended to lands
covered with water between Long Island and
Staten Island, and below the south bounds of the
city and county of New York; and also to lands in
the city and county of New York, and to lands
covered with water in the said city and county:
Provided, "That cessions should .be made only of
such lands as, in the opinion ofsuch Commissioners,
SHOULD BE NECESSARY FOR THE DEFENSE AND SAFETY
OF'THE SAID CITY AND I'ORT OF NEW Y'CRK "

This Act (Section 4) expressly provides "THAT
SUCH LANDS SHOULD BE GRANTED ON THE EXPRESS CON-

PURPOSES SPECIFIED."

"lu the Reri*ed Statutes, (s th Ed ,p. 92, sec. 11,)
it is declared as to the land on which FORT LAFAY-
ETTE stands, "that the United States are to retain
such use and jurisdiction so LONO AS THE SAID TRACT
SHALL liE USED AND APPLIED TO THE DEFENSE AND SAFE
TY OF THE CITY AND PORT OF NEAV YORK, AND NO
LONGER;" and the execution of State process,
civiland criminal, within the ceded limits, is pro-
vided for.

The United Slates thus hold Fort Lafayette for a
special use and trust; and a perversion of if by the
head servauts of the Government to the purposes
of a national prison, has forfeited the title, which
by the express terms of the cession has reverted to
the State of New York.

nearly every foot of its walls with the "names that
are to glisten in glory"?some of them signed to
the most filthy and blasphemous expressions?a
few specimens of ihe more decent of which 1 will
rcpeai. In large letters over the pulpit is, "Death
to traitors?thus SAith the Lord." "Death to trai-
tors and rebels. Amen " "God damn the South.""Death to all of the sesestionest?Sentervilie,
Vrrgenia, July 20th, 1 SGI. by God." In one plac
Jeflerson Davis is represented as swinging from a
gallows, with a most disgusting inscription under-
neath; while in another place Uo is represented as
dead and dropping into a coffin, with the inscrip-
tion "Did Jeff, going into the box."

As 1 turned away, with a sad heart, from this
desecrated church. I went into another near bv,
where were collected many of the wounded of the"grand army." And there 1 saw the "Southern
barbarians" kindly and tenderly nursing those
who bad a tew days before contended with them in
deadly tight. A sentinel at the door ordered me
back, and only admitted me when it was ascer'ain-
ed that 1 came for the spiritual c mfart of the
wounded. In nearly every one of the many hos
pitals I entered, I saw tho same tender r, gard lor
tha wounded enemy, and from tha lips of many of
them I heard expressions of gratitndc for the gi-eat
and most unexp-c'.ed kindness they had received, a
number of them sssu-iog me that they were treated
in Die same manner with our own wounded.

From what I hat! seen, in the papers, of the
Christian character of the great army, and of tin
many thousand copies of the Bible that had been
distributed among the soldiers, I naturally ex-
pected to find'a good number taking consolation in
their aiilictions from its blessed teachings; but I
have no rrcoilec ion of having seen among them a
single copy of the Bible, and I certainly conversed
with no one who seemed to have clear views of the
Gospel. I would not be understood to intimate
that I think there are no pious men in the Northern
army. There are, doubtless, manv sincere Chris-
tians to be found among the many thousands who
have been drawn into this vile war; but, certainlv,
the facts which I have mentionc-d clearly show that
the array, generally, is very far front being con-
trolled by Christian principles.

And now, in conclusion, sir, F will take the iiber-
tv of saying to yon, that it is impossible for the
South to be subdued by any army you can bring
against us. Tho world has neyer before seen such
an army as that which has been raised here to re-
sist this unjust and unholy invasion. Kvery class
and every profession, from the highest to the low-
est, is represented in this army. And a very large
proportion of the men not only pay their own ex-
penses, but contribute verv largo sums towards theprosecution of the war. It matters not what force"you may bring against us?wo can ea-iiy raise
man for man; and the experience of the past few
weeks clearly shows that a larger number will not
be required to drive the invaders from our soil.

We will be, with Und's blessing, a free and inde-
pendent. people, and when separated from the poi-
sonous influences of Northern abolitionism, we hope
and expect to do more than we have ever don? for
tba temporal and spiritual elevation of the race over
whom God, in ilis all-wise providence, has placed
us.

while Republican America shuddered, as she

a stain upon her national escutcheon. Wo professed
to know what liberty was worth, and as we sentcheering words to the regenerators of Italy, we told
them, "it is worth all your struggle.!, all your sac-

rifices, your yery bl iod." The vengeance of an
oppress d people soon rose to vindicate the race,
and to punish their oppressor. Ali Europe stood
aloof, and to-day Maples stands redeemed and dis-
enthralled. The linurbon is banished from her
soil, A nd she rejoices under the mild reign of a ,
monarch nf her own choosing.

What American, when he read of that vile act of
the infamous Bomba, could have believed that it
would ever be imitated with impunity in the land
of Washington? And yet, citizens of New York,
in a fortress that commands your very harbor aie
immured to-day the victims of as gross a tyranny
as that exhibited by the former despot of Naples.
