ST. LOUIS, August 20.? General Siegel, Major

Conant and several other officers have arrived fr'bm
Holla with a large number of wounded of the dif-
ferent regiments in the late battle.Captain Maurice was detailed to proceed to
Springfield under a flg of truce, to bring away
Captain Cavander, Corporal CVnant, and the body
of General Lyon.

JEKFERSUN, MO , August 19.? While Colonelnliples, of the Fifth Missouri Reserve Corps, and
Colonel Worthington's Filth lowa, were coming
down the river on the Government steamer, they
were frequently tired upon with cannon and small
arms by the secessionists from the banks, killing
one and wounding seven or eight of llie troops.

NAVY YAKD.

Last night, two fine side wheel steamers?the
Underwriter and Jacob Bell of New York?arrived
at the A ard, where they are rapidly being trans-
formed into gunboats for the Hotouiac. The Jacob
Bell expected to take on her armament and go
down to-night, the Underwriter following to-mor-
row evening. Two other steamers (the Satelliteand Putnam) of the same iine have also been pur-
chased, and will arrive here in a few days. These
vessels can carry a very effective armament, but
the exposed condition of their machinery renders
them quite liable to he crippled in an engagement.

The steamer Baltimore came up from Old Pointlast night, where she has been detained by bad
weather, bringing in tow eleven fine ships launch-
es; four of which were at once fitted out, each
with a twelve-pound boat howitzer, and marines,
and towed down to the fleet by the Baltimore. To-
day workmen are rapidly fitting up the remaining
seven in the same style, and these will doubtless go
down to night. The Baltimore reports all quiet
down the river, and at Old Point.

Last Friday morning the U. 8. ship Cumberland
arrived in Hampton Roads from Boston, where she
had been undergoing repairs. immediately upon
her arrival, a flag of truce came down from the
Confederates, bringing one or two prisoners, but
their evident purpose was to learn the name, etc.,
of the new comer. Commodore Stringham, how-
ever, has upset the plans of "secesh" in their efforts
to spy about iu our lines under a flag of truce, and
now when one appears a Federal tug meets it at
Sewell'e Point, (half way,) where our officers can
examine the work of the Confederates as well. TheCumberland will tnrry but a short time, it is be
iieved, at Old Point, but will soon leave on a
Southern cruise, and join the blockading fleet ofthe seacnast.

ANOTHER PRIZE ny THE "JEFF. DAVlS"? Arrival

of the Captainof the Ahij. Alvarado. ? Yesterday
morning by the' Bay Line, Capt. Whiting and wife,
of the ship Alvarado, of Boston, arrived in this
city from Fortress Monroe. The Captain reports
that his ship was bound from the Cape of GoodHope, with a cargo of hides and wool, for Boston,
and when in latitude 54 =

, longitude 60, a vessel ap-
proached him having English colors. When with-
in ball a mile of him the stranger fired a shot
across his ship's bow, when he immediately hove
to, and an armed boat of twelve men was sent tohis ship. He was informed that bis vessel was a
prize to the privateer "Jeff. Davis," o! the South-ern Confederacy. A prize crew was put
oh board the Alvarado, and the course of
the vessel directed to the coast of Florida,
on reaching which an effort was inade to run into
the inlet Fernanaina, but the U. H. ship Vincennes
being in the vicinity the effort was not euccessful.-
The prize crew then determined to strand the ship,
and accordingly rnn her on to the beach two miles
from shore. The Vincennes bore down to the ship,
w hen the prize crew deserted her, and Capt. Whit-
ing hoisted the "stars and stripes." The Confeder-
ates then sent a boat from shore, and took Cap-
tain Whiting ott' the Alvarado. An armed boat
was sent from the Vincennes, with the intention of
getting the shin off, but the Confederates opened a
battery on the Vincennes from shore, and she wsscompelled to go out to sea. Her boat crew finding
it impossible to get the Alvarsdo off, set fire to herand she burnt to the waters edge. Captain Whit-
ing was sent to Richmond, and thence' to Fortress
Monroe. While in Florida Captain Whiting was
well treated, and bis wife was the guest ol Mrs.

WAR STEMS.
Tire Bombarding ofGalveston.

The bombarding of this place by the schooner
Dart and steamer South Carolina, on the 3d (a
short telegraphic account of which we published
tin Monday last), is thus described by the Galves-ton papers of the (ith:

In the afternoon, the South Carolina, with ono
of her armed prizes in tow, and followed bv theDart, left her usual station off Bolivar Peninsula,east of the city, between lour and five o'clock,
and came down the Island, some four or live milesoff shore, to a point opposite the extreme east endof the city. There she turned, dropping the ves-sel in tow, which remained there; and the propel-
ler ran up towards the bar, to nearly onposite tbe
two beach batteries, in charge ol Capt. Schneider's
Turner Rifles, from Houston.

In the meantime our steamer, the Genera! Rusk,
Capt. Leon Smith, being armed and manned, gotup steam and moved towards the bar.

The Dart came sailing down in front of the bat-
teries, doubtless to draw ber tire, bnt this was of no
avail. The steamer had now come almost to a
standstill. She was within range, and seemed to
d :re attack She bad not long to wait. Colonel
Moore sighted No. 1 at her, and in a moment afterthe white smoke rose above the breastworks, aidthe thundering report that shook tbe earth ardfilled the air announced that the contest had begun.

Alleyes now turned to the steamer. In a min-
ute, a puff of white smoke issued from her prow,
as she still continued to move slowly on, theheavy report rang out, and then the sharp hum
ol shell was distinctly heard.

Again, again, and again this slow interchange
of shots .took place. The intervals pretty regu-
lar between each".

(. apt. Alden now begun, however?much to our
m'njfled astonishment and indignation?to fire shells
over the city. He had endeavored to entilade
the guns in the batteries, but his gunners lailedto hit either the sandbags or the men aroundand near them. He doubtless then bethought
him that, as he had succeeded so well in open
ing ladies' letters, be would be as triumphant
in frightening or injuring our women and chil-dren.

Several large shells exploded high in the air, thepieces flying in all directions, far and near. Onepiece traversed the roof of Tankersley's bouse, one
square in the rear ot Mr. Brown's and' Gen. Nichol'sresidences, on Broadway. It went through the
pantry, next to the kitchen, and through the outerplank wall into the yard. We heard of a piecefalling at the South side of the Public Square,
penetrating the roof and floor of Mr. J. Dykeuian's
portico, an entire bomb at Mr. Close's foundry, a
piece going to the Ist Ward market, and one shellburying itseif near Suivth's garden.

The Consul's rrsidence is near Mr.
League's, and his flag was flying, as it has been for
a month, at an elevation that it can easily be seen
at a great distance. Another consular flag was no,further in the city, northeast of Mr. League's, but
the hostile shell paid no attention to them.

A large number of people having collected onand near the sand hills, a little to the eastward ofthe batteries, to gratify their curiosity, a shell fellamong them, apparently directed for that purpose,cutting one man in two, and carrying away most
of his body between the shoulders and the hips, andexploding about the same time. Some two or three
others were slightly wounded with the pieces, one
of whom is a son of Mr. Menard, our worthy Depu-
ty Collector. The name of the man killed was
Frank Sylva, an Italian or Portuguese, whose oc-
cupation, we understand, was selling fruits, Ac.

This, we believe, was all the harm that was doneby this first attempt to bombard our city. The
firing Continued about half an hour. Some of the
shells measured ten inches in diameter, and must
have been thrown by a6B pounder, said to be thesteamer's pivot gun.

For thehundredth time I repeated the cautious account, which lo
the best of ray knowledge was true.

There were men, women and soldiers to hoar it. The
clocks had just struck 11 I* M as I passed Wiliard'u.
The pavement in front of the hall was crowded. The
rumors of defeat had come in: but few of the many who
had been fed upon lies and the reports of complete vie
tory which prevailed, could credit the intelligence. .Seven
hours had not "lapsed before the streets told the st iry.
The "Grand Army of the North," as it was called, had
representatives in. \u2666 very thoroughfare, without arms,
orders, or officers, siandb g out in the drenching rain.
When all these most unaccountable phenomena were oc-
curring, I was fast asleep; but Icould scarcely credit my
informant in the morning, when he told me that the Fed-
eralists, utterly routed, had fallen back upon Arlington
to defend the Capital, leaving nearly five batteries of ar-
tillery, B,COO muskets, immense quantities of stores and
baggage, and their wounded and prisoners inthe hands
of the enemy!

Soon I met soldiers who were coming through the corn,
mostly without arms; and presently I saw firelocks'
cooking tins, knapsacks,and great coats on the ground,
and observ ed that the confusion and speed of the bag-
gage carls became greater, and that manv of them werecrowded with men. or were followed by others, who clung
to them. The ambulances were crowd'd with soldiers,
but it did not look as if there were many wounded!
Negro servants on led horses dashed frantically past;
men in uniform, wliom it were a disgrace to the "profes-
sion of arms to call "soldiers," swarmed bv on mules,
chargers, ami even draught horses, which had been cut
out of carts or wagons, and went on with harness cling
ing to their heels, as frightened as their riders. Menliterallyscreamed with rage and fright when their waywas blocked up. On I rode, asking all, "What is all thisabout ?" and now and then, but rarely, receiving theanswer, "We're whipped;" or, "We're repulsed." Facesblack and dusty, tongues out in the heat, eyes staring-
it was a most wonderful sight.

OPINION OF ATTORNEY GENERAL BATESON DIVIDING THE STATE OF VIRGINIA.
A letter from Mr. Eases to Mr. A. F. Ritchie, of

Marion Co , was read in the Wheeling Convention
on lnuraday last. It was in answer to an inquiry
as to the propriety of forming a now State in tile
W estarn part of Virginia. Mr. Bates says:

he format ion ola new State out of WesternVirginia is an original, independ nt act of revolu-
tion. Ido not. deny the power of revolution (I do
not call it right? tor it is never prescribed, itexist3uijorcc only, and has and can have no law but the
will of the revolutionists.) Any attempt to carry-
it out involves a plain breach of both the Constitu-
tions?of Virginia and tbe nation. And hence it is
I'lain that you cannot take that Course without
weakening, if not destroying, your claims upon tuesympathy and support of the General Government;
and without disconcerting the plan already adopt-
ed both by Virginia and the Geuerai Government,
tor the reorganisation of the revolt! d States, andthe restoration of the- integrity of the Union.

Let the American journals tell the story their own way.
I have told mine as I know it It has rained incessantly
and heavily since early morning, and the country must
be unfit for operations; otherwise, ifMr. Davis desired to
press his advantage, he might now be verv to Ar
lingtoii Heights. lie has already proved that he has a
fair right to be considered the head of a "belligerent
power." But, though the North may reel under the
shock, I cannot think it will make her desist from the
struggle, unless it be speedily followed by blows more
deadly even than the repulse from Mmassas There ismuch talk now (ol "masked batteries," ofcourse) of out
flanking, and cavalry, and such matters. The truth
seems to be that the men were overworked, kept out for
twelve or fourteen hours in the sun, exposed to long-
range fire, badly officered, and of deficient regimental or-ganization. Then came a most difficult operation?-to
withdraw the army, so constituted .out of action in face of

an energetic enemy who had repulsed it. The retirement

of the baggage, which was without adequate guards and

was in the hands of ignorant drivers, was misunderstood
anil created alarui, and that alarm became a panic, which
became frantic on the appearance of the enemy aud on
the opening of their guns on the runaways

But the North willbe all the more eager to retrieve
this disaster, although it may divert her from the scheme
which has been suggtcd to her ofpunishing England a
little while longer. The exultation of the South can only
be understood by those who may see it,and if the Federal
Government perseveres in its design to make Union by
force it may prepare for a struggle the result of which
will leave the Union very little tu light for. More of the
"battle" in raj* next 1 pity the public across the water,
but they must be the victims ofhallucinations and
myths it is out of my power to dispel or rectify just now.
Having told so long a story. I can scarcely expect your

readers to have patience, and go back upon the usual
diary of events; but the records, such as they are, of this
extraordinary repulse must command attention It is
impossible to exaggerate their importance No man can
predict the results or pretend to guess at them.
