FROM SAN DOMINGO.-

Accounts from Samana, Santo Domingo, to the
3d ipstant, state that the steam-frigate Isabella
Catolica, having on board the new Spanish Sape-
rior Civil Governor for the Colony, anchored in
port that day, after a favorable passage. His Ex-
cellency debarked amid the salvos of artillery, and
was received by the populace and loca! authorities
with every demonstration of enthusiasm. Gen-
eral Santana was ill, but not seriously so.

By the arrival of the brig Echo, at this po:t,
we have dates from Port au Prince to the 5th inst.
The Spanish difliculty had been amicably arranged,
and all but one of the Spanish vessels had left the
harbor.

The Island was again quite tranquil, and com-
mercial matters were generally quiet. The Hay-
tien government paid the Spaniards $200,000 for
insulting their fiag, but the boundary question was
left open for future adjustment. The toreign mer-
chants on the Island came to the assistance of
the government and loaned them part of the mon-
ey to pay the Spanish indemnity.

Merriam, one of John Brown’s confaderates at
Harper’s Ferry, had been drummed off the 1sland
aud returned to the States. He was endeavoring
to raise money to get up an insu-rection among
the slaves of the Southern States, but presi-
dent Geffrard fesring a complication with the
American Government, ordered him to leave the
Island.

AeMING MERCHANT VESSELS AGAINST PRIVATEERS.
—The arrangement made between Spofford, Tilles-
ton.& Co., and the Navy Department, for placing
one pnaval oflicer and fifteen gunners on board each
of the New York and Havana steam packets, will
go into efficct immediately. The decision of the
Secretary of the Navy upon the appiication is im-
portant, as establishing a precedent which will
doubtless be followed in the case of the California
steamships, and perhaps the larger class of sailing
vessels traversing the Atiautic coast and the Gulf,
The terms propossd by the abova named New York
merchagts are beneficial to themselves, to the tra-
ding and traveling public, 2nd to the United States
Government—the latter getting, by far, the best of
the bargein. The agreement is, that Spofford,
Tilleston & Co., shall feed the officers and men
farnished by the Government, thus saving _the
United States not only the expense of two first-
class steawers fully manned, but the cost of provi-
sioning them. Each of the steamers now carries
two rified nine-pounders, throwing eighteen pcund
shots, on their main deck. It is presumed that the
Government will consent. to treble that amount,
and thus make the Havana psckets equal to the
most formidable privateers. The future attitude
of the steamers will not be merely defensive, but
offensive when occasion requires, and, though they
will not go out of their track to hunt privateers,
they will not hesitate to pursue them to any -
tance, and capture or sink them, if possible,—Jour-
nal of Commerce,

Tue New Yorx Troors at Fort McHexmy.—
A member of Company “D,” Third regiment, at
Fort McHenry, in writing home to his parents,

“We received our pay the day before we left
Fortrees Monroe for this place, 2o we have bhad a
little something to eat since we arrived here. We
are treated here very badly—get nothing to eat
only what we buy from our own money.

“We, therefore, will ever pray, &c., &e.”

The Anzeiger des Westens, of Illinois, hopes the
petition may be effectual in removing the ‘“‘public
nuisance’”’ from the Cabinet.

We have heard returned volunteers say that the
belief in the army was that Cameron was not the
only “‘great nuisance” in the Cabinet; and that the
impression was prevalent that they would all go
out of office wealthy, whatever their pecuniary
condition might have been before they went in.

At present we, in common with the
other nations of Europe, have wisely kept out of
the quarrel; and if, unfortunately, we should be
compelled to drift into it, the blame will not rest
with kogland, but with a Government which has
endeuvored, to the ruin of innccent commerce, to
enforce the validity of a blockade which it is mani-
festly incompetent to maintain. 1f the statement
attributed to Admiral Milne be correct, the cotton
ports in the South are practically more free than
those of the North,in which, still uuder the modified
tariff, the manutactures of this country will be sub-
ject to a high protective, if not altogether prohibi-
tory, duty. The Federal Government can, for its
own purposes, wake relaxations wheun arms have to
be imported; but its indulgence stops where the in-
terests of the Britieh producer and of British trade
are concerned.
